SUMMARY AND INTRODUCTION

The tungsten exploration project. authorized at the Poopout claims,
Boulder County, Colo., under Exploration Project Contract Iam-E699 was
; / ’/j’%j’ éonmle_‘fed Jama.ry J;Z, 1955, Project exploration resulted :I.n the dise
\(?O covery of smf._ll but significant reserves of tungsten ore and a ceﬁifi-
cation to that effect by the Govermment, as provided for under the,
terms of the comtract, was recommended. Further exploration of the
property with Government assistance was no__g considered warranted.
Applica.tién for Govermment assisﬁa.nce in an exploration project
at the Poopout property (Docket No. DMEA 3286) was submitted to the
DMEA Field Office, Denver, Colo., in March 1954, The spplicant and

éwner‘of the perf.y, Je Le Starnes of-oo Walnuf Street, Bou.lder,

Colos, propoaed deepening bw on the Poopout

vein and d.riﬁ:ing 200 feet northeasterly on the vein at the new depth.

His estimate of the total cost of the proposed work was $14,252.65.
The property was inspected initislly on April 6, 195k, by an ex-

aminihg team from the Bureau of Mines end the Geological Survey and

‘aga.in on May 10, 1954, after the applica.nt hed clarified certain
details regarding his property r:l.ghts end had definitely decided upon
vhat work Government assistance.was being sought and in what manner
1t would bé carried out. o |

The examining team concluded that the Poopout vein was & Darrow
but cbntinuous ﬁgigméture occurring in favorable host rocks w:lthin' a
productive’ area of the Boulder céuntﬁ tungaten‘ diétrict. The vein
contained scattered tungsten mineralization which, in one exposure at
least, vas of commercial grade. It was concluded that the deposit
varranted deeper exploration and that there was & fair chance of making
a significanﬁ discoveivy through sﬁch work, Exploration as préposed by
the applicant, with 6nly sliéht modification was considered fea.si'ble.'
An exploration project involving certain preparatory work, 85 feet of
shaft sinking, and Peet of drifting was recommended at an estimated
total cost of $14,000.00. The recommended project subsequently was
approved by the DMEA Field Team, Region III, and Exploration CGntract
Tdm-E699 authorizing the modified program was prepared on the short
form MF-200(A). -

The comtract, dated August 19, 1954, was between the United States
of America, acting through the Department of the Interior , Defense
Minerals Exploration Administration and J. L. Starnes. The egreement
vas ‘en_tered' into under the suthority of the Defense Proaixctién Act of
1950, as emended, pursuant to DMEA Order 1 entitled "Govermment Aid
in Defense Exploration Projects.” The agreed estimated total costs

of the project, in which the Govermment would perticipate to the extent






‘of $10,500.00, were $1)+,.. The Govermnment would pay T5 percent of
certain agreed costs; as they accrued, for units of work actually pe:."-
formed according to the specifications stipulated in the contract. Starnes,
the operator under the contract, agreed to commence work on & project of
exploration for tﬁngsten on the Poopout claims within 30 days and to
bring the project to completion within a period of six months.
Project work was divided into two stages. Stage I provided for

the preparation of a site for the surface plant, the construction of a
suitable sheltér building, and the installation of the surface equipment
at a unit price of $500,00 for the complete Job. It authorized the
erection of a suitaﬁle hea.dirame and the widening of the existing shallow
shaft to standard créss section at unit prices of $3500.00 and $7é0.00,
respectively, for the camplete jobs. Sinking the existing shaft an
additional 85 feet on the Pocpout vein at a unit price of $75.00 per
foot also was allowed under the first stage. Stage IT of the project,
which required the prior approval of the Field Team, 'ﬁemitted 200 feet
of drifting along thé vein from a l-foof; depth in the sghaft at a im:l.t
price of $30.00 per foot. Twenty-five tungsten assays, at a unit price
of $5.00 each, also were authorized under Stage IL.

' Initial work under the contract commenced August 23, .195h. All
of the work authorized under Stage I of the project had been completed
by mid-November 1954, The vein had; ;:ontinued to show spotty jtungsten '
mineralization to the completed depf_.h of the shaft, and the Fieli Team,
therefove, ﬂlc;fd the operator to start the lateral exploration author-

ized under Stage I];pf the contract. The second stage work was complglggl





‘Januery 15, 1955, after which time, the operator removed all equipment

from the property and allowed the underground workings to £lood.

All of the units of work authorized for the project were completed
in the menner specified in the contract. Project costs totaling
$14,000,00 - equivalent to the completed and authorized units of work
é.t their respective agreed upon unit prices' - Were reported by the
operator and accepted by the Govermment. The operator waé reimbursed
for T5 percent of the accepted pro,jéct cos{'.a', or for é. total of
$10.500.00. An smount of $100.00, withheld from reimbursement to the
;aperator pending (:feceipt o=f his final project report and the release
of the Report of Review by the Contract Administration and Audit Divi-
sion, was paid May 10, 1955. '

‘The Poopout vein exposed through project work wes narrow, and the
eccur:"'encés. of tungeten mineral aloﬁg the structure were disconginuous
and limited in extent. The ore reserves indicated on the vein as a
result of project exploré.ti vere estimated as 389 tons-averaging
about 2 percent tungsten trioxide. The operator, at some future date,

intends to reactivate the property and mine the discovery.

LOCATION OF PROPERTY

The Poopout claims are located in sec. 34, Te 1 N., Re .72 We,
6th principal meridian, Sugar Loaf Mining District, Boulder County,
Colo. (fig. 1). The claims are in Gorden Gulch about one-eighth
mile north of the junction of Gorden and North Boulder Creeks. Boulder,

Colo., the nmearest commercial center, is 7 miles due east of the

'property'. Ther prop'erty' is accessible from the Sugar Loaf road which
branches from Stete Highway 119 sbout 5 miles west of Boulder, Colo.,
or from State ﬁighv’rai- 160 about 4 miles north of Nederia.nd, Colo. The
secondary road through Gorden Gulch crosses the property about one=half
mile south of its junction with the Sugar Loaf road, .The elevation of

the property, at Gulch level, is about 7 ,6 feet.
HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

Nothing 1s kmown of the early history of the property. Reportedly,

it was worked for a short period prior to World War I and then abandoned.

The old surface pits and adits along the outcrop of the Poopout vein

indicete that a small tonnage of tungsten ore may have been produced.
Starnes relocated the property March 12, 1954, He cleaned out
and examined. the old workings end sank & 23-foot shaft on the vein near
the southwestern énd of the Poopout claim. The vein exposed in the
shaft contained a narrow streak of ferbé;iié , a.nd v‘t';he few tons of ore
produced by this work were mrketed before the start of contract

exploration.
 OPERATOR'S PROPERTY RIGHTS

The property described under Article 2 of the contract, the un-
patented Poopout and Poopout Extension lode mining claims, is shown
on Pigure 2. Amended location certificates for i:he two claims were
recorded in the name of the cperator on Jnne 16, 1951& in Book 953 at

pages 332 and 333 in the records of Boulder County.
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The amended locations, as shown on figure 2, principally overlap
two pé.tehted claims (Gorden Gulch placer and Fraction lode mining
claim) and one priprhiocatioﬁ (Wildwood lode mining claim). Only the
a.pproiix_nate boundaries of the Wildwood claim are shown on figure 2,
The operator obtained & lease and later & quitclaim deed from the
owners of this claim for that area in which it is in conflict with
the Poopout claim, |

“The Poopout vein outcrops along the centerline of the Poopout
cla.im; Its surface outcrop is exposed for a few hundred feet é.leng
the southwestern end of this claim, The structure apparently extends
southwesterly oﬁto the Gorden Gulch pia.cer and may project still far=-
ther in this direction onto the Poopout Extension claim.

The eastern side line of the Gorden Gulch placer coincides with
the western end 1line of the Poopout claim, The shaft, which was deep-

ened under the exploration pi'odec'l_;, is on thé Poopout vein at a point

approximately 100 feet inside the western end 1line of the Poopout claim.

contrac‘ﬁ exploration of the vein extended 200 feet northeasterly from

the shaft,

GEOLOGY

The tungsten aistriet of Boulder County, 0010;, -is & narrow

belt sbout 10 miles long on thé east flank of the Front Range about

30 miles northwest of Denver. Most of the district is underlain by

quartz monzonite of the Precambrien Boulder Creek batholith and

gneisses and schists of the Idaho Springs formation. The ore deposits
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are quartz-ferberite veins up to 3 feet thick that Pollow extensive
faults of Laramide age. Most of the ore has been taken from shoots
that ha.ve,viaeen formed at places where the dip a.nd'/;)r' gtrike of the |
vein changes, vhere the vein crosse'é dikes, or at vein. intersections.
The ore ranges in grade from 1 to 20 percent W05.

' The Poopout mine (fig. 3) is in an area of Boulder Creek granite
end 18 on & fissure vein striking N. 41° -"45° E. and dipping vertically
to 84° S,  The fissure has been filled by lenses of ferberite and horn
quartz in e gangue of quartz and silicified granite. Prior to the
start of the DMEA exploration program, two trenches, two short and
partly caved éumiels ’ gnd' a 23=-foot deep sha.:ft exposed portions of the
vein for & horizontal distance of ebout 160 feet end a vertical dis=
tance of about 75.feet (f£ig. 3). The first 25 feet of the upper tunnel
has either caved or 'beeﬁ stopeé. ‘bov the surface. A small vein of horn
quartz, up to 1 inch wide, is in the tunnel back é.f the present portal
but dies out within ebout 5 feet. A portion of the upper tunnel
bottom, about 20 feet long and now fuied vith waste or debris, is

said by the applicant to be a shallow underhand stope. The lower
tunnel has caved or been mined to the surface for a distance of about
40 feet. From the present portal a vein of horn quartz up to 3 inches
wide exbemis along the tunnel back for a distance of ebout 18 feet.
Below the floor of the tumiel is an underhand stope about 20 feet long.
i‘he stope bottom slopes steeply from the drift floor at the west end
to & depth of about 9 feet below the floor at the east end. Near the

original portal of the lower tunnel a shaft followed the vein to a

depth of 235 feet.

With the assistance of a DMEA loan, the shaft was deepened to
108 feet, and a drift 200 feet long wes driven northeagtward on the
vein from a point 99 feet below the shaft collar (fig. | 4).

From O - 10 feet in the shaft the vein consists of thin stringers
of barren quartz., From a depth of ebout 10 feet to 30 feet the vein,
3 inches to 1 foot v}ide s 18 stfong and contains a few short narrow
stringers of ferberite on both walls. From 30 'bo 40 feet the vein
becomes very tight, at times almost pint;.hing out., It contains stfeaks
of horn quartz but mo identifisble ferberite. Along the west wall the
vein starts to widen at 40 feet, reaching & maximm width of about
1 foot, and at 45 feet there are a few nodules of ferberite that become
more numerous proceeding downward. On the east wall the vein starts
to widen at a depth of a'bout ko feet and from 40 to 45 feet the vein

contains sbout 2 inches of horn quartz in a shattered quartz porphyry.

At 65 feet the vein, which is mostly horn quartz with a few ferberite

streaks, is stained by brown iren oxide. From 80 to 99 feet the vein
1 strong along both valls and comtains ferberite in nodules and in
streaks up to one-half inch wide and several feet long. The operator
states that the »vein continues strong to the bottom of the shaft , but
as weter is allowed to collect in the sump (9 feet deep), this could
not be checked. " "

In the drift on the 106-foot level the vein is fairly strong
for the first 115 feet. Beyond this point it tends to split and narrow
at places, becoming less than an inch wide. In the breast it is about

three-quarters of an inch of quartz in & 3= to lhe-inch sheared zone.
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On the 100-foot level ore grade' materiel is exposed from the
shaft to a point about 30 feet northeast of the shaft. Here the vein
consists o} from a few mchez;s to sbout 1 foot of brecciated granite
containing pods and stringers of ferberite. Similar ‘ore grade material:
18 exposed along the intervals 60 to 90 and 112 to 127 feet northeast
of the shaft. ‘

A1l the ‘work has been dome in granite, for the most part medium-
to coarse-grained, with occasional gneiséic texture. Two lenses or
streaks of shattered quartz suggest lenses of pe@at:!.té within the
granite. One of these is in the shaft between the depths 4O to 55
feet, the other is along the northwest wall of the drift, at a distance

of ebout 30 feet from the shaft.

The operator sempled the deposit by dividing the vein into arbi-
traryA lengths and taking composite samplés along the intervals (fige. }t).
He took three sets of samples in each interval « one sample repi'esentiﬁg
several cuts across the actual width of the vein, another sample rep-
resenting several 6-inch cuts across the vein and another set represente 0

To arrive at an estimate'of the probable reserves of the deposit,
the aésays of the 10-inch cuts were extrapolated for 15 feet above

and below the drift and 30 feet east and west of the shaft (fig. 3).

The interval from 23 feet to 4o feet in the shaft was discounted -
from the tonnage calculations because it is believed that the assays
are not representative and because the observed mineralization within
that portion of the shaft is extremely spotty and erratic.

The probable reserves remaining at the coﬁpletion of the explora-
tion program are estimated to be sbout 389 short tons containing 782

short ton units of WOB.

WORK COMPLETED UNDER THE CONTRACT

Initial work under the contract commenced August 23, 1954. A
short, steep access road previously had been constructed from the
Gorden Gulch road to the bottom of the dump at the portal of the lower
ﬁunnel."‘ Initial project work involved the preparatioﬁ of a surface
site near the portal of the lower tumnel, the construction of a suit-
able surface shelter, and the installation of the’ necessary surface
equipment.,

Considerable rock excavation was required to enlarge the area
for the surface plant. Due to the topography and the state mining
regulations, a 9- by l2-foot ho_ist room was excavated in & vertical
cliff some 25 feet south of the shaft..}.A single-drum, geared hoist
was :lnstalled in the excavation. The open end of the excavation was
boarded up and provided with a doorway. A 30-foot, 4-post, wooden
headframe was erected over a newly -constfucted collar of the existing
shaft. The existing shaft, which wes located at the portal of the

lower Mel and extended to a depth of 23 feet below that level (fig. 3) )

"was widened to an 8- by L-foot cross section and timbered so as to

provide for a manway and s hoisting compartment. Ladders and plat-
forms were ingtalled in the maenway and skids for a bucket s in the
hoisting compartment.

Sinking operations were started in September. The shaft had
been sunk the euthorized 85 feet, or to & depth of 108 feet below the
lower tunnel level, by mid-November. The vein exposed in the shaft
remained narrow but did contain intermittent occurrencés of tungsten
mineralization. The Field Team, therefore, authorized the lateral
exploration of the ve:f.n as ﬁrev:lded under Stage II of the contract.

The drift northeasterly along the Poopout vein was started from
the shaft at a depth of 99 feet below the tunnel level (fig. 3). The
heading was driven to & 5- by T=foot cross section. Itmha.d been ek-
tended the authorized 200 feet along the vein by Ja.nué.ry 12, 1955.
The operator completed his sampling of the vein oﬁ January 15, 1955,
vhereupon all of the surface and underground eqtupmént was removed
from the property and the workings off the bottom of the shaft allowed
to flood. The operator's final pro,ject report was received March 25,

1955.

EXPENDITURES UNDER THE CONTRACT

' The agreed estimatet_i costs of the project, in which the Govern-
ment would participate, totaled $14,000.00. Under the short-form-
type*of contract, the agreed costs were e:gpressed in terms of the

stipulated units of work to be performed by the operator. The






Government would p#y'75 percent of the agreed costs, as they accrued,
for units of work actually completed according to the specifications
set forth in the contract. _ a

A1l 6f the units of work authorized for the project were completed
by the operator in the manner spegifiea in the contract. Project costs
were reported monthly by the operator as they accrued, and T5 percent
of the accrued amount was reimbursed. to the dperator upon verification.
of the work by the igspecting engineer and its acceptance by the Execu-
tive Officer, DMEA Field Team, Region III. Project costs totaling
$14,000.00 - equivalent to the completed and authorized units of work
ét its agreed-unit.prices.- was reported by the operator and accepted
by the Govermment. The operator was reimbursed for T5 percent of the
accepted total costs, or $10,500.00. An amount of $100.00, withheld
from reimbursement to the operator pending receipt of his final project

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. EFFICIERCY OF PROJECT OPERATIONS

Project work was performed eﬁ’iciently; No unusual difficulties
were encountered. The shaft was supported with "stull" and wallplate
timbers; ground sup:bort was not required along tﬁe 99-f’oet level drift.
Only ﬁoderafe amounts of water were encountered at lower depths in the
shaft. Starnes contracted all of the project work to the operators
of the nearby Hillside mine. These individuals - Eugene Scohy, John
and Loren Qver'ley'- were gxperienced miners. Progress of prejecf work
was considerably above average. Cémressed air for the project opera-

tions wes piped to the site from the Hillside mine.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

It is concluded that the éxploration project aithorized at the
Poopdﬁt property was carried out end completed efficiently and in the
menner specified in the contract. Govermment participation in the re-
ported and accepted costs of the project to the extent provided in
the contract, therefore, was valid and proper. |

furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator.

SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS, AND RECOMMENDATIONS

By D. R. MacLaren and R. L. Bolmer

J. L. Starnes of Denver, Colo., made application for aid in
an exploration project pursuant to DMEA Order 1, Defense Production Act
of 1950, as amended. The applicant proposed exploration of the Poop-Out
mining claims in Boulder County, Colo. for tungsten. Specifically, he
proposed to deepen a shallow shaft on the Poop-Out vein by 100 feet and
to drift 200 feet on the vein at depth. He estimated the total cost of
the proposed work at $14,252.65.

A narrow quartz-ferberite vein outerops in granite along the
southwestern end of the Foop-Out claim. Shallow surface workings indicate
a smell past production from intermittent tungsten occurrences along its
outc{dp. The applicant recently sank a 25-foot prospect shaft on the
structure which encountered commercial grade ore on the vein for nearly
its full depth.

The Poop-Out veln appears to be a fairly continuous structure
occuring in favorable host rocks within a highly productive area of the
Boulder County tungsten district. The vein itself contains tungsten
mineralization, which, in one exposure at least, was of commercial grade.
It was concluded from a field examination made April 6, 1954, and sub-
sequent 1nvestigation§ that the vein warranted some deeper exploration
and that there exists a fair chanée of making a significant discovery
through such work. Exploration as proposed by the applicant, with only
slight modification, was considered techn;cally feasible. An exploration





project involving certain preparatory work, 85 feet of shaft sinking,
and 200 feet of drifting is recommended at an estimated total cost of

$14,000,00 (Government participation 75 percent, or $10,500.00).

INTRCDUCTION

J. L. Starnes, presently of 2609 Dexter Street, Denver, Colo.,
mede application for aid in an exploration project pursuant to Defense
Minerals Exploration Administration Order 1, under the Defense Production
Ac£ of 1950, as amended (Docket No. DMEA 3286). The applicant, locator
of the Poop-Out and'Poop-Out Extension mining claims in Boulder, County,
Colo., proposed to explore that property for tungsten. Specifically
and originally the applicant proposed deepening by 100 feet a shallow
shaft on the Poop-Out vein and drifting 200 feet northeasterly on the
vein at the new depth. He estimated the total cost of the proposed
iork as $14,252.65. l

A suitable report on the application was requested by the
DMEA Field Team, Region IV. The property was examined initially
April 6, 1954, with the applicant. At that time there was some doubt
as to the applicant's actual property rights and as to the ownership
of the ground upon which the propesed work would be performed. The
applicant also was very vague on how he wanted to explore the property
and contemplated amending his original application. He was asked
to clarify these details and to definitely decide upon what work
Government assistance was being sought and in what manner it would be
carried out. Since that time, the applicant has arveyed and relocated

the Poop-Out claims and has secured the rights to am overlapping,
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prior location. When last contacted, he had decided upon the expioration
progran é.s outlined in his original application.
This report is based on the field examination of the preperty
and on several conferences held with the epplicant and is submitted for
the purpose of aiding the Field Team in evaluating the applicantts

proposal.

LOCATION

_ The property is in sec. 34, T. 1 N., R. 72 W., Sixth Principal
Meridian, Sugar Loaf mining district, Boulder County, Colo. (fig. 1).
The claims are in Gordem Gulch about 1/8 mile north of the junction of
Gorden and North Boulder Creeks. Boulder, Colo., the nearest commercial
center, is about 7 miles due east of the property. The nearest custom
mill is about 5 miles southwest of the property of Nederland, Colo.
The ;)roper‘by is accessible from the all-weather Sugar Loaf road, which
branches from State Highway 119 west of Beulder or State Highway 160
north of Nederland. The secondary Switzerland Park road threugh Gorden
Gulch crosses the property about 1/2 mile south of its junction with
the Sugar Loaf road. The elevation of the property at gulch level is
about 7,600 feet. The climate generally is mild and mining operations
are possible all year.

The two claims are laid out end~to-end across Gorden Creek,

a small but permanent stream. The Poop-Out claim extends up the
steep and rocky eastern slope of the gulch. The other location extends
westerly across the gulch bottom and onto the heavily timbered but

more gentle eastern slope of Peewink Mountain., The nearby transmission

lines of the Public Service Company of Colorado have mot been extended

to the property.
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OWNERSHIP AND EXTENT

The property consists of the two unpatented lede mining
claims, the Poop-Out and Poop-Out Extension, showm on figure 2. Both
are 1,500 feet in length and 600 feet in width. The amended locatien
certificates for these claims were recorded in the name of the ap-
plicant on June 16, 1954, in Book 953 on pages 332 and 333 in the
records of Boulder County. 'Copies of the amended locations have been
furnished by the applicant and have been attached and are made part
of his original application. The amended locations principally
overlap two patented claims (Gorden Gulch Placer, Survey No. 17198 and
Fraction, Survey No. 20251) and one prior located claim (Wildwood).
The approximate location of the Wildwood is shown om figure 2. The
applicant submitted a lease and later a quit claim deed from the re-
corded gwners of this claim for that area in which it is in conflict
with the Poop-Out claim. These documents slso are being attached to
and made part of the origimal application.

The pertion of the Poop~Out claim comsidered for exploration
is that section not in conflict with other patented property and
occurring between its westerly end line (Side 6-7 of Gorden Gulch Placer)
amd its intersection with side line 1-2 of the Fraction claim. This
section, some 1,000 feet in length, is considered sufficient for
exploration purposes. Within this section, the observed or inferred
projection of the Poop-Out vein outcrop, more or less follows the
center line of the claim. Actually the vein can be traced for only a
few hundred feet along the southwésterly end of the section and only

200 feet of that distance is proposed for exploration. -
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The applicant recently leased that section of the vein
occurring above the lower tunnel level (fig. 3) to a second party with
the stipulation that such lease shall not be in conflict with any pro-
visions of an exploration project contract which may be granted. The
applicant gave assurance that any mining or development from the
tunnel level would not interfere, conflict with, or delay any approved
project work. It is assumed that, if an exploration project is approved,
any ore discovered above the tunnel level would be subject to the
Government 's percentage royalty; and recommendations for a project

at the property are made conditional on that assumption.

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

Nothing is known of the early history of the property.
Reportedly, it was worked for a short period prior to World War I
and then abandoned. The shallow surface pits and tunnels_indicate
that a small tonnage of tungsten ore was produced. The applicant re—
located the vein March 12, 1954. His recent work involved cleaning
out old prospect holes along the outcrop and sinking 25 feet at one
location on the vein near the lowér, southwestern slope of the Poop-
Out claim. A fair grade of ferberite ore was opened on the vein by
this work and a small tonnage of ore was produced and marketed. The
upgraded crude ore was concentrated at the Hoosier mill and the con-
centrates marketed with Hetzer Mines, Inc., at Nederand, Colo. The
applicant began and his sublegsee is continuing to advance the lower |
tunnel northeasterly. Reportedly, the vein has improved and is
mineralized.
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Starnest® application states that the Poop-Out Extension covers
the Peewink mine. Actually, the several located Peewink claims are
farther westerly, near the top and on the southern slope of Peewink
Mountain. The applicant's property, however, is located centrally within
a highly productive area of the tungsten district. Several of the
patented properties in section 34 (shown on fig. 2) and a few of the
located claims (not shown) have a reéorded or estimated production
since 1900 as follows:

DESCRIPTION COF THE DEPOSIT
A narrow, but apparently continuous fissure vein outerops in
granite along the lower, southwestern slope of the Pobp-Out claim.
The nearly vertical structure strikes parallel to the length of the
claim. Its outerop mostly is covered with overburden but can be
traced intermittently for some 400 to 500 feet along the southwestern

end of the claim by means of several shallow surface cuts and short

drift adits on the structure (fig. 3). It has fot been exposed on the






northeasterly two-thirds of the claim nor southwesterly on the Poop-QOut
Extension claim. The vein consists of a few inches of horn quartz and
altered, brecciated wall rock and in places contains the ore mineral,
ferberite (FeWDL). The ore mineral occurs in narrow streaks and lenses
along the vein and, in Places, appears somewhat siliceous. Apparently,
small pockets of ore were extracted from the shallow upper workings
although only traces of mineral remain on the vein in these sections.

The 'vein contains 3 to 4 inches of horn quartz and small
streaks of‘ferberite along the back and in the breast of the lower
tunnel. This tunnel has been advanced a few feet northeasterly since
the inspection and, reportedly, has exposed an improved structure (fig. 3).
The bottom of the tunnel was underhanded but the stope presently is
obscured with broken rock. Reportedly, ore was extracted below the
level and yet is exposed on the vein in the bottom of the stope. The
applicant sank on the mineralized structure at the portal of the tunnel
and exposed ore grade mineral beginning almost immediately. The present
depth of the shaft is»abou& 25 feet below the lower tunnel level and is
in ore. The small shipment of ore marketed recently by the applicant
was derived from this source.

A sample taken across 9 inches of the mineralized vein zone
in the bottom of the shaft assayed 1.90 percent WOB and 0.10 percent
P. A sample across a 4 to 5 inch mineral streak exposed in the north-
east end of the shaft at a depth of some 18 feet assayed 11.60 percent
w03 and 0,07 percent P. The applicant proposed to deepen this shaft
an additional 100 feet and to drift 200 feet northeasterly on the

vein.
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MINEABLE ORE RESERVES

The property contains no known or indicated reserves other
than the ore recently uncovered in the shaft and lower tunnel.
Tungsten ore shoots in the area are erratic and no attempt is made at
estimating the extent of these present but limited exposures. The
vein apparently is continuous, occurs in a favorable granite host rock,
and contains discontinuous tungsten mineralization, which, in one area
at least, is of ore grade. It is inferred from such geological evidence
that the vein will contain other similar ferberite shoots, which probébly

will be of commercial grade but of small to moderate extent.

PRESENT STATUS
The property essentially has no facilities and very little
mining eduipmant. The county recently constructed a short access road

from the Gorden Gulch road to the dump below the portal of the lower

tunnel. The applicant sank the shaft by means of a windlass. He owns

the uspal small mining equipment and hand tools and rents compressed
air from the Hillside mine about 1/4 mile to the northwest in Gorden
Gulch. The applicant has made some kind of arrangement for performing
the proposed project work with John Oberly, Don Oberly and Jean Scohy
who presently lease aﬁd operate the Hillside mine. These individuals
are experienced and competent miners and own the additional mining
equipment needed for undertaking the proposed work. The mining equip-
ment owned either by the applicant or by the Hillside crew, which is
considered necessary for the proposed project work and probably will
be used thereon, is itemized below.

The present 25-foot prospect shaft will require widening to
standard size and timbering before additionel sinking, such as is
proposed, can start. The shaft will require a suitable head frame
with dumping facilities. The surface area surrounding the shaft
collar is rather limited; some bulldozing--possibly some rock excavetion--
will be required before a shelter building necessary to house the

compressor and hoisting equipment can be erected.

It is concluded that the proposed expleration of the Poop-Out

ve;n, as outlined and recommended herein, is technically feasible. The

work recommended will explore with greater depth a fairly strong and

continuocus vein, which occurs within a productive area of the Boulder

tungsten district and which does contain tungsten mineral and has had

a small past production. The geological report on the application

concludes that there does exist a fair chance of making a significant

discovery.

The applicant, himself, probably is not too experienced as a

miner or mine operatbr. If, as he has indicated, the present operators

of the Hillside will perform the project work, then the proposed

exploration program probably will becarried out efficiently and in a

workmanlike manner,

RECOMMENDATIONS

The exploration project outlined in this report and estimated

to cost a total of $14,000.00 is recommended.

: The pri_ma.ry reasons we have been holding Reports of Review are
as follows:

1. Instructions in your letter to George Mavor, dated December 8,
1953, signed by Mr., Chambers, subject Idm-E455, IMEA=1953,.Frank.Bullock,
Elko County, Nevada.

2. Due to a heavy work load in this region, in many cases two or
more engineers have examined the same project, and in some cases, another
engineer prepared the final report. Engineers do not always interpret the
engineering results as applied to the contract in the same way, with the
result that one engineer will approve an item, and on the next examination
a different engineer will disallow a similar item. In the case mentioned
below the Executive Officer approved both MP-104's.

I appreciate that it 1s our responsibility to interpret the terms
of the contract insofar as reimbursement to the Operator is concerned; but
at the same time have our opinions in agreement with those of the Executive
Officer, which is not always clearly defined prior to receipt of the final
engineering report.

The specific case I have in mind is the Flat Top Mining Company,
Contract Idm-E672, Docket No. DMEA-3190. On July 27, 1955, at the specific
request of Mr. Traver I wrote to Mr. Chambers for an opinion on the terms
of this contract. You replied to his letter on August 1, 1955, and on Aug-

ust 4, 1955, I vwrote you regarding a discussion I had ha.d with John Shaw
on this contract.






. -

Glen Walker, one of the engineers who examined the project, is
supposed to have written a final report on the contract, which apparently
has been misfiled. In the meantime Walker was transferred from Denver to
Grand Junction. Shaw told me last week that Walker was told to rewrite
the final report if he was unable to locate the original. What his final
measurements will be are questionable, as is Shaw!s stand in the matter.

However, we will be guided by your instructions regarding the
date on Reports of Review in the future. This letter is written so that
you will understand the occasional comment on our work load report, '"Hold-
ing for Final Engineer!s Report.%

Reference is made to your letter of August 31, 1955, regard-
ing apparent undue delay in releasing Report of Review covering sub-
ject contract.

This was a short form contract, My actual Report of Review
was completed and the report was typed February 28, 1955.

On the Work Load Report for the month of February, 1955, this
report was shown as completed in February, 1955, Under "Comments"
notation was made that the release of this Report of Review was held
pending release of Engineer's Final Report. A similar comment was
made on the March Work Load Report. Attached is copy of letter from
W. M. Traver dated April 29, 1955, Based on this information, Report
of Review was released that same day.

It has been the understanding of both Don and myself that
this was the procedure to be followed. In other words, in order to
avoid any reflection on the Contract Administration and Audit Division
by the Field Team, due to circumstances over which this Divison had no
control, such as in the instant case, the date the work was completed
should be shown.

I checked the contents of your letter with Mr. Traver, Execu-
tive Officer, and he stated that his letter to Mr. Christensen,was a
routine form letter and no reflection on the Division was intended.

As T interpret your letter, in the future the date the final
check of the Engineer'!s report is made will be the date shown on the
Report of Review,






We have consistently followed the other procedure, excepting
in isolated or unususl cases, and have gone on the theory that we were
protecting the standards of the Contract Administration and Audit
Division. In all cases our Work Load Report will show the month in
which the work was completed, with the exception of the routing check
of the Engineert!s Report which usually can be accomplished in a rela-
tively short time.

Quite often we will have a short lapse of time between on-
site or royalty audits or reviews, which after all are time consuming,
and will handle a Report of Review and date it on the date the work was
completed, knowing that it will have to be held until the Engineer's
Report is received.

As a suggestion subject to your approval, why not continue
our present procedure and in our transmittal letter to the Executive
Officer state "This report was completed on February 28 but distribution
was delayed until April 29, pending receipt of Engineer's Final Report"?

Your comments in this matter will be appreciated.

Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In

the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca~ -
tion and. inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; ; .

logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in -

an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Pre‘?aration of Form -MF—-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
ager;t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form. :

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear

in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),.
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting

activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words ‘“Short Form” if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent” if the eontract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form' NFF—ZOO as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

- Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations.” Do ‘mot
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies -

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.

reported for a particular project. It will be nécessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of

which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items dre: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitdtion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
aﬁexi_t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),

however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reportmg

activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words ‘‘Short Form” if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
‘“Independent’’ if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
used in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

third party will be reported under “Rental”.
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under ‘““Purchase’’. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under ‘‘ Deprecia-
tion”.

Jtem (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures,
and equipment.

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
madterials, ete., used in the installation or construction of new
bulldmgs, ﬁxed improvements, etc., necessary for the pro;ect
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3).

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expendlture such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen’s compensation
Insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen’s compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.

Item (8) irtcludes any unforeseen costs not included in the

- other seven categories.

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of ﬁ ayrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,
“Certified True Copy (or Transcript)’’, followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have
an ‘‘on-site’’ audit, that is, a Government auditor should
make an audit of the Operator’s books and records of account,
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00.. In these
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or
invoice should be attached to the Monthly \%ucher N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be

thus supported.

Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed
pr1ce contracts on Form MF-200- (A), however, are not re-
uired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The
% rator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form
F-104 by deleting as stated above the word *‘Independent’’
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the ‘““Monthly
Total” amount due. ‘‘Totals Prev1ously Reported”, and
“Totals to Date’’ columns should also be filled in.

Preparation of Form M F—104A_.—Y'Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, ‘Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and ‘“New Buildings, Improve-
ments, ete.” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The ““Total Costs” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs” as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date”.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs. may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. “Operating Equipment”, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘‘Authorized by Contract”’ will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually & part of Exhibit ‘“A”’ of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided. for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

: Description of the Work

The work will be divided into two stages, Stage I and
Stage II. Stage II must have the prior written approval of the
DMEA Field Team, Region IV, before the work thereunder is started.

Stage I work shall include surface preparation at shaft
site by bulldozer; the construction of a shelter building, and the
installation of surface equipment; the construction of a suitable
headframe over the existing 25 foot shaft; widening ¢f the existing
25 foot shaft and retimbering to a minimum cross section size of
L x 8 feet in the clear of timber before being divided into two
compartments; sinking of shaft an additional 85 feet below the
present bottom (a depth of 110 feet below the lower tunnel level).

Stage II work shall consist of drifting 200 feet north-
easterly on the Poopout vein from the shaft at a depth of 100 feet
below the lower tunnel level.
