In support of the application two assay certificates 
were furnished. Ozze showed 0.78% copper, the other o.61i.% copper 
and 3.11.2% fluorine. 


The examiners found that chalcopyrite and. fluorite occur 
in pegmatite in granitic gneiss along withrrite and &ystaliine 
hematite. The copper deposits seen are very small, low grade and. 
inaccessible and unlikely to be of' economic importance. Work done 
by the applicants consists of two open cuts on two small pegmatites.

exploration at an estimated cost of $297,500.00. 


The applicants claims were examined by a joint Bureau of Mines and 


Geological Survey team on August 16-17, 1955, accompanied by Geo:rge 


Nair, one of the partners. The property Is difficultly accessib:Le

The Ruth group of 57 unpatented mineral lode locations forms a 


contiguous group in approximate sections 5, 6, 7, 8 and 9, T. 2 N., 


R. 711. t*T., 6th principal meridian, in Grand County, Colorado, figures 


1, 2 and. 3. The property lies between the head.waters of Roaring Fork 


and Hell Canyon creeks at altitudes ranging between 10,500 to 1.250O 


feet above sea-level. The claims are in very rough and steep terrain 


and are difficultly accessible over narrow, rocky and tortuous horse 


trails. Supplies and labor would have to be trucked. in from Granby,

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


The Ruth group of claims Is an original location by the applicants 


George and Ward Nair who are brothers. There has been no production 


from the property and work has been limited to general prospecting 


and. the exposure of two small pegmatites on the Ruth claims nos. 15 


and 16 (fIg. 2). The exposure on the Ruth No. 15 claim Is a pit o:r 


5 .x 7 foot cross-section and 7 feet deep. The exposure of a pegmatite 


on the Ruth No. 16 claim consists of a shallow hillside cut about :L5 


feet long, 6 feet wide and exposes a face about 10 feet high. 


OWNERSHIP 


The property was originally located by the brothers George and. 


Ward Nair in 19511. as ä contiguous group of 57 standard mineral lode 


locations (600 x 1,500 feet). The location certificate is recorded 


on page 239, in book 109 of the Grand. County records at Hot Sulphur 


Springs, Colorado. The group of claims covers about 1,17 8 árs:of 


very rough terrain, The claims and the approximate locatibw of the 


only development work are shown on figure 2.
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GEOLOGY 


Ore deposits of the Ruth group of claims are found in pegmatite 


dikes in granitic gneiss. Chalcopyrite, pyrite, fluorite, and crystal-


line hematite are concentrated in the walls of shear zones and in 


brecciated, parts of the dikes. The parts of the dikes that are not 


highly fractured appear to be barren. Not all the pegmatites in the 


area are mineralized, nor are all the fractured zones in pegmatites 


mineralized.. 


The dike on the Ruth claim no. 16, (figures 2 and 3) is poorly 


exposed. but it is about 11. feet thick and 10 feet long. Two malachite 


coated. fractures, one 2-inches thick and. another 4-inches thick can 


be followed about 5 feet. The brecciated. parts of the pegmatite and 


adjacent granitic gneiss are heavily impregnated with black hematite, 


Two samples were taken across the 2.3 feet of mineralized. face exposed 


In the prospect pit. Sample 11-792 was taken across a width of 0.4 


feet and assayed 0.27 percent copper. Sample 11-793 was taken across 


the remaining width of 1.9 feet northeast of sample H-792 and assayed 


0.03 percent copper. 


The dike on the Ruth claim no. 15, (figures 2 and 3) Is exposed 


for 35 feet and .reaches a maximum thickness of 7 feet. It strikes 


N. 550 w,, and dips 600 N.E. It is cut by several closely spaced, 


gouge-filled fractures that strike N. 100 E. and dip 600 S.E. The 


mineralized zone Isabout 3.5 feet thiäk on both sides bf the fractured 


zone. The rest of the pegmatite seems to be barren. SampiH-794 was 


taken across the mineralized width of 7 feet and assayed 0.34 percent 
copper.
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The other pegmatites in the area are likewise a few tens of feet 


long and a few feet thick, Several other outcrops showing signs of 


copper mineralization are said to exist, but the applicant could not 


relocate them. He considers the prospects that were examined to be 


the best deposits on the property. 


The only known deposits are thus small, low-grade and inaccessible, 


They are unlikely ever to be of economic importance, 


MINABLE ORE RESERVES 


There is no basis on which to estimate any kind of ore reserves, 


There has been no production from the claims to date and all analyses 


taken and. an examination of the property indicate that any possible 


reserves would be. very small, low-grade and sub-economic. 


PRESENT STA.TUS 


Exploration and. development 


Work on the 57 Ruth claims (fig. 2) consisted of intermittent 


prospecting of a very general nature and a few assays. Development 


work has been limited to shallow cuts on the Ruth claims No. 15 and. 


No. 16. A pegmatite is exposed on the Ruth No. 15 claim in a pit of 


5 x 7 foot cross-section, 7 feet deep. On the Ruth claim No. 16, a 


pegmatite is exposed in a side hill cut which is 6 feet wide and. about 


15 feet long and exposes a face about 10 feet high. 


rfining milling and other facilities 


There is no mining equipment on the property other than a few 


pieces of hand drill steel, hammers and. a shovel. There ae no 


milling or other facilities on the property other than a crude and. 


decrepit cabin.
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APPLICANTS PROJECT PROPOSAL AND COSTS 


George and Ward Nair propose .to explore their Ruth group of con-


tiguous claims as follows: 


1. Construct an access road to the property at an over all cost 


of $100,000.00. Access now is over about 8 miles of steep and. tortuous 


horse trails and foot paths. The access road with grades that could be, 


negotiated by trucks 'would be considerably longer and would Involve 


much rock work and bridgirg. The applicants have not mapped a route 


and. there was no basis on which to judge their estimate. They con-


sulted several contractors before arriving at their figure which may 


be realistic for the terrain involved. 


2. From their claim no. 1 at a point in a canyon bottom (fig. 2) 


they propose to drive 3,000 feet of adit along a hypothetical vein to 


determine whether it contains copper In sufficient quantity to be of 


economic Importance. In.ad.dition, they propose to crosscut 500 feet 


In both a north and a south direction from the end of crosscut to pick 


up any possible paralleling veins. The total length of crosscuts would 


be 1,000 feet. Costs are estimated at $35.00 per foot of adit crosscut 


and drift. Cost of this stage would be $l1 O,0OO.00 (li3O00 feet x $35.00). 


Their costs for this stage of exploration are probably low. 


3. In the vicinity of a pegmatite exposure on their Ruth claim 


no. 4- (fIg. 2) they propose to sink a shaft about L O0 feet deep anL. 


to crosscut from Its bottom for 250 feet in both a north and south 


direction, Costs are estimated at $100.00 per foot of shaft sunk, 


and $35.00 per foot of croscut therefrom. Cost of this stage of the
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piect would be. $57,500.00 (500 feet of shaft at $100.00 per foot plus 


500 feet of crosscut at $35.00 per foot). Costs of this stage of the 


project are probably realistic.

CONCLUSIONS

Not all the pegmatites in the area are mineralized, nor are all 


the fractured zones in the pegmatites mineralized.

SUPPLEMENTAL STATEMENT - ADDITIONAL 


The following is submitted as an additional supplementary 


statement to executed form MF1O3, to which this suppLemental 


statement is attached and with which it is transmittE?d. The 


statement has to do with question 6 of the said application. 


It is impossible, under the present circumstances, to 


itemize the estimate of costs listed under Paragraphs A through 


H of question 6. It is contemplated that in order to properly 


explore and commence development of the included properties, a 


tunnel should be driven on Claim 1, approximately 3000 ft. in 


length, with approximately 500 ft. of cross-cut tunnel from 


the end of the tunnel. Claim No. 1 is located in a valley and 


it appears that such a tunnel would be the most economical 


method of exploration and preliminary production. Under the 


circumstances, and taking into account the terrain and. other 


factors, it is ?stimated that the expense of such a tunnel 


would not exceed $35.00 a ft., at the most, for a total for 


the tunnel of $140,000.00. 


On Claim 15, it is my opinion based on research and develop-


ment to this point, that a shaft should be driven. Claim No. 15 


is located on the top of a ridge, and it is believed that a shaft 


approximately 400 ft. deep would be necessary in order to reach 


the most desirable point of extraction of the minerals1 There 


should be a 250 ft. cross-cut tunnel driven both north and south 


from the bottom of the shaft, at the 400 ft. level. :i estimate 


the cost of such a shaft to be $l0000 a foot and the 500 feet 


of tunnel to be $35.00 a foot, for a total of $57,50000. 


In order to do the necessary work, and to drive the tunnel 


and shaft, it will be necessary to construct a road into the area 


wherein the minerals are located. The cost of such a road should 


not exceed the sum of $100,000.00 and would be necessary to carry 


out the work outlined above.

An additional assay report is attached hereto, showing the 


percentage of copper and of fluorine in a general sample taken 


at the surface on portions of these claims. It is to be 


emphasized that this is a general sample and not selected, for 


the highest grade. 


More detailed information concerning po€ential costs and 


the most expeditious methods of development cannot be obtained 


until a mineral survey is made by persons qualified to do so. 


However, it is our position that such a survey will disclose 


that our representations to this point have been honest and 


relatively accurate under the circumstances.
