The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right thereunder without the written 
consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's property rights.—(a) The land which is the subject of this contract (here-

(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. 
Until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make a certification of discovery or 
development without any such certification having been made, and after any such certification has been 
made, the Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest 
therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and 
providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's 
right to a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. If the Government makes 
no certification of discovery or development within the time limited in Article 7, it shall thereafter have 
no claim against the land or any production therefrom except for any production referred to in Article 
7(b) (1).

Performance of the wOrk.— '(a )' Operator's respönsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed with • reasonable diligence, efficiently, xpertiy, in- a workmanlike manner, in • accordance with 
good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for liability insurance-covering 
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor, to

(b) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Govermnent may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable 
means of access for such inspections. 


• •' - ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Government.—A fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed 
(per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per hour of operations, etc.) is hereby agreed. upon, and

- Operator has rendered to the Government his final report, and any final auditing required by the Gov-
ernment has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may with -
hold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated 
total cost of the work. The Government will -make its contribution- on the basis 'of the monthly vouchers 
referred to in Article 6(b), but all payments by the Government'are provisional only, subject to audit, until 
the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited andsettled. To the extent that 
excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be necessary for the per-
formance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay. such excesses for his own account without con-
tribution by the Government. The Government may make payments directly to independent contractors 
and suppliers for the account of the Operator rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6 Reports, accounts, audits - (a) Operator's records —The Operator shall keep suit-






able records and accOunts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-






ment may have an interest; and shall preserve' those with respect to woEk performed for -at least three

years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three 

years after any obligation to pay royalties tO the Government has terminated. The Government may 

.inspect and audit said records. and accounts at anytime,. either by..itself-.or -by, a .certifiedpublic account-






ant. - The Comptroller General of the United State ...r his representatiye,, until, the, expiration of said 

three-year periods, shall have access to an4 the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, 

and records of the Operator All Of the Operator's vOuchers and records -and 'accounts relating thereto 

and the Government's payments thereOf remain subj'ëct'to adjustment until fiuraraud'it by'the,Government. 



(b) Progress reports and vouchers —The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies

of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 

showing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period, (2) Operator's 

Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the, various types of work performed during the reporting 

period and the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work.; and .(-3-) a'Narratiiie--Rèport-of the work 
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performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill 
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized 
ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher) . This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and. 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 
• (e) Perceitages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 


One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (1/2) 
percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0 .50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 	 16-70618-I
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(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
• to aiiy purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 


• reëorcls of any production and sales or other disposibion of production, whether the production is by the 
• operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 


estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


• .,, (i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall 
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental 
to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cut the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addition to any other remedy 
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 8 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 


• such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract., If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 10. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

Comments and Re commendations: 


The project was established to explore for mgsten in 
the Big Cameron mine in the Boulder Tungsten District, 
Boulder County, Colorado. Project work showed that 
although the Steel Plate vein continued southwesterly 
from the Big Cameron shaft, it was only weakly mineralized 
in the portion of the vein to the southwest of the shaft, 
both walls of the vein being schist, a rock type found to 
be generally unfavorable to deposition of tungsten minerals 
in the Boulder district. The only sample taken by the 
Operator, cut at about the 80-foot level of the Big Cameron 
shaft, assayed 1.714 percent W03. This ore was very limited 
in extent and was stoped for only a few feut east of the 
shaft within the Big Cameron claim. One lot of ore from 
this source (1.096 tons, average assay 5.79 percent WO), 
was shipped, the net value of which was $212.08, on which 
a royalty of $10.60 was paid to the Government. Very 
little mineralization, and no ore other than that noted 
above, were discovered by project work. In concurrence 
with the reconunendation of the Field Team, this Division 
recommends that no certilication of development be issued, 
and that the contract be closed by a letter of non-dis-
covery, or * closing letterhi, to the Operator.

INPRODUCTION AND SUMMARY 


The tungsten exploration project authorized at the Big Cameron mine, 


Boulder County, Colorado under Exploration Project Contract Idm-.E748 was 


terminated, effective February 29, 1956, by mutual consent of the Opera. 
tor and the Government. That part of the project then carried out by 


the Operator had revealed the Steel Plate vein southwesterly along the 


lower level of the Big Cameron shaft to be a barren and weakening struc-


ture within an unfavorable host rock. Continued exploration of the struc-


ture in this direction was considered unfavorable. Exploration of the 


Steel Plate vein northeast from the shaft, while more promising, would 


be outside the property rights defined in the contract and on ground sub-


ordinated under Exploration Project Contract Idm-E54 (Cold Spring Tung-


sten, Inc.). Exploration of other areas of the property with Government 


assistance was not considered warranted. 


In July 1954, a partnership comprised of Mac Brown, Hans Moech, and 


Alvin Mosch made application for Government assistance the Big Cameron 


mine for tungsten. The partners were lessees of only the Big Cameron 


claim and the application was returned with the suggestion that certain 


adjacent property be secured. They subsequently leased the Fraction, Jack, 


and the west 300 feet of the Steel Plate No. 1 claims and resubmitted 
their application in October 1954. In their application (Docket No. U4EA 


3546), the partners proposed to explore the Steel Plate vein which out-


cropped on portions of the Big Cameron and Steel Plate No. 1 claims.

Their specific proposal involved deepening the shallow Big Cameron shaft 


by 100 feet and drifting a total of 300 feet along the Steel Plate vein 


at the new depth. Their estimated total cost of the proposed project 


was $16,150.00. 


The property was inspected November 3, 1955 by an examining team 


from the Bureau of Mines and Geological Survey. The Steel Plate vein 


was a strong well defined structure occurring within a highly produc-


tive area of the Boulder County tungsten district. The vein had pro-


duced small tonnages of tungsten ore from sh11ov workings along its out-


crop but was relatively unexplored in the vicinity of the Big Cameron 


shaft. The older workings along the Steel Plate vein were caved and 


inaccessible and. the structure was exposed only in the 5 1+-foot Big Cam-


eron shaft and along a short level off the bottom of tat shaft. The 


examining team concluded that the vein did warrant further exploration. 


The amount of work proposed by the Applicants, however, was considered 


too extensive on the basis of the present exposures. A modified project 


involving only 50 feet of shaft sinking and 200 feet of drifting was rec-


ommended at an estimated total cost of $9,870.00 (Government participa-


tion $7,i+o2.5o). 


The Big Cameron shaft was on the common end line of the Big Cameron 


and. Steel Plate No • 1 claims. The drifting recommended northeasterly 


from the shaft would extend onto the Steel Plate No. 1 claim. Although 


exploration of the vein in both directions from the shaft originally 


was reccamnended., there was evidence that its exploration northeasterly 


on the Steel Plate claim was more promising.

The DMEA commodity group in Washington, 


however, reversed the field recommendations in this matter and short-


form Exploration Project Contract Id 2810, authorizing exploration on 


the Big Cameron claim only, was prepared. 


Exploration Project Contract Idm-E1O, dated June 6, 1955, was 


between the Government and Hans Moach and Alvin Moach (in the interim 


Mac Brown had. withdrawn from the partnership). The contract authorized. 


the deepening of the Big Cameron shaft by 60 feet and 152 feet of drift-


ing southwesterly along the Steel Plate vein on a new 10k-foot level off 


the shaft..

Dur-


ing this period, the Operator sank the Big Cameron shaft 60 feet to a

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southwesterly along the Steel Plate vein on a new l0 l -fOot level turned 


from the shaft. The accepted costs of the project--equivalent to the 


completed unitB of work at the stipulated unit prices--totaled $7,810.00. 


The Government contributed 75 percent of the accepted project costs or 


a total of $5,857 50. A small balance of the Government's contribution, 


which was withheld pending resolution of matters relative to closing 


the project account, waa.paid the Operator April 25, 1956. 


LOCATION OF THE PROPERTY 


The property under lease by the Operator is in SW sec. 7, T. 1 S., 


R. 72 W., 6th P.M. (Grand Island Mining District), Boulder County, Colorado. 


The claims are located on the eastern flank of Hurricane Hill, a pro-


ductive area in the central part of the Boulder County tungsten district 


(fig. 1), at an elevation of about 8,550 feet above sea level. The 


mine is about 2 miles northeast of Nederland, Colorado, via State High..

In addition, the Operator was lessee of the western 300 feet of the

On the date of the application for exploration assistance, the above 


described property was owned by Hetzer Mines, Inc. and leased to the Op.. 


erator. The lease, dated July 10, 195 i , was for a period of' 3 years 


and provided for a royalty of i6 percent of the net proceeds realized 


from the sale of any ore produced from the premises. On May 31, 1955, 


Hetzer Mines was absorbed by Cold Spring Tungsten, Inc., 1036 'irst 


National Bank Building, Denver, Colorado. The Operator's lease on the 


property was reaffirmed by the new owner. 


The relative locations of the Operator's property rights are in 


d.icated. on figure 2. The Steel Plate vein outcrops southwesterly along

the length of the Steel Plate No. 1/and extends onto the eastern end of 


the Big Cameron claim. The extension of the vein farther westerly on 


the Big Cameron claim is inferred; its outcrop in this direction is 


obscured by overburden. The exploration complete4 by the Operator dur 


ing the project was confined to the eastern 150 feet of the Big Cameron 


claim.


HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


The total production from the Steel Plate No. 1 claim is reported as 


115 short ton units of tungsten trioxide. This total includes acme 13. 


units which were produced in 1951 during the sinking of the 50foot shaft 


on the Steel Plate vein near the western end of the claim. The remainder, 


estimated in value at $5-6,000, reportedly was produced prior to World 


War I from a shallow shaft on the vein some 70 feet to the northeast. 


Early in 19511 , the Operators sank a 51i-.foot shaft on the vein just inside
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the end line of the Big Cameron claim. A level drift was extended ap-


proximately 140 feet southwesterly along the vein from the bottom of the 


shaft. Ore containing about 33 units of W03 was recovered from this 


work. A small ore shoot subsequently was stoped to a height of about 


30 feet above the 514-foot level. The production from this source, how-


ever, is unknown.


GEOLOGY 


The geology of the Boulder County Tungsten District is described 


in U. S. Geological Survey Professional Paper 2115 by Lovering and Tweto 


(1953), and that of the Steel Plate-Big Cameron claims in the Geologic 


Report, 14EA Docket 2100 by Ogden Tweto, and DNEA Docket 35146 by D. R. 


MacLaren. 


The Steel Plate vein is one of the numerous tungsten veins in the 


highly productive area on the east flank of Hurricane Hill. It is a 


relatively long vein that strikes N. 550 E to N. 66° E. and dips 6cP 


NW to vertical between walls of granite, aplite, pegniatite, gneiss, and 


schist. It has been worked mostly near the eastern end in the area south 


of the Cold Spring mine where it has been moderately productive from sev-


eral shafts, tunnels, and trenches. The ore occurs a, small bodies b-


calized where the vein cuts dikes of aplite. Near the western end the 


vein has been virtually unexplored. 


Near the west end of the Steel S Plate No. 1 claim (fig. 3) an old 


caved shaft on the Steel Plate vein is said to have produced tungsten ore 


valued at $5, 000 to $6,000 in 1917 and 1918. This shaft, reported to be 


140 to 50 feet deep, was abondoned when the price of tungsten fell in 


1918, and later caved. About 70 feet southwest of the old shaft is the 
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Steel Plate shaft. This shaft is now caved but in 1951 it was open and 


was examined by Ogden Tweto (riEA Docket 2100). The vein in the shaft 


strikes N. 570 E. and dips 70° NW. It is almost indistinguishable to a 


depth of about 10 feet, but below that depth the vein, 8 to 24 inches 


wide, is well defined in a sheeted and locally silicified. aplite and 


granite seamed with veinlets, nodules, and small pods of ferberite. The 


shaft is in what appears to be an irregular dike of aplite and, in places, 


granite. At a depth of about 20 feet there is a small patch of' gnelss 


(partly assimilated echist) which grades into the bordering granite. 


Ferberite was found continuously in the shaft from the surface to the 


bottom, at a depth of about 50 feet, mostly in the narrow and harder part 


of the vein along the west side. At one place nodules were found in soft, 


altered, oxidized rock along the east side of the shaft. 


The Big Cameron shaft is about 75 feet southwest of the Steel Plate 


shaft (fig. 3). Prior to the start of work under the DMEA contract the 


Big Cameron shaft bad been sunk vertically on the vein to a depth of' 54 


feet and. a drift had been driven 40 feet southwesterly from the shaft. 


Starting about 15 feet southwest of the shaft a lens of ore, about 20 


feet long, was being stoped. 


The vein followed by the 54-foot level drift has an average strike 


of N. 62° E., and dips 8° NW to vertical. Above the 54-foot level the 


wall rock in the shaft is mostly aplite and granite, but on and just 


above the level it Is gneiss. The vein on and above the level is a 


sheeted zone up to 2 feet wide. In the gneiss it is much more weathered 


and stained by iron oxides than it is in the aplite or granite. Also in 


the gneiss nodules and small streaks of ferberite are much less abundant 
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than in the other rocks. Under the DMEA contract the shaft was deepened 


60 feet and. a drift was driven 137 feet southwesterly from the shaft on 


the 104-foot level. Below the 54-foot level the vein flattened to 75° NW 


while the shaft was sunk on a pitch of 85° NW. Below the 54-foot level 


the shaft was entirely in schist as was the 104-foot level. On the l01 


foot level a 12-foot crosscut •driven N. 830 .W. from the southwest side 


of the shaft cut the vein at 10 feet. From this point the vein was fol-


lowed by a drift for about 125 feet southwesterly.	 It strikes N. 66° E. 


and dips from 740 to 80° NW.	 The vein on the 104-foot level is a strong


gouge-filled shear zone from 1 to 3 feet wide for about 80 feet. It then 


split into two well defined shears, the weaker one on the footwall pass-


ing into the southeast wall of' the drift. The hangingwall split, about 


1 foot wide, continued to the breast of the drift, with another weak 


foot wall split about 12 feet back from the breast. 


The Operator, on his own account, drove the crosscut to the vein 


northeast of the shaft and started a drift to the northeast.. When the 


contract was terminated this drift had followed a strong vein for about 


15 feet. 


The only ferberite found on the 104-foot level is in a few sns.11 


nodules of peanut size in the last few feet of the drift driven by the 


Operator to the northeast.


PROJECT OPERATIONS 


Description of work coipleted: 


Project operations commenced July 7, 1955 . The timber in the exist-


ing Big Cameron shaft was in disrepair and reqiired considerable rehabi-


litation. New ladders and. platforms were installed the full length of 
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the manway compartment and sections of both the manway and hoisting corn-


partments were lagged. Water pipe and ventilation tubing were extended 


to a point near the existing bottom of the shaft. 


Project sinking started at a depth of 54 feet in the Big Cameron 


shaft. The shaft was sunk 50 feet without interruption to a depth of 


the new 104-foot level. It was excavated to a 4-by 8-foot cross section 


inside the timber. The two-compartment sets were framed from round native 


timber. The upper sections of the shaft followed the nearly vertical 


Steel Plate vein. The wall rock was a soft schist and carried little 


water. The Steel Plate vein flattened somewhat toward the northwest at 


a depth of about 90 feet below the surface and the bottom 14 feet of 


the shaft was sunk in the more consolidated rock in the footwall of that 


structure. 


The authorized 104-foot level heading initially was extended north-


west from the shaft as a crosscut. The Steel Plate vein was intersected 


about 11 feet from the shaft and. the heading thereupon was turned and 


driven southwesterly as a drift along that structure. The formation at 


this depth contained appreciable water and the Operator, therefore, 


decided to complete the remainder of the sinking authorized under the 


contract. The shaft was deepened to a total depth of 114 feet below the 


surface, The 10-foot section of shaft below the 104-foot level served 


as a drainage sump for that level and also provided room for loading a 


hoisting bucket and a shaft biler.. 


The 104-foot level drift was continued southwesterly along the Steel 


Plate vein. The structt éexajned within a soft schist which sloughed 


badly and required timber spbrt. The vein continued moderately strong 
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but barren for a distance of about 65 feet from the shaft at which point 


it split into a foot and banging wall branch. Each branch of the struc-


ture rapidly weakened and. eventually lost its identity among the cross 


fractures and shears within the schist. The 1011-foot level drift on 


the Steel Plate vein had been extended a total of 138 feet southwest 


from the Big Cameron shaft by February 29, 1956 . (fig. li). 


The structure essentially had. died out. The completion of the 


remaining l!e feet of authorized project drifting was riot warranted and 


the Operator therefore requested cancellation of the contract. The 


Government concurred with the Operator that no further work should be 


performed. The contract, therefore, was terminated by mutual consent. 


The official termination agreement, issued April 9, 1956, was effective 


February 29, 1956. 


At intervals during the project period, the Operator crosscut a 


short distance from the shaft and drifted northeasterly along the.Steel 


Plate vein. The drift had been extended to a point some 32 feet north-


east of the shaft (22 feet beyond the end line of the Big Cameron claim) 


by the effective termination date of the contract (fig. 3). The vein 


exposed in this heading was much more promising than in the project 


drift and contained. a few small streaks of ferberite. The Operator sub-


sequently extended. this heading farther onto the Steel Plate claim and 


reportedly raised on	 a small showing of ore along the section of 


the vein. The showing was on ground subordinated under Exploration Pro-


ject Contract Idm-E54. 


After the termination of the contract, the Operator attempted to



mine the sinai). occurrence of ore. that had been exposed during the project 
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at a depth of approximately 80 feet in the Big Cameron shaft. The ore was 


very limited in extent and was stoped for only a few feet east of the shaft 


within the boundaries of the Big Cameron claim. One lot of ore from this 


source (1.096 tons averaging 5 . 79* W03 ) was shipped on April 25, 1956. 


The net value of the shipment was $212.08 on which a royalty in the amount 


of $10.60 was paid the Government.

This balance of the Government's contribution in the costs of 
the project was paid the Operator on April 25, 1956. 


PROJECT EQUIPMENT: 


The fixed unit prices stipulated for the various types of project 


work reflected a reduction for the estimated value of any materials, 
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eq4pment, or other property that normally would unexpended and salvable 


at the completion of project operations. The Government, therefore, was 


not concerned with the disposition of such property upon the termination 


of the contract. 


EFFICIENCY OF OPERATIONS: 


Most of the project work was performed by the two Operators. The 


work was performed slower than normally would be expected. The operational 


efficiency otherwise was about average to that of comparable work performed 


elsewhere in the district. Much of the operating eqiipment was old and 


subject to frequent breakdowns. Heavy snowfall and freezing temperatures 


during part of the project period caused some delay in the work. 


CONCLUSIONS ANt) RECOI4IENDATIONS 


That part of the program carried out prior to the termination of 


the project conformed to the specifications in the contract. The Govern-


ment's contribution in the costs of the completed portion of the project, 


therefore, was valid and. proper. 


The project did not result in the discovery of significant reserves 


of tungsten ore and its certification by the Government, therefore, is 


not recommended.

In further reference to the origin of1.096 tons of 
tungsten ore reported under settlement sheet No. 1914.1 issued by 
Cold Spring Tungsten, Inc., a portion of the forthcoming joint 
engineering and geologic Final Repprt of Project Operations on 
the subject contract by R. L. Bolmer, and Dr. MacLaren is quoted 
as follows: 


"After the termination of the contract, the Operator 
attempted to mine the small occurrence of ore that had. 
been exposed during the project at a depth of approxi-
mately 8o feet in the Big Cameron shaft. The ore was very 
limited in extent and was stoped for only a few feet . east 
of the shaft within the boundaries of the. Big Cameron 
claim. One lot of ore from this source (Q tons aver-
aging	 Wa3) was shipped on April 25, 1956. The net 
value of the shipment was $212.08 on which a royalty in 
the amount of $10. 6o was paid the Government't. 


First mention of this ore occurrence was made in the Oper-
ator 's Narrative Report for the month of August, 1955 as follows: 


"The mineralized vein iS rolling under the hanging wall. 
Some tungsten ore assaying tungsten oxide (w03) l.71.i.% 
was exposed at a depth of about eighty feet". 


In the Progress Report for August, 1955, the examining 
engineer, R. L. Bolmer, states as follows:

"One sample of the vein, which was taken by the oper-
ator at a depth of about 80 feet and presently is hidden 
behind the lagging reportedly assayed l.71i. percent wo3. 


Photocopy of the assay report retained by the 3Tinance

Subsequent to this date, settlement sheet and royalty cheek 
was received in this office which stated ore purchased and covered 
by No. 1911.1 was shipped from Big Cameron. As our records indicated 
the Operator's efforts were being directed towards property subor-
dinated under Contract E5)-1., we thought perhaps the settlement sheet 
might be in error, hence our inquiry, dated May 16, 1956, to the 
Operator.


In reply of May 26, 1956 the Operator unequivocally stated: 


"The recent shipment of tungsten ore from the Big Cameron 
Mine did not come from the Steel Plate Claim, It was mined from a 
stope east of the Big Cameron shaft and within the Big Cameron claim 
U. S. Survey No. 19559". 


Thus, as we had no further evidence to believe otheriise, 
and knowing it to be virtually impossible to prove that the very 
small volume represented by the reported production could not have 
been mined from the Big Cameron Claim, e accepted the word of the 
Operator.


We therefore are satisfied that the ore reported by settle-
ment sheet No. 191i.1, verified by the Operator in a letter dated May 
26, 1956, and reported by R. L. Bolmer and D. R. MacLaren, was mined 
within the boundaries of the Big Cameron claim.

The Government will make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers 
referred to in Article 6(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until 
the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled. To the extent that 
excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be necessary for the per-
formance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay .such excesses for his own account without con-
tribution by the Government. The Government may make payments directly to independent contractors 
and suppliers for the account of the Operator rather than to the Operator.

The Comptroller General United States or his representative, until the expiration of said 
three-year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator.

(b) Progress reports ad vouchers.—The Operator shall' provide .the GOvernment with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing a detailed statement of units. of work .performed during the reporting period; (2) . Operator's 
Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting 
period and the fixed umt costs incurred for each type of work, and (3) a Narrative Report of the work 
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performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill 
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized 
ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher) . This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development,. 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold p'roduction.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Perceitages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half ( 1 1/2) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (½) 
percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0 .50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Govèrnmént with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposilion of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government's obligci,tions.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall 
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental 
to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addition to any other remedy 
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under, the provisions of this Article 8 shall, not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with 'respect to a percentage royalt,r; and 
such rights shall be fully preserved.	 . 


ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by. the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or maybe 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. , If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 10. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.	 .	 ,	 .

In my nemorandum of Nay 5th, 1955, I failed. to mention that 
stoping above the southwest drift has yielded. 18,157 pounds of sorted 
ore containing 1,165.111. pounds (58.25 units) of W03. This is in addi-
tion to the 31 units recovered from 310 tons of material excavated in 
sinking the shaft and drifting. No figures are given s to the amount 
of material broken in the stoping, but it may be assumed the grade was 
well above the average, 0.1%, for the material excavated. in sinking 
the shaft and driving the drift. 


Probably this ore was stoped near the point sampled by the 
Bureau of Nines engineer. The sample, taken across 2 11. inches, assayed 
1.52% W03. The Field Team report es not say whethei or not the stope 
was producing at the time of the recent examination. 


In sinking the 50+ New Steel Plate shaft, 163.7 pounds (8.18 
short ton units) of W03 were recovered. Probably 100+ tons of material 
was handled ( 11. X 7x 50) giving an average of approximately .0818% W03. 


We are not told what the vein looked like at the shaft bottom. The Big 
Cameron shaft and. drift appears to have averaged 0.1% and. the fact that 
ore of better grade has been stoped. does not change the average for the 
block between and near the two shafts. If stoping is continuing and. 
there are other indicated pockets of good grade the average may rise. 
Otherwise the grade for the block of ground between and near tile Big 
Cameron and New Steel Plate shafts would seem to be about 0.1% and 
there is no reason for thinking it will be better below the. 50 foot 
horizon if, as stated, the change in wall rocks is an un.favorable 
factor.


The Field Team has good reasons for changing its opinion of 
the block of ground in question and the den al reqQ 	 tiJ9o1cs to 
be in order, but another inspection is recommended.. .

In a letter dated March 22, 1955, the subject applicants 


have requested that the program outlined in the original application

The meager evidence upon which these conclusions and recom-


mendations were based, suggested that the most likely target area 


extended from 35 or 14.Q feet southwest of the Big Cameron shaft, to 


about ' 155 or 160 feet northeast of the shaft. With the west 300 feet 


of the Steel Plate claim excluded from the exploration area, this favor-


able zone Is reduced to a length of 60 to 65 feet. On the surface the 


Steel Plate vein can be traced for only about 250 feet to the southwest, 


then it dies out. The bottom of the Big Cameron shaft and the floor 


of the existing drift are in gneiss and schist, much less favorable 


host rocks for the ore than the overlying aplite and granite. Although 


the operators have shipped 18,157 pounds ' of sorted ore containing 


1,165 .114. pounds of W03 from a small stope above the drift southwest 


of the shaft, noore was found in the drift floor or in the breast of 


the drift.

Mac Brown, Hans Moach, and. Alvin Mosch made application for 


Government assistance to explore the Big Cameron mine in Boulder County, 


Colorado, for tungsten (DMEA Docket 3546). The applicants proposed to 


deepen the shallow Big Cameron shaft by 100 feet and to drift 300 feet 


on the Steel Plate vein at the new depth. They estimated the total 


cost of the proposed. project as $16,150.00. 


The Steel Plate vein is a strong and. well defined structure 


occurring within a highly productive area of the Boulder tungsten district. 


The vein itself has had a ni.1-1 production of tungsten from shallow work-


ings along its outcrop but is relatively unexplored in the vicinity of 


the Big Cameron shaft. 


It was concluded that the vein did warrant certain exploration 


and that the chances of discovering significant reserves of tungsten by 


means of such exploration appeared promising.

I NTRODUCT ION 


Partners Mac Brown, Hans Mosch, and Alvin Mosch of Nederland, 


Colorado, have applied to the Defense Minerals Exploration AdminIstration 


for assistance to explore for tungsten on the Big Cameron and Steel Plate 


claims near Nederland, Boulder County, Colorado. The applicants propose 


to explore the western part of the Steel Plate vein by deepening the Cameron 


shaft, now 53 feet deep, another 100 feet and drifting 300 feet west from 


the shaft. They estimate the cost of this proposal to be $16,500, of which 


the Government's share will be 75% or $12,112.50. 


The clims are abouttwo miles north of Nederland, Colorado, on 


the east flank of Hurricane Hill in sec. 7, 1. I S., R. 72W., 6th P. M., 


and are accessible throughout most of the year over fair gravel roads. An 


examination was made November 3, 1954, in the company of R. L. Bolmer of the 


U. S. Bureau of Mines and the partners. It was found that the proposed 


work is essentially the same as that in DMEA Docket 2100, which was approved 


with modifications and for which Contract Idm-E292 was prepared and signed 


April 16, 1952. The.shaft that was to have been deepened under Contract 


ldm-E292 caved and Brown's partners, at that time A. F. Eccker and Roy 


Munroe, left the district. Therefore the contract was terminated before 


any work was performed. Brown has now entered another partnership with Hans 


and Alvin Mosch and they have sunk a new shaft to a depth of 53 feet on the 


Steel Plate vein about 64 feet southwest of the former shaft and have drifted 


37 feet southwest from the bottom of the shaft. 
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It is concluded that the chance of making a significant discovery 


of tungsten ore on the Steel Plate vein is promising but that the amount 


of work proposed is excessive. A reduced program to allow 50 feet of 


shaft sinking and 200 feet of drifting was suggested to the applicants 


and was aéceptable to them. It is recommended that a reduced program, the 


estimated cost of which is given in the Engineer's Report, be approved. 


GEOLOGY 


The geology of the Boulder Tungsten District is described in 


U. S. Geological Survey Professional Paper 245 by Lovering and Tweto 


(1953), and of the Steel Plate - Big Cameron claims in the Geologic Report, 


DMEA Docket 2100 by Ogden Tweto. 


The Steel Plate vein is one of the numerous tungsten veins in 


the highly productive area on the east flank of Hurricane Hill. It is a 


relatively long vein that strikes N. 55° E. and dips 60° to 85° NI between 


walls of granite, aplite, pegmatite and gneiss. It has been worked mostly 


near the eastern end in the area south of the Cold Spring mine where it 


has been moderately productive from several shafts, tunnels, and trenches. 


The ore occurs as small bodies locallized where the vein cuts dikes of 


aplite. Near the western end the vein has been virtually unexplored. 


Near the west end of the Steel Plate No. I claim (figure 3) an 


old shaft on the Steel Plate vein, now caved, Is said to have produced 


tungsten ore valued at $5,000 to $6,000 in 1917 and 1918. This shaft, 


reported to be 40 to 50 feet deep, was abandoned when the price of tungsten 


.	 fell in 1918, and later caved. About 65 feet southwest, of the old shaft 


is the Steel Plate shaft. This shaft is now caved but in 1951 it was 


open and was examined by Ogden Tweto (DMEA Docket 2100). The vein in the

to a depth of about 10 ieet but below that depth the vein, 8 to 24. inches 


wide, is well defined in a sheeted and locally silicif led aplite and 


granite seamed with veinlets, nodules, and small pods of ferberite, The 


shaft is in what appears to be an irregular dike of aplite and, in places 


granite. At a depth of about 20 feet there isa small patch of gneiss 


(partly assimilated schist) which grades into the bordering granite. 


Ferberite was found continuously in the shaft from the surface to the 


bottom, at a depth of about 50 feet, mostly in the narrow and harder 


.pari of the vein along the west side. At one place nodules were bund 


in soft, altered, oxidized rock along the east side of the shaft. 


The Big Cameron shaft, which the applicants propose to deepen, 


is about 64 feet southwest of the Steel Plate shaft, and is on the Big 


Cameron claim. This shaft has been sunk vertical ly to a depth of about 


53 feet. From the bottom of the shaft a drift has been driven 37 feet 


southwest along the vein which has the same strike as in the Steel 


Plate shaft, N. 570 E., but the dip is steeper, being 85° NW to vertical. 


Throughout most of the shaft the wall rock is aplite and granite, but 


just above and on the level it is gneiss. The vein maintains the sheeted 


character noted in the Steel Plate shaft, but in the gneiss it is much 


more weathered and stained by iron oxides than ir' thelite or granite. 


Also in the gneiss nodules and small streaks of ferberite are much less 


abundant than in the other rocks. Two samples taken from the drift by 


the Bureau of Mines examiner, one at the breast and the .other at 27 feet 


•	 from the shaft, assayed .01% and 1.52% W03. 


In addition to the ore valued between $5,000 and $6,000 reported 


as produced from the old caved shaft, Tweto repoits two smafi shipments 
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of sorted ore from the Steel Plate, shaft, one of 762 pounds averaging 


11.7% W03, the other of 2,485 pounds averaging 3.0% W03. The applicants 


report three shipments of hand sorted ore from the Big Cameron shaft 


and level, the first of 8,000 pounds averaging 3.2% W03, the second 


of 1,180 pounds averaging 14% W03, and the third of 1,165 pounds 


averaging 18.6% W03.


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The eastern ption of the Steel Plate vein has been moderately 


productive to a depth of about 100 feet. The western end has been 


virtually unexplored, but where the vein is exposed in three shafts and 


one short drift ithas an average width of 10 inches, It is in sheeted 


•	


and well sit icified aplite, granite, and gneiss, containing veinlets, 


nodules, and small pods of ferberite. Material from the shafts and the 


drift indicates that the vein has an average grade of .80% W03 over a 


length of 190 feet and to a depth of 50 feet. The ferberite content 


is less when the vein is in gneiss than when it is in apliior granite. 


It is concluded that the chance of making a discovery of tungsten ore 


containing at least 1,000 units wo3 is promising. However, due to lack 


of 'exploration and adequate information in the immediate area, it is 


concluded that tOO feet of shaft sinking and 300 feet of drifting, as 


requested by the applicants, is excessive. A reduced program was dis-


cussed with the applicants and is acceptable to them. 


It Is recommended that a program to deepen the Big Cameron 


shaft 50 feet and to drift 200 feet from the bottom of the shaft or the 


bottom of the ore, whichever comes first, be approved. The relative 
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amount of drifting northeast and southwest wiH have to be determined as 


the work progresses.

INTRODUCTION 


Mac Brown, Hans Moscb, and. Alvin Mosch, a partnership of 


Nederland., Colorado, made application for aid. in an exploration project, 


pursuant to DMEA Order 1, under the Defense Production Act of 1950, as 


amended.. The applicant partners are lessees of a group of four adjacent 


mining claims located within the Boulder County tungsten d.istrict, Colorado. 


They propose to explore the Steel Plate vein, which outcrops on portions 


,	 of the Big Cameron and. Steel Plate No. 1 claims, for tungsten. The specific 


•	 project proposed. by the applicants involves deepening the shallow Big 


Cameron shaft by 100 feet and. drifting a total of 300 feet on the Steel 


Plate vein at the new depth. The applicants estimate the total cost of the 


proposed. project as $16,150.00 


The current proposal is substantially the same as was proposed 


in an earlier application for aid in an exploration project at this property 


(Ecker, Brown, and Munroe, DocketNo. DMA. 2100) and as was authorized. under 


Exploration Project Contract I dm-E292 . The contract later was rescinded 


due tothe failure of the operator to commence work within the period. 


provided..


Mac Brown of the preseit partnership is the M. F. Brown of the 


former contract. The former partnership was dissolved before any contract 


work could be performed.. Brown recently formed. a new partnership with 


Hans and Alvin Mosch. In the interim, the Steel Plate shaft, which was
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to be deepened under the former contract, had caved. Rather than rehabil-


itate the former shaft, the partners began a new shaft on the vein some 


75 feet southwest of the former location and. just inside the end line of 


the Big Cameron claim. It is the new shaft on the Big Cameron claim that 


the present applicants propose to deepen. 


The new application, dated July 26, 19514, has been assigned 


Docket No. DA 35146. When the application first was submitted, the 


partners were lessees of only the Big Cameron claim. The application, 


therefore, was returned with the suggestion that certain adjacent property 


be secured. The partners subsequently leased the Fraction, Jack, andthe 


western 300 feet of the Steel Plate No. 1 c1aim and. resubmitted their 


application. 


A field examination and. suitable report on the property and 


the new application has been requested by the DMEA Field. Team, Region IV. 


The property was examined November 3, 19514, with D. R; MacLaren of the 


Geological Survey and in the company of the applicants. This report is 


based on that examination and. on a review of the earlier examination 


reports on the, property by Ogden Pweto of the Geological Survey and F. D. 


Everett of the Bureau of Mines (Docket No. DMA 2100). Much of the data 


in these earlier reports are unchanged and will not be repeated. 


LOCATION 


The property under lease by the applicants is located in the 


El/2 sec. 7, T. 1 S., R. 72 W., sixth principal meridian (Grand Island 


mining district) Boulder County, ColoradO. The claims are located on 


•	 the eastern flank of Hurricane Hill, a productive area in the central 


portion of the Boulder County tungsten district (fig. 1) at an elevation 


of about 8,550 feet above sea level. The mine is about 2 miles northeast
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of Nederland., Colorado, via State Highway 160 and a graveled county road. 


It is accessible throughout the year. Electric power is not available 


on the property but the transmission lines of the Public Service Company 


of Colorado do pass within 600 feet of the Big Cameron shaft. Water, 


other than that made in the underground workings, is not available on 


the property. Some of the timber on the property s suitable for mining 


purposes. The nearest custcm tungsten mill is located in Nederland. 


HISTORY PD PRODUCTION 


The total production from the Steel Plate No. 1 claim, through 


1953, is reported as 115 short ton units of turben trioxide. This total 


includes some 11 units which were produced by Ecker, Broim, and. Munroe 


in sinking a 50-foot shaft on the Steel Plate vein near the western end 


of the claim during 1951. The remainder, estimated in value at between 


$5, 000 and $6,000, reportedly was produced prior to World War I from a 


shallow shaft on the vein located some 70 feet to be northeast. 


Early in 19511., the present applicants began sinking on the 


vein some 75 feet to the southwest and. just inside the end. line of the 


Big Cameron claim. On the date of inspection, the shaft had been sunk 


to a depth of .5 4 feet below the surface, at which point a drift had been 


driven 37 feet southwesterly on the vein. The applicants report that the 


following lots of hand-sorted ore, originating from this work, have been 


marketed:


8,000 pounds of 3.2 percent wo3 
1,180 pounds of 1i.0 perCent W3 
1,165 pounds of 18.6 percent W03 


In addition, some 500 pounds of sorted ore, probably averaging 


3 percent W0 3, were stociled. on the surface at the time of the inspection.
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OWNEISHIP AND EXTENT 


Hetzer Mines, Inc., 14.03 Interstate Trust Building, Denver, 


Colorado, is the owner and. lessor, and the applicants are the lessees 


of the following patented mining property:

Fraction lode mining claim U.S. Survey No. 19972 
Jack lode mining claim U.S. Survey No. 183146 
West 300 feet of Steel Plate 


No. lbode mining claim U.S. Survey No. 19632


The relative locations of the above claims are indicated on 


figure 2. Tkie Steel Plate vein outcrops southwesterly along the length 


of the No. 1 claim and extends onto the eastern end of the Big Cameron 


claim. The extension of the vein farther southwesterly on the Big 


Cameron claim is inferred, however; its outcrop in this direction is 


obscured by overburden. The exploration proposed. by the , applicants 


will occur within 200 feet of either side of.the common end lines of 


the two claims. 


The applicants' lease on the above property, dated July 10, 


19514., is ' for a period of 3 years and provides for a royalty payment to 


the lessor of 16 percent of the net proceeds from the sale of any ore 


•	 produced by the lessees.

	 It is understood that Hetzer Mines is willing to subordinate 


its interest in the property to those of the Government as set forth in 


the usual exploration contract. 


Heretofore, the entire Steel Plate No. 1 claim has been leased 


to Cold Spring Tungsten, I . e., and it is listed in that operator's property 


rights under Exploration Project Contract I dm-E51i . There is no record of

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a release of the western 300 feet of the claim by that operator to the 


present applicants. The ore bodies discovered under Contract Idm-E5k, 


in part,extend only onto the eastern sections of this claim. The release 


of its western 300 feet, for inclusion under a new contract, therefore, 


would not effect the Government 1 a interest. 


The Government may consider the Big Jack claim, U. S. Survey 


No. 19559, which lies immediately north of the Big Cameron claim and 


which also is owned by Hetzer Mines, Inc., as pertinent to the explora-


tion project proposal by the applicants. 


DESCRIPTION OP TIlE DEPOSIT 


The Steel Plate vein and its development on the No. 1 claim 


has been described in the examination reports prepared for DMA Docket 


No. 2100.


The upper portions of the new Big Cameron shaft has been lagged 


off and the vein in this section could not be observed. It is understood 


that most of the production by the present applicants came from this 


section. The vein exposed in the lower sections of the shaft and south-


westerly from the shaft along the 51+-foot level is a well defined, nearly 


vertical fissure zone occurring mostly in schist and gneiss. It consists 


of between 18 and 21+ inches of brecciated and altered wall rock, vein 


quartz, gouge, and, along certain sections, contains the tungsten mineral 


ferberite (FeWOi4 ). The vein in the breast of the southwest heading contained 


no visible ferberite and assayed only 0.01 percent W0 3 over a width of 18 


inches. The vein midway along the level contained ferberite mineralization 


for widths of up to 6 Inches along its north wall and assayed 1.52 percent 


W03 across a width of 21+ inches.
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MINEABLE ORE RESERVES 


The ore shoot encountered in the Big Cameron shaft, as indicated 


by the mineralization exposed along its lower level, appears to extend for 


some 25 feet west of the shaft. To date, the applicants have excavated 


about 310 tons of material in their sinking and drifting operations, from 


which they reportedly have recovered some 31 short ton units of W03. 


Assuming the reported production is correct, the rock excavated appears 


to have averaged about 1 percent W0 3 over development widths approaching 


5 feet. The vein for some 25 feet west of the shaft and to a depth of 


the lover level, therefore, is indicated as containing some 500 short ton 


units of W03 (250 tons of 2 percent ore over a mining width of 30 inches). 


Similar reserves are inferred for a block of ground occurring immediately 


east of this shaft. 


The sinking of the Steel Plate shaft to a depth of 50 feet by 


the former applicants, reportedly resulted in a production of 11.2 units 


of W03 and indicates an average grade of ore in that shoot of about 0.6 


percent W03 over similar development widths. The vein for some 25 feet 


on either side of the Steel Plate shaft and to a depth of 50 feet below 


the surface, therefore, is indicated to contain additional reserves of 


about 600 short tonunits of W03. 


The reserves estimated above, if upgraded by screening and hand. 


sorting to ' between 2.5 and 3 percent W03, would have a market value at the 
local custom mills of about $30.00 per unit. 


The Steel Plate vein in this area is relatively unexplored, 


•	 especially to any appreciable depth. Ore shoots in the district more 


commonly occur within crystalline rocks such as granite, pegmatite, and. 


aplité. Such rocks outcrop in the vicinity of the Big Cameron shaft and 


may be encountered by exploration laterally and with. greater depth. If
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so, the chances of encountering significant additional reserves, through 


the proposed project, appear promising. 


PRESENT STkT1 


Exploration and Development 


The existing development of the Steel Plate vein on the western 


sections of the No. 1 claim and the eastern sections of the Big Cameron 


claim is indicated on figure 3. The vein is relatively unexplored in 


this area.


The Big Cameron shaft, which the applicants propose to deepen, 


is nearly vertical. It was sunk on the vein to a cross section of about 


5 by 9 feet. The shaft is two-compartment, timbered, and. partially lagged 


to the 5 11. -foot level. No ground support;has been employed along the level. 


The level is within a soft schist, which eventually will require at least 


partial timber support. 


The manway compartment of the shaft is not in a safe operating 


condition, It needs to be lagged off from the hoisting compartment and 


will require some additional lagging on the other three walls. The exist-


ing ladders require repair or replacement and should be staggered. There 


are no platforms in the compartment. The needed repairs to the manway: 


should be completed before any attet is made to deepen the shaft. 


The workings to their present depth are dry and the shaft has 


not been extended below the 5 11-foot level to provide for a sump. 


Mining and Milling Equipment and Other Facilities 


The short access road. to the surface plant at the collar of the 


Big Cameron shaft is adequate for exploration purposes. The applicants

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have constructed a suitable shelter building near the collar of the shaft 


which houses their compressor and also serves a repair shop and. warehouse 


for their operation. The Big	 eron shaft is provided with a 20-foot, 


wooden, A-type headfraane equipped with a sheave wheel and dumping plate. 


Hoisting is performed by means of a shaft bucket and a single drum, 


compressed air tugger. 


Most of the mining equipment observed on the property during 


the inspection was old and second-hand but in general appeared to be in 


satisfactory operating condition. It is understood that the equipment 


observed on the property (itemized below with its estimated value) will 


be employed in -the proposed project work. Except for a new rock drill, 


which was being used on a trial basis, and a tugger hoist, which was 


rented with an option to purchase,' the equipment listed below reportedly 


is owned outright by the applicants:

The three applicant partners intend to perform the project work 


themselves, each at a daily wage rate of $114.00. This rate is equivalent 


to approximately $1.60 per hour inclUding overtime payment for the sixth 


8-hour shift worked per week and. is about standard for the district. Two 


underground employees .nd one surfaceman are the minimum labor force con-


sidered necessary for the proposed work.

The applicants have no cash reserves but propose to finance 


their share of the cost of the project principally through the use of 


their own equipment and by performing all the project labor themselves. 


CONCLUSIONS

	 The Steel Plate vein is a strong and. well defined structure 


occurring within a highly productive area of the Boulder tungsten district. 


The vein itself has had a small production from shallow workings along its 


outcrop ut is relátivöly unexplored in the icinity of the Big Cameron 


shaft. The formation, in which the present development off the shaft 


occurs, is not too favorable a host rock for ore deposition but more 


favorable host rocksoutcrop in the immediate vicinity. Should the vein 


enter such rocks, the chances of it making ore in significant quantities 


is considered promising. The deposit appears to meet the necessary general 


requirements for the Government assistance in its exploration. 


Little is 1iorn of the applicants' ability or resources. The 


modified program recommended, however, is straight forward enough and 


not so excessive as to be beyond the applicants' apparent financial 


means. The work recommended is applicable to a short-form unit-cost 


type of contract.

The exploration project proposed by the applicants, with the 


limiting modifications and the estimated costs outlined in this report,

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This reportk con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Qo not 
include labor, supeivision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or djly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment wi1l be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment o*ned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". + 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer..

Preparation of Form MP-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by th Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howev, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc.; provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis.

IWRODUCTION AND SUQ4ARY 


The tungsten exploration project authorized at the Big Cameron mine, 


Boulder County, Colorado under Exploration Project Contract IdmuE748 was 


terininated effective February 29, 1956, by mutual consent of the Opera. 


tor and the Government. That part of the project then carried out by 


the Operator had revealed the Steel Plate vein southwesterly along the 


lower level of the Big Cameron shaft to be a barren and weakening struc-


ture within an unfavorable host rock. Continued exploration of the struc-


ture in this direction was considered unfavorable. Exploration of the 


Steel Plate vein northeast from the shaft, while more promising, would 


be outside the property rights defined in the contract and on ground sub-


ordinated under Exploration Project Contract IdmiE5li . (Cold Spring Tung-


sten, Inc.). Exploration of other areas of the property with Goverranent 


assistance was not considered warranted. 


In July 1954, a partnership comprised of Mac Brown, Hans Moach, and 


- Alvin Moscb made application for Government assistance the Big Cameron 


mine for tungsten. The partners were lessees of only the Big Cameron 


claim and the application was returned with the suggestion that certain 


adjacent property be secured. They subsequently leased the Fraction, Jack, 


and the vest 300 feet of the Steel Plate No. 1 claiznB and resubmitted 


their application in October 1954. In their application (Docket No. 4EA

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Their specific proposal involved deepening the shallow Big Cameron shaft 


by 100 feet and drifting a total of 300 feet along the Steel Plate veir 


at the new depth. Their estimated tots]. cost of he proposed pi'oject 


was $i6,io.00. 


The property was inspected November 3, 1955 by an examining teem 


from the Bureau of Mines and Geological Surrey. The Steel Plate vein 


was a strong well defined structure occurring within a highly prothac-


tive area of the Boulder County tungsten district. The vein had pro-


duced, small tonnages of tungsten ore from shallow workings along its out-


crop but was relatively unexplored in the vicinity of the Big Cameron 


shaft. The older workings along the Steel Plate vein were caved and 


inaccessible and. the structure was exposed only in the 511-foot Big Cam-


eron shaft and along a short level off the bottom of that shaft. The 


examining team concluded that the vein did warrant further exploration. 


The amount of work proposed by the Applicants, however, was considered 


too extensive on the basis of the present exposures. A modified project 


izwolving only 50 feet of shaft sinking and 200 feet of drifting was rec-


ommended at an estimated, total cost of $9,870.00 (Government participa-


tion $7,402.50). 


The Big Cameron shaft was on the conunon end line of the Big Cameron 


and Steel Plate No. 1 claIms. The drifting reconnended northeasterly 


from the shaft would extend onto the Steel Plate No. 1 claim. Although 


exploration of the vein in both directions from the shaft originally 


was recanmended, there was evidence that its exploration northeaaterly 


on the Steel Plate claim was more promising. It developed, however, 


that the DMEA would not release the western 300 feet of the Steel Plate 
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claim from it8 ubordjnatjon under Contrat IdmE5li. Such action reduced 


the exploration potential ot the reoumiended project b more than One-


half. The examining teem concluded that the southwestejly exploration 


of the vein on the Big Cameron claim alone was not of sufficient merit 


to justify the previously recommended project and recommended, with 


the concurrence of the Field Team, that the Applicant's request for ex-


ploration assistance be denied. The U4EA commodity group in Washington, 


however, reversed, the field recommendatjon8 in this matter and short-


form Exploration Project Contract Idn-E10, authorizing exploration on 


the Big Cameron claim only, was prepared. 


Exploration Project Contract Idmn-E8kO, dated June 6, 1955, was 
between the Government and Hans Moach and Alvin Moach (in the interim 


Mac Brown had withdrawn from the partnership). The contract authorized 


the deepening of the Big Cameron shaft by 6o feet and 152 feet of drift-


ing southwesterly along the Steel Plate vein on a new l01i-foot level off 


the shaft.. The estimated total cost of the project was $8,280.00. The 


contract stipulated a fixed unit cost for each unit of work to be per-


formed. The Government would, contribute 75 percent of the fixed unit coat 
as the work was performed, in a total sum not in excess of $6,21o.00. 
Project work was to coence on or before July 15, 1955 and. was to be 
completed on or before January 1, 1956. The completion date subsecpLent3y 


was extended to March 6, 1956 by an amendment to the contract. 


Project operations commenced July 7, 1955 and were more or less



continuous through the effective termination date of the contract. Dur-
ing this period, the Operator samk the Big Cameron shaft 60 feet to a 


total depth of liJi. feet from the surface and drifted a total of 138 feet 
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southwesterly along the Steel Plate vein on' a new 104-foot level tu±mned 


from the sh8.ft. The accepted costs of the roject--equiva1.ent to the 


completed units of work at the stipulated unit prices--totaled $7,810.00. 


The Government contributed 75 percent of the accepted project costs or 


a total of $5,857.50 . A small balance of the Government's contribution, 


which was withheld pending resolution of matters relative to closing 


the project account, waa.paid. the Operator April 25, 1956. 


LOCATION OF THE PROPERTY 


The property under lease by the Operator is in SW sec. 7, T. 3. S., 


R. 72 W •, 6th P.M. (Grand Island Mining District), Boulder County, Colorado. 


The claims are located on the eastern flank of Hurricane Hill, a pro-


ductive area in the 'central part of' the Boulder Couüty tungsten district 


( 'fig. 3.), at an elevation of about 8,550 feet above sea level. The 


mine is about 2 miles northeast of Nederlend, Colorado, via State High-


way 3.60 and. a. graveled. country road. It is accessible throughout the 


year. The nearest custom tungsten mill is located in Nederland. 


OPERATOR' S PROPERTY RIGRT8 


The Operator's property rights as described under Article 2 of the 


contract includes the following patented. lode mining claims:

In addition, the. Operator was lessee of the western 300 feet of the 


Steel Plate No. 3. claim (U. S. Mineral Survey 19632) which is subordin-' 


ated. to the Government under Exploration Project Contract Idm-'E54 (Cold 
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Spring Tungsten, Inc ). 


On the date of the application for exploration assistance, the above 


described property was owned by Hetzer Mines, Inc. and leased to the Op 


erator. The lease, dted July 10, 1951+, was for a period of 3 years 


and provided for a royalty of 16 percent of the net proceeds realized 


from the sale of any ore produced from the premises. On May 31, 1955, 


Hetzer Mines was absorbed by Cold Spring Tungsten, Inc., 1036 First 


National Bank Building, Denver, Colorado. The Operator's lease on the 


property was reaffirmed by the new owner. 


The relative locations of the Operator's property rights are in 


dicated on figure 2. The Steel Plate vein outcrops southwesterly along 
claim 


the length of the Steel Plate No. 1/and extends onto the eastern end of 


the Big Cameron claim. The extension of the vein farther westerly on 


the Big Cameron claim is inferred; its outcrop in this direction is 


obscured by overburden. The exploration completed by the Operator dur-


ing the project was confined to the eastern 150 feet of the Big Cameron 


claim.


HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


The total production from the Steel Plate No. 1 claim is reported as 


115 short ton units of tungsten trioxide. This total includes some U 


units which were produced in 1951 during the sinking of the 50-foot shaft 


on the Steel Plate vein near the western end of the claim. The remainder, 


estimated in value at $-6,000, reportedly was produced prior to World 


War I from a shallow shaft on the vein some 70 feet to the northeast. 


Early in 1951, the Operators sank a 5 14 ..foot shaft on the vein just inside

the end line of the Big Cameron claim. A level drift was extended ap. 


proximately 1iO feet southwesterly along the vein from the bottom of the 


shaft. Ore containing about 33 units of W03 was recovered from this 


work. A small ore shoot subsequently was stoped to a height of about 


30 feet above the 5li-'foot level. The production from this source, how-


ever, is unknown.


GEOLOGY 


The geology of the Boulder County Tungsten District is described 


in U. S. Geological Survey Professional Paper 21i5 by Lovering an4 Tieto 


(1953), and. that of the Steel Plate S-Big Cameron claims in the Geologic 


Report, D4EA Docket 2100 by Ogden Tweto, and DMEA Docket 356 by D. B. 


MacLaren. 


The Steel Plate vein is one of the numerous tungsten veins in the 


highly productive area on the east flank of Hurricane Hill. It is a 


relatively long vein that strikes N. 550 E to N. 66° E. and dips 600 


NW to vertical between walls of granite, aplite, pegznatite, gneisa, and 


schist. It has been worked mostly near the eastern end in the area south 


of the Cold Spring mine where It has been moderately productive from sev-


eral shafts, tunnels, and trenches. The ore occurs a small bodies b-


calized where the vein cuts dikes of aplite. Near the western end the 


vein has been virtually unexplored. 


Near the west end of the Steel Plate No. 1 claim (fig. 3) an old 


caved shaft on the Steel Plate vein is said to have produced tungsten ore 


valued at $5,000 to $6,000 in 1917 and 1918. This shaft, reported to be 


ho to 50 feet deep, was abondoned when the price of tungsten fell in 


1918, and later caved. About 70 feet southwest of the old shaft is the 
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Steel Plate shaft. This shaft is now caved hat in 1951 it' was open and 


was examined by Ogden Tweto (t,iEA Docket 2100). The vein in the shaft 


strikes N. 570 E. and dips 70° NW. It is almost indistinguishable to a 


depth of about 10 feet, but below that depth the vein, 8 to 2k inches 


wide, is well defined in a sheeted and locally silicified aplite and 


granite seamed with veinlets, nodules, and small pods of ferberite. The 


shaft is in what appears to be an irregular dike of aplite and, in places, 


granite. At a depth of about 20 feet there is a small patch of gneias 


(partly assimilated schiat) which grades into the bordering granite'. 


Ferberite was found continuously in the shaft from the surface to the 


bottom, at a depth of about 50 feet, mostly in the narrow and harder part 


of the vein along the west side. At one place nodules were found in soft, 


altered, oxidized rock along the , east side of the shaft. 


The Big Cameron shaft is about 75 feet southwest of the Steel Plate 


shaft (fig. 3). Prior to the start of work under the DMEA contract the 


Big Cameron shaft bad been sunk vertically on the vein to a depth of 54 


feet and. a drift had been driven 3O feet southwesterly from the shaft. 


Starting about 15 feet southwest of the shaft a lens of ore, about 20 


feet long, was being stoped. 


The vein followed by the 54-foot level drift has an average strike 


of N. 62° E., and. dips 8° NW to vertical. Above the 54-foot level the 
wall rock in the shaft is mostly aplite and granite, but on and just 


above the level It Is grieiss. The vein on. and above the level is a 


sheeted zone up to 2 feet wide. In the gneiss It is much more weathered 


and stained by iron oxides than it is in the aplite or granite. Also in 
the gneiss nodules and small streaks of ferberite are much less abundant 
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than in the other rocks. Under the DMEA contract the shaft was deepened 


60 feet and a drift was driven 137 feet southwesterly from the shaft on 


the l014-foot level. Below the 54-foot level the vein flattened to 75° NW 


while the shaft was sunk on a pitch of 85° NW. Below the 54-foot level 


the shaft was entirely in schist as was the l01i-foot level. On the 104-


foot level a 12-foot crosscut driven N. 830 W. from the southwe8t side 


of the shaft cut the vein at 10 feet. From this point the vein was fol-


loved by a drift for about 125 feet southwesterly. It strikes N. 66° B. 


and dips from 74° to 80° NW. The vein on the 104-foot level is a strong 


gouge-filled shear zone from 1 to 3 feet wide for about 8o feet. It then 


split into two well defined shears, the weaker one on the footwail pass-


ing into the southeast wall of the drift. The hangingwall split, about 


1 foot wide, continued to the breast of the drift, with another weak 


foot wall split about 12 feet back from the breast. 


The Operator, on his own account, drove the crosscut to the vein 


northeast of the shaft and started a drift to the northeast. When the 


contract was terminated this drift had followed a strong vein for about 


15 feet. 


The only ferberite found on the 10 14-foot level is in a few small 


nodules of peanut size in the last few feet of the drift driven by the 


Operator to the northeast.


PROJECT OPERATIONS 


Description of work completed: 


- Project operations commenced July 7, 1955 . The timber in the exist-


ing Big Cameron shaft was in disrepair and reqiréd considerable rehabi-


litation. New ladders and platforms were installed the full length of
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the manway compartment and sections of both. the manway and hoisting c '-


partments were lagged. Water pipe and ventilation tubing were extended 


to a point near the existing bottom of the shaft, 


Project sinking started at a depth of 54 feet in the Big Cameron 


shaft. The shaft was sunk 50 feet without interruption to a depth of 


the new 104-foot level. It was excavated to a 4-by 8-foot Cross section 


inside the timber. The two-compartment sets were framed from round native 


timber. The upper sections of the shaft followed the nearly vertical 


Steel Plate vein. The wall rock was a soft schist and carried little 


water. The Steel Plate vein flattened somewhat toward the northwest, at 


a depth of about 90 feet below the surface and the bottom 14 feet of 


the shaft was sunk in the more consolidated rock in the footwall of 'that. 


structure. 


The authorized 104-foot level heading initially was extended north-


west from the shaft as a crosscut. The Steel Plate vein was intersected 


about 11 feet from the shaft and. the heading thereupon was turned and. 


driven southwesterly as a drift along that structure. The fonnation at 


this depth contained appreciable water and the Operator, therefore, 


decided to complete the remainder of the sinking authorized under the 


contract. The shaft was deepened to a total depth of' 114 feet below the 


surface. The 10-foot section of shaft below the 104-foot level served 


as a drainage sump for that level and. also provided room for loading a 


hoisting bucket and. a shaft bziler.. 


The 104-foot level drift was continued southwesterly along the Steel 


Plate vein. The structure remained within a soft schist which. sloughed 


badly and required timber support. The vein continued moderately strong 
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but barren for a distance of about 85 feet from the shaft at which point 


it split into a foot and hanging wall branch. Each branch of the struc-


ture rapidly weakened and. eventually lost its identity among the cross 


fractures and shears within the schist. The 101i.-foot level drift on 


the Steel Plate vein had been extended a total of 138 feet southwest 


from the Big Cameron shaft by February 29, 1956. (fig. 4). 


The structure essentially had. died out. The completion of the 


remaining 14 feet of authorized project drifting was not warranted and 


the Operator therefore requested cancellation of the contract. The 


Government concurred with the Operator that no further work should be 


performed. The contract, therefore, was terminated by mutual consent. 


The official termination agreement, issued April 9, 1956, was effective 


February 29, 1956. 


At intervals during the project period, the Operator crosscut a 


short distance from the shaft and. drifted northeasterly along the Steel 


Plate vein. The drift had been extended to a point some 32 feet north-


east of the shaft (22 feet beyond the end line of the Big Cameron claim) 


by the effective termination date of the contract (fig. 3). The vein 


exposed in this heading was much more promising than in the project 


drift and contained a few small streaks of' ferberite. The Operator sub-


sequently extended this heading farther onto the Steel Plate claim and 


reportedly raised on	 a small showing of' ore along the section of 


the vein. The showing was on ground subordinated under Exploration Pro-


ject Contract Idm-E54. 


After the termination of the contract, the Operator attempted to 


mine the small occurrence of' ore. that had. been exposed during the project

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at a depth of approximately 80 feet in the Big Cameron shaft. The ore was 


very limited in extent and was stoped . for only a few feet east of the shaft 


within the boundaries of the Big Cameron claim, One lot of ore from this 


source (1.096 tons averaging 5.79% W0 3 ) was shipped on April 25, 1956. 


The net value of the shipment was $212.08 on which a royalty in the amount 


of $io.6o was paid the Government. 


COST OF TEE PROJECT: 


The authorized and. the accepted costs of the project are summarized 


below. The summary also indicates the units of work both as authorized 


in the contract and as actually completed by the Operator.

The Government withheld an amount of $50.00 from reimbursement to the 


Operator pending resolution of matters relative to closing the project 


account. This balance of the Government's contribution in the costs of 


the project was paid the Operator on April 25, 1956. 


PROJECT EQUIPMENT: 


The fixed unit prices stipulated for the various types of project 


work reflected a reduction for the estimated value of any materials, 
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eaj4 pment , or other property that normally would unexpended and salvable 


at the completion of project operations. The Government, therefore, was 


not concerned with the disposition of such property upon the termination 


of the contract. 


EFFICIENCY OF OPERATIONS: 


Most of the project work was performed by the two Operators. The 


work was performed slower than normally would be expected. The operational 


efficiency otherwise was about average to that of comparable work performed 


elsewhere in the district. Much of the operating eqiipment was old and 


subject to frequent breakdowns. Heavy snowfall and freezing temperatures 


during part of the project period caused some delay in the work. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


That part of the program carried out prior to the termination of 



the project conformed to the specifications in the contract. The Govern-


ment 'a contribution in the costs of the completed portion of the project, 


therefore, was valid and proper. 


The project did not result in the discovery of significant reserves 


of tungsten ore arid its certification by the Government, therefere, is 


not recommended.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104-----Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104---Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent shOuld sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations.. Do, not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion . - 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prgress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by th Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important. 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, how&v, for those unusual phas&s which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three itens are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-- 104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributedover several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting; raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable' basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

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(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract.

hold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated 
total cost of the work. The Government will make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers 
ref erred to in Article 6(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until 
the accuunt between theOperator and the Government is finally audited and settled. To the extent that 
excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be necessary for the per-
formance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account without con-
tribution by the Government.

(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall' provide the Government with five cOpies

of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher

showing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period, (2) Operator's 

Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting 

period and the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work ;. arid. (3) a Narrative Report of the work 
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performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill 
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized 
ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher) . This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof.

(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety. 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net.amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used.

The Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said 
three-year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator.

• (b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher• 
showing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator's 
Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of wQrk p fo ed during the reporting 
pe jo4 and the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Rortof_te work 
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performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill 
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized 
ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher) . This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sctles.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the. Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold .(ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing.

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1½) percent; on an amount often dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


...(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give nOtice of the Government's claim for royalty
