Exploration by the Applicant has been limited to 
rim stripping on the Crystal Spring claim. This 
stripping indicates the possibility of a Shinarump-
lile channel, about 1400 feet wide and 30 feet thick, 
near the base of the Chinla formation, and trending 
in a northwesterly direction across part of the 
Crystal Spring, Joker and Good Deed claims. Second-

ary uranium-vanadium minerals are exposed in four 
lenses 3 to IC) feet long and 0.5 to 1.0 foot thick 
in the channel. These lenses showed insufficient 
radioactivity to be considered of ore grade, but 
selected samples of high-grade material were found 
in them. 


There has been no production of uranium from 
Triassic formation in this area to date other than 
6 tons 'reportedly shipped to France in 1906. The 
nearest production is 5 miles distant at Uranium 
Peak and is from the upper Jurassic Morrison forma-
tion. 


While the subject property has some limited possibil-
ities some additional preliminary work to define the 
trend and limits of the channel would be desirable. 


On April 19, 1955, the Applicant granted a sublease 
to Lloyd Watts, et al., on the eight most favorable 
claims, effective until September 14, 1957, or as 
long thereafter as active mining is carried on. 
Under its terms the sublessee is to explore and 
mine on the 8 claims and drill 18 core drill holes 
at designated points on the remaining 15 claims. 


In view of the foregoing arrangement it is recoit-
mended that the subject application be denied with-
out prejudice.

In 
any event, the action of the Applicant in 
subleasing 8 of the most favorable claims 
and inking . independent arrangements to 
drill on the remaining 1 . claims suggests 
that the most logical move on our part is 
to deny the application without prejudice, 
and await further developments. 


Conclusions and Recommendations: 


The property may warrant an exploration project, 
but, since the most favorable claims are no 
longer controlled by the Applicant and pre-
liminary drilling is scheduled on the remaining 
claims, it is recommended that the application 
be denied without prejudice.

Exploration by the applicant has been limited to work on the Cry-' 


stal Spring claim and consists essentially of rim stripping. 


Secondary uranium-vanadium minerals are discontinuously exposed 


in 1 lenses 3 to 10 feet long and 0.5-to 1-foot thick in a Triassic, 


Shinarump-like channel about IiOO feet wide and 30 feet thick, near 


the base of the Chinle formation. 


There has been nojroduction of uranium from Triassic formations 


in this area to date other than 6 tons reported shipped to France in 


1906 .

Messrs. F. J. Kleinhampl and D. D. Schultz of the Geological 


Survey also accompanied the examining team, 


LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The Uncompahgre Uranium, Inc., property (figs. 1 and 2) is in the
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Fawn Creek area of the White River uplift in sec. 7. T. 1 N., R. 90 W., 


and secs. 12 and 13 in T. 1 N., H. 91 W., Sixth Principal Meridian, in 


Rio Blanco County, Colorado. The property is reached by driving 29.5 


miles easterly from Meeker, over Colorado state highway 132 to the access 


road leading to the property; thence 7.5 miles northerly over a very 


steep and rough access road to the property. Altitudes on the claims 


range between 8,000 and 8,400 feet above sea-level. The nearest ore 


purchasing depot of the Atomic Energy Commission is at Rifle, Colorado, 


about 81 miles distant. Water for drilling and mining purposes can 


be hauled from Fawn Creek which crosses the property. The nearest' 


source of electric energy is about 1 miles distant. Labor and mater-


ials can be obtained from Meeker, the nearest town. Ore would be trucked 


from the property. to the nearest purchasing depot at which it would be 


acceptable.


HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


Uranium was known in the 'area in the early 1900's and 6 tons were 


reported shipped to France from the Crystal Spring claim during 1906. 


This shipment was from a shallow adit still in existence. Small bodies 


of yellow and green uranium minerals and orange colored vanadium miner-


als were noted. in recent rim stripping' adjacent to this adit. 'The 


Uranium Peak area, 5 miles northwest, has produced over 10,000 tons of 


uranium ore from the upper Jurassic (Salt Wash), however, there is no 


production from Triassic formations to date. 


OWNERSHIP AND EXTENT

The applicant's lease is dated September 20, 1954 and runs for 3 years 


and as long thereafter as mining operations are active.


On April 19, 1955, Uncompahgre Uranium, Inc., granted a sub-lease 


to Messrs. Lloyd Watts, Howard Skillings and Clarence Mastin on the My 


Pal, Crystal Spring, Morning Star, Lone Pine, Deer Trail No. 2, Evening 


Star, Joker and Good Deed claims. The sub-lease is in affect until 


September 4, 1957 or as long thereafter as active mining is carried on. 


Besides certain royalties, the sub-leasees agree to drill 18 holes 


with their core drilling equipment upon sites designated by the lessor 


on property retained by the lessor and said drilling is to be completed 


through ore bearing horizons within six months of the signing of the 


contract.

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DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSITS 


Secondary yellow and green uranium minerals and orange colored 



vanadium minerals occur as coatings in conglomerate and sandstone lenses 


near the base of the Triassic Chinle formation. The above mentioned 


minerals are discontinuously exposed in four lenses 3 to 10 feet long 


and 0.5-to 1-foot thick. The mineralized lenses are part of a poorly 


exposed channel, about 1400 feet wide, which has the characteristics 


of a Triassic Shinarump channel although there has been no correlation 


of the Triassic in this area. The above occurrence of uranium-vanadium 


was exposed with 1400 feet of rim stripping on the Crystal Spring claim, 


figure 2. Scinti,llometer readings were.made on the above exposures. 


With a background count of 0.02 to 0.2 MR/hr, radioactivity was noted 


in the mineralized lenses as 3 to 9 times background count.

MINABLE ORE RESERVES 


Although uranium exposures occur on the Crystal Spring claim, there 


is no basis on which to estimate ore reserves. 


PRESENT STATUS



Exploration and Development 


A 30-foot adit (fig. 2) was driven into a rim rock exposure on 


the Crystal Spring claim about 1906. During 19514-55, about 1400 feet 


of rim was stripped by bulldozing and 14 small lenses of sandstone con-


.
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paining uranium and vanadium minerals were exposed. Six holes were 


reported wagon-drilled to depths of -35 feet. These holes are believed 


to have been barren of uranium. 


Mining, Milling, and Other Facilities 


There are no mining, milling or other facilities on the property. 


Sub-leasers expect to move drilling and mining equipment on their sub-


lease in the immediate future.

CONCLUSIONS 


Uranium and vanadium minerals have been exposed in conglomerate and 


sandstone near the base of the Triassic Chinle formation as the result 


of rim stripping by bulldozer. Four spotty occurrences of uranium-


vanadium were exposed by bulldozer stripping on the Crystal Spring claim 


(fig. 2). The occurrences appeared as small and separated lenses 3 to 


10 feet long and 0.5 to 1.0 feet thick.

	 There, are indications of a northwest trending sandstone channel, 


about 400 feet wide, across part of the Crystal Spring, Joker.and Good 


Deed claims.

The reports and maps were written as result of a field examina-
tion of the Guy Stealey claims on the Uncompahgre Uranium, Inc., Rio Blanco 
County, Colorado The field examination was made June 8, 1955, by the 
examining team composed of C. M.Harrer, engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines; 
R. T. Chew III, U. S. Geological Survey; K. 0. Weaver, a representative of 
the applicant. 


The area under consideration is underlain by sandstone, shale, - 
siltstone and conglomerate of Triassic and Jurassic age. The mineraliza-
tion in the area occurs in the lower sandy portion of the Chinle formation 
of Triassic age and occurs discontinuously along an area of about 150 feet 
in a channel-like area. Several radioactive zones as much as 10 feet long 
and 1 foot thick were observed throughout these channel sediments. None of 
the radioactive zones show sufficient radioactivity to be considered of ore 
grade, although many picked samples of high-grade material were found within 
these zones. One mineralized area on the Crystal Springs claim is the only 
known occurrence on the subject group of claims. A few tons of high-grade 
radium ore was produced from this property in 1926, but there has been no 
production since that time. The nearest producing area is the Uranium Peak, 
about 5 miles northwest of the Guy Stealey group of claims. Approximately 
10,000 tons of uranium ore has been produced from the Salt Wash member of 
the Morrison formation in the Uranium Peak area.

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The applicant proposes to drill approximately 150 feet of core 
drilling to test the subject area. The channel in which the exposed 
minerals occur is in a zone probably not more than 1100 feet wide and 
may be much narrower. Ore bodies as now known are probably not over 
10 feet across. 


Because of considerable overburden in the area, preventing, a 
more thorough geological examination, and that the channel trends are 
not definite until further geologic and exploration work have been 
completed, it is recommended that the application be denied without 
prejudice. The applicant has subleased claims and the results of ex-
ploration by the sublessor may enable a re-examination of the property, 
should the drilling prove encouraging.

ThTRODUCTION 


The Uncompahgre Uranium, Inc., •(DM 3672) applied for assistance 


to explore the Guy Stealey claims, located in sec. 12, T. 1 N., R. 91 W., 


and sec. 7, T. 1 N., R. 90 W., Rio Blanco County, Cob., (fig. 1). Cost 


of the drilling program suggested by the applicant is estimated to be 


$45,290, of which the Government's share would be $33,967.50. The 


claims are accessible via bulldozer trail which leaves Colorado State 


Highway 132 about 6 miles east of Buford; thence 7 miles southeast to the 


claims 


A DMEA field team composed of C. M. Harrer, engineer, U. S. Bureau 


of Mines; R.' T. Chew, III, F. J. Kleirthampl, and D. D. Schultz, geologist, 


U. S. Geological Survey; and K. 0. Weaver representing the applicant, 


examined the property on June 8, 1955.' William H. Boyer, AEC project 


geologist, has been consulted relative to the appraisal of this property. 


Since the application for DMEA aid was submitted, the applicant has 


sub-leased five of the subject claims along the outcrop of the ore-bearing 


formation to Lloyd Watts et al of Grand Junction, Cob, This group will 


drill behind the uranium deposit on the Crystal Spring claim, and also on 


the other claims along the rim. Exposures on the property are very poor 


and the program suggested by the applicant consists of both wide and 


close-spaced drilling which cannot now be based on geologic knowledge. 


Therefore, it is recommended that the application be denied without 


prejudice until the drilling by the sub-lessee has been completed. 


Results of this drilling may justify a more efficient drilling program 


or recommendation for denial.0
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S	 GEOLOGY 


Geology of the subject area is adequately discussed in the Union 


Mines report on the Sleepy Cat district. (Gruenerwald. and Richardson, 


1911.5). 


The area under consideration in this report is underlain by sand-


stone, shale, siltstone, and conglomerate of Triassic and Jurassic age. 


The formations will be briefly described in ascending order.(F ^- Z). 


The Moenkopi formation of lower Triassic age consists of un-


differentiated lenses of brick-red to reddish purple, horizontally bedded 


sandstone and. shale which are predominantly fine-grained and silty. The 


thickness of this unit in the Sleepy Cat area is unknown. 


The sandstone at the base of the overlying Chinle, of upper Triassic 


age, is probably not strictly equivalent to the Shinarump conglomerate 


of the Colorado Plateau because the true Shinarump pinches out far to ib.e 


south. The Mossback -sandstone which replaces the Shinarump at the base 


of the Chinle in the Inter-river and Lisbon Valley areas of Utah also 


appears to be pinching out to the north. No positive correlation of 


the Triassi.c units has yet been attempted in this area except that the 


Gartra Grit of north central Utah has been correlated with the Shinarump 


by Kunmiel (19511.). The bas.l Chinle at the subject property consists of 


interbedded sandstones and siJ 	 me	 aj 10 10 QJQ feet thick. This 


is overlain by the Shinarump-like channel material containing the uranium 


deposit. The deposit is contained in interbedd.ed conglomerate and sand-


stone. The conglomerate is well cemented with lime. Mea.surement of one 


cross-bed and one festoon indicated flow was about N. 45 0 W., but because 


•	 only 2 measurements could be made, a large variation in average flow 


direction is possible.
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aruenerwald. and Richardson report that the Chinle formation is about 


450 feet thick. It forms moderate to very steep slopes, is barren of soil 


or mantle in a few places and consists of undifferentiated interbedded 


reddish-brown, fine-grained, argillaceous sandstones, shales, and siltstones 


becoming more sandy towards the top. The Chinle is overlain by the 


Jurassic Nugget sandstone. 


The beds strike approximately N. 600 W., and dip from 5 to 7 degrees 


north, forming the northern limit of the White River uplift. A vertical 


fault along which the north side has dropped about 450 feet, ociurs in the 


valley of West Fawn Creek and crosses the claims in the northern part of 


the subject group. Along the east valley wall of Fawn Creek this fault 


brings the Entrada sandstone into contact with the Shinarunrp conglomerate. 


ORE DEPOSITS 


Uranium mineralization occurs discontinuously along about 150 feet of 


the channel described earlier, the base of which is about 10 feet above the 


base of the Chinle. Several radioactive zones from 3 to 10 feet long and 


6 inches to 1 foot thick were observed throughout the channel sediments. 


Yellow and green secondary uranium minerals and orange vanadium minerals 


coat some fractures and pebbles in the conglomerate lenses forming the only 


visible ore minerals. None of the radioactive zones showed sufficient radio-


activity to be considered of ore grade though many hand samples of high-


grade material were found within these zones.

The applicant proposes to drill approximately 15 0 feet of core drill-


ing as wel as the necessary work to obtain access to the drilling sites. 


The total cost "of tthéproposed project is estimated at $45 ,290, of which 


the Government's share would be $33,967 . 50 . This program would consist of 


0	 42 holes drilled on 75-foot centers on the Crystal Spring claim which con-


tame the known mineralized outcrop. The rest of the drilling program 


would consist of approximately 108 holes drilled on 14.00-foot centers over 


the rest of the subject claims. 


The channel in which the exposed mineralization occurs is probably 


not more than 400 feet wide and may be much narrower. Ore bodies as 


known are probably not over 10 feet across. The pattern of drilling 


suggested by the applicant is widely spaced to discover ore and probably 


too widely spaced to determine the trend of the channel and the existence 


of favorable ground except on the Crystal Spring claim where they appear 


to be more closely spaced than necessary to determine favorable ground.

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	 The subject claims lie on a bench cut at approximately the top of the 


Shinarump-like channel. The bed rock is covered by as much as 30 feet of 


alluvium but all drilling depths would probably be less than 100 feet to 


the top of the Ikenkopi. The applicant reports the water table to lie at 


about the base of the alluvium. 


Although an exploration program on this property appears warranted, 


an efficient program can not now be set up because of the lack of definite 


evidence of. the trend of the channel or the presence of a large area of 


favorable ground. Any drilling program suggested to obtain geological in-


formation should have the holes spaced more closely than the postulated 


width of the channel. The fences, or rows .of holes should be oriented 


approximately normal to the postulated channel trend. 


Lloyd Watts, et al., of Grand Junction, Colorado, has taken a sub-


lease along the outcrop of the ore-bearing formation, on five of the claims,


the Crystal Spring, Deer Trail, Evening Star, Joker, and Good Deed. The 


information obtained from this drilling will aid materially in planning an 


efficient exploration program to test the remaining claims. 


CONCLUSIONS AND EC0ENDATI0NS" 


The uranium deposit exposed on the Crystal Spring claim is contained in 


a Shinarump-like channel abo0ut 400 feet wide with its base about 10 feet 


above the base of the Chinle formation and its top about 14.0 feet above the 


base of the Chinle. Because of poor exposure neither edge of the channel 


can be precisely located. The channel may trend in a N. 450 W. direction, 


in which case it would cross the claims in the northern part of the group.

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0	 Several radioactive zones as much as 10 feet long and 1 foot thick occur 
within this channel and contain small pods of high-grade material as well 


as abundant secondary uranium and vanadium minerals. 


An exploration project appears warranted on this property because of 


the presence of uranium minerals, favorable stratigraphic horizon, small 


past production and fair.proximity to a producing district, However, 


because of the poor exposure, lack of previous exploration in the area 


and sparsity of indications of the channel trend on he subject property, 


an efficient drilling program can not now be recommended. The program out-


lined by the applicant calls for holes on 75-foot centers on the Crystal 


Spring claim and on 400-foot centers on the other claims and would probably 


miss the intended target. Ore bodies as now known probably are not more 


0	 than 10 feet across - too small to drill economically without good geologic 
information. The400-foot spacing would not give sufficient geologic in-


formation to determine channel trend, amount of scour, or to allow adequate 


correlation between holes to determine favorable ground. 


With more information on ore habits and geological trends a more 


efficient drilling program could be laid out covering less ground but 


'obably using eloeer spaced holes. 


Much of this needed additional information should be available upon 


completion of drilling by the sub-lessee. Therefore, it is recommended 


that the application be denied without prejudice pending completion of this 


drilling.
