The applicant has proposed to extend an old tunnel about 
2i.00 feet and to raise 200 feet into old workings. It is also plan-
ned to drill 300 foot horizontal holes from each side of the tunnel 
at 200 foot intervals. 


Apparently the operator has rehabilitated about 700 feet 
of the old tunnel which is reported to be about 1,000 feet long. 


The material in the application Is inadequate for a. reason-
able type of geologic appraisal. We do not have any information on 
the East Williams tunnel. There are a number of known veins in the 
Justice Hill area, but without maps it is inTpossible to relate the 
proposed work to the Justice Hill properties. It is possible that a 
large part of the proposed tunnel will be in ground not presently 
controlled by the operator. The applicant states that he will accu-
niulate leases as he leaves his property. (Presumably this refers to 
the extension of the tunnel into uncontrolled ground.) Also, the 
statement is made that "we can secure leases as we undercut them 
with our proposed tunnel." 


Lead1zinc, uranium and antimony mineralization occurs in 
the Gilpin County area near Blackhawk, Colorado; however, we will 
require more data about the applIcant t s property in order to make a 
recommendation for a. field referral. 


The estimated costs for the work are not given and the 
general presentation of the application material suggests that the 
operator will not be able to satisfy the DNEA requirements for 
Government exploration assistance. The applicant should be requested 
to submit a. geologic map, sections, assays or an assay map, records 
of past production and a. better outline of his exploration proposal.

If a reasonable amount of supporting data is not presented 
by the operator, it would seem advisable to deny the application 
without a field referral.
