The applicant proposes to explore for uranium and rare
earths on eight full, unpatented mining claims and several claim
fractions. The proposed project would consist of a total of 1,200
feet of core drilling at a total project cost of $3,030.60.

Surface trenching by the applicent has disclosed uranium
mineralization of ore grade. However, significant production has
not come from the area from pegmatite-type ore bodies. I doubt
that even the modest program proposed would result in finding
enough ore to repay exploring, mining, and haulage costs.

Because mineralization is present on the property, .and
because the applicant may have done more preliminary exploration
work since the application was submitted I recommend that the
application be referred to the Field Team for field examination
and. report.

The applicant proposes to purchase a core drill and pump
for $735. If a DMEA contract is considered the minimum core size
should be such (AX size) that the holes may be readily probed
with radiometric equipment in the event the core is not recovered.

S I have reviewed the attached application for assistance,
Navajo: and: Big Bmialgroup:of mifiing lode claims, DMEA Docket 3925;
and I have discussed it with Joseph O. Hosted, Washington representa-
tive of the Atomic Energy Commission. , o

Initial prospecting work conducted by Briggs and Cope indicates
that uranium mineralization of economic grade occurs in a pegmatite
formation on their claims in Fremont County, Colorado. While most pegma-
tite deposits have been found to contain uranium in amounts too small
for profitable mining, this does not preclude the possibility of the
existence of an economic uranium-bearing pegmatite formation.

'The applicant proposes to purchase the drilling equipment
needed to drill 12 holes to a depth of 100 feet each. The total esti-
mated cost of drilling, which includes labor by the applicant, is
$3,030.60. The cost of core drilling by a contractor in this area
would be at least $4,200.

We recommend that the application be referred to the Field
Team for examination of the property, and that the Field Team be re-
quested to consult with Mr. C. C. Towle, Atomic Energy Commission,
Denver, Colorado, about the application, after which a report should
be submitted by the Field Team to the Washington office. ‘
