. The applicant proposes to explore for uranium by means
of 15,400 feet of plug-bit drilling and 2,100 feet of coring at a
total project cost of $33,050. The property described consists
of 2-1/2 mining claims. located in the productive Uravan District.

Although significent production has been made from
deposits in the vicinity of the subject property, proper evaluation
of the property must depend upon field determination of the
geologic character of the Salt Wash sandstone member of the
Morrison formation.

I recommend that the Field Team, Region III, be requested
to make a field examination and report. L

I have reviewed the attached application, DMEA Docket 3932,
Jack Lode Claims; and I have discussed it with Joseph O. Hosted,
Washington representative of the Atomic Energy Commission.

The applicant drilled seven wagon holes on the property,
but owing to the nature of the equlpment was not_able to reach the
Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation. The holes were all less
than 79\feet deepe. o

There was no descriptive evidence of uranium mineraliza-
tion on the property. Radiometric anomalies were determined at
several locations, but it was not stated whether the anomalies were
on the subject property or adjacent to ite.

Justification for exploration was based on the geological
and geographic proximity of known and hopeful producers, as well as
the anomalies mentioned above.

The applicant'!s exploration costs as shown are not believed
to be excessive. Drilling costs were about average for the Plateau
- = s
region.

The proposed initial exploration drilling on 100-foot centers
might be practicable should assistance be warranted, but I would hesi~
tate to approve 50-foot second stage drilling, and would object to
drilling on 25-foot centers as described for the third stage.

e





I suggest that the Field Team review the application, but
I doubt that a field examination is warranted. The fact that the
claims are in an area geologically favorable for the deposition of
uranium does not seem sufficient reason to warrant assistance.

Mr. Hosted, having completed a review of the application,
recommends that the application be referred to the Field Team for

an examination, and that the Field Team consult with Mr. Ernest
Gordon, Atomic Energy Commission, Grand Junction, Colorado.
