The Salt Wash membr of the Morrison f'niation 
is present over most of the property. The uppermost 
series of coalescing sandstone lenses in the Salt Wash 
is known as the ore-bearing sandstone. Probably over 
95 percent of the ore deposits in the district are 
restricted to this horizon. 


The ore-bearing sandstone in this area is marked 
by its abundance of red muds tone and lack of proper 
thickness. No mineralization was found in the out-
crops. The Geological Survey has drilled south of the
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Solitaire group and the results indicate that this 
general area is unfavorable for the occurrence of 
significant ore deposits. 


The Applicant believes that the lower or basal 
Salt Wash horizon should be favorable since the 
Wild Steer mine, about one mile northeast of the 
Jack Pot group, is in this unit. The Wild Steer 
mine has produced considerable vanadium ore, but 
the uranium content is low. Furthermore, the 
examiner carefully inspected all available outcrops 
of this horizon and found no mineralization or favor-
able geological criteria. 


No drilling or other exploration has been done 
on the subject property. No ore deposits are known 
to exist in the irr!nediate vicinity of the property, 
and its position with respect to the entire district 
is not favorable. No samples were talen because of 
the total lack of even weakly mineralized material. 
The change of finding significant ore deposits on 
the property is slit. It is recommended that the 
application be denied.

In a report of field examination the examining geologist 
points out that exposures of the Salt Wa member of the Morrison 
formation on the property are unfavorable for the occurrence of 
large uranium ore bodies. The examining team thus concludes that 
the expenditure of an estimated total of $57,1.I.69.00 for exploration. 
drilling on the property is not warranted. 


I have no additional information materially to supplement 
the examination report. I concur, therefore, with the examining 
team's recoimnendation that thapplication for DNEA assistance be 
denied.

The Lloyd Corporation, Ltd., applied for DMEA assistance to 
explore for uranium 'on the Jackpot and. Solitaire claims in the Bull 
Canyon area, Montrose County, Colorado, The application was referred 
to the field and an examination was made by C. H. Roach of the U. S. 
Gological Survey, and Mr. H. K. urber, Jr0, representing the applicant. 
'The field examination was made by M]. Roach while he was in the area 
on other business. The engineering report was prepared at a later date 
frnt information obtained from the applicant. 


The rocks in the area of the 'subject group of claims are sandstone 
and. shale of Jurassic age. The oreeposits in the Bull Canyon area are 
found to occur both in the upper and the lower portions of the Salt. Wash r 
sandstone member of the Morrisàn formation of Jurassic age. The nain ore-
bearing sandstone, however, on the Solitaire and the Jackpot group of 
• claims is the upper sandstone of the Salt Wash member. This andstone 
unit of the Salt Wash i replete with red ,rnudstone and is also too thin, 
to be favorable for ore0 The applicant believes th& the best horlion for 
finding ore in therea would be the lower, or basal unit of Sà,lt Wash 
'member, because the Wild Stçer mine, which is. one mile northeast of the 
iackpot group, is in the basal sandstone unit. Howevei' all available 
outcropd' of this lowermost portion of the Salt Wash member tn the flcinity 
Of the claims show nomineralizatiOn, and. also have other characteristics 
unfavorable for ore deposition. It is conch ed. that the chances for 
finding any siificant . ore deposit on the claims : is not good and. it is, 
therefore, recommended that the application be denied. I concur wth the 
conclusions and recoxznnend.ations of the examining team.

INTRODUCTION PND SUMMPRY 


On August 22, 1955, the Lloyd. Corporation, Ltd.., 91 J1.i O1,mpic Blvd., 


Beverly Hills, California, applied for Government assistance to explore 


for uranium ore on their leased claims north of Wild Steer Mesa and. Bull 


Canyon, Montrose County, Colorado,, 	 e, proppsed. project called for 8,125 


feet of drilling on the Jack Pot group of claims and 7,200 feet on the 


Solitaire group at an estimated cost of $57 , li.68.75. Government participation 


at 75 percent would be $1 I.3,1Ol.56. A detailed cost estimate. was not 


presented.., A field examination was made on October 5, 1955, by the Geo-


logical Survey member of the examining team who was in the area on other 


business. H. K. Thurber, Jr., representing the applicant, was present. 


Because of the probable recommendation for denial on geological grounds, 


another visit by the Bureau of Mines representative was not considered 


necessary.	 - 


The entire Salt Wash member of the Jurassic Morrison formation is 


present over most of the property which Is totally unexplored. Recon-


nais sauce drilling by the Geological Survey to the south of the Solitaire 


group indicates that this general area is unfavorable for the occurrence 


of significant ore deposits. The main "ore-bearing sandstone", which in 


this case would be the topmost sandstone unit in the Salt Wash member, 


is marked by an abundance of red mudstone and lack of sufficient thickness 


to be considered favorable for an ore body. The appl:Lcant's representative 


believes that the best horizon for finding ore would be in the lower or 


basal Salt Wash horizon, basing this assumption on the fact that the
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Wild. Steer mine, one mile northeast of the Jack Pot group is in the 


basal sandstone unit. All available outcrops of this horizon in the 


vicinity, as well as those of the upper horizon, were examined by the 


DNEâ geologist, There is no mineralization exposed in any of the out-


crops and other characteristics are also unfavorable for ore deposition. 


It is concluded that the chances for finding any significant ore 


deposits on the claims are slight and. denial of the application under 


D1 3956 is recommended.


ACKNOWLEDGI€NTS 


The applicant furnished. data on the property including maps showing 


location and. proposed. drilling sites, but did. not present data to sub-


stantate a conclusion that conditions were favorable geologically for 


ore occurrences. The Atomic Energy Commission was consulted but could. 


not furnish any information on the area other than the results of Geo-


logical Survey drilling. This data was utilized in this examination, 


LCCAEON, TOPOGRAPHY AND CLIMITE 


The Jack Pot and • Solitaire groups of eight and. ten located claims 


respectively are in parts of sections ]A, 15, 16, 21, 22 and 23, T. i-6 N., 


R. 18 W., New Mexico Principal Meridian (figs. 1 and 2). The two groups 


are not contiguous, The topography is rough and several deep canyons 


cross the claims but access to most of the proposed drilling would n;,. 


be difficult, The maximum relief except for the canyons is about 2Q, 


feet throughout most of the claims which are at an altitude of 6,500 


feet.

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Junction, Colorado, the nearest major source of mining supplies. Climate, 


power, water, supplies, labor, transportation and marketing ore present 


no particular problems. The proposed exploration by drilling would be 


done by a contractor furnishing all labor. 


HISTORY PRODUCTION AND PROPERTY OWI\ERSHIP 


Mining operations have been carried on in the area since World War I, 


first for vanadium and. more recently for uranium. One of the oldest mines, 


the Wild Steer mine, has produced considerable vanadium ore and now has 


substantial reserves but the uranium content is low and the mine, owned 


by the Vanadium Corporation of America, is not being operated. Recon-


naissance drilling in the vicinity of the property, but not on it, has 


been carried, on by the Geological Survey since 1950. However, results 


have been poor so far as the immediate area is concerned. Exploration 


of outcrops has been unproductive. The only mine of any size Is the 


Wild Steer mine in section 13. 


There have been no operations on either group of claims and con-


sequently no production. 


Both groups of claims are owned by Lowell Staats of Nucla, Colorado. 


The claims are recorded in book 31i 9, pages 195-199, 251-260 and 275-276, 
with amended locations in book 365, pages 133-150. The application does 


not give the location dates, and the data in the courthouse at Montrose 


County has not been checked by the examining team. 


The Lloyd Corporation, Ltd., has a lease from Staats running for

PEESENT STATUS 


Exploration and Development 


No d.rllling or other exploration has been done on the property. 


The nearest workings of any size are at the Wild. Steer mine. There 


are many prospect openings on rim exposures in the area but none of 


importance. No mineralization was observed in any outcrops on the 


property and. the applicant reported none. 


Mining and Milling Equipment and. Other.Facilities 


There are no improvements or equipment on the property. All 


drilling equipment would be furnished by the contractor. 


GEOLOGY MID OEE DEPOSITS

The Jack Pot and Solitaire groups of claims are located near the 


axis of the Dry Creek Basin Snycline, which is between the Paradox and. 


Gypsum Valley anticlines, Montrose County, Colorado, Both groups of 


claims are underlain mainly by outcrops of the Jurassic Morrison forma-


tion (see 1 1g. 2). However, small parts of the claimed area are under-


lain by outcrops of the Cretaceous Dakota sandstone and. the Cretaceous 


Burro Canyon formation. 


The Dakota sandstone, of early and late Cretaceous age, crops out 


in the vicinity of the Solitaire group of claims. It consists of fine-


to coarse-grained sandstone, conglomerate, and minor amounts of gray-


green mudetone. The various units are irregularly bedded, and much of 


the sandstone is highly cross-bedded. The true thickness of the Dakota 


sandstone in the Bull Canyon area is not known because the upper beds 


have been eroded. However, about 150 feet of Dakota sandstone remains 


in the area near the Solitaire group of claims.
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The Burro Canyon formation of Lower Cretaceous age crops out in the 


vicinity of the Solitaire group of claims. It is about 150 feet thick 


and is composed. of varying quantities of coarse-grained. sandstones and. 


green mudstones 1, Locally conglomerate predominates almost to the exclusion 


of all other lithologic types. 


The Jurassic Morrison formation forms most of the outcrops on 


both groups of claims. The Morrison formation is composed. of two 


members in this area: the upper Brushy Basin member and the lower 


Salt Wash member. The Brushy Basin member is about ii.00 feet thick 


and consists mainly of varicolored. tnudstones, with minor amounts of 


sandstone, conglomerate, and limestone. 


The Salt Wash member is about 375 feet thick and consists of 


very irregularly bedded sandstones and. mudetones. The sandstones 


have considerable quantities of interstitial clay, and are highly 


cross-bedded in places. The uppermost series of coalescing sand-


stone lenses in the Salt Wash member is known as the "ore-bearing 


sandstone" because of the great predominance of ore bodies in the 


•	 district which are restricted to that horizon, Probably over 95 


percent of the ore deposits in the district are restricted to this 


horizon, 


No ore deposits are known to exist in the immediate vicinity .of 


the Solitaire or Jack Pot groups of claims. The U. S. Geological 


Survey has drilled. south of the Solitaire group and the results of 


this reconnaissance type drilling indicate that this general area is 


unfavørable for the occurrence of significant ore deposits, The "ore-


bearing sandstone" in this area is marked by its abundance of red
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.
mud.stone and lack of proper thickness. The appliôant believes his best 


chance of discovering ore is in the lower or basal Salt Wash horizon. 


This assumption is based primarily on the fact that the Wild Steer mine, 


about one mile northeast of the Jack Pot group, is in the basal sandstone 


unit. However, during the field exaniiriation of the property, all available 


outcrops of this horizon were examined in detail, and. this horizon seems 


to be unfavorable for the occurrence of significant ore deposits at the 


depth that would have, to be drilled. No outcrops could be found which 


showed even weak mineralization. The unfavorableness of this horizon 


near the claims is further indicated by the abundance of red mudstone 


associated with the sandstone, and. the abundance of very small festoon 


structures which normally indicates that very small pods of ore will be 


found, if any. 


The total lack of even weakly mineralized material on the outcrops, 


the unfavorable mud.stones and bedding characteristics, and the general 


position of the two groups of claims with respect to the entire district 


all suggest that the chance is very slight that significant ore deposits 


will be discovered in the area, For these reasons, it is recommended that 


DM& assistance in the proposed exploration program be denied, 


ORE RESERVES 


There are no ore reserves on the property. There are no mineralized 


outcrops on the property; no samples were taken. 


PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The applicant has proposed a drilling program calling for 15,325 feet 


Iof plug-bit andcore drilling at a cost of $57,I68.75, Government partic-
ipation at 75 percent would be $113,101.56, A detailed plan was not presented
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'but a map with proposed. drill sites was furnished 1 Twenty-five holes 


• averaging 325 feet in depth are proposed on the Jack Pot group and. 18 


holes averaging 4OO feet in depth on the Solitaire group. Plug-bit 


and core drilling footages are not segregated. The applicant proposes 


to drill an unspecified number of holes entirely through the Salt Wash, 


taking core throughout. The estimated overall cost for all types of 


drilling, $3.75 per. foot, includes all costs and is somewhat higher 


than the overall cost per foot in similar executed D1	 contracts. 


A breakdown of' costs was not presented. No cost estimate has been 


prepared by the examining team, 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


It is concluded that none of the Salt Wash sandstone units are 


favorable for ore occurrences on the property. This is substantiated 


by the results of Geological Survey reconnaissance drilling nearby, 


and. by examination of the exposed rims. 


It is not believed that significant ore reserves are likely to 


be found by the proposed exploration. 


Denial of the application for Government assisted exploration 


under DNEA 3956 is recommended.

Water sufficient for diamond drilling on a scale proposed in this 
application is available from a spring on the property or may be hauled 
from other reServoirs and springs in the area.
