Excerpts from Field Team Report:

The property is underlain by Precambrian metamorphic rocks of
the Idaho Springs formation composed of granite :gneiss, hornblende gneiss,
pegmatite, and schist. The Applicants have excavated one small pit on
Lucky Strike No., 1 claim, In this pit very minor amounts of autinite
and tobernite are associated either with a minor fracture in the country
rock or with a pegmatitic zone in the metamorphic series.

Minor low grade concentrations of primary uranium minerals are
not uncommon in the pegmatitic members of the Idaho Springs formation, but
without exception those seen to date have been economically insignificant.
It appears that the secondary uranium minerals in the subject deposit were
precipitated from surface waters moving along the joint after having
dissolved minor amounts of uranium from primary uranium minerals dispersed
in the pegmatite.





Samples taken across the width of the mineralized joint zone
(about 1 foot) indicate a U,04 content of 0,12 to 0.1, % U Og. However,
extensions of the zone were not indicated by a scintillome%er survey of

the area adjacent to the pit.

The Field Team recommends denial of the application.

Subject: Review of Field Team report.

The applicants requested assistance in exploring by 225
feet of drifting a narrow uranium-bearing slip or joint which, as
shown in a 6x6x6-foot pit, cuts pegmatite and biotite schist of the
Idaho Springs formation. The secondary uranium in ‘and adjoining
the slip where it cuts pegmatite are taken to be precipitates from
surface water moving along the joint after having dissolved minor
amounts of uranium from primary uranium minerals dispersed in the
pegmatite. As noted no uranium minerals are in the Joint where it
cuts the schist.

A sample cut across one foot of the radiocactive zone ih
the pit assayed 0. 14% U30g and a selected sample from the ore pile
assayed 0.12% U30g.”™ ,

Scintillator traverses beyond the limits of the pit
failed to extend the radioactive zone.

- The one small showing of secondary uranium minerals,
autunite and torbernite, does not warrant the work proposed by the
applicants and the examiners and Field Team recommend denial of the
application.

I concur with that recommendation.

The claims were examined on November 28, 1955, in the company

The property is underlain by Precambrian granite gneiss,
hornblende gneiss, pegmatite, and schist. The applicants have
excavated one small pit on the Lucky Strike No. 1 zbaim. In this
pit very minor amounts of autunite and torbernite are associated
either with a minor fracture in the country rock or with a
pegmatitic zone in the metamorphic series.

It is improbable that the deposit exposed on the Lucky Strike

Noe 1 claim is significant, and it is recommended that the applica=

tion be deggd.





INTRODUCTION AND ACKNOWLEDGMENRTS

LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY AND PHYSICAL FEATURES

GEOLOGY =~

The Lucky Strike claiﬁs are underlain by Precambrian metamorphic
rocks of the Idého Springs formation. They appear to lie on a
rather broad, indéfiﬁite contact between a 1arg§ erea of granite
gneiss on the south and an area of more basic biotite schist and
hornblende gnelss on the north. The entire metamorphic sequence:
containé considerable silicious material in the form of pegmatitic

zones and as lit-par-lit injections of quartz.

The strike and dip of the schisfosity in the metamorphic

Lucky Strike No. 1 claim to Ne 89° W., 55° N. in the eastern part
of the claim.

According to the applicants, significant radioactivity has been

noted.only at one place on the claimé. Here they excavated a small

(6- by 6= by 6-foot) pit and exposed a pegmatitic zone in biotite
schist (fig. 2). A small slip or joinf, striking west and dippiné
70° S., cuts both the pégmatite anA schist exposed in the pit.' Theré
is no hydrothermal alteration: of displacement along the structure,
and it appears to.be a joint opened somewhat by surface creepe.
Torbernite and autunite were noted in the pegmatite but not in

the schist. The uranium minerals are found in & zone parallel to
and extending 6 to 8 inches on either side of the open joint.

but without exception those seen to date have been economically
insignificant.

Two samples of the deposit were taken. H-819 was cut across
1 foot of the radiocactive zone in the test pit on the Lucky Stfike
No. 1 claim. It contained O.lh percent U;0g. H-820 was & hand |
picked sample of the high grade material in a very small stock

pile of material taken from the pit. It contained 0.1l2 percent Uz0g.
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Surface traverses were made with a scintillator in an attempt
to exfénd the radioactive zone beyondithe confines of the pit.
With the exception of a 2-foot square area about 50 feet N. 459 W,
of the pit, which shoéea an anomolous radioactivity of about
0.10 MR/hr, no anomonously radioactive zones were found.

The fault shown on the applicants'.map traversing the three
Lucky Strike claims is the same structure (probably a joint)
exposed in the pit on the Lucky Strike No. 1 claim and cannot be

traced beyond the confines of the pit.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

A narrow, poorly defined » weakly radioactive zone in
pegmatite, apparently associated with a strong joint in bedi-ock,
“1s e:;posed in a single pit on the Lucky Strike Noe. 1 claim. The
uranium is ﬁresent in the secondary minerals autunite and torbernite.
Samples taken by the examining team indicate a 0308 content of
0.12 to 0.14 percgnt across a width of 1 foot. A scintillometer
survey was made in an attempt to extend the radioactive zone
beyond the confines of the pit. Extensions of the zone could
not be located.
There 1s no geological reason to as_smne that the deposit
. vill improﬁ with increasing depth or that it will be extended
laterally much beyond the confines of the pit.
Denial of the application for exploration assistance,

I have reviewed the attached application dated October

The applicant requested, on October 20, 1955, DMEA
participation in a uranium exploration program in Clear Creek
County, Colorado, which would consist of 225 feet of drifting and
one-half mile of road building. The total estimated cost of the
project is $7,413.00.

While the cost of drifting at $25.00 per foot seems
lower than the average drifting cost of the area, the mining plan
appears to be questionable, as no evidence was presented which
would indicate that the suspected ore vein is perpendicular to the
proposed drif‘b at' a point 225 feet ‘from the entrance.

______ The grades of uranium as indicated on two attached assay
are below the grade of ma.terial purchased by the Atomic Energy
Commi ssion.

I doubt that a field examination is warranted, based on
the information contained in the subject application; however,
Mr. Hosted recommends that the application be referred to the
Field Team and that they be requested to consult with D. L.
