2. Comments:
The Field Team learned after they had made the 


field examination that his mining claim was the subject of 
an application docketed under DNA-1869 and subsequently 
denied.


The examiners confirm the presence of beryl 
crystals in small amount but failed to find any tungsten 
minerals or strategic grade mica. They conclude that beryl 
is limited to small isolated pods diâpersed through the 
pematite and that exploration will not lead to the dis-
covery of significant amounts of beryl. 


The Beryl No. 2 pegmatite belongs to a group of 
pegmatite occuring in a wide belt of Precambrian rocks 
(Idaho Springs formation) on the east slope of the Colorado 
Front Range. They generally- conform to the foliation of• 
the enclosing schist.

2.	 Comments; (continued) 
Zones are poorly developed in all bodies of 


pegmatites on the claim. 
Neither the core segments nor the intermediate 


zones are persistent. 
Each pod of quartz and its surrounding inter-


mediate zones would need to be explored separately. Inas-
much as only one quartz pod in the main pegmatite mass 
contains beryl and only two others on the clai contain 
beryl, the exploration of each pod would seen a hazardous 
undertaking. 


An investigation did not reveal any favorably 
mineralized areas suitable for ore sampling. 


On the basis of the size, quantity and sporadic 
distribution of the beryl crystals, the Examiners conclude 
that Beryl No. 2 claim does not contain any significant 
ore bodies of beryl. They recommend that exploration assist-
ance be denied.

The applicant requested. assistance on an indefinite but 
large exploratory work program consisting of open cute, shaft 
sinking and. drifting in an effort to demonstrate the presence of 
worthwhile quantities of beryl, tungsten and mica. The appli-
cation said. three tons of beryl bad. been prod.uced and shipped. No 
data are given as to the tonnage involved.. 


The erminere confirmed the presence of beryl crystals 
in smell "neSts" or "pOds" but failed. to find. any tungsten 
minerals or strategic grade mica. Three pegmatites show pods of 
ajiartz contair'izug concentrations of beryl crystals. One pod. 
measuring 2 to 3 feet in diametier sbthrs abundant beryl crystals 
which average 3 to 1L inches in diameter and up to a foot or more 
in length. Only one quartz-beryl pod. is known in .the large mass 
of peguatite whinh as expoad shows a width ot 50 feet and. a 
length of 200 feet. One pod. shows in each of the two much ml1 er 
pegmatites. 


The examiners conclude, "On the basis of the size, 
quantity, and. sporadic distributioü of the beryl crystals as 
observed. over comparatively large exposures, it would seem 
reasonable to concltzda that the Beryl No. 2 does not contain any 
significant ore bodies of beryl." Also: "Exploration for any 
beryl.bearing pods would be impractical as none cán..be expected 
to continue for more than a few feet. Any exploration would in 
effect, b mining; thus leaving no reserves at the end of tile 
project."


I accept the conclusions and. concur with the recommendations 
of the examiners and.
