The Applicant proposes to drive 350 feet on the San Juan 
Tunnel level which is work very nearly duplicating the work pro-
posed in the application (DME1-3752) which was denied last year. 
The 150-foot level is also to be advanced for 100 feet on each end. 
Most of the above work could merely block out a little ore for the 
Applicant to mine and would not add materially to reserves. 


The total Government participation in DMEA-ll5 was 
37,793.38. Total reserves at the end of the project period 


were 36,600 tons at 6.56 per cent lead, 0.86 per cent zinc, 
0.26 per cent copper, 0.132 ounce gold/ton, 2.51 ounce silver!
