Applicant submittedas justification f' the second proposal, 
to explore the property, a statement (see Applicant's letter, dated 
November 1, 1956) that the proposed adit was started and at 25 
feet an apparent lead-silver vein (Ii to 6 inches) was encountered. 
An assay certificate submitted of a sample, reported taken from 
the vein, shows 0.01 oz. Au, o.I.,.8 oz. Ag, and 10.18% Pb. The 
distance from the location there the sample was taken to the 
south boundary of theVictory claim is about 275 feet. (Usually, 
drifting is permitted to within 100 feet of the property boundary.) 
In addition, Applicant submitted as justification for drilling the 
two 150-foot-deep core holes a statement that the surface area, 
L feet by 50 feet, showed scintillator counts of .6, .50, and 
.150 rra'/hr in the area where the holes are proposed to be drilled, 
but did not submit any sample assays. The claim is 150 feet 
wide where it iroposed to drill the holes.

The limited eligible area, that is not in conflict with 
property of Jinftown Uranium Company, in which the fipplicant 
has submitted evidence of mineralization, is insufficient f 
the purpose of the proposed exploration project. If it is 
established that the Applicant has possessory rights to the 
claims listed above, then a field examination should be made 
of the project to determine the merits of the proposed 
project. In the meantime, the application should be denied 
without preçudice to the property. 


Conclusions: 


A review of all our information indicates that the eligible 
area in which arw evidence of mineralization exists is too limited 
for the purpose of an exploration project contract. Therefore, 
the application for Government exploration assistance should be 
denied without prejudice to the property.

Subject: Review of supplemental information, 114EA ii.352, Mountain States 
Uranium, Inc., Buffalo No. 1 and Pine claims, Boulder Cninty, 
Colorado (uranium). 


In nswer to a request, dated. August 29, 1956, from the Chief, 
Rare and MiscelThneous Metals Division, I4EA., the applicant baa sup lied 
additional information in the form of a sketch map showing the Pine, 
Buffalo No. 1, Victory, and. .Mamie claims, an uncertified copy of an 
assay certificate for samples taken fran the Pine claim, and. a letter of 
transmittal covering the foregoing. 


As pointed out in the Acting AdmfM strator' a letter of July 23; 
1956 to the applicant, it is my impression that the subject property is 
in controversy with property held. by Jlmtown Uranium Companj, I)1EA 14o8, 
Contract Idm-E91i4. The applicant makes no statement concerning the 
lawsuit which baa been in progress over the property. 


Under the conditions it must be assumed that the property; 
especially the patented. Pine claim, is sti.0 in conflict. At best, there-
fore, the applicant would. be able to perform exploration in the area 
limited. to a small part of the Mamie claim. The proposed. ad.it  could not 
be longer than 300 feet before controversial ground. would be entered.. 
If the edit could approach no closer than 100 feet to a property boundary, 
as is the custom in 11'1EA contracts, then the edit could. be only 200 feet 
long. irthermore, as the Acting Atbninistrator has pointed. out, the 
applicant's objective would. be the - sante as IIIIEA 14058. 


All things considered., not the least of which are the property 
controversy, the m'11 eligible exploration area, and. the lack of assay data 
from the eligible area, lead me to reconmtend. that the application be denied.. 
An alternative would. be to place the application In long abeyance which 
very likely would. not be desirable.

Ten or more cars of uranium ore are reported to have 
been produced from the Pine Claim, although the grade of this 
material is not known. The applicant does not describe the geo1oy 
of the deposit, and with the limited maps he has presented it is 
impossible to determine if the proposed work will satisfactorily 
explore the deposit • The adit is to start at road level and 'pass 
200 feet below the bottom of the Open Pit on the Pine Claim, but 
whether it will be drift or crosscut is • not known. 


The applicant is undoubtedly well known to the Field 
Team for I note that James R. Manning, President, formerly 
participated in a DNEA contract on Gold Bar Mines, Inc., Docket 2782, 
Contract Idm.-E43. This project was unsuccessful in mald.ng a 
significant discovery. 


I suggest that this application be sent to the field 
for a field examination and Field Team recommendations before it 
is given any further consideration by DMEA. The Field Team should 
be able to check with the AEC on the tonnage and grade of ore 
produced by the Jamestown Mining Company from the Pine Claim.
