INTRODUCTORY NOTE 


Although there is no assurance that all of the shares being offered herein will be 
sold, if such shares are sold, Officers, Directors, Promoters and Affiliates will hold a 
total of 15,002,300 shares or 33 1/3% of the shares to be outstanding, for which they 
will have given properties set forth under the heading "Company's Property," and 
more fully described under the heading "Management and Control," said properties hav-
ing been acquired by them at a very nominal cost, whereas members of. the invest-
ing public will own 30,000,000 shares, or 66 2/3% of the shares to be outstanding, for 
which they will have given cash in the amount of $300,000.00. 


HISTORY AND BUSINESS 


Mountain States Uranium, Inc. was incorporated on the 23rd day of February, 1954, 
under the laws of the State of Colorado. Its business office is located at 7340 West 
Colfax Avenue, Room 9, Denver, Colorado. The term URANIUM in the name suggests 
the principal business in which the company intends tO engage, and it was incorpor-
ated, chartered and organized for the business of exploring, mining, and marketing 
uranium and other minerals. However, the company is in the exploratory stage, with 
no known deposits of commercial ore, and there is no assurance that the company will 
in its explorations discover minerals in commercial quantity or grade. 


COMPANY'S PROPERTY 


The mine owned by the company in its present operative state of exploration, de-
velopment and equipment is some two years' product of individual labor and private 
investment of the original three directors and officers. In 1952 these three men were 
prompted to carry forth a uranium exploratory program upon the discovery in their 
tunnel of radioactive material carrying, according to assays of selected samples, vary-
ing percentages of uranium. These early samples were taken in 1952 merely to show 
what indications there might be of uranium and the direction of any uranium min-
eralization. The percentages were low, ranging from .014% to .033% uranium, oxide and 
were considered indicative of possibilities. These indications were followed by contin-
uing the tunnel or adit some 150 feet and then by sinking a shaft or winze from the 
tunnel level downward some 100 feet, along the sides of which winze radioactive ma-
terial continued to be disclosed in increasing quantity an,d with greater percentage of 
uranium content as the winze deepened. Plat No. 1 is a sketch of the present tunnel 
and winze of the company's mine showing a projected tunnel for possible operations 
at a greater depth than the present winze.	 . .	 . 


The purpose of these early exploratory operations was to determine what evidence 
there might be towards uranium bearing material extending to a depth where any pos-
sible commercial body of material might be found to justify extended development pre-
paratory for mining. 


The vein matter carrying radioactive mineralization exposed down by the winze has 
a dip of about 45 degrees from the vertical. Some four carefully selected samples in the 
winze taken by channel cutting from the vein matter, 12 inches, 15 inches, 8 inches arid 
10 inches in length and some 3 inches deep, assayed .265% uranium oxide, .088% uranium 
oxide, .39% uranium oxide and .374% uranium oxide, respectively. These samples, taken 
in May 1954, do not represent any substantial tonnage of material, but rather selected 
samples to indicate possible percentage of mineralization. One ore 'shipment of 2,920 
pounds assaying 0.14% U308 and 0.11% V205 was made from the mine 
• , The transfer , of this mine and mining properties to the company at the time of the 


organization meeting included the mining and operating equipment consisting' of sur-







face buildings such as compressor house, tool shed, mine tipple, and machinery includ-
ing Ingersoll-Rand compressor, skip or lift, drifter, electric lighting equipment, piping, 
and various mining tools. 


Subsequent to May, 1954, the company began' operatioiis on the proposed delivery 
tunnel and extended the present tunnel and 'deepened the winze as indicated on the 
company map. It was' determined by the company in consultation with its geologist 
that a drilling program must be undertaken prior to any further expensive extension 
of the underground works. Therefore, in view of the subsequent acquisition by the 
company of properties which promised more favorable early return for proportionate 
amounts invested, the company temporarily suspended operations at the Martha E mine 
and devoted the company's efforts and finances to the exploration of other properties 
as appear below. 


The company owns by mining deed eight continuous lode mining claims, namely, 
the Bell and the Orton patented lode , mining claims, U. S. Survey No. 7149, the Eliza-
beth M. group of five unpatented mining claims, and the Martha E. unpatented lode 
mining claim, all situated in Section 5, Township 4 South, Range 73 West, in the Coral 
Mining District, Clear Creek County, Colorado. These properties are presented with-
in the heavy black line on Plat No. 2. 


Mr. Manning, President of the company, obtained title to the Bell and Orton 
patented lodes by mining deeds from the First National Bank of Idaho Springs, Colo-
rado, some six years ago. As to 'the six unpatented lode mining claims, he filed the 
locations thereon in accord with the mining laws of the State of Colorado and the 
U. S. Government and duly surveyed and recorded the same. All assessment work 
thereon has been kept up until the close of the current assessment year, June 30, 1955. 
The company's mine previously mentioned is located on the Martha E unpatented ,lode 
claim. 


The three directors not only deed the mine and mining properties to the com-
pany but also gave a bill of sale covering all the p!rsonal prty and rnjning equip-
pt in connection with the mine, such as Ingersoll-Riiid 'compressor, electric lighting 
equipment, skip, drifter, piping, cars, rails, surface improvements,, tools and other im-
plements incident to the mine. 


The company's predecessor, Gold Bar Mines, Inc. was incorporated in November, 
1950. Its sole stockholders, and owners of all the s'tock, were James R. Manning, Peter 
Nelson, and Harvey Zook. In February, 1954, at which time Mountain States Uranium, 
Inc. was incorporated, the aforementioned individuals, as indicated in the 'preceding 
paragraph, transferred to Mountain States Uranium, Inc. all of the real property and 
machinery etc. owned by Gold Bar Mines, Inc., which real property and machinery 
was acquired by Gold Bar Mines, Inc. at a very nominal cost. Thus in February, 1943, 
Gold Bar Mines, Inc. was virtually a defunct corporation although it was not declared 
defunct and inoperative by the State of Colorado, by which it was incorporated, until 
September 28, 1955. During its existence, it undertook exploratory work, primarily on 
the Martha E. unpatented lode claim, however, no discovery of valuable minerals was 
made.


CENTRAL MINING DISTRICT, JAMESTOWN, COLORADO 


The company holds mining leases on eighteen patented mining claims and seven 
unpatented mining claims and has made mineral locations on six other claims. These 
properties are indicated on Flat 3 and more fully described from the' geological and 
economic standpoint under heading Preliminary Geological and Economic Evaluation 
of the company's holdings in the Central Mining District. These holdings are situated in 
sections 18, 19, 20 and 30, Township 2 North, Range .71 West, 6th Principal Meridian,







Colorado. The following patented claims were leased August 3, 1955 for a ten year term, 
with the Company having the option to lease for an 'additional ten years at the end 
of the initial term;' Beulah, Para L, Red Spruce, Gold Quarry, Pan American, Lizzie, 
Eva D,' Florence H, Nona B, and the Mildred B. The patented Pine claim and the un-
patented claims Mamie, Verna Jean, Lehman, Golden Grain, and Lillie were leased 
October 1, 1955 for a ten year term with the option to renew for an additional five 
years. The patented claims Wauban, Magnet, North Star, Free Coinage, Klondike, and 
the Keystone were leased July 25, 1955 for a ten year term with 'option to renew for 
an additional ten years. The patented claim Palmer and the unpatented claims Farmer 
Boy and Columbine were leased August 22, 1955 for five years with' option to renew 
for an additional five years. The Company, in consideration of the granting of these 
leases has contracted with the respective lessors to pay a royalty of 10% of the net 
returns (12% on the Lehman, 'Golden Grain and Lillie claims) of all commercial uran-
ium ore produced, saved, and marketed from said claims including any bonus pay-
ment made by the A. E. C. Net  returns shall be determined by deducting development 
and haulage allowances. Lessee shall also pay to lessors 10% (12% on Lehman, Golden 
Grain and Lillie claims) of net receipts from all other ores mined and shipped after 
deduction of transportation and treatment charges by any mill or smelter. As to the 
six claims upon which the Company has made mineral locations the issuer is required 
to perform annual assessment work in the amount of $100.00 each year for each claim 
and file affidavits thereof in the County wherein the claims are located. This same 
provision applies to the seven unpatented mining claims previously referred to. 


UTAH SCHOOL SECTION LEASE 


By assignment, the company acquired a sub-lease covering the W½ and SE¼ 
of Section 32, Township 26 South, Range 20 East, part of a "School Section" near Dead 
Horse Point, Grand and San Juan Counties, Utah. The same sub-lease was acquired 
in return for the payment of $400.00 and the assumption by the company of the re-
sponsibility for development of the lease under the terms thereof, subject to an over-
riding royalty interest to the lessee of 5%* and to the State of Utah of 12½%. There-
after the company promptly began the exploration of the lease expending therefore 
the following sums which had been realized from public stock sales:

The company's operations here had been temporarily suspended because a former 
holder of the lease had manifested indications of a possible intention to attempt to 
regain possession of the property and ownership of the lease. This dispute involved 
the question of whether Mountain States Uranium, Inc. had performed sufficient work 
on the sub-leased lands to meet the "commence operations" requirements of the Utah 
State Land Board. However, the Board has indicated by letter that the company has 
performed sufficient work during the year 1955 to meet this requirement, but that 
actual operations on the lease site must be commenced no later than July 1, 1956 and 
that failure to do so would result in cancellation of the lease. 


The 5% overriding royalty is not payable to any officer, director, promoter or af-
filiate of the issuer, but is payable to the lessor from the State of Utah, from whom 


• the company has sub-leased.


GEOLOGICAL REPORTS 


Geological Studies and economic evaluations have been made of some of the com-
pany's properties. The studies are set forth below. These geological reports were 
prepared September 19, 1955. 


GEOLOGICAL EVALUATION

Grand and San Juan Counties, Utah 


INTRODUCTION 


The following is a preliminary geological evaluation of the Mountain States Uran-
ium, Inc. "School Section" lease near Dead Horse Point, Grand and San Juan Counties, 
Utah. The report is based on field geological mapping, general knowledge of the area, 
photogeologic maps compiled by the Atomic Energy Commission, and an ore settle-
ment sheet received from the Noticello, Utah buying station. This report was written 
after completion of all excavations.


PROPERTY 


Mountain States Uranium, Inc. has sub-leased the west ½ and the southeast ¼ 
of Section 32, T. 26 S., R. 20 E. Title to the property is held by the state of Utah and 
the period of the lease is for five years. 


ACCESS 


The lease is located approximately 11 airline miles southwest of Moab, Utah and 
may be reached by taking a well marked and graded dirt road, leading west and south 
from U. S. Highway 160 approximately 14 miles north of Moab, and proceeding some 
33 miles southward to the Grand-San Juan County line which is on the southern 
boundary of the section.


GEOLOGY 


General: School Section 32 is located on the flanks of two major anticinal 
structures: Cane Creek anticline and Shafer's Dome. Both of these structures







are at present being driilej for petroleum. Some significance may be attached 
to the proximity of such major structural features as it has been suggested by 
Atomic Energy Commission geologists and others that some definite relationship 
exists between known uranium deposits and positive structures. The anticlines 
are the loci for ascending uranium ore solutions.

The oldest sedimentary rocks exposed on the lease the brown shales and 


sandstoie of the Moenkopi formation which are overlain successively by the 
Jurassic Shinarump conglomeratic sandstone, sandstones and shales of the rela-
tively thin Triassic Chinle, massive cliff forming sandstones of the Jurassic7 
Wingate and the irregularly bedded grey to red alternating sandstones and 
shales of the Jurassic Kayents. All of these formations are capped by uncon-
solidated Quarternary formations. 


ORE DEPOSITS 


Most of the known commercial uranium mineralization in the immediate area is 
confined to ancient stream channels in the Shinarump formation. There is substantial-
ly no uranium ore production of importance in the immediate area and such ore bodies 
as are found in the general area are usually small and widely separated by barren 
rock. During the sedimentary deposition period, vegetation accumulated in the mean-
dering stream gullies which crisscrossed the area and upon burial by later sediments 
this vegetable material was carbonized. Apparently these accumulations of carbonaceous 
material, often called "trash," acted as a reducing agent and resulted in the precipita-
tion of uranium from ascending solutions. Numerous examples exist of stream channels 
which, lacking such "trash," are devoid of uranium. On the Mountain States lease, 
a highly carbonaceous, uranium bearing channel exists and has been mapped. 


Shortly after the preliminary geological examination was completed, a shipment 
was made from the property. The rim-exposure was cut and the 4380 lb. shipment made 
without an attempt at sorting the ore. 'The ore, as received at the Monticello mill, 
assayed 0.36% U308, 0.13% V205, and 35.4% CaCO 3 (lime). Because of its high lime 
content, the shipment was penalized 21.10, but netted $53.67 or roughly $25.00 per ton, 
without the bonus, but before the cost of producing the ore. This shipment did not re-
suit in the removal of all observed ore. 


The Lisbon Valley Uranium Company is at present shipping about 30 tons per day 
of uranium ore from what may prove to be the same channel several hundred feet to 
the east. This channel was mapped by the writers and is well known to project toward 
the Mountain States Uranium, Inc. property. The heavy lime association is expected to 
decrease when mining operations have proceeded beneath the surface weathered zone, 
as weathering processes often concentrate lime near the surface. 


Since this shipment, no further work has been done on the property. A program 
of exploration drilling and drifting has been suggested by the writer which will test 
the favorable portions of the area for commercial mineralization, and which has been 
outlined under RECOMMENDATIONS. 


CONCLUSIONS 


1. The presence of highly mineralized sandstone at the surface, and in association 
with a known stream channel containing abundant carbonaceous material, is 
an extremely favorable indication for uranium exploration. 


2. On the nearby Lisbon Valley property the high lime content has decreased to







• below the 6% CaCO 3 cutoff for no penalty. This was verified by a cut sample 
running.	 0 


3. Since the property contains an outcrop of ore-grade material, and the stream 
channel has been mapped at the surface, no extensive outlay of money will be 
necessary to start exploratory operations. 


4. An ore bearing channel was mapped on the Lisbon Valley property during the 
period of the geological examination. Regular shipments have been made from 
this mine for sometime and it is a definite possibility that this same channel 
extends through the Mountain States property.

RECOMMENDATIONS 


1. A program of long-hole drilling from the side of the mesa should be inaugur-
ated to determine the direction and extent of the channel, to prove an ore 
reserve, and to plan an efficient mining operation if sufficient reserves are 
found. 


2. The Shinarump-Chinle exposure should be cut with a bulldozer wherever pos-
sible and the cuts mapped.

INTRODUCTION 


The Central or Jamestown mining district lies in the central part of Boulder County, 
Colorado, approximately 17 miles northwest of the city of Boulder. During its early 
history, the district was noted for its gold, silver, lead and zinc production, but begin-
fling 1942, fluorite, a common gangue mineral in the area, became the most sought 
after ore and its mining has continued ever since. The presence of uranium in the area 
has been known for some time, but it has only been during the last few months that 
significant quantities of meta-torbernite, a copper-bearing uranium salt, have been found. 
However, there has been no commercial uranium production of importance, as the dis-
trict is now in the exploratory stage. 


The Mountain States Uranium, Inc. properties, which are listed elsewhere and 
also shown on the accompanying plate, embrance 26 patented and 10 unpatented mining 
claims on which now inactive gold-silver mines and potentially productive, but unexplored, 
fluorspar and uranium occurrences are present. The extent to which the gold-silver 
mines are worked out is not known, but this fact will be determined as exploration 
proceeds fluorspar and uranium. More property is being, acquired, and a systematic 
exploration program has been started and will be continued.







Except for a brief resume of the GENERAL GEOLOGY, the geological and eco-
nomic factors of the three main groups of potential commercial deposits, namely: 
(1) Uranium (2) Flüorspar (3) Gold, silver and base metals, will be discussed separately. 


GENERAL GEOLOGY 


The Central or Jamestown mining district is the extreme northeast mineralized 
area within the Colorado Mineral Belt. Pre-Cambrian schists arid gneisses of the Idaho 
Springs formation and limited amounts of the more basic and igneous Swandyke 
gneiss were invaded or intruded by the later, but still pre-Cambrian Boulder Creek 
and Silver Plume granites. During the early Tertiary period, this pre-Cambrian com-
plex was intruded by a series of acid igneous rocks, and still later by the mineralizing 
solutions which percolated upward through fissures resulting from the intrusions. 
The mineralized area within the district is localized where the Tertiary quartz-mon-
zonite intrusive lies between the small Boulder Creek batholith on the south and the 
large Silver Plume granite on the north.. The Jamestown or Central mining district 
has produced substantial quantities of gold, silver, base metals and fluorite from many 
strong veins and vein systems surrounding the main intrusive. 


ORE DEPOSITS 


Uranium: 
Mountain States Uranium, Inc. has begun an extensive . exploration program on a 


number of claims offering uranium potential. Meta-torbernite, the most abundant 
uranium mineral in the area has been found in a significant amount on the Klondike, 
Free Coinage, Magnet, and Pine claims. 


The uranium deposits are apparently localized at the intersection of east-west 
minor faults with the main north-south vein system. Preliminary geological studies 
have indicated that the ore is in association with numerous granodiorite or granite 
dikes whiäh were intruded into the pre-Cambrian complex. The metz-torbernite mineral-
ization is the result of ground water leaching of primary minerals and is found in 
the vein zones as well as in numerous joints, cracks, and small fissures in the quartz 
monzonite and gneiss near the veins. 


The Pine patented claim contains the best exposure of uranium mineralization. The 
meta-torbernite mineralization is disseminated in a shear zone over an area of 20 by 50 
feet, and a representative cut sample assayed 0.17% U 308. Bulldozer cuts have been 
completed on the Kiondike claim group to better expose the mineralization. Small 
amounts of meta-torbernite and pitchblende have been found on the old mine dumps, 
and it is hoped that the reopening of these old mine workings will assist in providing 
the key to commercial deposits. 
Fluorspar:	 .	 . .	 .,	 . 


At the present time, there are two major fluorspar-producing firms in the James-
town mining district. The General Chemical Company's Burlington mine is one of 
the largest fluorspar. operations in the United States and averages 120 tons per day. 
The Ozark-Mahoning Company's mine and mill are located at Jamestown and for some 
time have been averaging 100 tons per day. 


The fluorspar deposits are confined to breccia reefs and fissure veins. Crystalline 
fluorspar assaying 60-90% CaF2 is found in the fissure vein type deposits, but the 
breccia reefs assaying 5-60% CaF, have accounted for the major production. Several 
of these breccia veins have exceeded 70 feet in width and at present, ore is being 
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mined by General Chemical Company in a stope up to 80 feet wide. The orebodies 
are consistent with depth and the major deposits are apparently localized at the in-
tersection of two vein systems. No sampling has yet been done to determine the amounts 
of base metal or mica impurities which would impose a penalty on fluorspar ship-
ments. 


Several fluorspar deposits are known to occur on the Mountain States Uranium, 
Inc. properties. The Lehman vein has been drifted on for 100 feet, exposing possibly 
commercial mineralization although not yet verified by sampling. The Ozark-Mahoning 
mill will accept custom ore which runs over 30% CaF2. In addition, the mill concen-
trates •the associated lead and silver which usually pays for the milling. 


At least one and probably more vein intersections are known within the Mountain 
States holdings. Bulldozing guided by systematic geological mapping has already re-
sulted in discoveries and should uncover other potential deposits. 
Gold, Silver, and Base Metals: 


The Central or Jamestown mining district is most noted for its gold and silver 
production, although production is small at the present time. Precious metals have 
been produced or recovered as a fluorspar by-product continuously since 1865. Various 
estimates of the district's gold, silver and base metal output have been made, but a 
reason figure would be in excess of $6,000,000. 


Gold occurs in association with pyrite, and as tellurides. The pyrite-gold bearing 
veins fill fault fissures which trend northwest and dip southeast. The most productive 
veins are in a zone half a mile wide which lies 1½ to 2 miles east of the quartz mon-
zonite intrusive. As typical of many gold districts, the veins have an erratic grade. Tellu-
ride-type ores have been produced for a number of years. The ores occupy northeast 
trending fault fissures and the width and grade varies from one inch to 10 feet in 
width and from a fraction of an ounce to several hundred ounces per ton. 


Mountain States Uranium, Inc. has leased a number of these old gold properties and 
is, at present, opening up several of the old workings so that a thorough sampling 
and exploration program may proceed. The Jew and Keystone workings, with over 
2000 feet of development, are being reopened. On the Wauban claim, the gossan or 
oxidized vein outcrop was mined to a depth of 50 feet, and this vein will be prospected 
and developed further. The Red Spruce shaft is being cleaned out and re-timbered, the 
water pumped out, and plans are being made to sample and map its old workings. 
Since Lovering and Goddard, as well as others, have pointed out that commercial de-
posits exist at vein intersections and at changes in dip and strike, these control fea-
tures will be explored, although no implication is intended that commercial ore bodies 
are now known to exist. 


Silver-lead veins in association with fluorspar deposits are known to occur on 
Mountain States property. The grade and extent remains unknown, but high-grade float 
has been found near the Nations Treasure claim. 


Copper occurs as veinlets throughout the district, and at one locality visited it is 
associated with pitchblende. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


Previous work in the Central or Jamestown mining district has proven that com-
mercial quantities of uranium, fluorspar and base metals exist in the district. Mountain 
States has acquired control of a number of claims within the district which have vary-
ing geological conditions and which offer excellent prospects. With present technology 
in geology, geophysics, and exploration techniques at a high point of efficiency, it is 
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hoped that through their use new orebodies and extensions of known old ones will be 
brought into production. The ore controls are known, and by utilizing every available 
exploration method, further exploration effort will. have those "targets" as guides. 


It is the writers belief that the district as a whole and Mountain States Uranium, 
Inc. properties in particular, hold an excellent chance for the discovery of economic 
uranium, fluorspar, gold, and base metal deposits. This diversity of minerals also of-
fers insurance against unfavorable changes in economic conditions. 


It is recommended that the present exploration continue, the important old mines 
be reopened, and a systematic geological and geophysical mapping program be com-
pleted. When all of the data have been gathered and integrated, a • drilling program 
and underground exploration may then begin.

LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY 


The Martha E property is located in the Coral Mining District, Clear Creek County, 
Colorado, Section 5, T 4 S, R 73 W and is comprised of the Bell and Orton claims 
(Patent No. 7149), the Connemara No. 1 and No. 2 and the Blue Ridge claims (Patent 
N.o 16169) and the Martha E, Martha E Extension, and Elizabeth M unpatented claims. 
The portal of the Martha E mine is on the Martha claim. The property may be reached 
from Idaho Springs by traveling one-half mile southwest on the paved Chicago Creek 
highway and thence four miles on a good gravel road up Spring Gulch. The eleva-
tion is about 9,500 feet.


REGIONAL GEOLOGY 


The Coral District is situated in the northeast-trending Colorado Mineral Belt, and 
the mineralization is practically continuous with the Idaho Springs district. This mineral 
belt is generally defined as the major belt of economic base-metal mineralization from 
Aspen to Boulder.


LOCAL GEOLOGY 


The country rock throughout most of the district is gneiss and schist of the Idaho 
Springs formation, which strikes generally northeast with a southeast tip. Scattered 
throughout the area are irregular masses of gneissoid granite, Silver Plume granite, 
pegmatites, and also a few tongues of the Boulder Creek granite from the main intru-
sive to the south. Intruding these rocks are numerous bostonite and quartz monzomte 
porphyry dikes of general northeast trend.







The veins are along • faults and generally trend east to northeast;, which is ALSO 
THE STRIKE OF THE Martha E vein. The dip is 60 degrees north.' The ore minerals 
are galena, sphalerité, chalcopyrite, pitchblende, .torbernite, and autunite with pyrite, 
quartz, and 1imnite as gangue minerals. A number of out samples from the tunnel 
assayed .014% U308 to .033% U308, but four samples from the winze assayed. 088% 
U308 to 39% U308 over a width of 8 inches to 15 inches. A more highly mineralized 
zone with a ráké of 45 degrees northeast was cut by the winze. The vein varies from 
one foot to five feet in width. The above samples do not' represent any substantial ton-
nage but are just indications of the possible. mineralization grade. 


Statistically, those areas in the Idaho Springs-central City region containing chal-
copyrite (copper sulfide) have the highest grade uranium as well as the highest percent 
of significant abnormal radioactive occurrences.' The Martha •E Mine. is in such an 
area. (See U. S.. Geological Survey Circular 345 for discussion of the mineral zonation.) 
The occurrence of bostonite dikes is also a common association with pitchblende de-
posits of the Front Range. These criteria do not necessarily imply that the mineraliza-
tion will be of economic grade, but they are favorable indications. One ore shipment 
of 2,920 pounds assaying 0.14% U 308 and 0.11% V20 5 was made from the mine. There 
are at least seven other mines without .f our miles . of the Martha E that contain 
significant quantities of uranium. 


PAST DEVELOPMENT 


In 1952 the original three directors and officers carried out a fairly extensive ex-
ploration program at the mine. The tunnel or drift in the Martha E mine was extended 
70 feet, the existing shaft or winze was deepened 75 feet, and another level was ex-
tended from the bottom of shaft 50 feet west, all development being along the vein. 
In addition 60 feet of drift was put in on another vein at the bottom of the mountain 
along Spring Gulch. This development was all executed along the vein to explore the 
depth possibilities of the uranium mineralization. Part of 'the cost was financed by a 
DMEA loan for $7000.000 granted February 4, 1953 and the results of the exploration 
were negative 'as no discovery was made, and no certificate Of discovery was issued. 
The contract was terminated on April 29, 1953. 


CONCLUSIONS 


The Martha E Mine contains significant quantities of uranium and the geological 
criteria are favorable. Therefore, the property warrants further exploration. 


RECOMMENDATIONS 


Detailed geological mapping and sampling should first be completed of the under-
ground workings and the surface at an estimated cost of $2000.00. On the basis of this 
data about $5000.00 in diamond core drilling should then be executed to cut the ex-
pected projections of the known mineralized zone and of any other suspected ore-
bodies. Some additional underground explorattion may also be justified. This explora-
tion work should enable a decision to be made as to the feasibility of a mining opera-
tion.	 .	 ,

The application lacked data and reasons for doing drilling 
in several locations and failed to outline the proposed work. The 
supplemental information, requested by the Division, consists, for 
the most part, of a map showing where samples or radiometric readings 
were taken. The map adds little to the information and lends no 
support to the appliation. 


Nothing new is given concerning the Red Spruce shaft 
shoving. In that case one sample was taken on the 100 level and 
drilling is proposed for the 200 level. No details are given 
regarding the sample except that it assayed 0 .23% UO8 and 
0.311. oz. Au. The óneamp1e justifies curiosity bu does not warrant 
an unvatering operation as proposed. The data. are not sufficient. 


Presumedly the radiometric readings on the blue . print 
represent the "Hot spots" and mark the places drilling is to be done 
on the Miscellaneous and Verna Jean-Pine groups. The map is hardly 
legible, but the radiometric readings that can be read with 
certainty do not suggest the presence of "Hot Sp." No drilling 
layout is given. 


Ore is said to have been mined from a pit on the Pine 
claim. The application says 10 or more carloads were mined, the map 
says 1000 tons i-. No grade is'given and the claim is in dispute. 
Some work may be warranted, if and when the dispute is settled. 


Referral to the Field Team has been reconninded for D!'EA 
11352, an application that concerns the Pine claim. The showings 
involved in application DMEA 11.373 (referenced) should be emined 
at the same time if a field ex m1-n8tion is made • Referral is again 
recommended.
