Although the vein showings
are not commercial at the outcrop, the examiners conclude that this
progrem costing sbout $9,623. would adequately explore the principal
structure in an area om strike and midway between the moderately
productive Manerve and Paymaster Mines.

‘nspected October 10, 1956, by a Region III DMEA examining feem. The veins are
in fracture zones in the Precambrian Idaho Springs formation. Ore occurs in the
veins as discontinuous pods and lenses of massive galena with minor amounts of
sphalerite and chalcopyrite. The veins range in width frem 1 to 3 feet and !
masses of galena 6 inches wide are not uncommon.

The proposed tunnel does not seem Jjustified because at least 400 feet
of it wvould be in what is probably barren ground. Furthermore, the proposed
tunnel may be in an area where the vein or veins, as seen on the surface,
are not present,(Figs=>3). Exploration by diamond drilling is undesirable fdr
the same reason, and also because of the high cost of drilling in this area.

4 .ﬁold Mining Compeny of Denver, Colorado. The application, dated September 12,
| l§56, wvas for aid in carrying out a single-stage program consisting of driving
a ‘500 foot adit to crosscut the Whale Lode and Silver Falls ]Lode claims. The
tunnel would intersect » 200 feet below the surface, possible downward extensions
of veins exposed at the surface. The total cost of the exploration was estimat'éd
to be $16,557.50. Govermment participation at 50 percent would be $8,278.75.
An examination was made October 10, 1956, by D. H. Richter, USGS,
and D. E. Redmon, USEM, accompanied by M. B. Olson, a partner in the enterprise.

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PROPERTY, LOCATION, PHYSICAL FEATURES

The Minikus-Olson and Associates' property consists of the
leased Silver Falls Lode, (U. S. Survey #466), Whale Lode, (U. S. Survey #469)
and T-Boy Tunnel Site (unpatented). The claims are in Summit County, Colorado,

in sec. 16 and 17, T. 5S., R 75 W., 6th P.M. (Fig. 1.).

The property is reached by traveling east from Dillon, Colorado,

on paved U. S. Highway No. 6 for 7 miies, then turning right on the gravel-

. surfaced Montezuma Road, for 4.5 miles, then turning left on the Peru Creek
road, and following this all-weather country road for 5.0 miles to its end.
The claims will then be % mile to the northwest (Figure 2).

The topography of the area is rough and the slopes are steep;
altitudes rangelfrom 11,500 to 12,500 feet.

The climate is moderate for_much of the year, and heavy snow-
falls hinder, and often stop, mining activity from November until May.

The property is owned by the Alhambra Gold Mining Company, a
Colorado corporation, 1624 Tremont Place, Denver 2 » Colorado. A lease on
the National Treasury Lode claim was granted to Fred G. Minikus, June 21, 1954
and was modified November 30, 1955 to extend its expiration date to June 21,
1960. The lease was then assigned on May 25, 1956 to Mihikus-Olson and Assoc-
iates. On August 27, 1956, the lease was modified to include four additional
claims: The Silver Fells, Survey No. 466; the Whale, Survey No. 469; the un-
patented T-Boy Tunnel Site, located Aﬁgust 25, 1956, and recorded in Book 32,
pege 157 at the Office of County Clerk\BriEkoenridge , Colorado; and the un-
patented Alhambra Mill Site.

The Netional Treasury Lode claim and the unpatented Alhambra Mill
Site are not contiguous with the subjeect claims and are in no manner *ated

' to the exploration program proposed for the subject claims. The Shoe Basin,

Survey No. 7654, overlies the Whale and the Silver Falls (Fig. 4); however,

the Bureau of Land Management records show that the minerel surveyor

credited to Survey No. 7654, only the area outside the boundaries of the Silver

Falls, Whale and Manerva lode claims.

The property has been inactive since about 1875, and no history
of production is available. An adit, on the west side of Falls Creek, near
the center of the Whale Lode, is about 90 feet loﬁg and accessible for 65
feet (Fig. 3). Water, of undetermined depth, covered the bottom of the adit
for the remaining 25 feet, Sulfide mineralization was observed in two places
in the adit, and some production has probably been made. An glit, on the east
side 6f Falls Creek, and inaccessible because of a portal slide, is said to

-. be about 50 feet long and in reasonably good condition beyond the portal.
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EQUIPMENT AND FACILITIES

There is no equipment or surface improvement on the claims,

and no attempt has been made to mine on them in recent years.

GEOLOGY AND MINERAL DEPOSITS

The Silver Falls, Whale, and T-Boy tunnel site claims of
Minikus-Olsen and Associates are in the Argentine mining district (Montezuma
quadrangle), Summit County, Colorado. The geology and ore deposits in the
region have been thoroughly studied by T. S. Lovering ;/.

Country rock in the area of the claims is the Idaho Spiings
formation, primerily a quartz-biotite schist and gneiss, of Pre-cambrian age.
White mica, sillimsnite, and hornblends are the common accessory minerals.
Thin seams of injected aplite, pegmatite, and granitic material paralleling
the schistosity or foliation are common throughout the rocks. One relatively
large simple-type pegmatite dike was also observed (Fig. 3). The foliation
of the Ideho Springs formation strikes N. 10° to 30° E. and dips vertically
to 60° W. Two late acidic igneous dikes, of Tertiary age, were observed
during the examination. One of these dikes, a light-colored, medium-grained
rhyolite (?) forms the hanging wall over a length of at least 60 feet, for the
principal ore;bearing vein on the claims. The other dike, probably a monzonite,
occurs in the extreme east side of the T-Boy tunnel site cleim. All the veins
on the property apﬁarently transect the foliation of the Idaho Springs rocks

at a very lov angle.

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Four veins, or rather groups of veins, three of which may be
contiguous, were observed on the claims (Fig. 3). The largest and richest
of these veins is present in the small canyon formed b& Falls Creek, (locality
1, Fig. 3). On the north wall of the canyon this vein, averaging 2 feet
thick, is in a 5-foot fracture zone in Idaho Springs géneiss. The vein
strikes N. 152 E. and dips 72° E., and although the trace of the vein can be
detected a few tens of feet up the canyon wall before the surface is entirely
covered by rubble, only a 5-foot section is exposed just above an old, caved
adit. Meassive galena with very minor amounts of sphalerite and chalcopyrite,
in lenses up to 6 inches thick, occﬁrs in the vein and a 2.3-foot channel

sample assayed 3.0 ounces Ag, per ton, 30.7 percent Pb, 2.9 percent Zn.
Quartz and barite are the chief gangue minerals.

Across the canyon, on the south wall 87 feet away and
essentially on strike with the vein to the north, & 3.5-foot wide vein
~occurs in the hanging wall of a late rhyolite dike along the gneiss-rhyolite
" contact. The vein (and dike) strikes N. 15E. and dips 75° E., but in this
exposure is practically barren of ore minerals. An old drift, approximetely
90 feet long and accessible for 65 feet, has been driven southerly along the
vein from the outcrop in the canyon. Sulfide mineralization was observed 25 ;
feet from the portal in a zone 10 feet long and 6 inches wide, and 50 feet
from the portal in a zone probebly averaging 3 feet wide and extending beyond
the accessible workings. Some stoping had been done in this latter zone and
a 3-foot channel sample taken by the examiners assayed 0.6 ounces Ag, per ton,
0.5 percent Pb, and 0.4 percent Zn. This sample is not representative of the
stoped material, but was taken in a leaner and more éccessible area. On the

bench, ebove the canyon, 50 feet to the south, the same vein is exposed in

s





‘ a small pit. Here the vein is a‘bout 2 feet wide, barren, and on the foot-
wall side of the rhyolite dike.

At locality 2 (Fig. 3) a thin 1-foot vein in the hanging
wall of a rhyolite dike and striking N. 12 E., is exposed in & shallow pit.
Galena is sbundant throughout the vein and a 1l-foot channel sample assayed
18.2 ounces Ag, per ton, 29.9 percent Pb, and 1.2 percent Zn. Three hundred
feet south, at locality 3 (Fig. 3), e small adit exposes another thin mineral-~

ized vein, which strikes N. 13 E. and dips 85°E. fThe vein, which averages

1.5 feet wide, contains approximately 5 to 10 percent sulfides, primarily
galena, in a quartz gangue. No sample was taken. In the Silver Falls claim
the only sizeable vein observed was at locality 4, where an 0ld, shallow
prospect pit has exposed a 3.5-foot wide barren vein of quartz and barite.
The vein, which strikes N. 33 E. and dips 65°W., can be traced across Falls
. Creek, where it is apparently much thinnér.

The vein exposed at locality 1 in the canyon is undoubtedly
the souﬁhern extension of the Paymaster vein which was mined less than 1,000
feet to the north. Likewise, the veins at localities 2 and 3, which are
probably contiguous, are the northern extension of the Manerva vein, which
has workings on it a few hundred feet south of locality 3. Furthermore,
inasmuch as all three veins have essentially the same strike there is the
possibility that they are the same vein. However, both our limited geologic
examination and Lovering's reports indicate that the Paymaster vein (vein at
locaiity 1) is not on strike with the Manerve vein but is offset slightly to
the east.

The Paymaster mine, during the years 1882, 1886, 1917, and

‘ 1922, produced 1,553 oz. of silver and 41,700 1bs. of lead, which at current
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prices would be worth approximately $6,200. No production figures are
available for either the Manerva mine, which is believed to have produced

a like emount, or the small mines on the subject property. The Peruvean-
Shoe Basiﬁpine, which is on a vein a few hundred feet southeast of the
Manerva mine, has produced approximately 57,100 oz. of silver and 302,500 1lbs.
of lead in six years of sporadic mining during the period 1881-1915.

In summary then, it appears that the veins on the subject
claims contéin dispersed, small, but minable, lenses of sulfide mineral-
ization. Further exploration along the ore-bearing structure may reveal
larger more continuous bodies, similar to those found in the nearby Peruvian-

Shoe Basin mine.

APPLICANTS' PROPOSAL AND COST ESTIMATE

The applicant proposes to drive a crosscut thatwould cut
completely across the Whale and Silver Falls claims. - The proposed adit would
begin at a point about 270 feet east of the east side line of the Whale
Lode and sbout 200 feet below the highest part of the Silver Falls Lode.
The objective would be the possible downward extensions of fracture zones
that are traceable on the surface. The total length of the adit would be

500 feet, and it would be completed in five months.

The applicants' cost estimate of $33.11 (less salvage value) a
foot for drifting is reasonsble. However, it is the opinion of the examin-
ing team that this program is not warranted. The known veins in the
immediate vicinity are relatively narrow and discontinuous, and there is no
information concerning the continuity of the veins at depth.

The spplicants indicate that an alternate exploration program

would be acceptable.
ALTERNATE EXPLORATION PROPOSAL

The examining team concludes that an alternate exploration program,
to consist of two stages, is warranted.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECCMMENDATIONS
The Silver Falls and Whale claims contain small, but probably
minable, lenses of sulfide ore in possibly two veins that have been pro-

ductive. From known and inferred geologic information it is concluded

that additional significant deposits may be discovered through a relatively

inexpensive; but adequate, exploration program.

| The applicant's proposal of a 500-foot tunnel to intersect the
veins does not sppear feasible in light of the known geologic data.
Firstly, the tunnel would be driven through 400 feet of barren ground
and secondly, the proposed location may be in an area where none of the
veins are present (Fig. 3). Likewise, a drilling program is untenable
because of the apparent spotty nature of the sulfide mineralization and
the high cost of exploratory drilling in this region.

The examiners have modified the proposed lead-zince exploration
program to provide for drifting (Stage I), and raising and/or drifting
(Stege II), along the principal vein, and recommend that Government
assistance be granted. |
