The applicant proposes to explore a lignite bed by shaft 
sinking ,v drifting., and bulldozing ., the aggregate cost of which is 
estimated at $125.,'000.00. 


Uranium mineralization in lignite and coal seams is-fairly 
widespread in many of the western states, Occurrences of this type 
have been extensively studied by geologists 


i 
of the Survey and the AEC. 


In all of these reports that have been studied by the writer the 
conclusions as to the origin of the uranium ores are the same: the^* 
were derived from erosion of overlying rocksj, particularly volcanic 
rocks,, the uranium being taken into solution by migrating vaA6se waters 
and subsequently deposited in the reducing atmosphere offered by the 
carbonaceous rocks. Whdre flat,­ the uranium ores are usually-found 
concentrated in the top layer ., the underlying lignites becoming 
increasingly impoverished with depth'*- In tilted lignites the upper 
sections also are-usually of a better grade but not always. Descrip-
tions of uraniferous coals and lignites are-in the many TEK and TEI 
reports of N. M. Denson,, USGS ,, written for AEC. TEI 281.', by J. D..Vine 
and G. W. Moore, USGS 1 gives a very. brief description of urantfero'us 
lignites in Moffat County ,, Colorado,, pointing out the deposits are so 
inconsequential that they donot warrant further study. 


Other probl"s confronting uraniferous lignites concern-,, 
the extraction of the uranium.*- Mr. Joe Hosted ., ABC, advises that AEC 
has bought or will buy 2. - 000 tons of,lignite or coal for metallurgical 
purposes., under the present program ., but does not intend to buy any 
more. To recover the uranium the lignite is burned., which of course 
wastes the fuel energy. It is also understood that in burning there 
is a tendency for the uranium^to associate with the sbale or clay in 
the lignite forming clay "balls" or "pellets" which are glazed by the heat 
thereby making the uranium all the MO're difficult to take into solution. 
None of the western uraniferous lignite deposits are known to be productive 
at the present time.







As presented .. the application is very weak. The assays are 
low and the exploration costs for the information to be,obtained is 
high. E M would be justified in denying the application without 
field	 ion; however ., as this is the first application from Region 
III concerning a lignite deposit it would probably be advantageous for 
the Field Team to get some first band data on this type of deposit; 
therefore,,I recommend the application be referred to the field for an 
xa—mi-nation.and report.
