The claims are underlain by a thick series
of overturned Permian and Pennsylvanian sedimentary
- rocks. Weak anomalous radioactivity is confined to
a zone in the lower 2 to 3 feet of a dark gray
calcareous siltstone and shale unit in the Pennsylvanian
near the contact with the Permian beds. This zone 1is
traceable over most of the property and is known to con-
‘tinue, probably sporadically, for a distance of at least
10 miles. The best expostire of the zone is in a small
prospect pit on the Millie Luna No. 3 claim, where the
radioactivity reached 5 times background of 0.02 Mr /hr.
Bedding plane shears and cross fractures here do not
show abnormal radioactivity and apparently did not
control the localization of the radioactive minerals.

Three samples from selected areas  showing
the strongest radioactivity assayed 0.029, 0.030, and -
0.056% U30g. |

The uranium potential of the property is
limited because of (1) the lack of known structural
control, (2) absence of visible uranium minerals, '
(3) low uranium content of the radioactive zone, and (4)

feet and a vertical distance of over 500 feet to expose
significant mineralization. It is recommended that the
application be denied.

In summary it is evident that: 1) the lack of known structural
control, 2) absence of visible uraniumhmin_erals » 3) very low uranium
content of the radicactive zbne, and %) exploratioﬁ by erosion over
a length of at least 6,200 feet and a vertical distance over 500
feet, does not enhance the uranium potential of the property. More=-
over, the relative high assays obtained by the applicént versus the
very low grade material observed and sampled by the writers is
possibly indicative of very near surface enrichment along the radio-

active zone.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The_radioactive zone on the claims has been explored by erosion
over a length of 6,200 feet and a vertical distance of at least
500 feet without exposing'anyApotentially significant uranium

deposit. Purthermore, the radioactive zone, as presently exposed,

does not appear to be structurally controlled, conteins no visible
uranium minerals, and contains only minor amounts of 6308. In cone
clsuion, therefore, it appears that further exploration is not

justified and it is recommended that the application for DMEA assiste

ance be denied.
