The applicant proposes to explore for an extension of a favorable
channel-like trend on the Raven Nos. 3 and 4 claims with 13 core drill holes
on about 100-foot centers. Subsequent exploration to extend and to better
define such a trend, if found, would be the subject of a subsequent applica-
tion. A final stage to block out ore is not within the scope of DMEA policy,
especially since spacing of such holes would be on centers of 25 feet or less
as is the practice on Blue Mesa. The erratic distribution of ore bodies within
these ore deposits does not permit the estimation of reserves without such
close~-spaced drilling. '

Reference is made to the Cullen Minerals Corporation application
for assistance (DMEA 44l46). This property, about one mile to the east, is
more favorably situated than the subject property but, because of the probable
small size and erratic distribution of ore bodies, denial of the request for
assistance has been recommended. Reference also is made to the Government-
assisted program on the American Leduc property on the south side of Outlaw
Mesa about one mile northwest of the Raven claims (DMEA 4okl, contract Idm-E
969). The area explored under contract Idm-E 969 is at the southwest edge of
the Uravan Mineral Belt. Graund classed as unfavorable for ore bounds the

south side of these deposits. This includes the area in which the Raven claims
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lie. The ore_deposits found during DMEA exploration are very small,
" probably not averaging over 100_tons each, and the frequency of occur-
rence is low. The grade as mined will probably be good.

Because of the general unfavorability of the ground and the
probable small size and erratic distribution of ore bodies, it is recom-
mended that the application for assistance in exploration be denied without
field examination, even though DMEA personnel have not actually examined
the claims on which exploration. is proposed.
