The Tedco claims, on the east side of Kénôshá Pass are underlain 
by highly fractured and sheared Precambrian biotite-grarn.te and minor 
granite-pegmatite and biotite-schist. 


•	 A small trench in Tedco No. L claim exposes a thin 1-foot stringer 
of granite pe gnat ite in an otherwise structureless msdium-.grained 


• granite. It is the only exploration that has been performed by the 
Applicant on the claims. The Applicant's contention is that the trench 
contains "non-commercial ore" and that "ore occurs at depth"are 
certainly unfounded. Highest radioactivity detected in the trench was 
only 2 times background and a sample from the "best" material in the 
bottom of the trench assayed 0.018% U 3C.

James F. BeaU, Jr., and Edwin 3. Guldner, Evergreen, Colorado, 


on Janu&ry 28, 1957, applied to the Defense Minerals Exploration 


Administration for aid in an uranium exploration program on the 


Tedco claim group in Park County, Colorado. The proposed program 


consists of 5,000 feet of coredri11ing in three stages to cost an 


estimated $90,000. 


The property was inaccessible, due to heavy snows, until late 


May. It was examined on May 27, 1957, by a Region III examining 


team composed of W. D. McMillan, U. S. Bureau of Mines, and D. H. 


Richter, U. S. Geological Survey. 


The Tedco group consists of U unpatented claiths in sees. 16, 


17, 20, and 21, T • 7 S •, R. 75 w., 6th P.M., Park Cc)unty, Colorado. 


The claims are approximately. 6 miles west of Grant, Colorado, at 


elevations ranging from 9,700 to 1O, 1i0O feet. 


The claims are underlain principally by Precambrian granite, 


that is relatively highly fractured and sheared. A small trench, 


which is the only exploration that has been performed by the

applicant, exhibits a radioactivity level approximately 2 times 


background. Radioactivity anomalies of lesser magnitude are 


reported on the claims, but were not investigated.

PTESENT STATUS 


One shallow bulldozer trench, partially filled with water, on 


Tedco No. 11., is the only exploration or development work that has 


been performed on the property to date (fig. 2). No equipment is 


on the property and no operations of any sort are currently being 


carried on.

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The Tedco claims, on the east Side of Kenosha Pass in Park 


County, Colorado, are underlain principally by pink, medium-grained 


biotité granite and minor granite-pegniatite and biotite-schist.

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On the map accompanying the application, 5 circles apparently 


randomly scattered over the property, represent 200-foot diameter 


drilling sites for the 300 feet of drilling proposed in Stage I. 


During the examination It was ascertained that the holes would be 


drilled vertical and that the 300 feet of drilling In Stage I should 


be Incorporated with the 700 feet in Stage II for a, total of 1,000 


feet In Stage I. In a letter, dated May 29, 1957, the applicant 


requested that Stages I and II be combined n a single stage and 


that all work be done near the trench on the Tedco No. 1 claim. 


From the foregoing discussions it Is apparent that the meager 


•	 geologic Information available on the claims is inSufficient to 


plan a definite exploration program and that the applicant's pro.. 


•	 posal, either his original or modified, is entirely too premature. 


Moreover, the program, as it was presented, contained highly excessive 


supervision costs, far and above what would normally be allowed under 


a D14EA contract.


CONCLUSIONS MID RECOMMENDATIONS 


The examining team concludes that insufficient information Is 


available to justify an exploration program on the Tedco claims and 


they recommend that the application be denied without prejudice.

No formal drilling layout is' given, but 
5 drilling sites, circular areas 200 feet in diameter, are 
shown. Two sites are within 700 and 900 feet, respectively 
of the site of a small mine and one of the sites is supposed to 
be on 'the pegmatite vein from which ore has been produced. 


The inferences of the applicants are nt supported 
by acceptable data, but, an examination is probably warranted. 
I recommend that the application be'ref erred to the Field Team.

Thi same property was denied under application No. 
DMEA-283l, D.:0. Blevins by K. H. Teague and J. F. O'Neill 
because none Of the three pegmatites contained sufficient mica 
to justify exploration assistance. Since then there has been 
bulldozing on the property. ,and the peginatite has been better 
exposed. Ble'trins produced'2,400.O0 worth of mica which cost in 
excess of 3,5QO to produce. The mica averaged approximately 
44% good stained and better. The 1956 bulldozing produced 
1,946 pounds of cobbed mica which sheeted 12 ppunds good stained 
and 30 pounds: stained. A 2.2% yield from hand cobbed to trimmed 
and the average value of mica was 9.23/l:b. 


Mr. N. E. Nelson, USGS, recommended denial of the 
application. After reading the examination report, and after 
writing the Field Team stating that we were reluctant to write 
a contract because of the small target size, and quality of the 
mica, the Field Team re-examined and recommended a contract. 
Mr. Neion ag.inrecomniended denial. The fo1].wing can be listed 
as favorable criteria for writing a con?tract: 


The high percentage of good stained and better mica 
of the Blevins shiment. This is somewhat offset by the 28.6% 
of good stained and better shipped by the Coo1 Mining Company. 
The Cook Mining Company's yield was 2.2% which would appear to me 
to be quite low for an economic operation. 


An unfavorable aspect of the proposed program is the 
small sizes of the targets: 


"These pods, perhaps not exceeding 10' in diameter, 
constitute the exploration targets on th&roperty. 


"The mica-rich pods are the exploration targets and 
the number and size encountered will determine the success 
of the program." 


Perhaps a alternate program might b worked out In this 
case. We are prepared to write a contract ifthe applicant pro-
cures additional land.

In estimating the footage of work done by Blevin's (from which 
$2,400.00 worth of mica was recovered at a cost of in excess of $3,500.00) 
I assumed the south opening of the Teague—O'Neill report, would be the 
south opening shown on the Burdette and Beck map. It was then 1953, 
35 feet long. The shaft in the draw, I took to be the 'B' incline al.. 
though the depth mentioned, 30 feet does not agree with the depth shown 
in section B—B' of the B&B report, in which a working 44 feet long is 
shown, As for the length of the 'short' drift, I assumed 35 feet to 
round out the 100 feet of work which appears to: have cost in excess of 
$3,500 or, roughly, $35.00 per foot. If a short drift is only 120 feet 
long, I made a wrong assumption. I accept the pxaininers' estimate. 


If we disremember the advance and 5% royalty elements of a 
contract and accept the footage estimate of the examiners, the clear 
"profit" figure arrived at cannot be confuted. 


If the royalty element is considered, then the opinion of the 
examiners of 1953, Teague and O'Neill, "that nie of the three pegmatites 
on the property contain sufficient strategic grade mica to justy 
(support?) an economic mining venture..." was and is valid. 'Support' 
is my inference. 


Again, I recommend that the applicaton be denied.

1'k. Nelson's recommendations are base. in part upon the con-
clusions dramu in earlier report and in part upon conclusion which 
might be reaseassed. It is not quite clear why he thinks our estimated 
cost of inclining at 3,00 per foot bears out the conclusions of the 
1953 examination, We assume it is based upon tie estimate of 100 feet 
of work done at the time of the 1953 inspection. M. D. 0. Blevin& 
work described in the 1953 report accounted for, a recorded 2753.21. 
worth of mica production. The examiners' guess is that his (Mr. 
Blevins) work could.not have accounted for more than about 6Seet of 
worçgs in the pegmatiteody. We suggest reexamination of the 1953 
report to determine if there is a mistaken comparison of workings 
described therein with the inclines labelled A. B. and C in our re 
port, In the south pegmatite three workings are described:

The applicants requested assistance in the further exploration 
of a pegmatite on which three inclines have been sunk. In the course of 
the earlier work mica to the value of $2,753.24 'was recovered. 


Two of the inclines, A and C are now filled, the third B, 43 
feet long, is open. According to the Field Team report DNEA 2831, C is 
35 feet long, B probably, (there is no map), 30 feet and A was then in-
accessible. Thus B incline may have been. deepened 13 feet since Jan. 19, 
1953. The examiners in 1953 expressed the following opinion "Even though 
some strategic grade mica has been recovered from this deposit ($2,400 
worth which cost in excess of $3, 500 to produce) an4 undoubtedly additional 
mica can be recovered, it is the field examiners' opinion that no coin-
mercial deposit occurs, thus no additional consideration should be given," 
The application was denied. 


The present examiners estimate. the cost f sinld.ng the proposed 
incline at $3L00 per foot, a cost whiôh tends to support the opinion of 
the examiners of 1953, unless for some reason not apparent, the new incline 
should reveal a much higher than average number of niica-bearing "pods" per 
100 feet of work.

SUWIARY 


A concordant, mica-oearing pegxnatite body about 6 feet thick has been 
worked in tçp and a vertical shaft and by bulldozing. The body is 
composed of three zones includiiii'tz coi'e. 1b.neraLogical and structural 
environments are considered favorable for the discovery of a significant stra-
tegic mica deposit, and production of good qi.iality. mica : from the property is 
recorded.. " A d.eni]. 'of a previous request for DNEA assistance for exploration 
on the proparty is considered unwarranted by the examiners" and a program is: 
recommended whereby the peginatite body would be explored by an incline and 
drifts.


INTRODUCTION 


Examination. .-Tne Lawson property was examined on February ]i&, l97 


over a period of two hours to ascertain if an exploration project with DNE 


assistance is justified. Messrs. Rex Hollifleld and Nick Waycaster of Spruce 


Pine, N. C., Applicants, accompanied the examiners during inspection of the 


property. in addition, Messrs. A. L. Pittinan and W. 0. NcKinney, also from 


the Spruce Pine area were present during the ecaiianation. The examination 


was conducted in the vicinity of the main workings (fig. 1) in clear, warm 


weather.


Location and accessibilitl. -. 'The principal workings on the Lawson 


property are located in the southeastern corner of Pickens County-, 2.I miles 


N. 89° W. from a corner common to Pickens, Cherokee, and Dawson Counti,es, 


Georgia (fig. 1, index map). The property may be reached from Holcomb, 


Georgia which is on State Highway S3, by travelling south from Holcomb on a 


paved county highway 2.6 miles to the intersection of Federal Road, thence 


turning right (northwest) on Federal Road .2 miles to an access road to the

left (southwest) in a grown-over field. The access road may be travelled by 


a passenger vehicle about 800 feet or by a two-axle vehicle about 1500 feet 


to the main workings (figure ?). All roads, except the access road are shown 


on the U.S.G.S., Tate, Georgia, quadrangle (15' series, 1928). The access 


road is suitable for trucks and jeeps in all weather and seasons • The route 


of access is entirely on the Lawson property. 


PHYSICAL FEATURES, PROPERTY DEVELOPNELT, N D AVAILAHEE EQUIPMENT 


At the main workings three inclines and a shaft have been driven 


into a steeply, westward sloping hillside covered with brush and sparse pine 


growth. On the geologic map (fig. 1) the inclines have been labelled "A", 


"B", and "C", and only incline B is accessible • Other workings were filled 


or covered during a period of bulldozing done on the property by former 


lessees. Incline B is 13 feet long heading S. 52° E. at '.220 and is dry. 


Pegmatite is exposed in both walls and the back is in hanging wall schist. 


Peginatite is also exposed in the walls of inclines B and C near the 


Geological ocnclusions are drawn largely from the observation made in 


incline B.


Ample timber for mining purposes is available at the site Other 


supplies, including lumber, are available in Tate, Georgia, about 10 miles 


away. Water is not immediately available at the site and the nearest sources 


would be either a creek about 2000 feet to the west or at the Lawson home 


(figure 2). Rural power line5parallel Fed eral Road and arrangements could 


be made to run a 220-volt line to the property. No usable equipment or 


finished supplies are at the site.

Tbe Applicants are experienced mica miners and ample local labor 


is readily available in the vicinity. The Applicants have, or have access 


to all necessary equipment, and they were requested by the examiners during 


their inspection to submit a list of the equipment their intend to use along 


with the age, condition, and market value of each item. This list has not 


yet been received by the Leld Team. 


HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


The main workings on the Lawson property were opened about mid-1952 
by the late Mr. D. 0. Blevins of Spruce sine, N C. Between August and 


December, 1952 Mr. Blevins consigned three lots of sheet mica to the 


Government mica depot at Spruce Pine, N C. and made sales of pnnch and 


scrap mica. Receipts seen for tbese sales during the ecwnination showed a 
total value of $2,365.33. Records at the Spruce Pine Depot showed the total *. 
value of mica classed as good, stained or better to be $2,163.06. The three 


lots consigned to the depot ran respectively 32.23 %, 57.21L %, and ljl.58% 


good, stained or better. In early 1956, the Frank Cook Mining Company 


operated the property, mainly in the vicinity of the main workings. Their 


work consisted entirely of bulldozing and is responsible for the cut and fill 


at the main workings (fig. 1) A shipment of l9L6 pounds of hand cobbed mica 


estimated to contain 12.0 lbs. of good.-stainec and 30.0 lbs. of stained mica 


is recorded from this operation, Initial payment was l4L.Ii2. Atter the 


mica was worked up it was found that the Operator was overpaid and he had to 


repay the Government $56.51. Total value of the sale was 1387.91. 4°C/' 
In December, 1952, Mr. D. 0. Blevins filed an application for DA 


assistance (DNE-2831) wnich was denied when Field Team examiners concluded 
that the property did not "contain sufficient strategic grade mica to justify 
an economic mining ventur&',

GEOLOGY 


Genera]. geolog.-The area of the main workings on the Lawson property 


18 underlain by biotite-4cyanite-schist and gneiss into which a pegrnatite body 


of unknown dimensions has been emplaced grossly concordant with the schistosity. 


Many small concordant pegmatite segragations were seen in the county rock also. 


The attitude of schistosity varies from N. 200 W., ]O E. to N. 10° W., 12° E. 


The underlying rocks are deeply weathered and a residuum about 10 feet deep 


has developed at the surface. Abundant muscovite float is scattered about the 


property. 


•	 • Pègmatite body.--A cross section of the pegmatite body about 13 ft 


long and trending at an angle to the dip, is exposed in incline B. The body 


is probably tabular to lenticular shaped and its thickness in the incline is 


about 6 feet. The foot wall of the body is not exposed in the incline. In the 


incline pegrnatite material transects the schistosity locally and the body is 


highly irregulal' in detail. Its hanging wall is characterized by many small 


apophyses of pegniatite in the enveloping country rock. The peginatite is 


composed of discontinuous quartz'.core material separated by a mixture of sodic 


plagioclase and quartz which contains muscovite and scattered tourmaline 


crystals. The plagioclase is completely weathered and somewhat limonite-' 


stained. Abundant mica was seen in place. The best seen was in books about 


x Lj. inches across, hard, clear, and somethat curved. 1!ost mica was bent or 


curved with "A" structure • Some smaller books of strategic size were flat 


and clear to rum colored. In incline B recent "high-grading" operations have 


succeeded in r	 1he best mica in the walls. The mica appears to 


have developed in "shoots" or "pods" where the peginatite thicicens locally 


along fold axes and where quartz core material is found. Thee pods, perhaps 


not exceeding 10' in diameter, constitute the exploration targets on the

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CONCLUSIONS AND RECO€N1)ATIONS 


General. a.-The examiners mutually agree after their survey that D 


assistance is justified for an exploration program on the Lawson property. 


It is the belief of the examiners that the geologic environment is favorable 


for the discovery of a significant strategic sheet mica deposit. In support 


of their conclusions the examiners furnish below a summary of geologic 


justification, outline a program of exploration, and make minor recommendations 


that may be helpful in coiapleting a contract. The denial for DA assistance 


on a previous application (D. 0. Blevins, DMEA-283l) was based mainly on the 


late AIr. Blevins' unprofitable mining venture • It is the opinion of the 


examiners that the idning costs were excessiVo]. expensive in this venture 


due particularly to repeated flooding in the old incline and shaft because o 1' 


their location in the bottom of the draw. Flooding in the proposed incline 


is not expected because the adit is located several feet above the bottom of 


the draw (fig. 1). It is also reported that Mr. Blevins employed men from 


Spruce Pine and paid their board and room while working in Pickens County. 


This added to the cost of the operations. The examiners believe enough high 


quality mica s present to be profitably mined by efficient methods. 


Geologic justification.-.-Geologic justification is based upon 


observed favorability criteria that are loosely drawn from comparisons with 


producing mica deposits in the southeast. The following favorable criteria 


are present (1) The feldspar in the pegmatite is mainly sodic plagioclase. 


(2) The pegmatite is quartz-saturated and contains core material. In addition, 


strategic-grade mica production is recorded from the property in "rolls" or 


"pods" in the quartz- .plagioclase wall zone of the peginatite. The mica-rich 


pods are the exploration targets and the number and size encountered will 


determine the success of the program.
