The Dennls D claims lie at an estimated average altitude
of 10,500 feet in the ¥icinity of the junction between
the Park Range and Sierra Madre Mountains, and is
accessible from Steamboat Springs by way of U.S. Highway
40 and connecting county and logging roads.

The claims are 1n an area of Precambrian schist and
gneiss cut by dikes and irregular masses of pegmatite.

The pegmatite dike mentioned in the application was
stated to have a length of 1,800 feet and width of 300
feet. However, the pegmatite masses noted by the
examiners are much smaller and irregularly distributed,
Moreover, the uranium and rare earth content of the
pegmatites was found to be negliglble. \

APPLICANT'S EXPLORATION PROGRAM

| The applicant's proposed exploration program is very vague. The

applicant states "Our wish to explore is to prove quantity and quality

" of above described ore bodies." The above described ore bodies refer
to & pegmatite dikeiclaimed byvthé applicant to have an approximate
length of 1,800 feet and 300 feet in width. Tﬁe applicant on the
"Sketch of Dennis D. Claims" map shows the location of 12 proposed drill
ﬁoles, 8 of which are erratically distributed to test a northeast-trending
dike (fig. 2). The remaining 4 holes have been located on approximate
