The examining team report that they were unable to locate
either the applicant or a representative of same to accompany them
on a field examination of the property. Nevertheless, a field ex-
amination was made; and it was found that ownership of the property
appears to be in conflict.

The Rare and Miscellaneous Metals Division of DMEA said
that a letter had been received from the applicant which described
some prospecting work the applicant had done on the property.

The examining team state that, "the Red Doe claims are
well located on potential ore-bearing Salt Wash outcrops,----."

I believe the applicant should be given & chance, partly
in the interest of public relations, to mske his application com-
plete enough for an adequate appraisal of his proposals. To do
that he should be asked to show evidence that he holds enough in-
terest in the land for DMEA purposes. He should also be asked to
submit the results of any work he has done on his property.

A field examination was set up on the subject application for
September 10, 1957, and Jerry Zochol, the applicant partner whose address
was given as Meeker, Colorado, was notified by mail on September 5, 1957.
Another of the applicant partners, a resident of Loma, Colorado, could not
be contacted by phone at his listed number.

: An examining team made up of Archbold and Salsbury went to Meeker
at the scheduled time, 1:00 p.m. September 10, but a representative of the
applicant failed to appear. Inquiry in Meeker did not disclose Zochol's
place of residence, although his car is registered in Rio Blanco County and
his mail had been picked up at the Post Office. However, the examining team
proceeded with the examination.

The access road which the applicant had built was not found by the
examining team. The adjoining property on the south, the Midnight mine, was
visited, surface workings examined, and the mine operators interviewed, but
the actual surface of the Red Doe claims was not visited. However, enough
data were obtained to serve as a basis for an appraisal of the property and
a decision on the advisability of Government participation in exploration.

Through interviews with the lessees of the Midnight mine, with
the resident enginesr for the McAlester Fuel Company, and with one of the
owners of patented lands on which the Red Doe and other claims are staked,
it was found that there are three sets of conflicting claims covering all
or part of the same ground (fig. 1). The McAlester Fuel Company's Ann
claims Nos. 1 through T cover almost the same ground as the Red Doe claims.
A. F., Allen's Purple Sage claims Nos. 3 and 4 conflict with part of the
Red Doe claims.

Allen's claims antedate the Red Doe. claims by from 3 to 9 years.
The Ann claims are junior to them.

There is also some doubt about the status of assessment work on -
the Red Doe claims. Affidavits of labor and improvements were filed for the
years ending June 30, 1955 and June 30, 1957, but not for the intervening
year. In addition, the representative for the McAlester Fuel Company and

" one of the owners of the patented land in Sec. 21, T. 2 N., R. 92 W. state

that all of the assessment work claimed for the Red Doe claims has not been
performed. Allen and McAlester Fuel Company have both filed affidavits of
lebor and improvements. .

On section 21 only surface rights are owned by Michael Theos and
Th&mas Theos, local sheep ranchers. The ground is therefore open to mineral
location, but it is necessary for the mining locator to meke arrangements
with the owner of the surface. The locators of the Red Doe claims have not
done this, have torn down Michael Theos! fences and, consequently, are on
bed terms with him. As a result, Theos will not permit access to the claims
by the logical approach route. W

The Red Doe claims are well located on potential ore<bearing Salt
Wash outcrops, but are in the prospecting stage at this time. Becausé of -
the totally undeveloped status of the property, as well as the doubtful
validity of the applicant's property rights, a re-examination of the property
in company with a representative of the applicant would not change the
examining team!s recommendation for denial of the application.

It is recommended that the DMEA Field Team notify the appliéant
that a field examination of the property has been made, acquainting him
with any findings which it is desired to disclose.
