With further reference to your letter of August 20, 1957, this letter together 
with four copies of your form NF-l03 Application far Aid in an Exploration Project, 
and four copies of other related detail is enclosed herewith. 


The object of this application is to reinstate our application for a D.LE,A.loan 
requested in 1955, and given the above Docket number by you at that time. The D.M0E.A. 
application was canceled at our request, however we now wish to renew it, 


1.
a. This application refers to three claims, each 600 feet in width by 1500 feet in 


length, a total of 60 acres. These claims are located in San Miguel County, 
lower San Miguel Mining District, in Section 10, Township 43 North., Range 18 
1iIest, in the State of Colorado, 	 V 


These claims form the Slick Rock Claim Group which was leased to Mr. William U. 


January by the,Simpson Mining Company of Grand Junction, Colorado. Mr. January 
assigned his lease (on payment) to the Navajo Uranium and Thorium Corporation 
of 223 Fremont Street, Las Vegas, Nevada, (see your file under Docket D.M.E.A. - 
4071, noted. above.) The Navajo Uranium and Thorium Corporation has now changed 
its name to the Navajo Mineral Fund, Inc., of the same address. 


These claims are unpatented and are recorded in Book No, 2 24n page No.25.-59-6O 
in the Dove Creei Court House Recorders Office for San Miguel County of the 
State of Colorado. 


b. These three claims are named Philura #57., Philura #58, arid Philura #59. 


c. The Navajo Mineral Fund, Inc., is the so1 Lessee of the property. 


d. There are no liens, loans, or mortgages upon the property. 


2.
a.The drawing submitted herewith illustrates such exploration-and development work 


as has been conducted upon the property. There are three Adets driven to a depth 
of approximately 8 feet at the level of the second rim of Salt Wash, these Adets 
are spaced over 1200 feet, and are connected by a rail track which passes the por-
tal of each. Near the centerV Adet is a Chute which discharges ore to an ore bin 
located just above the River level The Bin is so constructed as to afford easy
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2. a. continued 


loading of the ore into trucks for shipment to the Government Stockpile. The 
Adets show a five foot face in ore, and this ore assays values of from 0.22% 
U30 to 1.50% U308. although we are not content to estimate the average grade of 
our ore at 0.50% U30. The following mines which are in comnrciU production 
are located within a short distance of the Navajo Mineral Fund 'property0 
1. Full Moon Mine. 2. Bertock Mining Company. 3. Mucho Grande Mine.4.Lucky 
4. flDt? Mine. 5. Horse Shoe Bend Development Company. 6. Climax Uranium. 7. U.s. 
Vanadium Corporation. 8. Union Carbide. 9. Jack Thrner. 10. Norma Jean Mines 
and many others. 


b, Our interest in this property is as that of Lessee - the writer being President. 


c. No production has yet been attempted by the Navajo Mineral Fund, Inc. 


d. It is our opinion that the ore reserves on this property are considerable, the 
exposures on the Cliff Face as shown on our drawing have been traced for over 
1000 feet in width, and they are traced over a vertical height of 350 feet, the 
three Adets are driven to a depth of 8 feet in premium and bonus ore. There are 
outcrops on Philura #58 and on Philura #57 which give indication of the necessity 
for Core Drilling on these two claims, and the location of this drilling is lo-
cated on our drawing. The average grade of our ore is expected to be 0.50% 
U308 - owing to the present state of development on our property it .is impossible 
to estimate the exact tonnage of ore reserves, although it would be conservative 
to consider that it should be extremely large. All the samples taken in the 
Adets were cut as channel samples, many very high grade tgrab!? samples were 
taken but these were not recorded as samples in this description. Assay certi-
ficates were submitted to you with our original application for this D.M.E.A. 
loan, therefore they must be. at present filed under your Dockçt No. DOMOEQA. - 
4071 already referred to.. 


e. Please refer to our Mine Report and Drawing. The exposed face of the cliff above 
the Dolores River on claim Philura #59 gives a perfect vertical section of the 
geological structure at this point. Morrison formation prevails throughout the 
entire area of these claims. At the north end of Philura #59 Brushy Basin 18" 
thick overlies the Salt Wash, and 198 feet of Salt Wash is exposed in three Rims. 


Generally speaking the uranium values occur in the second rim of the Salt Wash. 
There is now a stockpile of about 15 tons of commercial grade ore (removed dur-
ing the excavation for the Adets) now ready to be shIpped to the Government 
Stockpile. 


The ore is carnotite, hydro carbon and thucholite; it is highly carboneceous and 
contains much petrified wood. 


f. The above is a sufficient reason to expect that we shall encounter ore on all 
three claims, but the quantity and value can only be determined by the drilling 
program that this D.M.E.AO loan is intended to finance. 


g. Four copies of the drawing of the Navajo Mineral Fund, Inc., together with four 
copies of this letter, and four copies of your 1ôrn NF-103 are enclosed as re-
quested. The other data you require is already in your files under Docket 


. D.M.E .A - 4071 (Uranium). We do not require any of these documents returned.
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3, a0 Your representative will be met at the property by Mr. H. Sholto Douglas, D . Sc. 
our engineer.. Mr. Douglas 1 s address at this time if Apt. 301, 1377 N0Ridgewood 
Place, Hollywood 28, California. Our property is served by a good road which 
is kept open the year round. The road runs to the north from a point about 
half a mile West of Dove Creek to Egnar, and from there to Slick Rock and our 
claims on the Dolores River0 It is approximately 33 miles from Dove Creek to 
the property. 


b. Dove Creek is the nearest supply point, all materials may be obtained there as 
well as such labor as is required. Labor can live at the property in tents or 
huts after these are built. Government Stockpiles are located at Moab, Utah, 
and at Montecello, Utah.

a. The exploration project is to Core Drill as shown on our drawing; there should 


be a total of 35 holes put down. 11 of these holes at to a depth of 250',-
5 to l50 and 19 to lO0, The location of these holes on our drawing will show 
the continuation of the ore bodies exposed on the cliff face0 The line of 250? 
holes on claim Philura #58 is on the height of land immediately East of the 
three Adets, they are above the Brushy Basin on top of the Salt Wash0 This 
layout is shown on our drawing, 


b, It is not necessary to build a road to the property, the road which leads to it 
is open the year round for the service of other mines. 


c. Should a D.M.E.AO contract be granted,work on our property will be commended 
at once, and we could commence shipping ore to the Government Stockpile within 
ten days - it is believed that a tonnage of about 100 tons of ore could be 
shipped from the Adets on Philura #57 during the time that the Core Drilling 
program was in progress0 


No contracts will be let on this. project, we already own one drill and intend 
to puràhase a second Joy Drill0 We estimate that our Drilling program should 
be completed within 60 days of its commencement.

The Navajo Mineral Fund, Inc., request that the Defense Minerals Exploration 
Administration authorize a DOMOE.A. loan in the sum of $50,000. to assist them 
in the completion of this project.

This report covers three claims named Philura No. 57, 58 and 59, 


each of which 600' in width by 1500' in length, a total of 60 acres. 


They are located in San Miguel County, lower San Miguel Mining District, 


in Section 10, Township 43 north, Range 18 west, in the State of Colorado, 


approximately 42 miles north of the town of Dove Creek, Colorado. 


They fonn the Slick Rock Claim Group which was leased to Mr. WiUiam 


U. Januarr by the Simpson Mining Company of Grand Junction, Colorado. 


Mr. January has ass.gned lus lease to the Navajo Uranium and Thorium

THIS REPORT IS STRICThY AN ENGINEERING REPORT COVERING 


THE AFOREMENTIONED PROPERTY. 


GENERAL 


The lowest point of this property is the north end of Philura No. 59. 


The Dolores River, which flows to the north, n.ins along the east side of 


this claim. The three claims are parallel to one another to the west 


of the river. The river contains a considerablQ 'low of water which is 


continuous throughout the area. Immediately west of the river the ground 


rises at about 45 degrees to a height of approximately 250 feet to a mesa 


covering the extent of Priilura No. 59, and part of Phlura 5S. The ex-


posed face of this cliif gives a perfect vertical section of the geological 


structure of the mesa at this point. The Morrison formation prevails 


throughout the entire area of these claims. At the north end of claim 


No. 59 Brushy Basin 18' in thickness, overlies the salt wash, thus leav-


ing 19 of salt wash facie exposed in three rims. Most of the uranium 


values (U308) at present exposed occur in the second rim of the salt 


wash.

The adit from which it was mined is only 8' (jeep but shows 


a faie-' of five feet of uranium ore ranging from 0.22% to 1.50% U308. 


This is premium and bQrk,1s shippingor?. his area is surrounded by 


producing uranium mines, whilst there is great activity by companies 


drilling for oil and gas. Some of the mines in production are. 


The Full Moon Mine, Bertock Mining Company, Mucho Grande Mine, 


Lucky "D" Mine, Horse Shoe Bend Development Company, 


Climax Uranium, United States Vanadium Corporation, 


Union Carbide, Jack Turner, Norma Jean Mines, arid, many others. 


INDICATED VALUES 


The ore is carnotite, hydro carbon and thucholite, it. is highly 


carboneceous and contains considerable quantities of petrified wood. 


In many cases trees are found in the ore zone containing high U 308 


content. (The Los Angeles Museum has accepted specimen for public 


display from these claims.) Radiation is very high, and during the 


study of this property great care was taken to determine the source 


from which it came. It is a known fact that When an atotn of uranium 


238 disintegrates it forns an atom of another radioactive element, in 


this case thørium 234 then decays to form protactinium 234 and so on 


through a series of 13 radioactive elements known as daughter elements 


and including radium and radon, a gas, until finally an inactive 


element, lead is formed. 


There are three types of radiation from uranium thorium, and 


their daughter elements, these are. alpha particles, beta particles, 


and gamma rays. Alpha radiation has practically no penetrating power.

Its effect is limited to the area immediately surrounding its source. 


A sheet of paper or an inch of air will effectively stop it. 


Beta radiation has a greater penetration ability but is still absorbed by 


a sheet of tin or a foot or so of air. Therefore, the radiation detection 


methods employed during this inspection could record only the third type 


of radiation, gamma rays. The only other phenomenon which could have 


inte rfe rred with our survey could have been cosmic rays (knQwn as: background), 


However, during our inspection this did not happen because the background 


recording was ext remely low. 


Conditions for the inspection were ideal, and gamma radiation was 


excellent • The lowest reading recorded was 0.22% and the highest was 


1.50% U308. These inspections were made at many points along the cliff face 


over a length of 1000'. A number of very high grade deposits Were located, 


but these are neither considered nor discussed in this report. This writer 


is content to estimate that an average grade of 0.50% U308 ore with many 


hundreds of tons at present in sight can be produced inmiediately. Further 


development could possibly open up an extremely large ore body of which the 


extent is as yet unknown. 


SUGGESTED METHOD FOR IMMEDIAE PRODUCTION 


An elevated ore bin should be constructed of rough 2" x 12" plank 


supported by 6" x 6tt timbers. This bin should be lugh enough to allow ore 


trucks to pass beneath for loading. The bin Will be filled with ore f rom 


the tunnels and their stops in the second rim of the salt Wash 90 ? above. For 


this purpose a chute constructed of 2" x 12" plank, supported on 4" x 4" 


bracing timbers, should be constructed from the mining terrace to the ore bin 


90 ? beloW. A platfom should be erected above the ore bin so as to prevent 


possible damage to the bin from ore passing down the chute.

During the time that the chute is being constructed it is reconunended 


that a terrace be leveled a1on the line of tunnels or adits (approximately 


1000' long) to allow a track to be laid to transporb ore £rom either end to 


the center Where the chute is located. A gangway or Walk should be erected 


beside the chute itself to alloW foot passage between the Work and the ore 


bit itself. 


A poWder magazine should be constnacted 300' aWay from the site of 


mining operation, and a Wagon drilling program is recommended to block out 


ore on the mesa above the cliff face on all three claims • The dxil1 ]aoles 


should be spaced on 50' centers, and later reduced to 20' centers 'hen 


commercial Ore is encountered. 


This property is so located that good Working conditions exist the year 


round, and Water Will always be available fOr mining purposes. 


Ample labor is available. Good roads serve the property and these are 


kept open the year round. The property is but a short distance from the 
government uranium stockpiles and nails. 


CONCLUSIONS 


In these conclusions the Writer Wishes to state that it is his opinion 


that these three claims, named No. 57, 58 and 59, represent a valuable 


uranium producing property. If operated in the manner suggested herein, 


they are capable o1 an immediate production of a commercial grade of U308. 


Further to this/core drilling program may easily locate an extensive deposit, 


as geological fozunation arid stnicture i.ndicate that it should.

The property lies on the northeast flank 
of the Dolores anticline where undisturbed sediments 
dip about 7 degrees to the northeast. Only the 
Morrison formation of Jurassic age is exposed on the 
property, the Brushy Basin and Salt Wash members. 


The most significant uranium deposits in 
the district occur in the top sandstone layer of the 
Salt Wash member; however, small, near-by deposits 
occur in conglomeratic sandstone at the base of the 
BrushyBasin member. Also, minor deposits occur 
scattered through the lower part of the Salt Wash 
member.


Exploration on the property has been con-
fined to prospecting along thF.palt Wash rim along the 
Dolores River Canyon, and oneole about kOO feet west 
of the Smiling Ann mine. The workings of the Smiling 
Ann mine consists of three short adits (classed as 
prospects, the longest being about k feet deep) reported 
by the Applicant to have exposed 5 feet of uranium ore 
averaging 0.50% UO8 from which 15 tons of ore were 
produced and stoln.

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY 


On October 8, 1957 the Navajo Mineral Fund, Inc., 223 Fremont Street, 


Las Vegas, Nevada, submitted an application for DMEA assistance in an 


exploration project for uranium. The application covers 3 claims in the 


Philura group; these claims are located in the Slick Rock mining district, 


along the Dolores River in sections 9 and 10, T. 11.3 N., R. 18 W., NMPM, 


San Miguel County, Colorado. 


The property was considered earlier under Docket DMEA 11.071, submitted 


by the same corporation, but under the name of Navajo Uranium and Thorium 


Corporation. Under Docket 11.071, the applicant failed to furnish the 


additional data requested and the docket was closed June 21, 1956. The 


present application represents a resubmittal of the previous application 


along with the additional material. 


The property was examined on January 8, 1958 by H. F. Robertson, 


U. S. Bureau of Mines, and N. L. Archbold, U. S. Geological Survey; the 


examining team was accompanied by the applicent 7 s representative, 


Mr. William U. January. 


The program proposed by the applicant consists of 35 drill holes, 


averaging about 155 feet in depth, at an overall estimated cost of $5000O, 


The total estimated amount, however, includes costs for mining equipnent 


and labor which are production rather than exploration costs. 
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The surface of the property slopes rather steeply eastward into the 


Dolores River Canyon on the east side of the property0 Along the canyon 


rim, the top sandstone unit of the Salt Wash member of the Morrison forrna-


tion is well exposed and. minor amounts of uranium and vanadium minerals 


are present in the sandstone. All known, significant uranium deposits in 


the area occur in this top sandstone unit of the Salt Wash member, though 


minor deposits are scattered. in the lower part of the Salt Wash member 


and in the overlying Brushy Basin member of the Morrison formation, 


Exposures along the eastern side of the property and. results of DMEA, 


Geological Survey, and. private drilling to the north and west of the pro-


perty indicate that it lies in an area semi-favorable to unfavorable for 


the occurrence of significant uranium deposits. 


The examining team concludes that chances are almost nil of finding 


any deposits containing more than a few tons of minable grade ore, DMEA 


participation in an exploration program on the claims is not warranted 


and. denial of the application is recozrmiended..

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LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, ND PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The Philura group of claims are located in sections 9 and 10, T. i.3 N., 


R. 18 W., NMPM, San Miguel County, Colorado. More specifically, the three 


Philura claims, nose 57, 58, and 59, concerned by the subject application 


are located in the southeastern part of a much larger group of 80 contiguous 


claims, extending about three miles along the east and west sides of the 


Dolores River. 


The property controlled by the applicant can be reached by traveling 


about 2!I. miles south from Dove Creek, Colorado over Highway 80 to the 


Dolores River bridge at Slick Rock, Colorado. Near the bridge, on the west 


side of the river, a mine access road branches off to the southeast. The 


access road is followed about 7 miles in a generally southeast direction 


until the applicant's claim area is reached. Other access roads leading 


to the property ford the river at shallow points and are passable only 


during low-water stages. 


The nearest operating uranium ore processing plant is located at 


Monticello, Utah, about 50 miles southwest of the subject property. 


Altitudes on the property range from 6,100 feet on the west side to 


5,520 feet on the east side. The surface slopes moderately to steeply 


eastward to the Dolores River Canyon along the east side of the property.

HISTORY, PROPUCTION, MD OWERSHIP 


Exploration for uranium-vanadium deposits in the Slick Rock district 


dates from World War I. From 19k8 to 1955 the U. S. Geological Survey, on 


behalf of the Atomic Energy Connnission, carried on extensive exploratory 


drilling in the district though no drilling was done on the applicant V 


property. In the past few years, exploration by private industry has 


resulted in the discovery of large uranium reserves a few miles to the 


north and west of the applicant V property. DA has examined 3 nearby 


properties (fig. 2). 


There has been no production from the property, and production from 


nearby mines has been small to moderate (table 1). Reserves in the 


iediate vicinity are believed to be very small.

It is composed. of red.d.ish brown and. greenish gray, benton-


itic mud.stone with minor lenses of red.d.ish brown to light gray or buff 


conglomerate and. sandstone. Lenses of sandstone and. conglomerate are 


thicker and. more numerous near the base of the Brushy Basin member, and. 


the lowermost lense is coonly a conglomerate. 
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The Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation is about 350 feet 


thick and consists of red.d.ish brown mudatone with interbed.ded lenses of 


red. to light grar or buff, quartzose sandstone0 Conglomeratic sandstone 


is very rare0 At the top and bottom of the member, individual lenses of 


sandstone are concentrated so as to overlap and coalesce, thus forming 


continuous layers of sandstone with discontinuous mudstone layers, The 


central part of the member consists dominantly of mud.stone with occasional 


lenses of sandstone0 


Nearly all significant uranium deposits in the Slick Rock district 


occur in the top sandstone layer of the Salt Wash member, though in the -.	 -----------


area around the property of Navajo Mineral Fund, Inc., small deposits 


occur in conglomeratic sandstone at the base of the Brushy Basin member; 


the Full Moon No. li. (fig. 2) mine is in such a deposit. Small deposits 


also occur in the lower sandstone lenses of the Salt Wash member. Nearly 


all known deposits in horizons other than the top sandstone layer of the 


Salt Wash member are so small that they do not justify extensive explora-


tion.


Various features in the top of the Salt Wash member serve as general 


guides to areas favorable for the occurrence of significant uranium 


deposits. These features are: 


1) The top sandstone layer has an agegate $andstone thickness 


of !j.Q feet or more. 


2) The sandstone is light gray or buff rather than light red.
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3) The sandstone contains abundant carbonaceous material0 


Ii. ) Mudatone within and lirmiediately underlying the sandstone is 


bleached to greenish gray from the original reddish brown color0 


Using these criteria, the limit of favorable ground, as determined from 


drilling and outcrop studies, is shown in figure 2 The subject propert 


lies within an area that is unfavorable to semifavorable for the occur-


rence of significant uranium deposits. Characteristically, this area 


contains a few small (less than 200 tons) ore dépos its and. anomalous 


concentrations of uranium are widely distributed, as previous DMEA drill-


ing on the Doss group of claims (fig0 2) has demonstrated0 


The top sandstone layer of the Salt Wash member is exposed in the 


Dolores River Canyon along the east side of the property0 Contrary to 


the applicants reports the sandstone layer along the top of the canyon 


is a conglomeratic Brushy Basin sandstone, not the top Salt Wash_sand-


stone0 The top Salt Wash sandstone is 50 to 60 feet thick, contains 


mineralized franents of carbonaceous material, and. is underlain by 


about 6 inches of greenish-gray mud.stone. Weakly radioactive anomalies 


along the outcrop are present, but the applicant a report of large 


exposures of ore grade material are untrue. Locally, the exposure at

the Smiling n mine borders on being favorable for the occurrence of 


uranium deposits, but,in relation to the property as a whole, bee anes a 


very limited area of favorability.
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Judging from the results of other exploration and deve1opent in the 


area and from the nature of the exposures along the east side of the pro-


perty, small (less than 150 tons), widely scattered pods of uranium ore 


may exist within the boundaries of the applicant's claims0 


PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The only proposed work, which can be classed as exploratory, is a 


total of 5,11.00 feet of core drilling distributed among 35 holes on the 


three claims0 The estimated total cost of the project is given as 


$50,000, however, this amount is calculated in a rather confusing manner 


and includes the costs of equipnent, supplies, and labor for actual 


mining operations0 The examining team made no attempt to obtain a more 


realistic proposal from the applicants representative0 


No revision of the applicant's proposed exploration program is sub-


mitted by the examining team. 


CONCLUSIONS MD RECOND.ATIONS 
v 


The subject claims are typical of semi-favorable areas in which some 


locally favorable spots or even small pods of ore can usually be found. 


However, evaluation of much exploratory drilling in the vicinity of the 


applicant's property indicates that any uranium occurrences could be 


expected to be small and erratically distributed. With the exception of 


surface and near surface occurrences, the ore bodies could not be econ-


omically mined.
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The applicant t s description of visible ore deposits exposed by the 


three prospect holes called the "Smiling .Ann mine" misrepresents the 


amount of uranium mineralization actually present0 The examining team 


could find only a small pod of weakly mineralized carbonaceous material 


bounded by barren sandetone0 There is no justification for considering 


this an indication of large high-grade ore bodies0 Instead, the mineral-


ized exposure represents the remains of a carbonized trash accumulation 


and such occurrences are commonly_weakly radioactive Such local deposits, 


however, can rarely be economically mined and. marketed0 


Judging from the preparation of the previous applicatiOn (DA 14071), 


subseq.uent áorrespond.ence relative to it, and the present application 


(DNEA 14855), the reliability and. competency of the applicant is queetion-


able0 However, the examining teams recommendations are not based on the 


above opinion0 


Considering the general lack of favorable ground in the iediate 


vicinity of the Philura claim nos0 57, 58, and, 59,--as shown by results 


obtained by U0 S. Geological Survey, DA, and private interest explora-


tory work- -the examining team recommends denial of the subject application 


for Government assistance0

The applicant proposes to explore for uranium ore deposits 
on mining claims that were the subjeçt of DMEA 14071, Navajo Uranium 
and Thorium Corp. 114EA 4O71 was closed by .the Government on June 21, 
1956. after the applicant had. made no attempt to comply with repeated 
requests by the Government for information necessary to process the 
application. 


I.6nd adjoining the subject property was denied without 
prejudice under 124EA 3706, on October 26, 1955. Since that time, 
howevei, the Geo1ogicafSurvey has been studying the general area 
and. may even have done some drilling near the property. 


The applicant' s glowing accounts of "an average grade of 
0 . 50 percent U30 ore with many hundreds of tons at present in 
sight.. ." are not substantiated by assay certificates and. adequate 
maps.


I suspect that the property now posesses no more justifica-. 
tion for a L1.'4EA project than it did under 1]vIEA 4071. I recommend, 
though, that the Field Team be asked. to review the application in the 
light of any new information that might be available.
