This is a re-
vised application which we have prepared since our receipt of letter
dated January 17th from Mr. W. S. Martin returning our previous
application which was incorrect and insufficient in several de-
tails. From the suggestions made in the letter of Mr. Martin, and
from our conferences with Mr. Robert A. Laurence and Mr. Lynch of
the DMEA Fiéld Team, Knoxville, Tennessee, our engineers have help-
ed us to prepare the enclosed application. Please disregard any
papers or exhibits which you may have retained from our previous
application, as we believe the enclosed to be complete, but for
the need of two additional estimates (Exhibit "C") pertaining to e
cost of core drilling. Our engineer in Ouray, Colorado, Mr. Keith ¢
Johnson is procuring two additional estimates for us and these
will be forwarded to you immediately upon receipt. In the event
these additional quotations should lower our cost estimate (Exhibit
"D"), we would certainly expect this cost estimate to be revised
accordingly.

The project proposed is for the exploration of known
deposits of manganese and fluorspar ore. Fluorspar veins are ex-
posed in two faces of existing tunnels. Assay report attached as
Exhibit "E" shows the spar to be 89.74 percent. The attached
assay report marked Exhibit "F" reveals the presence of mapganese
from samples obtained from waste dumps left from old mining opera-
tions and from other locations upon the property.

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Geology: The Raby: Trust-tunnel and."Nearby" adit are in the Tertiary
San Juan tuff; some of the Ruby Trust workings may be in the
gabbro-diorite.

The northwesterly trending Ruby Trust vein isbbelieved'to.be
the most productive vein in the area. Several other veins
apparently branch from or intersect the Ruby Trust vein. The
Ruby Trust vein is exposed for about 100 feet in the Ruby
Trust tunnel and for about 100 feet in the "Nearby” adit.
Stopes in upper levels are inaccessible and the extent of
workings in the Ruby Trust tunnel are not known. No evidence
of manganese.is found in the available workings. Fluorspar
was noted in the veins along the wall from 3 to 7 feet wide,
with galena and sphalerite and reported to carry good silver
values.

Past History
and Production:

The mines of this area were developed for lead, silver,
gold and copper content. A small amount of fluorspar
has been shipped.. A contract was made with the Colorado -
Fuel and Iron Company for fluorspar, but the operator
was unable to fulfill the contract.

Development:

The property has been explored and developed by adits

at four different levels, which are about 150 feet apart.
About 3,500 feet of adit crosscuts and/or drifts have
been driven on the property at the various levels.

Cre Values
and Tonnage:

. No manganese or fluorspar of a mining grade in signifi- -
cant tonnage was noted on° the property. It is possible
fluofspar might be produced as a by-product if mined with
silver-gold, lead, copper and zinc ores.

No samples were assayed, a few samples taken were for
visual inspection only.

Conclusions and
Recommendations:

un the Francis Mining Tract, manganese if present is 2
minor constituent, and fluorspar is present only in amounts
which might be of interest as a by-product. Silver-gold,

lead, zinc and copper minerals have been found in substantial

quantities and additional minable deposits may be present
in areas not explored by previous Operators,.particularly
below the Ruby Trust tunnel level.

The exploration team recommends that the application for
exploration assistance for manganese and fluorspar ores be
denied. The Field Team concurs in the conclusions and
recommendations of the examining team.

This Division believes that a denial of the applicétion
for' exploration assistance for manganese and fluorspar ores
is warranted but that an application including base metals

and possibly gold and silver would be worthy of consideration.

The Commodity Divisions of the Geological, Survey, and the
the Bureau of Mines, concur in the conclusions and recommenda-
tions of the examining team and Field Team.

The examining team report that the applicant's property is
not favorable for the presence of manganese and fluorite ore deposits.

The mines of the area were developed for lead, silver,
copper, and gold ore. A small amount of fluorspar has been shipped,
but manganese has not been produced.

The examiners could not find evidence of manganese in any
of the old mine workings on the property. Green fluorspar in small
scattered lenges remains in the walls of the old adits.

From the examiners' report it appears that the property

. has considerable merit with regard to lead, zinc, silver, .and gold

deposits but possibilities are poor ‘for manganese and fluorite.

The report states, "If an application for exploration for lead and
zinc should be submitted under a Government assistance program,

the property would warrant reappraisal provided reliable data on the
- presently inaccessible workings can be obtained---",

I agree with the examining team that the present application
probably should be denied. On the other hand, chances for ore dis-
covery below the Ruby Trust adit appear to be promising. If rehabil-
itation of some of the old workings would be necessary in order to
evaluate thoroughly that part of the mine the cost of such rehabilitation
would seem to be a legitimate exploration expense and could therefore
be participated in by the Government. If that is not the case » perhaps
the applicant could be informed that mine rehabilitation on his part
would furnish the basis for reappraisal of the property by the Govern-
ment.

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY

A partial field examination of the subject property was made on
June 2k, 1958, by M. H. Salsbury of the Bureau of Mines and F. B.
Moore of the Geological Survey, accompanied by Keith Johnson of Ouray,
Colorado, representing the applicént, Inasmuch as the main ﬁdrkings
were blbcked by snow, the examination was'completed on July 8£H'by
E. W. Buel, Bureau of Mines, who was in the area on other DMEA busi-
ness.

The applicant proposes exploration by drilling and underground
‘methods at an estimated cost of $70,000.00. ' Government participation
at 50 percent for fluorspaf and 75 percent for manganese would average
62-1/2 percent or $u3,7so.oo.

The applicant's exploration proposal and coét estimate are poorly
prepared and incomplete, and form an inadequate basis for a project.
Mr. Johnson, who is now the applicant's local representative, and pre-
sumably would have charge of the opera%ion, was not associated with
the corporation when the application was made. He suggests a program
of surface drilling only. A revised drilling proposal calling for

10 holes from surface locations was submitted on July 28, 1958.






No manganese minerals were seen in the Francis Mining Tract work-
ings; fluorite occurs in several places in lensesyyp to 1 fog? thick.
However, fluorite is present in insufficien}jqnantity to indicate a
significant deposit although it might be produced as a by-product‘of
mining lead-zinc-silver ores. |

It is recommended that the application for aid to explore for

manganese and fluorspar be denied.

ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

The applicant subﬁitted a poorly prepared application with a cost
estimate and one drilling bid. The maps originally submitted were
incomplete as compared to maps obtained from C. R. Wilfley. Drilling
exploration was proposed only inlgeneral terms,\dnd the proposed under-
ground exploration appears to be based on the applicant's erroneous
map. On July 28, 1958, Mr. Johnson submitted é revised drilling pro-
posal of 10 core holés from surface sites, with a map based on the

Wilfley maps already obtained by the field exam;ners;

Mr. C. R. Wilfley, a mining engineer of Denver, Colorado, furnished
the DMEA examiners with a plan map and véfticai section of'mine workings.
These maps are not necessarily coﬁplete, however. y

The results of an examination under Docket DMEA 2099 on the adjoin-

ing Torpedo-Eclipse mine were consulted.






LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES

The Francis Mining Tract is in T. 43 N., R. 8 W., NMPM, Mount
Sneffels Mining District, Ouray County, Colorado. The mine portals
are on a slope‘above Mount Sneffels Creek, a branch of Canyon Crgek,
and are reached over 7 miles of graded county road from Ouray; Colorado.
Ouray, Colorado, is 100 miles from Grand Junction, Colorado, the nearest
major source of supplies.

, : Y

The mine area, ranging upward from an altitude of 10,500 feet at “}X
the Ruby Trust tunnel portal, has high topographic relief with pre-
cipitous slopes forming canyon walls. Crests of ridges are as much as
2,500 feet above the canyon floor. There is a dense timbe; growth on
lower slopes. |

Precipitation is heavy and surface operations are usually feasible )
only in summer and early fall. Underground operations are feasible
throughout the year with proper preparation. An ever-present winter
hazard is thg snowslides which occur in some years with great frequency
and cause serious damage to timber and exposed mine surface plants as
well as occasional loss of life. The winter of 1957-58 was particularly
severe in this respect and an unusual number of slides occurred in the

Ouray area. In the canyon of Mount Sneffels Creek, many slides run

near the Francis Mining Tract, and the surface buildings at the Ruby
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Trust tunnel were wrecked. At the time of the first DMEA examination
the main tunnel portal was still blocked by the packed debris from a
slide.

Water and timber for mining operations are obtainable on the prop-
erty. Electric power is available from power lines ruhning within

1 mile of the property. Mine labor is reasonably plentiful in the

area. Living quarters are available in Ouray where most mine employees

live,

Assuming that manganese and fluorspar were available in minable
quantities, a logical market for metallurgical grade4fluorspar, and
perhaps manganese, would be the Pueblo, Colorado, plant of the Colorado
Fuel and Iron Company; However, previous fluorspar operators in the
area have been unable to fulfill requirements under contrac£s with this
purchaser. These materials might also be sold under the Govermment

stock piling program.
HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

The mines of the immediate area were developed for the lead, silver,
copper, Qnd/or gold content of the veins. Production has consisted
almost entirely of these metals although & small amount of fluorspar
has been shipped. No record of manganese production or occurrence
could be found. Oné.ﬁearby property, the Torpedo«Eclipse, was examined
in 1951 under Docket DMEA 2099 in connection with an application for

manganese exploration. . The examining geologist reported that the






manganese content of exposures in the mine was negligible and that
fluorspar ﬁas present in scattered pockéts as laige as 10 x5 x 2
feet. This is the character of the mineralizetion observed by the
present examiners.’

"Mr. Johnson reports that the applicant has shipped small amounts
of fluorspar since 1950;. The DMEA examiners were told by a local
mining man that the applicant had madewghipment‘under a contract with

the Colorado Fuel and Iron Company but had been ungble'to fulfil;ﬁit.
PROPERTY OWNERSHIP

The property consists of 15 owned patented claims, 23 owned located
claims, and 7 leased patented claims, The effective area is.consider-
ably less thaﬁ the theoretical area because many claims 6verlap. The
applicant stipulates that_leased claims cannot be made subject to lien.
This would eliminate from DMEA consideration the vein dewveloped near
the portal of the Ruby Trust tunnel which Mr. Johnson considers is one
of the best prospects for drilling exploration on the property.

The outer boundary of the Francis Mining Tract is irregular and
there is an area between the,Tract and portions of the leased ground
not owned or controlled by the applicant. Several matters pertaining
to claim names raised by Washington DMEA reviewers were not resolved
as Mr. Johnsoﬂ was not familiar with these matters. Copies of leases

referred to in the application were not furnished.






PRESENT STATUS

Exploration and development

The property is developed by adit tunnels at four different levels,
Only two adits are accessible at the present time. The portals are
Just above the floor of Mount Sneffels Creek cényon and about 150 feet
apart (fig. 2). The crosscut tunnel examined by Moore and Salsbury
("Nearby" adit in fig. 2)’the "existing tunnel" to the southeast on
the applicant's Exhibits "A" and "B", cut a vein at 460 feet which
contained occasional lenses of fluorspar up tb.l foot wide.-:The other
adit, the Ruby Trust tunnel, was open as far as thexRuby Trust vein, a
short section of which was accéssible. E. W. Buel saw 6ccurrences of
fluorspar in the vein similar to those in the "Nearby" adit. The vein
near the portal was stoped above theﬁlevel, and it ﬁas not determined

if fluérspar is present in_itnor not.

Mining and milling equipment and other facilities

There is no mining or milling equipment at the property. Portal
buildings at the Ruby Trust tunnel portal had been destroyed by a
snowslide, and atAthe time of thé firstiexamination, a crew was employed
cleafing thém away and opening up the tunnel portgl. Underground ex- |
ploration and core dfilling would preéumably be contracted to local

miners who would furnish all equipment,
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GEOLOGY

The Ruby Trust tunnel and the "Nearby" adit are in Tertiary San
Juggzguff;‘some of the caved Ruby Trust workings may be in gabbro-
diorite of the Stony Mountain stock adjacent on the west.

The no;thwesteriy-trending.Ruby Trust vein is believed to be the
most productive vein in the immediate area covered by the application.
Several other Qeins apparentiy brénch from or intersect the Ruby Trust
and, although none of several interpretations could be checked in the
field, it is AOubtfulnif the intérpretation presented in the applica-
tion is corl;'ect. | |

The Ruby Trusyiyein is exposed in two places: (1) for about 100
feet in the Ruby Trust tunnel and (2) forvabbut 100 feet in the “ﬁearby“
adit;(fig. 2). Upper adits and levels from which the vein was stoped
aré inaccessible; the extent of workings along the vein in the ﬁuby
Trust tunnel is not known owing to a cave. In neither the Ruby Trust
tunnel nor the "Nearby" adit could any evidence of manganese be found.
In both adits green fluorspar remeins on the walls in lenses up to a
foot widé. Small stopes in botﬁ adité indicate attempts wére made to
mine the vein. The véin, which dips 76:800 southwest, is 6 to 7 feet
wide in the Ruby Trust tunnel and 3 feet wide in the "Nearby" adit.
Where the width was 6 togi feet, the vein contained enough galena and'

sphalerite to possibly be orgﬁgrade @aterial. No assays for silver






were taken but the content is reported to be high. Where the width
was 3 feet, little evidence of sulfides was seen.

A vein, name ﬁnknown, was followed b& the Ruby Trust tunnel from
the portal for about 500 feet northﬁest énd possibly farther beyond a
caved area. This vein was stoped for 40O feet'of the exﬁésed disténce.
The company plans to drill this vein beyond or belo% the ﬁorkings to

the northwest.
ORE RESERVES

There are no ore reserves on the property. The area with the best
potential for lead-zinc-silver ore reserves with fluorspar possibly as
a by-product, is below the Ruby Trust tunnel where no exploration has
presumably been done to date.
Nq;ghannei samples were taken by the DMEA examiners. The amount
of fluorspar and mangan;se present in the ﬁorkings can be Judged v%sually.
One sample of soli@ fluorite was taken across a width of.12 inches in
a lens in the vein exposed at 460 feet from the portal in the "Nearby"
adit. The sample, taken for closer examiéation, was not analyzed.
Evidénce of the occurrenée of.mang%ggse was little more than Qgg@n-
ing typical of v¢in mineralization. ’.
The anal&tical results of samples submitted by the applicant ;re

meaningless because descriptions are incomplete. However, even the best

of them do not contain manganese in commercial quantities. The fluorspar





content of some samples is substantial but again no data on width
represente@ was given.

The term”"heavzrspar" used by the applicant in noting mineraliza=-
tion on one of the maps submitted refers to a high content of f}gorspar
and no@xparite as the Chairmen of the Operating Committee surmised
might be the case. Incidentally, the "heavy‘spar" indicated in the
face of the "Nearby" adit ("existing'tﬁnnel"-on the applicant's Exhibits
A and "B") was not seen. Probably referred to'is the fluorspar in the
vein found in this tunnel. The tunnel is lonéer than shown by fhe
applicant (see fig. 2). The ﬁknown deposit heavy spar" noted in the
Ruby’ Trust tunnel is not at the point shown on Exhibits "A" and "B,"
but is probably the fluorspar seen by E. W. Buel in the wgrkings on
the Ruby Trust vein. The drift on the Ruby Trust vein is not shown
on Exhibit "A" and "B," but is shown on the map submitted with tAe
revised drilling proposed of July 28, 1958. Its position is as shown

on figure 2.
PROPOSED EXPLORATION

The applicant originally proposed, at an estimated cost of
$70,000,00, underground exploration consisting of.a 100-foot shaft
' énd 1,000 feet of drifting together with 8,000 feet of core drilling
at undetermined locations. Thé location of the. collar of the shaft
and justification for the work is nof clearly set forth in the appli-

cation, and Mr. Johnson did not know what was intended. The applicant






also proposed preliminary topographic mapping which is not a proper
item in a DMEA project. One drilling bid was submitted with the cost
estimate.

Because of the probable decision to be recommended by the examining
team, revision of the proposed exploration plah was not discussed in
the field.

On July 28, 1958, a revised drilling proposal was submitted by the
applicant fogether with two drilling bids. It called for a maximum of
3,600 feet of core drilling in 10 angle holes to be drilled from‘surface
sites. The tentative sites are shown oﬁ figure 2. Of the 10, only 4
could be drilled as part‘of a DMEA program, assuming that a project was
Justified. On the basis of the property rights as shown in the appli-
cation, the target (holes no. 8, 9, 10) near the portal of the Ruby
Trust tunnel is on leased ground which cannot be subordinated. The
holes (nos. 2, 3, 4) directed toward the long northeast-trending cross-
cut in the Ruby Trust tunnel would be on ground not controlled by the

applicant. Moreover, there does not appear to be a worthwhile target

for these holes, because the crosscut is not driven on a vein.






CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONSDV

On the Francis Mining Tract, manganese, if present, is a minor .
constitueht, and fluorspar is present only in amounts which might be
of interest as a by-product. Lead, zinc, and silver minerals héve
been found in subst;ntial quantities and additional minable deposits
may be présent in areas not explored by previous operators, particii-
larly below the Ruby Trust tunnel level.

It is therefore recommended that the application under Docket
DMEA h957 to explore for manganese and fluoqspar be denied. If an
appliéation for explbrati&n for lead and zinc shoﬁld be submitted

under a Government assistance program, the property would warrant

reappraisal provided reliable data on the presently inaccessible work-
ings can be obtained so that the extent of unexplored sections of the

veins can be verified.

Attached are 8 copies of the geologic report by Ward B. Meek
covering subject docket. There is no manganese ore exposed underground
or on the surface at the Torpedo-Eclipse property; however, several veins
are exposed in the mine workings. One of these consists chiefly of
quartz with some fluorite and disseminated pyrite, and locally black
staining--presumably manganese oxide--is present, but slight. Another
vein consists chiefly of quartz with some barite and a small amount of
rhodochrosite. Interstitlal to the barite and quartz is a secondary
black mineral which forms a coating on a mineral with rhombohedral cleavage,
probably rhodochrosite. The black oxide is probably psilomelane after
rhodochrosite. Mr. Meek points out that there is no geologic reason to
expect that manganese ore may be present on the property, and he, there-
fore, recommends that the loan be denied.

I concur with this recommendation.

The operating Camp Bird Mine is less than a mile down the valley
from the Torpedo-Eclipse, and the buildings of the Revenue and Atlas
Mines are within one-half mile across the valley from the latter.

The mine workings involved consist of several short adits and a

main tunnel some 1600 feet long. Track and a 2-inch air line are in

place. There is an ore bin of some 50 tons capacity, and a two-story

wooden building that could be conditioned for use as a bunk house and

office.

A strong vein averaging about 3 feet in width is exposed in the
main tunnel and, reportedly, in two upper adits, now caved. The vein

curves but has a very general east-west strike and a steep southerly

dip. There are several splits from it. The enclosing rock is chiefly

andesitic breccia, but a rhyolite dike forms the northern (hanging) wall

at many places.

The vein material is almost entirely quartz, partly brecciated and

banded. Fluorite forms occasional pockets as large as 10 x 5 x 2 feet.

There is nothing about this vein to indicate that it or its splits
have any potential value in strategic minerals. Mr. Morgan's opinion
that the mine should be extended to explore for manganese ore is based
on the following:

1. Locally in the tunnel the rock shows a slight manganese
oxide staining.

2. Mr. Morgan believes that previous exploration has followed
too close to the valley and that there is better ore inside the hill.

3. Between stations 17 and 18 on the plot of the tunnel which
is included in the brochure, Mr. Morgan has marked a "water course."
This is a small flow of water issuing from near the floor of the tunnel
where a round has been blasted out. There is no visible cross-structure.
Mr. Morgan believes that a cross-structure or a split trending west-
northwesterly will be found farther into the wall. His idea that any
ore found here will be manganese ore is based on a few black nodules
which he says he found at this point. No nodules were seen during this
examination. Black staining is present which is probably manganese oxide
formed by oxidation of rhodochrosite in a more pervious parallel vein or
split a short distance into this wall.

On March 11, Messrs., Francis, Smith, and Haynes brought
a partially completed revision of their application (for aid im
exploring for fluorspar and manganese ores on a group of claims inm
Ouray County, Colorade) for my imspection. The application is still
a long way from being adequate, but does contain some of the
additional data requested in your letter.

Mr. Henry Cook, of Fort Worth, Texas, the Corporation's
consulting engineer, has prepared a map showlng the proposed project
area, which now includes only claims which are seid to be owned oF
lsased by the prospective Applicant. Also shown are sites of the
proposed shaft and drifts, but no geology.

The schedule of cost estimates is still only partially
complete, showing only lump sums for such items as labor, equipment,
supplies, explosives, etc. They said they had no detailed data as
to wage schedules, equipment, etc,, but that the estimates were
obtained from a Mr. Johmson, of Ouray, Colorade s who has opsrated
on adjoining properties and is expected to be in charge of the work
on this proposed project. Estimates of costs were $27.20 per foot
for sinking a 100-foot shaft and $10.,00 per foot for drifting, I
doubt if the application, when submitted, will contain a useful
breakdown of estimated costs,

Only one bid for contract diamond drilling was included.
They were advised to obtain bids from two additional contractors,

Mr. Francis indicated that they expect to resubmit their
applieation socon, in the hope of having a field examination as soon
a3 snow conditioms permit.

" strong vein and oan easily de explared from the present tunnel

workings, its further exploration 1s edvisable.

The Buokeys Boy vein is exposed in a smmll tumnel and &
lerge opencut near dy. It is 4 or 5 feet wide and shows the
fame nanga nese-satined type of ore as the Clarence vein.
Sample 24 in the openeut shows the vein to be low grade at
this point; Semple 25 #f the selected and oobbed ore pillie at
the tunnel shows that looally the mineralization is wvery good.

The Bessie Bascom vein is evidently a strong vein but 1t
18 covered on the surface and the tunnel 1is inaccessible, At
the portal the vein is exposed over a width of seven or eight
feot, but the average width ia probably around ¢ feet. As
near.’ly g8 could be detemined from looking into the small hole
at the portal, and observing the vein exposed outslde, the
vein strikee north 60° west; the olaim however is laid out
east apd west, Therefore the course of the vein as shom 4in
this report mey be wrong, but the evidence is otherwise, so far.

The exposures were not suffioient to come to oconclusions
a8 to what localizes ore bodies, except that the evidenoce
geens to prove that the ore is deposited in the neighborhood
of vein intersections. At the No. 1 tunnel for example there
13 exposed on the surfsce a wide set of fraotures with "horses”
of country raook between, oarrying good vein quartz and’'some
sulfides, (Samples 2) and 22), These fractures seem to belong
to a vein striking off the to Rortheast from a junotion with =
the Ruby Trust vein, They cannot be followed northeast on the
surface because of the antle of "wash” and debris but thias
possible vein should certeinly be prospectei. The No, 2 tunnel
ore body lies immesistely north of this supposed vein inter~
section. '
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
