The cited application, dated April 25, 1958, was received 
by this office on Nay 22, 1958. 


The Applicants proposed to explore the property by means 
of the extension of the Gormax Tunnel for a distance of 300 feet to 
contact the east and west faults of the Solomon, Ridge, Holy Noses 
Fault system. In addition it was proposed to drift 500 feet north 
and 500 feet south on each of . the faults. 


The Gorinax Tunnel Was driven under Docket No. DMA-3982, 
Contract No. Idin .E935. The tunnel was driven a total distance of 
547 feet under the contract and 232 feet of drifting was done on 
the most prominent fault, which was correlated with the west split 
of the Holy Noses (west J. I, C.) vein in the Solomon—Ridge fault 
zone. The fissure is weakly mineralized at widely spaced intervals. 


None of the other water courses or fissures encountered 
in the adit are mineralized to any significant degree, and it is 
concluded that the east split of the Holy Noses (east J. I C.) 
vein either pinches to a barren fissure or that the split occurs 
above the Gormax Tunnel level. 


The Operator under Contract No. I dm'E935, requested 
termination of the contract as it considered further exploration 
as a waste of time and effort.

The present Applicant believes that "Due to' some mistake 
in estimating the position of the faults and the tunnel elevation 
the portal was started at an elevation of 10,010 feet instead of 
lO,).00 feet and that the east and west fault contacts have not as 
yet been reached." 


Mr. E. N. Harshinan, Geological Survey, re—examined the 
property on June 17, 1958. Mr. Harshman states: 


"The contention that the Holy Moses vein (or veins) 
lies west of the position assumed in the examination report 
on Docket No. 3982 and in the final report on contract 
Idn .E935 has no basis in fact. It is concluded that prior 
exploration has adequately explored the—lead—zinc ore deposits 
along the Holy Moses vein and that the exploration program 
requested in DMEA-.5025 is not warrented." 


The Field Team and the commodity members of the Geological 
Survey and Bureau of Mines concur with the findings of Mr. Harshman. 


We also agree that the application should be denied.

The applicant requested assistance in doing further 
crosscutting and drifting in the Gormex ad.it. It claims the. 
Gormsx adit is about 4W feet lower than it was intended, to be and 
did not reach the assumed downward projection of the J. 1.0. vein, 
an objective of work under contract Idm-E 935, DMA 3982 . The 
J. I .0 • vein is supposed to be the West Split of the Solomon-Ridge 
fault in which, at places further south, a productive lead-zinc 
vein has been emplaced. 


The Final Report on the Idm-E 935 project assumes the 
downward projection of the J. I • C. vein, essentially barren, was 
intersected and drifted upon in the Gormex crosscut adit and drift 
and more work is not justified.. Mr. . Rarshm n agrees with the 
statement and reconnnend.s that the referenced application (5025) 
be denied..


The differing conclusions arise, apparently, from diverse 
opinions as to the actual position of the JI.C. vein. In the 
application, DI €A 3982, the Gorinax Mining Company says the J. I. C. 
shaft is between the East and West Splits of the Solomon-Ridge 
fault and so show it in a section. Perhaps the position of the 
West Split or J.I.C. vein as shown on the section was determined 
by the use of an M-Scope (an electronic mineralization detection 
instrument). W. liarshmsn says no vein is known west of the 
showing at. the J. 1.0. shaft and as noted above ., - assumes the shaft 
showing is on the - J. I • C • vein.

Seemingly the Gormax Mining Company finally accepted 
that identification, althou gh its application appears to have 
been based on the conditions shown in the section and the 
contract actually allowed for 800 feet of crosscutting, enough 
to reach well beyond the projected position of the J.I.C. vein 
of the section. Only 510 feet of crosscut was driven under 
the contract, but that work with that done by the Gormax 
Company plus the 80-foot drill hole should have intersected the 
vein as shown on the section and just about reached it if the 
dip is reduced to 60G, the dip shown by connecting the showing 
at the shaft and the. vein drifted upon about 1100 feet lower in 
the Gormax adit. 


Until the applicant shows a sizable vein structure 
well to the vest of the J.I.C. shaft as indi cated on the section 
in the DMA 3892 application or a vein with a less than average 
Solomon fault dip, the conclusions and recommendations of Mr. 
HarshlnRn should hold. 


I recommend that the application be denied.

The applicant requests DMEA. assistance in a project to 
explore the north extension of the Solomon-Ridge-Holy Moses fault 
fissure system. The proposal calls for extension of the Gorniax 
tunnel (a crosscut adit) to intersect the east and west fault splits. 
In addition 500 feet of drifting north and south on each split is 
proposed.


In justification for the project the applicant states that 
ore is known on the same structure less than 1,000 feet south of the 
property. He claims that geologic projections on the basis of 
corrected information indicates the Gormax crosscut adit failed to 
reach the east split fault by only 100 to 300 feet. 


Since several DMEA contracts have been made to explore 
the same structure, the Field Team is probably in a position to 
evaluate the proposal from information already in their file s.
