An examination of the disbursement records in the Branch of Budget and 


Finance, Administrative Division, U.S. Geological Survey and. a review 


of the Office of Minerals Exploration contract files pertaining to 


the subject minerals exploration project was made at Washington, D.C., 


on October 13, l, and 17, 1966. 


The contract, as amended, provided that the exploration work should 


begin on or before July 1, 1963, and. be completed no later than 


May 6, 1966. The work was performed during the period June 1963, 


through April 1966. On monthly reimbursement vouchers, the Operator 


has claimed costs for work performed; and the OME Field Officer, 


Region III, Denver, Colorado, approved the Government's participation 


in the accepted costs. Reimbursement has been made to the Operator as 


indicated below:

The diamond drilling work was performed by MacPherson Drilling 


Company, Montrose, Colorado. The rates charged by the drilling 


contractor onmonthly invoices, copies of which were submitted by 


the Operator, were generally less than the maximum rates for the 


work as set forth in the exploration contract. Claimed and. 


accepted costs for Government participation were in all instances 


at the rates charged by the drilling contractor or at the rates 


specified in the exploration contract, whichever was lower. 


The Operator reported the completion of an underground diamond drill 


station during December 1965, and claimed $350 as the agreed unit cost 


in accord with the provisions of the exploration contract. However, 


in totaling the monthly charges, that amount was omitted and the Operator

was reimbursed. for 50 percent of the incorrect total shown on the 


voucher. The amount of $350 was included in the total costs 


claimed through December 1965, and: in the accumulated. totals on 


each subsequent voucher. The Field Officer has approved the costs 


aggregating $187, 1415.90, including the $350 in which the Government 


has not actually participated. 


No other improprieties were noted in the settlements made with 


the Operator.

(b) The total allowable cost of the work set forth in Exhibit A i.e $212,320.00 . The Govern-
ment will contribute 50 percent of the allowabie costs as they are incurred, ma total sum not in 
excess of $ 106, 160.00 in accordance with the provisions of Articles 3, 14, 5, 'and 6. "'loots incurred" 
means costs that have been paid or have become due and payable, or that the Government determines have

(c) Interest computation. --Simple interest computed annually at the rate of 6 - ,pe..rcent shall 
accrue from the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of 
royalty expires, or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interes+. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent ofthe Government.' 	 . 


• ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land..--(a) The Operator represents 'and undertakes that' Annex I 
correctly describes the land. which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right' of property and possession therein (whether a's owner, lessee, .or otherwise), and that such 
right, title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interst in the land. and his 
right to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all 
existing--imrovementspfacilitiies, buildings instalYations-, and Oappurtenancü to the purposes of th{s 
contract. The Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, 
or interest therein, nor permit nor suffer any' claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly 
referring to end providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation 
of the Government's right to a royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true 
copies of such instrument shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty 
as provided In Article 7 have ) been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become in-
applicable. ..	 '	 .	 . -. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance ofthe work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and 
in compliance with State lava governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering'employrnent. 
The Operator shall provide, suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete the work as specified in ArUcle 1(a). 	 . 


(b) Independent contracts. --To the extent that the allowable coats are estimated in Exhibit A 
with' express reference to 'performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so per-
formd (see Article 6(a), Category (l). Any such' independent contract shall refer to some specific. 
kidentifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of'the pertinent terms and conditions

(c) Government may inspect. --The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all I 
phases ogt' the work as it progresses'. The Government may enter at all reasonable times toinspect 
the work under the contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to 
the Government. The Operator shall 'provide the Government with all resonable means of access for 
such inspections.	 '	 '_,/ 


ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.-- (a) The Goveriment will make its contribution on 
,the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments 'by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may 
withhold such sums as are necessary to protect its interests. The Government may make payments 'fbr 
the account of the Operator. directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the 
Operator. , 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) perator's records.--The Operator shall keep 'suitable 
records and accounts of the work performed and of.any production in which the Government may have an 
interest; and shall preserve th.o,se withre'spectDto work performedfor at'Jeas± threéyears after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any. 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The' Government may inspect and audit 
aid records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certifIed public accountant. The 


Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the ' expiration of said three-.' 
year periods,:shail have c'cess' to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator. If worjc under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other 
operations, or if labor, supervision, services, materials, supplies, equipment,. facilities,or other 
requirements for carrying on the work are also used in connection with other operations, the costs 
shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis and by methods and. accounts that are satisfactory 
to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Monthly reports. --The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of monthly 
reports in three sections as, follows:	 -	 30 (i) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed;' 	 ' 


(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work 
performed; and 


(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including

(c) Final report. --Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 


contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed wider the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the related costs. 


(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which' the Government's royalty relates, such as copies 
of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other 
disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.-If the Government determines that any of the Operator's re-
ports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if theOperator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the preparation or completion of the sane with suitable attachments as an ex-
pense of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and 
paynent of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Costs.--(a) Allowable costs.--The allowable costs of the work to which the Government 
will contribute are limited to: 


(i) the necessary, reasonable, and direct actual costs that are estimated in Exhibit A by 
categories as specified in this article; and 


(2) fixed.costs for units of work jto be performed (per foot, per hour, etc.) agreed upon in 
lieu of actual costs and set forth in Echibit A. 


The Government will not contribute to costs under arty categor y or subcategory omitted from the 
estimate of costs in Exhibit A. Any excess over any estimate which is irLLLIeated as the maximum of any 
category, su'bcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost; 'any éxcess over a fixed wilt 
cost; and any excess over the total allowable cost of the work are not allowable. The Operator shall 
Incur such excesses for his own account without contribution by the Government, but the Operator is not 
obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage of the total allowable cost of the work. 


•	 Any category or subcategory or element thereof nOt designated as a maximum in this article or in 
Exhibit A may be exceeded, provided that the total allowable cost of the work, which is a maximum, is 
not exceeded.

( c ) Reductions in costs.--The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 
incident&,. benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecutingthe 
work (a6 by ualvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furniuhing of powe 
or services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in theswne ratio in which the 
Government contributea to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs Incurred so 
that they are available for use within the limit of the original total cost.

ARTICLE '7. yment by Operator. --(a) Certification'. --If the Government conbiders that mineral 
or metal production from the land covered by the contract maybe possible as a result of the explora-
tion work, it shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than nix months after 
a sufficient finaireport and final accounting (see Article 5)have been furnished. 


(b) Royalty on production. --The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain hi6 interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a 
royalty on all minerals and metals mined, or produãed from the land as follows: 


(1) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time within which.the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs

(2) it the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of 1 
years from the date of the" contract, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government 
is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first.

(c) Payment of royalt.--(l) The Government's royalt' shall be five percent of the 
gross proceeds (including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or,other benefits) from the production 
sold, in the form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the

Justification for Amendment No. 4 


In a letter dated October 28, 1965, to Region III, the Operator 
requested permission to drive a crosscut from the Puzzle vein 
drift to the east strand of the Bulldog Mountain fault. 
Mr. Hasler, in his memorandum of November 2' transmitting copies 
of the Operator's letter, recommended approval of the request. 


In Amendment No. 3 it was anticipated that the Puzzle vein (fault) 
and the east strand of the Bulldog Mountain fault would intersect 
near the center of Baker No. 11 claim and provided for drifting 
on the east strand from that point. 


However, instead of the Puzzle vein striking N. 45°W. as anticipated, 


the average strike has been N. 200 W. Hence, the present face of 
the Puzzle drift is 450 feet to ,. 500 feet due east of the point of 
anticipated projection. In view of this and because the east 
strand of the Bulldog Mountain fault is one of the major targets 
of the contract work, it is recommended that the Operator's 
.request be granted. Undoubtedly, these two faults inter.sect to 
the north but it now appears the point would be several thousand..5 
of feet north of the present face of the Puzzle drift. 


According to the monthly reports submitted, there remains about 
854 feet of drifting and crosscutting in the contract. This 
should be enough to complete the crosscut and do some drifting 
on the. east strand fault.

Pursuant to a request dated September 27, 1966, from Chief, Office 
of Minerals Exploration, we have made a financial review of 
Contract 2166, examining the contract and accounting records 
and files of ONE and the Branch of Budget and Finance, U. S. Geological 
Survey. Four copies of our report of the review are attached. .-


The purpose of this project was to explore for silver-bearing ore 
bodies by crosscutting, drifting, trenching, and surface and under-
ground diamond drilling on 16 patented and 56 unpatented lode mining 
claims located in the Sunnyside Mining District, Mineral County, 
Colorado. The allowable costs set forth in the contract amounted to 
$212,320 with Government participation on 50 percent basis being 
$106,160. The exploration work was completed in June 1966 at allow-
able costs aggregating $l87, )-a5.90 of which the Government t s share 
amounted to. $93,7o7.95. Certification of possible production as 
a result of the exploration work was issued by ONE on October 11, 
1966. 


The attached report of review notes an underpayment to the Operator 
/ amounting to $175. The report contained no exceptions to the 


financial settlement made by 0NE.

This will respond to your inquiry of September 30, 1966 regarding 
the rate of interest applicable under the subject contract. 


As Annex II of the subject contract states the contribution of the 
Government, $26,981.65 under the Prior Contract No. 2130 is added 
to the estimated cost of the work under the subject contract and. is 
to be repaid under the provisions of the subject contract. Article !t,(e) 
of the subject contract provides for 6% interest. Accordingly, that. 
rate of interest is applicable to the "combined contribution under 
bbth contracts" indicated. underthe heading "Estimated Cost of the Work" 
on page 5 o! the subject contract. 


The Prior Contract carried an interest rate of 6j%. However, the 
work under that contract was completed and there-was no certification. 
Accordingly, the Government's only chance to secure repayment of the 
funds expended under that contract was to include those funds under 
the subject contract and it was so provided in Annex II.

The Bulldog Mountain, Inc., has completed the exploration work as prescribed 
in OME Contract 2166. As a result of the exploration work along the Puzzle 
structure and the Bulldog Mountain fault a total of $187,li15.90 was 
expended, and allowable costs specified by the contract with Government 
participation of 50 percent amounted to $93,707.95. 


The work performed under the subject contract disclosed the presence of 
ore-grade material contained within a strong persistent fault structure 
known as the Puzzle structure. Approximately 913 feet were driven on the 
east strand structure known as the Bulldog Mountain east strand fault. 


A considerable portion of the Puzzle structure contained vein material that 
varied considerably in width and mineral value. Approximately 1,500 feet 
of drift has exposed mineralized vein material that can be considered to be 
of ore grade, but only approximately 885 féet of the vein can be considered 
to be of mineable width at the present time.. The vein, for the most part, 
is characterized by its high barite content; locally barite carries 
appreciable native silver as vug filling occurring as wire silver or sooty 
argentite. 


Based on exploration done to date on the Puzzle structure and the east 
strand of the Bulldog Mountain fault, there is approximately 11, 81 i.O tons 
of ore assaying 3.0 oz Ag and 0.5 percent Pb per ton. This ore is presently 
on the stohkpile at the mine. 


There are some 37,750 tons of probable ore-grade material that will assay 
17.2 oz Ag and 3.5 percent Pb per ton. The tonnage of probable ore was 
calculated from six different areas, as shown in the "Homestake" report.

No great amount of possible ore reserves can be calculated at this time 
as very little work below the tunnel level has been done. One intercept 


,	 r 70 feet has been made to date from diamond drilling. 


I have checked the data and generally agree with the ore reserves calculated J/ 
by the operator's contractor and therefore conclude a significant discovery / 
of ore reserves of silver has been made as a result of the exploration 
work conrpleted under the subject contract. 


It is recommended that a certification of discovery be declared and the 
operator be so informed. The applicant need not be informed that the 
basis for declaring a discovery was made upon the "Homestake" report, as 
I question the fact that the operator's reserve estimate will be much 
different from the one calculated by Homestake.

As per your request, I am submitting to you a br.ief 
summary of developments on the Bulldog Mountain project 
during the months of November. and December, 1965. 


The original OME contract proposal for the Bulldog 
Mountain project,: Creede, Colorado., called for, among other 
things, drifting along the Puzzle structure 'to its inter-. 
section with the east strand of the Bulldog Mountain fault 
and then drifting, along the east strand structure. 


As drifting operations progressed along the Puzzle 
structure it became apparent that,. ,due to a change in 
general average strike of the Puzzle structure from a N.W. 
direction to a northerly direction,.the. previously antici-
pated:inte.rsection would not be effected within the footage 
limitations of the OME contract. Drifting operations, how-
ever, were continued along the Puzzle structure until the 
end of October, 1965, since the structure was quite a promi-
ne.nt one and contained a vein which for the most .part 
provided, an Interesting exploration prospect.

An interim inspection of the subject property was made December 16 
and 17. 


The crosscut that is being driven in a S. 759 W. direction for the 
purpose of intersecting the east strand of the Bulldog Mountain fault 
had reached a point of 514 feet beyond the 1.,OOO feet allowed under 
the subject contract andiere in the crosscutpproximately 160 feet. 


There were some small stringers cutting across the crosscut in a 
generally north-south direction that contained considerable limonitic 
stain and rock was somewhat altered but the east strand of the 
Bulldog Mountain fault had not been intersected. The monthly report 
for November also makes no note that the Bulldog Mountain fault had 
been intersected as of December 1.

The drillhole at Bulldog Mountain, the subject of your June 3rd 
letter, has been stopped due to lack of compressed air capacity. We 
will do some shallow longhole drilling as we go along and perhaps some 
dogholing. Later, when we see the need for enough deep drilling to 
warrant it, we will rent a supplemental compressor. At that time we 
may decide to lengthen this first hole. 


We do not agree with your cox1uslon that the hole Is unnecessary 
as we do not believe the block of ground involved, which is 400 feet below 
old drillhole Hexco 2, can be written off on the basis of previous infor-' 
xnation. Positive information from the subject drillhole In the east strand 
of the BDM fault or intermediate structures could immediately allow us to 
choose from alternative plans for the next phase of exploration and early 
resultant action would result in much time saved. 


With additional information as we go along we will be in an im-' 
proved position to decide as to deepening (lengthening) the first underground

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or.interest in the land and his 
right to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all 
existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this 
contract. The Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land. nor any right, title, 
or interest therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly 
referring to and providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation 
of the Government's right to a royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true 
copies.of such instrument shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty 
as provided in Article 7 have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become in-
applicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.--(a) Qperator's responsibility.--Thework shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently,, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and 
in compliance with State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete' the work as specified in Article 1(a). 


(b) p4pendent contracts. --To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit A 
'with express reference to performance by independent contractors on aunit-price basis (such as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so per-
formed (see Article 6(a), Category (1)). Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific 
and identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of the pertinent terms and conditions 
of tiiis exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its 
rights under this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected 
thereby. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, the Government will partici-
pate in payments to the independent contractor only as to work performed in accordance with the 
provisions of this exploration contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems the unit 
prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable. 


(e) Government may inspect. --The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases o the' work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect 
the work under the contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to 
the Government. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for 
such inspections. 


ARTICLE 1. Contribution by the Government. --(a) The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may 
withhold such sums as are necessary to protect its interests. The Government m.y make 'payments fbr 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the 
Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) 2perator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts 5f the work performed and of any production in which the Government may have an 
interest; and shall pieserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-
year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator. If work under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other 
operations, or if labor, supervision, services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other 
requirements for carrying on the work are also used in connection with other operations, the costs 
shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory 
to and approved by the Government. 


(b)	 nthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of monthly 
reports in three sections as follows: 


(1) Operator's Iv nthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work 


performed; and 
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including 


adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay 
reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under '(1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

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	 (c) Final report.--Upon cothpletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 

contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the related costs. 


(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as copies 
of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets and certifjed accounts of production and s /ale or other 
disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requiremerts.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's re-
ports, records, or accounts are insuf'icient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the preparation or completion o' the same with suitable attachments as an ex-
pense of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and 
aynnt of any Voucers relating to insufficient or iomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Costs.-- (a) Allowable cost.--Theallowable costs of the work to which the Government 
will contribute are limited to: 


(i) the necessary, ' reasonable,	 direct actual costs that areestimted in Exhibit A by 

categories as specified in this articie; and. 


(2) fixed costs for units of work to be performed (per foot, perhour, etc.) agreed upon in 
lleu.of actual costs and set forth in Ex.laibit A.

(c) Payment of royalty--(1) The Government's royalty shall be: five percent of the 	 1-s-
g±oss proceeds (including any bonuses, premiums, allbwancesi, or other benefits) from the production 
sold, in the form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, , r. eqivalent); at the point of delivery ('the 
f o b point), except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and 
shown as deductions on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by 
tne buyer, sampling and assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable 
by the buyer to ,a carrier (not the Operator)), shall be allowed as deductions ih arriviig at the 
"gross 'po'ceeds" as that term is used herein. No 'costs of the Operator are 'deductible in arriving 
at the "gross. proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufactuting) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it 'into a commercially marketable form. 


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, or 
used In integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d.) Unsold production.--If any production (ort, concentrate, métal,or equivalent), after the lapse 


of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in Integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, , if it is stockpiled), the 
Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its 
rOyalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, 
the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form In which 
and at the time it Is so used ,. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income froi mining 
operations for percentage depltion purposes in Federal income tax determination or the market value, 
whichever is greater.
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() Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 7(b)), the Operator 
hereby grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals and metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse' oi i4mè or is fully 
paid.


(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If 
the records of any prOduction and sales or otherdisposition of production, whether the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may 
be estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(g) No obligation to produce. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any ob-. 
ligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production 
operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing 
any obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Interests in purchased property.--(a) Title and ownership.--All costs under this con -
tract shall be Incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own account; 
but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the Operator 
and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property. --Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has. . interest, the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, 
and any reasonable and necessary cost thereof will be treated as an allowable cost of the exploration. 
After the completion of the work, termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when 
such property is not being used for the work, the Oprator 'shall not use it elsewhere without the 
'written consent of the Government and without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Govern-
ment for its proportionate interest. 


(c) posal of property.--Upon the completion of the work, termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Opera-
tor shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has a nterest 
for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by. return to the vendor, sale to 
others,. purchase by the Operator, or sale or transfer to 'the-Government at a price at least as high 
as could. be obtained from others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such 
property. Without advance approval of the sales price by the Government, the Operator shall not sell 
at any price any item of property that cost more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent 
of the purchase price any item of property that cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu gf approv-
ing the sales price for any such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the 
Operator is able to obtain or offers. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be 
considered in groups or categories (such as drill steel, explosives, pipe, or rail), and if the 
original cost of the remaining unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the 
Government waives its interest therein. If necessary to accomplish the 'dispOsal of any item, the 
Operator shall dismantle and sever it from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the 
exploration. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal. --If within 90 days after the completion of the work, 
termination of the'Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no 
longer needed for the work, the Operator has failed to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any 
property in which the Government has an interest, the Government, at any time prior to final settle-
ment under the contract, may: 


(i) in writing extend the time within which the Operator must dispose of or liquidate the 
property;


(2) by written notice to the Operator, place upon such property what it determines to be a 
fairvaluation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the date 
such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and 
such property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the 
Operator at the valuation so fixed by the Government; and 


(3) enter and take possession of such property wherever it may be found, and remove and 
dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 9. Termination of the Government's obligations.--(a) If the Government determines 
that operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not 
justified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(i) the Government shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred 
other than such as may be allowable under the provisions of the contract as necessary and inci-
dental to final accounting and reporting; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as 
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.







(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, 
the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, 
thereupon:


(i) the Uovernment shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not ináurred"". 
vhn the notice wa given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract as 
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 


The ' Government may &Lso avail itself of ay other remedy the law may nrovide for breach of contract, 
including he right to rescina the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the 
Government under the contract. 


(&)" The giving of 'any' nottcé by the o-ernnientnder the provisions of thiArticle 9 shall not 
affect the' Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved: 


(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 13. 


ARTICLE 10. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE II. Officials not to benefit.--No member of Or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any 'share or part' of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit.

This responds to your memorandum of February 8, 
docket. 


I spent the morning with Tom Steven in his office discussing the 
subject application. He told me that the crosscut he had mentioned 
to me earlier as being nearer the Bulldog fault zone than the breast 
of the Puzzle tun1el) is located on Benoxson's property (Emperious 
Mining Company) .. A claim belonging to Thmphreys would also have to 
be crossed to arrive at the Bulldog fault zone from the , Poxson 
crosscut. Since :?oxson, McKinley, and Cox are not even on speaking 
terms, the continuation of the aforementioned crosscut is out of 
the question at t1iistime. Tom Steven believes that the second best 
approach is the one the Applicant has chosen, namely to drive the 
proposed new adit from a point near the No. 1 corner of the Grover 
Cleveland claim at an altitude of 975C ieet. Tom Steven particularly 
likes the 9750 feet altitude since it is the midpoint of the 
production	 ie on the Amethyst fault.	 . 


I believe we are justified in going ahead with this project along.

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area to be explored is virgin so that it would seem fair to consider 
the past production record of the entire Creede District in justifying 
further exploration for silver in the Bulldog Mountain fault.

Drifting operations in and along the Puzzle fault structure 
continued on a two-shift basis throughout the month of April, 1965. 
The drift was advanced a total of 289 feet during the month of whteh 
forty feet (40') was on a spilt on the vein which had to be abandon-
ed after 40' since the split being follOwed was becoming progress-
ively weaker in strength and the other split was then drifted upon 
and which appears to be the main branch of the vein. 


The vein within the Puzzle 3tructure continues to be a var-
iable one insofar as both width and. mineralization Is concerned;

The loose, unceme.nted zone reported in last months report as 
just being encountered and which necessitated driging an offset 
drift to the vein apparently was only a local zone since vein where 
it was again intersected by the drift Is fairly competent. 


Some ten feet beyond point where offset drift and vein Inter-
sected, the vein, split into two branches the hanging wall branch 
was followed for some forty feet before It was realized that this 
was not the main branch at which tlie the footwall branch was then 
drifted upon. 


The second of the two currently proposed surface drill holes 
was completed during the ionth; the hole was bottomed at a drilled 
depth of 1120 feet. Hole was surveyed by use of Troparl instrument; 
log of hole is attached as a part of b!.is report. This second drill 
hole intersected a structure at a drilled depth of 830 feet which 
very possibly is the east strand of the Bulldog fault. As can be

Drifting operations along the Puzzle i'ault structure con 
tinued on a twoehitt basis throughout the month of March, 1965. 
The drift was advanced a total of 300 feet during the month; 
total drift and crosscut footage to date is 1 961 feet of which 
1,049 feet i3 drifting along the Puzzle strucure proper. 


The. Puzzlø fault structure continues to remain a quite 
prominent one but the vein within the structure has been quite 
erratic in both width and continuity during the past three bun 
dred feet of advance. 8r'ecciation persists along the structure; 
the hanging and footwall sides of the structure consists of 
Campbell Mountain rhyolite highly altered locally. The vein, 
where it exists, continues to be composed mainly of quarts and 
barito with attendant gouge and mud; the vein itself has varied 
in Width from several inches to about four (4) feet during the

Drifting operations continued on a two shift basis throughout the 
month of December, 1964. The drift was advanced a total of 197 feet 
during the month; tot•a1 drift footage to date is 1,116 feet of which 
204 feet is on the Puzzle structure proper, 


The Puzzle structure, thus far,, is shown to be a brocciate.d zone 
*ith slickensiding, mud, gouge and fracturing. The vein itself is a 
discontinuous quartzbarite vein with local thickening and thinning 
and varying from a few inches to a foot and a half in width. Some a1 
teration is present; a mud seam (3 to 1.0' in width) extends along a 
portion of the hanging wall side of the vein and is in evidence for 
approximately 100 feet 


Car samples (grabs fm the muck pile) are taken every drift 
round and assayed for silver content; channel samplsat 10.0. feet in 
tervals along the vein are also being cut. To date, no significant 
mineralization has been intersected. 


The surface drilling prograr continues to be plagued by the in 
clement weather and progress s slow; 88 feet were drilled during the 
month of December but only 81 feet of core was available for logging 
the remaining seven feet of core being in the core barrel at the drill 
rig. To date, 919 feet of hole has been drilled; 912 feet has been 
logged. The contact between the Windy Gulch tuff and the Campbell 
Mountain rhyolite was intersected at 888 feet; some mineralization was 
tntersected at the contact and at 900 feet. The drill log which is a 
part of this report shows assay results of core sent to assay. 


Attached is a sketch showing general area of exploration with pro 
gress to date; a sketch showing sampling and mapping of drift completed 
during the month; and, a breakdown of diamond drilling accomplished a-
long with a log of the core.

(b) Independent contracts. --To the extent that the allowable costs are 'estimated in Exhibit A 
with' express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so per-
formd (see Article 6(a), Category (l)S. Any such' independent, contract shall refer to some specific. 
iridentifiable part . of the work, and shall be subject to allof'the pertinent terms and'conditions 


6t this exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its 
rights under this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected 
thereby. Regardless' of the provisions , of any such independent contract, the Government will partici-
pate in payments to the independent contractor only as to work performed in accordance with the 
provisions of this exploration contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems the unit 
prices for the work under the independent contract to be reascable. 


(e) Government may inspect. --The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all / 
phases of' the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times tà inspect 
the work under the contract and production operations during the period that 'oyalty is payable to 
the Government.

ARTICLE 14. Contribution by the Government.-- (a) The Goverthient will make its contribution on

(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of monthly 
reports in three sections as follows: 


(i) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's , Progress Report showing the number of units 0. the various types of work

(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including 


adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay '

(c) Final report. --Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the related costs. 


(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as copies 
of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other 
disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with reguirements.-4f the Government determines that any of the Operator's re-
ports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the preparation or completion of the same with suitable attachments as an ex-
pense of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and 
paynent of any vouchers relating to insufficient or Incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTIClE 6. Costs.--(a) Allowable costs.--The allowable costs of the work to which the Government 
will contribute are limited to: 


(1) the necessary, reasonable, and direct actual costs that are estimated in Exhibit A by 
categories as specified in this article; and

inur such excesses for his own account without contribution by the Government, but the Operator is not 
obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage c>f the total allowable cost of the work. 


Any category or subcategory or element thereof nOt designated as a maximum In this article or In 
Exhibit A may be exceeded, provided that the total allowable cost of the work, which is a maximum, is 
not exceeded.

During the month of April, Raise No.2, near Spac 3-29, 
was advanced an additional 14 feet for a completed raise 
height of 66 feet; Raise No. 3, near Spad B-25, was advanced 
a distance of ti Ll feet for a total raise height of 66 feet by 
months end. The vein at the back of the No. 2 Raise is about 
three feet wide and consists p rimarily of quartz with barite' 
gouge and brecciated wall rock material; mineralization in 
vein at back of raise is weak in both silver and lead values and 
values appear to get p rogressively weaker as vein is fol-
lowed up dip. Raise no. 3 shows good vein width at back with 
fair values in both silver and lead; vein width is about 5 
feet and consists primarily of quartz with barite. The soft, 
loose nature of the vein material (barite, gouge, mud and 
breccia) rujuires close timbering of the raises as they are 
advanced. 


Diamond drilling during the month continued to show slow 
progress due to the broken and brecciated nature of the rock 
beirg drilled. Drill Hole No. 6, being drilled at 35° from 
Sta. No. 2, near Spad 13-29, was completed to a de pth of 454 
feet, This hole was beins drilled to effect an intersect with 
the east strand structure at a depth about 200 feet below the 
intercept obtained from Iole No. 2 drilled horizontally from 
this same drill station. Other than a zone of thin barite 
strinf'ers through core interval 342 1 -347 nothing of Interest 
was intersected in this hole. 


The diamond drill hole at Station No. 3, Drill Hole No, 3, 
being drillecl westerly at the west end of the long west cross-
cut at Spad B-4 1 was abandoned at 'a depth of 431 feet. The 
hole was drilled to a depth of 550 feet the last 65 feet of 
which no cuttings or sludge were obtained. At 550 feet the hole 
was stopped and cement introduced in an effort to seal off the 
broken ground and obtain sludge return to aid in identifyinr 
vein and structure. In drilling out the cement the drillrods 
became stuck at 431 feet. Hole was abandoned and a new hole 
from the same station was started; this hole, Hole No. 7 3 . Is also 
being drilled at a -26° angle but in a 365°W direction as com-
pared to a S75 0W direction for Hole No. 3. At months end, hole 
was completed to a depth of 183 feet. 


In addition to the drifting, raising and diamond drilling 
a total of 304 feet of longhole drilling was also accomplished 
during the month. These holes continue to be drilled in an east-
west direction at stated intervals along the drift as it is 
being advanced to test for possible other structures which may 
exist within 150 feet or so of the present drift.

Transmitted herewith is an original and two copies of the subject 
operator's monthly voucher, progress report and narrative for the 
month of March, 1966, as well as the supporting documents pursuant 
to the approval for payment. 


I certify that the information transmitted herewith is complete and 
accurate to the best of my knowledge and belief and therefor recommend 
payment of the government's proportion as claimed. 


During a final examination on the evening of May 10, 1966, Raise No. 3 
near Spad B-25 was inspected and was at a distance of about 80 feet 
above the track. The vein was 4 feet wide and contained abundant vein 
material, containing barite, quartz, silver and lead. The geologist, 
Mr. McCombe, who accompanied me underground, mentioned that the whole 
raise would average between 15 and 20 ounces of silver per ton. 


Raise No. 2, near Spad B-29 was examined on March 28, 1966 and was 
still 52 feet above the track level consequently it was not examined. 
The vein at 52 feet was 5 feet wide and contained barite, quartz, with 
silver and lead in it. 


Raise No. 1, six hundred feet south of Spad B-44 was still 45 feet above 
the track and had not been advanced due to poor ground conditions.

Drifting operations along the Puz1e-East Strand structure 


continued along, on a two shift basis throughoutthe month of 


March. The drift was advanced a total of 288 feet during the month 


for a total drift footage of 3,87 feet on or along the structure 


proper. 


The drift, throughout the month, continued along in what can 


be considered typical Campbell Mountain rhyolite; the rock is some-


what altered and bleached locally but in general comprises the hard, 


dense, siliceous rock of red color characteristic of Campbell 


Mountain rhyolite. 


The drift continued to follow along.on a fault fissure having 


a general strike of about N20°W and a dip of about 50 0 _70 0 E. The 


fault fissure or shear zone which aksp the structure varies 


considerably in width and during the month varied from a foot wide 


to drift' width (8 feet). The vein within the shear zone varied

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from a few inches to about 14 feet in width; vein was continuous 


throughout the month but mineralization associated with the vein 


was quite sporadic in silver values. The vein is composed of 


barite (major) quartz (minor), limonite, black manganese oxide, 


hematite and silver.

Drifting operations continued along, the so-called Puzzle-East 
Strand structure (original Puzzle structure) throughout the month 
of February; in addition to maintaining a two-shift basis on the 
drifting operations some crosscutting, raising,iong holing and 
diamond drilling was also accomplished. 


The Puzzle East Strand drift was advanced a total of 320 feet 
during the month; total drift footage on or along the vein structure 
is 3,199 feet. Total combined crosscut and drift footage completed 
on the project to date is 14,630 feet - this footage is exclusive of 
crosscut footage driven as drill stations but is footage directly 
related to exploration of either the Puzzle or East Strand structures 
or both. 


The drift throughout the month continued along, in a country rock 
type which has more or less the characteristics of the normal Campbell 
Mountain Rhyolite. The rhyolite is altered and bleached locally bt 
in general the rock has been more competent especially insofar as the 
foot and hanging walls were concerned. 


The drift followed along on a shear zone varying in width from 
about one foot up to over drift width - the shear zone has a general 
trend slightly west of north. The shear zone consists of much breccia 
and gouge with varying amounts of vein material - barite continues to 
be the major gangue mineral having associated with it some galena, 
pyrite, native silver, ruby silver, marcasite and chalcopyrite. Some 
grey, drusy quartz occurs as thin bands or narrow stringers following 
along with the barite. 


Within the shear zone occur many irregular and discontinous joints, 
fractures and minor faults; discontinous, irregular and enechelon

slickensided faults occur along the foot and hanging,  walls outside 
of the main shear zone which makes up the main structure being 
drifted upon. Within the shear zone, the vein during the early part 
of the month consisted mainly of small discontinous pods or lenses 
of barite; for the past 200 feet or so, however, he vein has been 
quite continous but varying in width from about one-half foot to 
eight feet. Much encouraging silver mineralization has been inter-
sected during the month and a fair length of ore grade material of 
mineable -width has been exposed at drift level. 


A raise near Spad 3-29 was started during the month; the raise 
at months end was up 32 feet and the vein as exposed at the back 
of the raise appears to be about four feet wide.but the entire width 
has not yet been exposed. The vein as seen in the raise appears to 
wedge down slightly up dip; the vein at the back of the raise consists 
primarily of barite with some galena, pyrite, manganese and probably 
the general associated silver minerals. Additional raises at variou 
intervals along the Puzzle drift are contemplated. 


Approximately 800 feet of long-hole drilling was accomplished 
during the month. This drilling is being done at regular Intervals as 
drifting progresses in order to test for the existance of other 
possible structures both to the east and west of the main drift; holes 
are drilled up to a maximum of 150 feet in length depending on rock 
and drilling conditions. 


The diamond. drill hole being, drilled west at Station No. 3 (west 
end of crosscut to the west from the main Puzzle drift) and which 
was started last month has been advanced only 308 feet during February 
for a total hole advance of 428 feet to date. Considerable difficulty 
has been encountered with broken and caving ground in the drilling of 
this hole which has necessitated casing to BX size and reducing to AX 
bit size. Nothing of significance has been encountered in the 428 feet 
of hole completed thus far; this hole (-26 1 ) is being drilled to inter-
sect the west strand of the Bulldog Mountain fault which intersection 
Is expected In a linear distance of approximately 650 feet.

Drifting operations along the original Puzzle drift was 
resumed as of the first of te month of January and continued 
intermittently throughout the month oi twoshift basis. In 
addition to driving of the Puzzle drift northwards, some 
raising and long-holing was also accomplished. 


The Puzzle drift was advanced a total of 137 feet during 
the month; total drift footage on or along the Puzzle structure 
is 20879 feet; total combined crosscut and drift footage driven 
on.thErproject to date is 4,310 feet. 


The Puzzle drift throughout the month continued in a some-
what altered phase of Campbell Mountain RhyQlite and followed 
along on a series of more or less discontinuous fau1t,pianes 
with a general trend slightly west of north. The fault planes 
constitute a general shear zone showing much brecciation though 
none of the fault planes can actually be considered as true 
hanging or footwalls due to their erratic and discontinuous 
nature.

Although 278 feet of crosscutting and 8 feet of drifting 
was accomplished during the month of December, 'the accompanying 
reports (Forms 60 and 61) reflect only 105 feet of advance 
which brings the total crosscut and drift' footage . to the 
maximum contract allowable of 4,000 feet.

On October 28, 1965, a request was submitted to OME 
asking for an amendment to the contract to allow leaving the 
Puzzle structure and to start a crosscut to the west, at a 
point near the face of the Puzzle drift as of' November 28th, 
to intersect the east strand of the Sulldog Mountain fault. 
An intersection with th east st±and structure was expected 
to be had in a linear crosscut distance of approximately 500 
feet.


On November 1st, the crosscut to the west was started 
and crosscutting operations were continued on a two 
basis throughout the month of November, 1965. The crosscut 
Is being driven in a S-750 W. direction which should be about 
normal to the strike of the east strand structure. 


The crosscut, throughout the month, continued In what 
appears to be an altered Campbell Mountain rhyolite. The 
rock type encountered varied from; the soft, loosely welded 
pumaceous nature to that of the hard, dense, siliceous type 
characteristic of the typical Campbell Mountain rhyolite.

Except for four days at the latter part of the month, drifting 
operations along the Puzzle structure were continued on a two-shift 
basis throughout the month of JQy, 1965.

The countryj'ock continues to be the Campbell Mountain rhyolite;

come somewhat broken up. Verylittle alteration of the wall rock a-
way from the vein is noted. 


At Spad B35 + 140 1 , a crosscut Is being driven out into the 
hanging wall and will be used for shuttleing of cars during mucking 
operations. This point was selected in part In order to explore the 
various barite seams and bands which trend off to the north into the 
hanging wall in this general area. (This crosscut footage is not 
included as part of the overall advance for the month.) 


Drifting operations were suspended during the latter part of 
the month so that mine personnel could be utilized in taking care of 
certain outsidpreparations for ore handling and storage. It is ex-
pected that outside work will be completed by the middle of the com-
ing month.

Drifting operations along the Puzzle structure continued on 
a two shift basis throughout the month of June, 1965. The drift 
was advanced a total of 297 feet during the month; total drift 
and crosscut footage to date is 9,869 feet of which 1,959 feet is 
drifting in or along the Puzzle structure proper.	 cra

In addition to the drifting, 850 feet of longhole drilling 


was also accomplished during the mth. These holes were drilled 
essentially horizontally to the east and west from the drift for 
distances from 70' to 100' and were drilled mainly to test for any 
possible structures that may exist alongside and parallel to the 
Puzzle structure and also to determine extent of alteration of wall 
rock away from the Puzzle structure proper. Sets of long holes 
were drilled at approximately 1 cQp . foot.intervals from point where 
crosscut first intersected Puzzle structure. 


The country or wall rock continues to be the Campbell Moun-
tain.rhyolite. The footwall side continues to be somewhat brec-
ciated and shattered with some alteration but which does not exend• 
out into the wall any appreciablçlistance; the hanging wall has 
been quite competent and a fairly definite feature throughout most 
of the drift advance for the month. 


The vein continues to vary in width from only a hala foot or- 
so up to driftwidth. Varying amounts of quartz and barite make up 
the vein material along with brecciated rhyolite, mud, gouge, etc.

Dear Mr. Connors; 
Drifting operations along the Puzzle fault structure con-


tinned on a twohitt basis throughout the month of March, 1965. 
The drift was advanced a total of 300 feet during the month; 
total drift and crosscut footage to—date is 1,961 feet of which 
1049 feet is drifting along the Puzzle structure proper. 


The Puzzle fault structure continues to remain a quite 
prominent one but the vein within the structure has been quite 
erratic in both width arid continuity during the past three hun-
dredfeet of advance. Brecciation persists along the structure; 
the hanging and footwall sides of the structure consists of 
Campbellfiountain rhyolite highly altered locally. The vein, 
where it exists, continues to be composed mainly of quartz and 
barite with attendant gouge and mud; the vein itself has varied 
in width from several inches to about four (4) feet during the 
past 300 feet. Some sulphide mineralization (lead, pyrite and 
marcasite) has been noted and fractures along the structure are 
coated with the black manganese oxide; silver mineralization 
during the past month has-been very sporatic with no ore grade 
material being intersected. 


During the latter part of the month, the drift along the 
structure encountered a loosely filled, highly crushed zone, 
which has necessitated abandoning following of the structure 
and going around it. Present plans are to offset the structure 
some 15 or 20 feet and follow along parallel to the strike of 
the structure for some 50 or 60 feet then test hole or dog-hole 
back to the structure to test its competency. If the vein and 
structure has become competent enough to allow following, then 
the drift will be turned back on structure if not the off" 
set drift will be continued =further until such time that the 
structure will allow drifting along it . 


The zone mentioned in the above paragraph appears to be an 
unceniented breccia some 12 to 15 feet wide and the back (which 
continues to work itself upwards) is presently some 30 to 35 ft.

Drifting operations along the Puzzle structure continued on a two-
shift basis throughout the month of January 1965. The drift was advan-
ced a total of 22 feet during the month; total drift and crosscut 
footage to date is 1,341+ feet of which 432 feet is drifting on the Puz- j-
zle structure proper. 


The structure itself continues to be quite prominent and minerali-
zation and metallization appears to be increasing as drifting continues 
to the northwest along the vein. The vein itself within the structure 
is increasing in intensity as the drift progresses to the northwest and 
in places is up to two () feet wide, The vein consists of an abundance 
of barite, drusy quartz, amethystine quartz and gouge; locally, small 
cubes of Pb. can be seen scattered throughout the drusy quartz. Although 
some ore grade mineralization has been intersected as shown by channel 
samples cut across the vein at regular stated intervals, no ore of mine-
able thickness has been intersected as yet. 


Iiuch brecciation is being encountered within the shear zone itself 
and broken up pieces (up to 2 1 ) of barite, drusy quartz, amethystine 
quartz and rhyolite with the associated gouge material makes up the bet-
ter part of the footwali side of the drift. There is no heavy ground, 
but muchtimbering is necessary in order to keep the loo	 ecciated 
material from falling out of the back of the drift when the gouge dries 
with exposure to the air. 


Nosurface drilling was accomplished during the month due to the 
continued inclement weather. Drilling will be resumed when weather 
permits. 


Attached are sketches showing general area of exploration with pro-
gress to date and sampling and mapping of drift completed during the 
month of January.
