Subject: Application for financial assistance in Minerals exploration

Transmitted herewith is an application for financial assistance from the 
Charter Mining Company to explore the Royal Charter and Little Nation 
Lode claims in the Silverton area, San Juan County, Colorado. 


The major difficulty with their application is that the applicant 
apparently owns only one-half interest in the claims and that the other 
half will be purchased in due time. This of course disqualifies the 
property for consideration for an exploration loan. The application is 
poorly prepared and lacks many major items such as copies of the 
applicant's letter to the banking institutions, as well as important 
items under 3. Physical descriptions such as 3b, c, d, e, f, and g. 
A much more detailed breakdown of costs should have been submitted as 
well. Unless more data can be made available and the ownership is 
more secure the applications cannot be considered.
