In. reply to your letter of March lL., 1968, it 


seems impossible for us to comply with all the requires 
ment's you desire". We.beiieve we have a lot of shipping 
ore in the Silver Nugget. mine, with only putting in a 
raise of about fifty feet, but we do not have the money 
to go ahead with it at this' time. If you should have 
a man down our way about the first of June and he would 
examine the property-, I feel sure he would recommend 
enough money to open up this ore body. We have a good 
tunnel about 750 feet. to the fault. We need to get in 
to the oxide *one', which is about fifty feet higher. 
There is a talc streak which will pan a: spoon full of 
pure copper to a panning, at this point.- The iron Pyrites 
vein is about eighteen inches wide and at a height of about 
300 feet' above our tunnels We p-ut in a little cross 
tunnel and the pyrites had turned to Galena and runs 
very high in silver, also a little gold. 


If you could see your way clear, and would give us some 
consideration we will be' very glad to cooperate to the 
best of our ability.
