(.c) The Government shall not contribute to any 
cost of rehabilitation or repair incurred by the Operator 
which in its opinion would not have occurred had there 
been no suspension of the work.. 


(d) The Operator at its own cost and expense', 
without contribution by the Government, during the 
period of suspension shall preserve and protect the 
project work. 


2.. The time fixed by Article 1 of the contract 
for the completion of the work is extended from 15 to 
24 months from the date of the contract, or until 
July 31, 1970. 


3. The maximum period for.r9yalty payments and 
for the lien to secure the payment thereof provided 
for in the contract is extended from 10 to 11 years 
from the date of the' contract. 


4. It Is the essence of the contract that the

(a) The contract and all obligations of the 
parties thereunder, except as otherwise provided 
herein, shall be and is hereby terminated effective 
October 4, 1968. 


(b) The Government will contribute only to 
allowable costs incurred prior to October 4, 1968. 


(c) The Operator shall promptly perform all 
winding-up and settlement actions provided for in the 
contract, including the rendering of the final report 
and final account. 


(d) The Operator, as principal if the Operator 
is the producer, or as suretyif the Operator is not the 
producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers 
or fails to retain his interest in the land), shall pay 
to the Government the royalty on production provided for 
in the contract in the same manner and amount and for 
the same period as if certification of possible production 
had been made by the Government pursuant to Article 7 
of the contract, such certification being hereby waived 
by the Operator. In-addition, all rights of the Government 
provided for in the contract'wjth respect to certification 
of possible production, royalties on production and liens 
to secure the payment thereof, reports (including 
preservation of Operator's records), accounts, audits, 
and the right to recover anyoverpayments are hereby 
preserved.

700; 30 U.S.C. § 611 - 616), consists of this form, the 
attached Annex .1 (land. description), 3chibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed. 
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator 


shall begin the work on or beforeSeptember 1, 196 & , and, subject to the provisions of Article 9 
(Late) 


and Echibit A, shall either have completed the work within 15 months from the date of the contract 


or shall  have incurred allowable costs (see Article 6) in a sum not less than the total cost set forth 
in Echibit A. 


(b) The total allowable cost of the work set forth in 5rhibit A is $ 149jon . 0n. The Govern-

excess of $1O8,975.00Ln accordance with the provisions of Articles 3, 4, 5, and 6 0 "Costs incurred" 
means costs that have been paid or have become due and payable, or that the Government determines have 
become obligations. 


(c) Interest computation.--Simple interest at the rate of_7'_94ercent shall accrue from the 
dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of royalty expires, 
or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or Obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's right in land.--(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex 
correctly describes the land which .is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such 
right, title, or' interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and 
(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the lien agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his 
right to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all 
existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this 
contract. The Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, 
or interest therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly 
referring to and providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation 
of the Government's right tba royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true 
copies of such instrument shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty 
as provided in Article 7 have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become in-
applicable. 


ARTICLE 3 . Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and 
in compliance with State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete the work as specified in Article 1(a). 


(b) Independent contracts.--To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit A 
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so per-
formed (see Article 6(a), Category (1)). Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific 
and identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of the pertinent terms and conditions 
of this exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its 
rights under this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected 
thereby. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, the Government will partici-
pate in payments to the independent contractor only as to work performed in accordance with the 
provisions of this exploration contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems the unit 
prices for the work under ttie. independent contract to be reasonable. 


(c) Government may 'inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect 
the work under the contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to 
the Government. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for 
such inspections. 


ARTICLE 1. Contribution by the Government.-- 	 The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may 
withhold such sums as are necessary to protect itb interests. The Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the 
Operator. 


ARTICLE 5 . Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may have an 
interest; and shall preserve .those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-
year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent Pooks, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator. If work under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any—other 
operations, or if labor, supervision, services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other 
requirements for carrying on the work are also used in connection with other operations, the costs 
shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory 
to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly re-
ports in three sections as follows: 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work per-


formed; and 


(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate 
engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government; however, the original of 
the Operator's Monthly Voucher shall be supported by documentary evidence, such as certified copies or 
transcripts of payrolls and invoices, for all costs claimed under Article 6 (a) (i).)

(c) Final report.--Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with three copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final monthly report). This final report shall Include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the related costs. 


(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two 
copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e.) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's re-
ports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the preparation or completion of the same with suitable attachments as an ex-
pense of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and 
payment of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Costs.--(a) Allowable costs.--The allowable costs, of the work to which the Government 
will contribute are limited to: 


(1) the necessary, reasonable, and direct actual costs that are estimated in Exhibit A by 
categories as specified in this article; and 


(2) fixed costs for units of work to be performed (per foot, per hour, etc.) agreed upon in 
lieu of actualcosts and set forth in Exhibit A. 


The Government will not contribute to costs under any category or subcategory omitted from the 
estimate of costs in Exhibit A. Any excess over any estimate which is indicated as the maximum of any 
category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement.or related cost; any excess over a fixed unit 
cost; and any excess over the total allowable cost of the work are not allowable. The Operator shall 
incur such excesses for his own account without contribution by the Government, but the Operator is not 
obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage of the total allowable cost of the work. 


Any category or subcategory or element thereof not designated as a maximum in this article, or in 
xhibit A may be exceeded, provided that the total allowable cost of the work, which is a maximum, is 


not exceeded.. 
CATEGORY (l)__IwDEPE TDENT CONTRACTS.--(See Article 3(b)). The total of this category and the aver-


age unit cost estimated for each type of work to be performed under an independent contract are maximums. 


CATEGORY (2)--PERSONAL SERVICES. 
Subcategory (a)--Supervision and Technical Services--All elements of this subcategory (number 


of supervisors, technicians, outside consultants, periods of employment,-rates of pay, and total) are 
maximums.


Subcategory (b)--labor. 


CATEGORY (3)--OPERATING MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES. --Includes such items as drill bits and steel, explo-
sives, fuel, pipe, power, timber, rail, and small tools costing less than $50 each. 


CATEGORY ( 1 )--OPERATING EYIJIPME1T. 
Subcategory (a)--Rental. --The number of each rented item Z6 mine cars, 1 truc?, the rate of 


rental l00 per month, $5 per hourJ, and the total of this subcategory are maximums. 
Subcategory (b)--Purchases.--The total of this subcategory is a maximum. 
Subcategory (c)--Depreciation.--All elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums. 


CATEGORY (5)--INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.--Costs of items listed under this category include 
all requirements, such as labor, materials 'and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than 
provided for in category (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The total of this 
category is a maximum. 


Subcategory (a)--Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and in-
stallations (exclusive of mine workings).--The total of this subcategory is a maximum. 


Subcategory (b )--Initial rehabilitation and repairs 'of operating equipment.--The total of this 
subcategory is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (6)--NEW BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF MINE WORKINGS) .--Costs of 
items listed under this category include all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies, and 
supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under 
any other category. The total of this category is a maximum.







CATEGORY (7)--MIsCELIANEOUS. --Includes requirements and costs that do not fall within any of the 
first six categories,' such as repairs other than initial and 'maintenance of operating equipment, analyti-
cal work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, liability in-
surance covering employment, travel, and communications. 


(b) Nonallowable costs.--In addition to the limitations imposed by paragraph (a) of this Article 6 
the Government will not contribute to the following costs: 


(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other costs ,of acquiring, 
owning, or holding possession; 


(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other 
than payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), 
damages to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment 
or other property used in the work); 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
(4) Deferred payments . --Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the pro-
visions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the de-
livery of the goods, unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 
(c) 'Reductions in costs.--The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 


incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the 
Government contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so 
that they are available for use within the limit of the original total cost. The provision does not apply 
to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's royalty under the provisions of Article 
7.


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.--(a) Certification.--If the Government considers that mineral 
or metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration 
work, it shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a 
sufficient final report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 


(b) Royalty on production. --The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retains his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a 
royalty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(1) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time within which the government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government 
is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c) Payment of royalty.--(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds 


(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrate, metal or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and assaying to determine 
the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator or 
producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. 
No costs of the Operator or Producer are deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is 
here used.


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or other 
production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable form. 


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, or 
used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 


of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating' operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Government, at its 
option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on the value of 
such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Government elects 
to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufacturing or fabricating 
operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on such production shall be 
computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so used. "Value" as here used 
means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal 
income tax determination or the market value, whichever is greater.







(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 7(b)), the Operator 
hereby grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals and metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully 
paid.


(f) Notice to purchasers . --The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government ' a claim 
for royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay 
the royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement 
sheets. If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the' 
production is by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of 
the royalty may be estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be fins], and binding upon the 
Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any ob-
ligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production 
operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Interests in purchased property.--(a) Title and ownership.--All costs under this con-
tract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own account; 
but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the Operator 
and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions although title ) thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property.--Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest, the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, 
and any reasonable and necessary cost thereof will be treated as an allowable cost of the exploration. 
After the completion of the work, termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when 
suA property is not being used for the work, the Operator shall not use it elsewhere without the 
written consent of the, Government and without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Govern- 
ment for its proportionate interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.--Upon the completion of the work, termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Opera-
tor shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest 
for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, erther by return to the vendor, sale to 
others, purchase by the Operator, or sale or transfer to the Government at a price at least as high 
as could be obtained from others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such 
property. Without advance approval of the sales price by the Government, the Operator shall not sell 
at any price any item of property that cost more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent 
of the purchase price any item of property that cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approv-
ing the sales price for any such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the 
Operator is able to obtain or offers. Property remaining ipon any termination of the work shall be 
considered in groups or categories (such as drill steel, explosives, pipe, or rail), and if the 
original cost of the remaining unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50,the 
Government waives its interest therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item, the 
Operator shall dismantle and sever it from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a coat of the 
exploration. 


.(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.--If within 90 days after the completion of the work, 
termination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no 
longer needed for the work, the Operator has failed to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any.

(c) Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages.--The U. S. Geological Survey may 
withhold or cause to be witbhéikd, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the Operator 
or subcontractor, such sums as may administratively be determined to be necessary to satisfy any li-
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the 
clause set forth in subparagraph (b) of this paragraph. 


ARTICLE 15. Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages. --The regulations of the Secretary 
of labor applicable to contractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, Part 3), made pursuant to the Copeland 
Act, as amended (11.0 U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. S. C. 
874) are made a part of this .contract by reference. The Operator will comply with these regulations 
and any amendments or modifications thereof and will be responsible for the submission of affidavits 
required of independent contractors thereunder. The foregoing shall apply except as the Secretary 
of labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and exemptions.

The purpose of the project is to explore by drilling from 
sites to be prepared on the surface for silver-bearing ore bodies 
in and along the Lucy-Last Hope, Columbus - Grand View, and Diamond 
veins which occur in volcanic rocks in the San Juan Formation and the 
Silverton Volcanic Group, both of Tertiary age.

Discussion 


The original objective of the Ice Lake project was to test.the various 
vein structures, in the top part of the San Juan Formation. The San Juan Formation 
had been the biggest producer in the Telluride-Sneffels Mining District, 8 to 10 
miles to the north. It was surmised by the investigators of the property that 
there were in the Silverton series overlying the San Juan Formation strong vein 
structures at the surface with erratic Au-Ag mineralization which might have at depth 
bonanza. ore shoots in the San Juan Formation. In the Telluride-Sneffels district, the 
structures horsetailed at the surface with no appreciable mineralization, therefore, 
it was felt that there was good potential in the San Juan Formation at depth in the 
project area. 


In order to test the vein structures, a diamond drilling program was proposed 
with eight holes and a total footage of 7,100 feet. At this point, Vitro Minerals 
Corporation applied for an Office of Mineral Exploration precious metals loan to 
finance the diamond drilling exploration. The ONE reviewed the geologic data, the ex-
ploration targets, the proposed budget required to test these targets and granted 
Vitro the loan in the amount of :$108,750. 


Work commenced on the Ice Lake project in July, 1968 with Sprague and 
Henwood, the diamond drilling contractor and Aerial Applicators of Salt Lake City, 
the helicopter contractors. The helicopter company was commissioned due to the 
inaccessibility of the project area. The only access to the project area was by a 
pack trail which was impractical for the transportation of drilling rigs and other 
heavy . equipment. 


In briefly reviewing the work performed in the 1968 and 1969 field seasons, 
six holes were completed by Sprague and Henwood. The results of these holes were as 
follows:

Conclusions and Recommendations 


The vein structures were intersected in the Silverton series and the San 
Juan . Formation indicating weak mineralization. The diamond drill results have. 
shown that the attitude of the Lucy-Last Hope vein is irregular and the vein width 
is reasonably persistant, but without economic values. The Diamond and the Columbus-
Grand View veins were shown to pinch out with depth where drilled. 


In analyzing this project in retrospect, the initial method of exploration 
in testing the favorability of the San Juan Formation meant deep diamond drilling on 
poorly defined targets. Instead of this long shot approach with deep drill holes, 
the structures in my opinion should have been tested with shallow holes first to 
determine their attitude, then, with deeper holes beneath the encouraging shallow 
holes to test them in the San Juan Formation. This method of approach would have 
better defined the targets. On the project, as the initial deep drill holes failed 
to give satisfactory results, shallower holes were then proposed this past season 
to better define the structures. The drilling method in the last two holes employed 
NX core with drilling mud, resulting in the best core recovery on the project. With 
the Lucy-Last Hope structure well defined and acceptable core recovery where there 
was previously no recovery, Vitro Minerals is faced with the fact that this informa-
tion has cost over twice the original proposed budget of $167,000.. 


The exorbitant project costs were two fold, expense of access and the 
poor performance by the drilling contractor which was probably the single most con-
tributor to the higher costs. The expense of access, chiefly the use of .a helicopter 
to transport equipment was unavoidable. However, the poor performance by Sprague 
and Henwood may have been eliminated by having a more stringent drilling contract 
based on performance rather than time spent on the project. 


In summarizing the results of the diamond drilling program, assay results 
indicated that the continuity of grade of mineralization in the Silverton series is 
too erratic to meet Vitro Minerals' objective for a mine and there is no positive 
encouragement for an improvement in the San Juan Formation. The cost to prove con- 
tinuity of grade and thickness of the veins in the Ice Lake Mining District in light 
of the past performance with its exorbitant cost is the prohibiting factor for 
further exploration in the area by Vitro Minerals Corporation. Therefore, the writer 
recommends that Vitro Minerals Corporation terminate its.exploration in the Ice Lake. 
area. An alternative plan could be to interest another company with a partial 
interest for a cash commitment. In this way,the geologic knowledge gained and the 
operating techniques employed could be put to good use.	 :. . .

Field operations will commence on the Ice Lake project on June 15, 1970. The 
purpose of this memo is to present a coordination plan to the participating 
contractors so that the operation will proceed with expediency. 


Trans West Aerial Applicators will have their helicopter in Silverton, Colorado 
on June 15, 1970 and will be ready at that time to begin hauling diesel fuel, 
gasoline, men and supplies to the project area at Fuller Lake. Trans West 
will provide in addition to their pilot a hookup man who will be responsible 
• for loading the aircraft. 


Sprague and Henwood will assemble by June 15, 1970 their entire fuel requirements 
for the drilling season. This will consist of 40 barrels of diesel fuel, 15 barrels 
of gasoline, plus several cases of motor oil and grease. They will have on hand at 
this time their drilling foreman and anyone else they deem requisite to the operations. 
Sprague and Henwood's two diamond drill helpers will report for work at Silverton on 
June 15 and will work for Vitro (on Vitro payroll) in rebuilding the bunkhouse at 
Fuller Lake.

The Operator, in a letter dated December 2, 1969 that accompanied 
the October 1969 voucher, requested an amendment to the subject 
contract to allow for a recess in operations from November 1, 1969 
to July 15, 1970 due principally to inclement winter weather 
conditions at elevations above 10,000 feet above sea level. 


The Operator completed two diamond drill holes in October, 1969 
during extremely inclement and hazardous weather conditions, during 
which time the bunk house in Ice Lake Basin was blown down, and 
virtually demolished, luckily no one was injured. 


Exploration work completed to date under the subject on the Lucy-
Last Hope, Diamond and the Columbia-Grand View veins consists of 
the completion of diamond drill hole numbers 1, 3a, 4, 6, 7 and 8 
for a total footage of 5,594 feet. Operational problems, have been 
numerous both from a labor and equipment standpoint as well as 
drilling and geological. 


The Diamond vein was not intersected by drill hole Nos. 3A, and 4, 
indicating that vein dips northeasterly rather than southwesterly 
as was originally postulated. 


The Lucy-Last Hope vein was intersected by diamond drill hole Nos. 
1


31 8, 6a and 7, thus exploring the vein for a distance along its 
strike for some 3,600 feet, however, in only drill hole (6a) was







.	 o 


any significant mineralized material penetrated. The vein zone at 
this intersection was as wide as 22 feet, and a two-foot zone within 
the 22 feet assayed 19.6 oz. Ag, 0.25 oz. Au, 6.29% Zn, 4.22% Pb 
and 0.30% Cu. Other samples within the vein zone assayed lesser 
amounts as shown in the October geologic report. Drill holes 6a, 
and 7 show the Lucy-Last Hope vein to dip southwesterly at a much 
flatter degree than was originally postulated, however, a review 
of the geologic logs shows some brecciation and faulting deeper 
in the hole, and may indicate a split in the vein or possibly some 
parallel structure. A thorough study of these structures should be 
made prior to the commencement of drilling next spring. 


The Operator has completed a total of 5,594 feet of diamond drilling 
out of an allowed total of 7,500 feet leaving a balance of 1,906 
feet that may yet be drilled to further explore the Lucy-Last Hope 
veins. It is advisable that the balance of footage be used to 
further define and test especially, the Lucy-Last Hope vein at depth. 


The company has expended $117,665.29 of a total estimated cost of 
$145,300.00, of which the Government's contribution would be $108,975.00 
on a 75 percent participation basis. 


It is therefore recommended that an amendment be prepared and executed 
to recess the project as requested.

An interim inspection of the Ice Lake PrOject was made on October 14 
and 15, 1969 by the Field Officer, Region III in company with Mr. 
Thomas Sharps, Project Manager and Mr. George Ainbariantz, geologist 
for the Operator. Recent repeated heavy snows at elevations above 
11,000 feet above sea level have made surface diamond drilling operations 
extremely/difficult but it is hoped that the footage remaining to be 
drilled on holes 4 and 6 can be completed this fall. 


Below is a review of the exploration work completed under the subject 
contract as of October 15, 1969: 


DRILL HOLE NO. 1 


Objective: To explore for the downward extension of the Lucy-Last 
Hope vein on the southeast side of the intersection between the Lucy-
Last Hope vein and the Diamond vein some 150 feet northwest of Fuller 
Lake. 


The hole was drilled to a total depth of 605 feet. The Lucy-Last 
Hope vein was penetrated at a depth of 333.5 feet, indicating the vein 
has a dip of 67° S. 44° W. in the vicinity of drill hole No. 1. 	 I, 


Assay determinations made on sludge samples taken between 333 and 336 
feet shows only minor amounts of gold and silver, indicating that the 
Lucy-Last Hope vein feathers out southeastward, beyond its junction 
with the Diamond vein.
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DRILL HOLE 2 AND/OR 2A 


Will not be drilled until next summer (1970), and, as indicated in 
the contract, may be drilled only if drill hole No. 4 indicates that 
the Diamond vein is found to dip to the northwest, or proves encouraging 


otherwise. 


DRILL HOLE 3A 


Objective: To explore the Diamond vein ,at depth, southwest of 


Fuller Lake 


Drill hole 3A had been drilled to a depth of 917 feet as of July, 1969 
and has since been completed to a total depth of 1200 feet, according 
to the Operator's project geologist, and has penetrated no distinct 
vein material from the Diamond vein, however, some mineralized material 
was penetrated in a highly altered zone between 188 and 192.5 feet 
where the core recovered assayed as much as 4 oz. silver per ton. This 
mineralized material was in the footwall of the vein as well as being 
in the Silverton volcanics, considerably above the San Juan formation. 
This would indicate, from the section (Fig. 1) accompanying the July 
1969 voucher, that the Diamond vein may have an easterly dip, at least 


locally. 


DRILL HOLE NO. 4 


Objective: To texplore the Diamond vein some 900 feet northwest 


of the drill hole No. 3 target area. 


The Operator's report covering the period from September 1, 1960 to 
October 3, 1968 indicated that a quartz vein penetrated at a depth of 
600 feet contained some tetrahedrite, however, circulation was lost, 
and drilling was then suspended. Assays of the material indicated 
there were only minor amounts of silver and gold. This may or may 
not have been the Diamond vein, consequently the Operator elected to 
deepen the hole to insure them of the location of the Diamond vein 
at depth. It is hoped drill hole No. 4 can be completed this fall, 
however, recent persistent heavy snow storms, at high elevations (12,000 - 
13,000+ feet above sea level) may prevent completion of drill hole 


No. 4. 


Drill hole No. 4 was drilled beyond 600 feet and was deflected downward 
at about 500 feet, and would have missed the vein entirely. The hole 


was then whipstocked and at the time of the interim inspection on 
October 15, 1969 was at a depth of 1152 feet, with a total depth 


anticipated of' 1225 feet.

DRILL HOLE NO. 5 


Objective: To further explore the Diamond vein and/or the Lucy-
Last Hope near the junction of these two veins. 


If drill hole No. 6 proves encouraging drill hole No. 5 should certainly 
be drilled. Mr. Sharps feels it is a very critical hole and relates 
to the entire project and should be drilled in any instance. This hole 
has not yet been drilled and is scheduled for completion next spring. 


DRILL HOLE NO. 6 


Objective: To explore the Lucy-Last Hope vein north of the 
intersection with the Diamond vein. 


The drill hole had been drilled to a depth of 427 feet as of October 15, 
1969 leaving approximately 123 feet yet to be drilled to an estimated 
total depth of 550 feet. 


DRILL HOLE NO. 7 


Objective: To explore the downward extension of the Lucy-Last 
Hope vein nearly 1200 feet southeast of the drill hole No. 8 target 
area. 


The drill hole was completed to a total depth of 727 feet. The contact 
between the Silverton Volcanics and the San Juan Tuff was at a depth 
of 575 feet. There was no vein-type mineralized material penetrated 
in drill hole No. 7, except for finely disseminated pyrite. 


DRILL HOLE NO. 1- 


Objective: To intersect the Lucy-Last Hope vein at depth at its 
most northwestern extremity SE of Pilot Knob. 


The intensely altered zone adjacent to and on the hanging wall side 
of the Lucy-Last Hope vein was intersected at a depth of 594 feet. 
From this depth the drill passed through a sequence of highly altered, 
mineralized breccia, massive quartz vein material, more highly altered 
mineralized breccia and eventually, at 623 feet, the drill re-entered 
barren country rock which appeared to be of the San Juan Formation. 
The true thickness of the vein as illustrated in figure 3 is approx-
imately 6 feet, and when the intensively altered wall rock on the 
hanging and footwall sides of the vein are taken into consideration, 
the true thickness of the lode is 21.5 feet. The zone of alteration 
on the footwall side is quite thick and measures 13 feet, whereas

Work Performed by Vitro from July 1, 1969 to July31, 1969 


No. 3A Drill Hole 


This drill hole was advanced from 340 feet to 917 feet by Bx 
wireline core drilling. Core recovery throughout this interval was excellent. 


The contact between the Burns latite member of the Silverton Volcanic 
Series and the underlying San Juan Tuff was , intersected at 509.7 feet down 
the hole. This contact is therefore approximately 40 feet higher in 
elevation than originally postulated. In as much as the contact between 
the Burns latite and the San Juan Tuff represents an old erosion surface, 
the difference between the postulated and the true elevation of the top of 
the San Juan Tuff is quite within reason. No surveys have as yet been made 
on this hole. 


No significant metal mineralization was encountered in this hole 
during July. A geologic log, of this hole is appended as a part of this 
report. Figure 1 illustrates the cross section of this drill hole and 
figure 2 depicts its surface trace. 


No,. 4 Drill Hole 


No. '4 drill hole was advanced by Bx wireline core drilling from 600 


feet to 681 feet. Core recovery through this interval has been very good. 


With the exception of finely 'disseminated pyrite which is apparent 
through most of this section, the core was quite free of metallic mineral-
ization. In the monthly report dated October 3, 1968 it was stated that 
the "Diamond" vein may have been intercepted at a depth of 600 . feet. 
Advancement of this drill beyond this period has proven that premiss to be 
false with the "quartz vein" intercepted just below'the dellenite dike 
being nothing more than a narrow stringer adjacent to the dike. 


No in-hole surveys were made on this hole during the month of July. 


The geologic log for this hole is appended as a part of this report 
and the surface trace is illustrated in figure 2. Figure 3 shows the cross 
section of this drill hole. Data required for preparing the surface trace 
and cross section were, ' however, gathered subsequent to July 1969.

Mr. E. B. Hotchkiss, Vice President, Vitro Minerals Corporatfi

They will request moving 
the collar location of 2A from its present proposed location to a point 
where the hole will intersect the Columbia-Grand View vein more normal 
to the vein in the same target area as shown on the contract map, 
terrane problems are the main reason for the relocation request, Figure 2. 
The new collar location will fall off the claims presently under lien 
and subordination to the Government; however, the Operator now has 
staked additional claims adjacent to the Frederick and St. Anthony claims 
and will subordinate them when necessary. I informed them it would be 
required. 


There may be some other changes such as increased hole depth for diamond 
drill Hole No. 3 and Hole No. 5 may not be drilled at all, depending 
on results obtained from drill hole Nos. 4 and 6, presently being drilled.

Justification for Relocating Diamond Drill Hole No. 2A 


Approximately 1,900 feet of drilling footage remains under.the contract for 
further exploration of the Lucy-Last Hope veins. As set up under the 
contract diamond drill hole No. 2A was to have been drilled from the same 
site or collar location as hole No. 3A. The Operator requested permission 
to move the collar location of diamond drill hole No.' 2A to a new collar 
position, to be designated No. 2B, approximately 630 feet south along the 
strike of the vein. 


The hole inclination to its intersection with the vein at the 2A collar 
location would be -47


0 on a bearing of S. 540 15' E., which is at an 
angle to the strike of the vein. Postulated depth of the hole was 1,050 


feet. 


At the new collar location designated No. 2B, the inclination of the 0hole 
to Its intersection with the vein will be -53 0 on a bearing of N..72 30 E., 
which is a bearing-approximately normal to the strike bearing of the vein. 
Postulated depth of the hole to its intersection with the vein is 700 feet. 


The Operator's plan map, submitted with the relocation request, suggests 
that there' should be no topography problems involved in moving to a new 
collar location. There are several advantages in relocating the collar

Voucher for the subject contract with supporting data, as well as 
request to amend the contract to allow for additional drilling and 
other increased costs. Enclosed also is the Operator's copy of an 
Administrative Suspension Statement reclaiming $32.20 for Drill Hole 
#7, which has since been completed, and to release $200.00 withheld 
pending resumption of work in 1970. Work was resumed on June 15, 1970 
and completed during October 1970. 


Two copies of the operator's final geologic and engineering report 
is also transmitted herewith, and is acceptable, along with the geologic 
and engineering report dated October 1969 that covers the drilling 
completed during the 1969period. 


It is concluded that certain geologic data concerning the Lucy-Last Hope, 
Diamond, and Columbus-Grandview veins in the Ice Lake Basin was obtained 
as a result of the exploration program, especially as to vein continuity, 
however the discovery of significant mineralized material was essentially 
non-existant. It is recommended that the contract be terminated and 
that no certification of discovery be made as there were no significant 
reserves of silver ore discovered as a result of the exploration work..

 subject project area was visited on August 17 and drill core 

(stored in Silverton, Colorado) was examined on August 19. Prior to 
making the inspection, the company's copy of the contract was briefly 
reviewed, and several items pertaining thereto were disc1ssed with 
T. A. Sharps (resident geologist), L. C. Rove, Jr., (chief geologist), 
and E. B. Hotchkiss (vice-president) - all of Vitro Minerals Corpor-
ation. 


Exploration methods under ONE Contract 2262 call for drilling at three 
different sites simultaneously. These drill sites (hole nob. 1, 4, and 
8) were visited, in the company of Messrs. Sharps and Rove, and all 
were found to be operating and progressing with apparent good core 
recovery. However, no sludge was being recovered, as called for in the 
contract, at any of the drill sites for several reasons. 1) Drill hole 
nol. 1 hit a void, in what logically had been assumed to be hard corn-
pict country rock, at about 67-70 feet depth and immediately lost their 
water. To remedy this, the company was going to case the hole to about 
80 feet in hopes of solving tbe problem. 2) Drill hole no. 4, because 
of. engine troubles in early days of this drilling program which began 
in late July, and miscalculation of the thickness of cover (talus) to 
be penetrated had not hit bedrock with consequently nothing to recover 
in the way of core. 3) Drill hole no. B was thought to not be seatin 
properly and hence no sludge was being forced up, just oily water. 4 
In the case of all drill holes, the country rock perhaps is more 
fractured than suggesteâ from surface exposures thus sludge and water 
is being forced out into the walls. 5) Also, in the case of all drill 
holes it was thought that the annular space and/or grease on the drill 
stem were not permitting passage of sludge. A new special flanged or 
wider bit was on order. 6) An internal but contributing factor also 
was the first drilling crew on the job was reluctant to do a proper 
job - they only wanted to make footage. They were replaced.

The company realized the fact that the contract called for recovery of 
sludge and was doing everything they could to correct the situation. At 
the time of inspection they had not yet hit their targets or had passed 
through any mineralized ground. 


At the time of inspection, depths of the drill holes were no. 1 - 340 
feet with good core recovery except for the void mentioned above; no. 4 - 
54 feet and thought to be just at interface of talus and bedrock; and 
no. 8 - 212 feet with good core recovery. The cores of holes nos. 1 and 
8 were examined. The rock was not mineralized but was altered to varying 
degrees with considerable chlorite and locally epidote. In logging the 
core from hole no. 1 they had picked the contact between the Burns and 
San Juan Formations at about 280 feet - I saw no reason to disagree with 
this, in fact I am glad they had to do it, not me. 


All items stated under General Provisions, Exhibit A, in the contract 
(such as camp, board, and transportation facilities, storage and logging 
of core, etc.) were being met as far as I could observe, except again as 
mentioned above, the sludge recovery problem. 


From discussions on the site as related to the problems, Vitro posed the 
following two questions to ONE for consideration. 


1) If Vitro goes ahead with drilling hole no. 1, not recovering 
sludge, and perhaps gets less than 60 percent core recovery 
in the vein, is this an incomplete hole as far as MM-is 
concerned and thus ONE would not contribute to cost? if-then, 
Vitro wedges off and cuts the ore zone again at their expense 
getting more than 60 percent core or else recovering sludge, 
would ORE then consider hole no. 1 as completed and share 
in cost of the original hole no. 1? 


2) It is probable (in fact, sure) that drill hole no. 1 will 
bottom (assuming they overcome the sludge problem) before 
hole no. 4. The latter, as called for in the contract, 
determines the position of holes nos. 2 and 3 or nos. 2 and 
3A. Can Vitro move equipment at hole no. L'and proceed with 
hole näs. 2 and 3 or 2A and 3.A using their best judgment as 
to the site selection? 


Drill site locations of question 2 above was discussed with Sharps in the 
field and we both tentatively agreed site of hole nos. 2 and 3 appeared 
to be the better. This decision may be different dependent upon develop-
ments subsequent to my visit. 


In the process of this inspection, some geologizing was done which - 
disc'osed definitely an offset, determined by a heretofore undiscovered 
and displaced dike, near proposed drill site no. 7. This may result in 
Vitro finding it necessary to make an amendment proposing changes of 
drill site location.

This reiterates my oral reports with both Washington, D. C. and Denver 
offices following the inspection, and adds' some detail. Before leaving 
the field an attempt to contact Sharps relative to making amendments 
concerning drill site no. 7 and starting of drill hole no. 2 (as not 
dependent upon information from drill hole no. 4) before completion of 
drill hole no. 4, but he could not be raised by radio contact. However, 
on August 21, before my departure for Denver, I met the head man of the 
drilling crew who said they were then beginning to recover sludge.

This has resulted in the proposal of new collar 
locations for Hole Nos. 2, 3, 7, and 8. The collar locations of 
Holes No. 4, 5,, and 6 were discussed at length and have not been 
altered from our original plan. Based on aerial photographs, 
field knowledge, and favorable angle of intersection, we feel 
that this location is the best one to provide the required data. 


The changes in drill hole locations have resulted in re-
ducing the total maximum drilling.footage. We have recalculated 
the estimated costs for reaming, cementing, etc., which has 
slightly reduced the estimated drilling cost per foot.

16. PARENT COMPANY. A parent company for the purpose 
of this offer is a company which either owns or controls the ac-
tivities and basic business policies of the offeror.

12. PILOT QUALIFICATIONS: The bidder and contractor agree that pilots used in the perform-
ance of the contract must possess the following qualifications:

The equipment and personnel are to remain continuously in the approximate operations 
area for the contract term. 


17. COST OF DELIVERY, MAINTENANCE AND SUBSISTENCE: The coats of placing the helicopter, 
pilot, maintenance crew, and equipment at the reporting point ready for operations, 
as well as the cost of maintenance and repair of the helicopter during the term of 
the contract and removal of equipment and personnel from termination point after com-
pletion of the contract shall be at the contractor's expense. Flying time in connec-
tion with field maintenance, as well as flying time for return to base of operations 
due to mechanical trouble shall be at the contractor's expense.

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18. SCHEDULE OF OPERATIONS: The schedule of operations will be planned by the Govern-


The contractor agrees to designate, in 
writing, one pilot to represent the contractor on the job for the purpose of plan-
ning operations with the Contracting Officer's designated representative(s). Work 
will normally he carried out on Mondays through Fridays, National Holidays excepted.

Officer may release the helicopter(s) for errands of mercy. Helicopter(s) furnished 
under the contract shall not be used for the salvage of damaged or demolished heli-
copters or other aircraft without specific permission of the Contracting Officer. 


20. GASOLINE AND LUBRICATING OIL: It is the responsibility of the contractor to furnish 
at his own expense, all gasoline and lubricating oil needed to perform the contract. 


21. TIME OF MAXINC. FLIGHT: Flights in the operational areas shall be made only on days 
considered suitable for surveying purposes in the opinion of, and as directed by 
the Contracting Officer's designated representative(s). 


22. DEFINITION AND COMPUTATION OF FLYING TIME: As used in these specifications, "actual 
flying time" shall mean the logged time (to the nearest five minutes, i.e., 5:12 
would be logged as 5:10, and 5:13 would be logged as.5:15) from takeoff to ladi, 
while the helicopter is engaged in transporting the survey 
and supplies to and from their field stations. The Government may furnish time 
recorders to be attached to each helicopter. 


In the event that the helicopter is not ready for use, when needed, during any part 
of a work day (a day chosed for work) between 7:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., and if the 
period of non-readiness is of 2 hours duration or more, the contract period will be 
extended one day. 


23. REPLACEMENT OF HELICOPTER: In the event that a helicopter is rendered inactive or 
damaged beyond immediate repair the contractor must within seven (7) calendar days 
(from the hour the helicopter goes out of commission) furnish a replacement heli-
copter which will meet the terms of the contract. The contract period will be 
extended by the time lost during the seven (7) day period. If the contractor does 
not make the replacement as outlined above, the Government will take the necessary 
steps to secure a replacement and the contractor will be charged with any excess 
costs incurred which exceed the contract terms. Contractor may be required to 
replace a helicopter which in the opinion of the Contracting Officer is unsuitable 
for the work being performed. An example of this would be a case in which excessive 
down time or repeated equipment failure adversely affects progress on the job. 


24. REPAIR AND RESCUE: When search for and rescue of Government and contractor's 
personnel or repair of ships which are out of commission (either at the base camp 
or in the field) is made necessary by the failure of the contractor's equipment or 
accidents caused by his employees, the cost of such search, rescue and repairs are 
solely the responsibility of the contractor. This includes all flying time required 
to return the rescued men to the base of operations.

25. REIPORTS A copy of the daily log of flying hours with entries in a standard aircraft 


log book for the helicopter shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer's designated 
representative at the end of each day. The log book shall be attested by the Contract-


ing Officer's designated representative. 


20 FEDERAL TRANSPORTATION TAXES: As only Government personnel and incidental equipment 
and baggage will be transported by the contractor's helicopter(s) Federal Transporta-
tion Taxes are not applicable to this contract. Therefore, bids shall not include 
Federal Transportation Taxes nor shall invoices or vouchers include such taxes. 


27. TIME EXTENSION: Time extension will be made as provided in paragraphs 15, 22, and 23 
due to non-readiness; however the minimum guarantee will not be increased if time 
extension is due to non-readiness.

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TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE OF THE GOVERNMENT

This well prepared and elaborately documented application for 
exploration assistance displays research of pertinent and available 
geologic literature and a reasonable interpretation of both that 
and their preliminary geologic field studies. Their discussion of 
the geology and mineraideposits generally Is good, particularly 
with respect to the Tertiary volcanic units 	 host rocks (and: 
exploration targets). of the mineral deposits. My few comments, 
therefore, pertain to those items that may assist 0 with their 
investigation and evaluation of this application. NOte also, a 
few pencil marks made on report pages. 


Analogy has been drawn between the applicant's property and the 
larger and more famous of past- and present-producing properties In 
the Telluride-Sneffels area 5 to 10 miles north thus presumably 
alluding to this property's potential. No real comparison can be 
made between these two areas except for similarity of volcanic host 
rocks of the veins and the nearness of the areas to a major cauldron 
(Silverton) subsidence structure. The type and attitude of fractures 
and the fracture pattern in the Ice Lake area suggest a relationship 
more to the post-volcanic intrusive body southwest of the area (see 
Vitro plate I) rather than to the cauldron; this relationship may be 
a limiting factor on the magnitude and extent of the mineral deposits. 
This may also have some affect upon the mineralogy of the deposits. 
Contrary to the contracted mineralogical report, tetrabedrite is 
usually early in the paragenetic sequence and is likely to decrease 
in abundance with depth if it is even very prevalent in the present 
exposures; aphalerite and galena probably will increase in abundance 
with depth and any silver values will be carried in the galena. Gold 
values would be expected to be enticing but probably not sustaining. 
And, one volcanic unit being a more favorable host rook than another, 
in the Ice Lake area the Silvërton Volcanic Group versus the San Juan 
!ormation, probably can be discounted because both these units are 
rhyodacitic tuff breccias with similar characteristic.

The Ice Lake Basin area is one which has had considerable but 
restricted prospecting and little producing activity, all of which 
may carry a subtle meaning. However, it is an area that warrants 
deep exploration. Drilling programs such as proposed by Vitro Corp. 
and perhaps ultimate deep drifting are the methods needed to properly 
explore this area. Is a statement concerning future intentions following 
drilling needed and/or required? 


This drilling program needs a critical examination relative to costs, 
footage per day, total footage per hole, number of rigs (they call for 
three but perhaps two would be adequate) and size of crews, and overall 
methods; most critically, check the illustrations (figures 12 through 19) 
showing proposed drill holes. Sketches for drill holes 1, 6, 7, and B 
disregard dip of the vein. also, the contact of the two volcanic units 
is not drawn at the presumed correct depth as projected on the basis of 
the contact in the basin --'it drastically fluctuates up-and-down, and 
no reason is given for the position in each. However, some of the 
positiois selected are not too bad as I believe the San Juan-Silverton 
contqct rises southward from the 12,400 altitude in the basin as much 
as 100 feet or more in the basin southwest of (behind) Vermillion and 
Fuller Peaks; this contact will be extremely difficult to pick in the 
drill cores.. 


With respect to drill holes 4-6 I fail to understand why they propose 
collaring above and northwest of the so-called Diamond Lake in the talus, 
when essentially the same results could be obtained from a site more on the 
level (ifsome talus but requires a less elaborate drilling platform, etc.) 
behind or southwest of this lake (see maps). Are drill holes 2 and 8 
necessary? Instead of proving out a possible ore structure, they appear 
• to be testing sites which show mineral and were in part originally 
prospected because of ease of access. The site of drill hole 7 seems 
of no gain; 'I would suggest setting up on knoll (see fig. 8) and aim 
hole about east or a few degrees north ofeast at the supposed offset 
of the Lucy-Last Hope vein with the north and northeast fractures. And', fO 5C 


why put the rig on the bench between 13,100-13,200 feet altitude and 
attempt to undercut (note fig. 19) the vein? This altitude will also be 
getting to helicopter operating limit.s slinging 500 pounds of equipment 
(contrary to what the contract companies claim -- in the suxnmer'of 1967 
I had a supercharged Bell and with two passengers could noimake 13,000 
feet altitude). This drill rig could be set up lower in the basin on the 
slope about 12,900-13,000 southwest of vein about 350 feet or so; with 
the footage saved from that proposed on this and other holes they could 
drill two holes and fan them (north; N45-5çE) thus exploring more of vein. 
As I stated earlier, this hole could also be eliminated from the program 
without impairing overall value -- getting close to west end of vein.

On February 2, 1968, Mr. Eugene B. Hotchkiss, Vice President, 
Vitro Minerals and Chemical Company, telephoned me regarding 
our letter to Vitro of January 31, 1968, on the subject of the 
appliäant's financial eligibility for participation in the 
exploration program. 


Mr. HOtchkiss informed me that current assets were required 
for Vitro's operations, and that available funds were committed 
to research and development projects, about 90 percent being 
with the U. S. Government. He further stated that to request 
loans from banking institutions on the basis of Vitro's financial 
statement would involve exposing details of commitments for 
R and D. much of which is for classified work. He said that the 
matter had. been discussed with Mr. R. T. 'Ruder, Vice President, 
of Vitro, who felt that the company should not reveal information 
to the banks on its complex activities in highly confidential or 
classified projects. He added that Mr. Ruder would write a 
memorandum concerning this matter and furnish us with a copy. 


I told him to write us a letter explaining' the situation and 
enclose a copy of Mr. Ruder's memorandum.

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I. SUMMARY 


The Ice Lake project area is located in Ice Lake Basin, San Juan 
County, Colorado, about seven miles west of Silverton. Elevations 
range from 12,200 to 13,800 feet. The area lies above timberline 
and is characterized by long, harsh winters, and short, cool summers. 


The project area lies in the western San Juan Mountains, a district 
which has produced over $330,000,000 mostly gold and silver ore since 
its discovery about 1870. Most of the ore produced has come from veins 
in fissures related to the Silverton Caldera or outlying intrusive 
centers. The richest and most continuous veins are found in the Tertiary 
San Juan Formation with lesser values being found in the veins where 
they cut the overlying Silverton and Potosi Volcanic Groups. Through-
out the district there is a close spatial relationship between Tertiary 
intrusives and mineralization,

Vitro Corporation of America owns, or has options on, 14 patented 
and 19 unpatented claims in Ice Lake Basin. These claims cover a series 
of veins, the major ones being the Lucy-Last Hope, Diamond, and Columbus-
Grand View. These steeply dipping veins are seen cutting the upper 
Silverton and lower Potosi Volcanic Groups, where they range up to 15 
feet in width, and are mineralized along the entire known outcrop length 
of 5,000 feet. Surface channel samples assay as high as 2.530 ounces 
of gold and 13.00 ounces of silver per ton. 


The presence of this high grade mineralization in the veins where 
they Cut the upper Silverton Volcanic Group, plus the existence of ore 
grade mineralization in pre-Tertiary rocks at the Bandora Mine just 
south of the project area, logically suggests that mineralization will 
be present in the untested San Juan Formation beneath the project area.

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II. INTRODUCTION 


Location and Accessibility 


The patented and unpatented mining claims of concern in the "Ice 
Lake project" lie in the upper portion of Ice Lake Basin in Sections 
13, 14, 23, and 24, T. 41 N.,, R. 9 W. and also Sec. 18, T. 41 N., 
R. 8 W., San Juan and San Miguel Counties, Colorado (See Figure 1). 
The center of the project area is 9 miles due south of Telluride, 
3-miles southeast of Ophir, and 7 miles west of Silverton. The area 
lies within the San Juan and Uncompahgre National Forests, the Ice Lake 
Mining District, and the Ophir, Colorado 7½ minute topographic quad-
rangle (See Plate I). 


The project area is accessible only by a pack trail leading west 
from the South Mineral Campground (U. S. Forest Service) at an elevation 
of 9,820 feet above sea level, and running into Ice Lake Basin at ele-
vations of 12,200 to 12,800 feet. While access to the surface is 
difficult and has delayed exploration in the past, underground access 
for future exploration, development, and production will be relatively 
easy. Low-level tunnel sites with south or southwes-( exposures and 
room for mill sites and tailings disposal are available near South 
Mineral Creek to the southeast and Lake Fork Creek to the west. These 
sites would require about .7,000 feet of drifting to give access to the 
several veins in the project area. 


Ice Lake Basin is a compound cirque enclosed on its north, west, 
and south sides by aretes and horns typical of areas of alpine glaci-
ation. Ice Lake, Fuller Lake, and several smaller lakes within the 
basin are tarns. The area is extremely rugged with elevations rising 
abruptly from 12,585 feet at the surface of Fuller Lake to Golden Horn 
(13,761 feet), this being a horn on the western arete. Cliffs and 
steep talus slopes are common on the sides of the basin. 


These altitudes place the entire basin above timberline at this 
latitude and the level areas of the basin are typical, flower-filled, 
alpine meadows. 


No weather records are available for this area, but summers will 
be rather short (late-June to late-September), cool, and sparklingly 
clear with frequent afternoon showers. Winters are long and harsh with 
low temperatures and heavy snowfalls common. Even so, our information 
indicates that, while undoubtedly difficult, work in the basin is not 
always impossible in the winter because the Webster, Last Hope, 
Columbus, and Grand View claims were surveyed for patent in January, 
1897, and according to the Silverton Standard, May 16, 1903, mining 
at the Emma Mine on the divide between Ice Lake Basin and Lower Ice 
Lake Basin was carried on throughout the winter of 1902-03. The 
weather station at Savage Basin, altitude 11,522 feet, about 14 miles 
northeast of this area, reports average annual snowfall of 400 inches 
(Bromfield, 1967). 
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While the rigorous climate will restrict surface exploration work 
to the summer months, no problems are anticipated to hinder year-around 
production from the contemplated, low-altitude production adits.

As mentioned above, Ice Lake Basin is accessible only by trail 
from South Mineral Campground. While an access road suitable for 
four-wheel drive vehicles could undoubtedly be built into Ice Lake 
Basin, it is felt that the cost would be extremely high and the road 
would be subject to rock and snowslides and, thus, of only limited use-
fulness. Furthermore, we understand that the U. S. Forest Service 
recently refused permission for another prospector to build a road into 
Lower Ice Lake Basin presumably in order to preserve the wilderness 
aspect of the area. A well-graded gravel road leads 4 miles from 
South Mineral Campground to a junction with U. S. Highway 550 about 
two miles northwest of Silverton, which connects with Ouray to the 
north (23 miles) and Durango to the south (51 miles). This road Is 
paved and maintained throughout the year. 


Silverton is the terminus of the narrow-gauge Denver & Rio Grande 
Western Railroad from Durango. This line is primarily a tourist at-
traction, and is operated only between June 1 and October 1, No freight 
is carried. Freight service is available at Durango on the standard ---" 
gauge Denver & Rio Grande Western Railroad,, 


Silverton, the seat of San Juan County, with a population of 822, 
1960 census, is the nearest community to the Ice Lake project area and 
can provide a small number of experienced miners. Small supplies, 
mainly foodstuffs, are also available here, but Durango, Denver, and 
Grand Junction are the closest centers for major equipment purchases. 


A 44 2 000-volt power line owned by the Western Colorado Power 
Company runs from Durango to Silverton. In addition, two 17,000-volt 
power lines run to Silverton from Telluride (Vanderwilt, 1947). 


Adequate and suitable water is available from the several tarns 
and streams within Ice Lake Basin for the subject exploration program. 
Sufficient water for future milling operations is available at either 
of the afore-mentioned mill sites. 


History of the District 


The Ice Lake Mining District was undoubtedly prospected during 
the period of discovery in the San Juan Mountains between 1870 and 
1880. However, the first record we have of activity in the Basin 
area is from the early 1880's. From 1880 to 1895, production from 
the district was quite small and was mainly restricted to high-grade

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gold and silver ores found on or close to the surface. 	 In 1896, the I Ice Lake (Callow) Mill was constructed about one-half mile above South 
Mineral Campground, initiating a period of greater mining activity in 
the area.	 This activity continued until 1916 when the Ice Lake Mill 
was closed.

continued after that date, our only record is of $78,500 production in 
the years 1938-45 (Vanderwilt, 1947) when up to three mines produced 
ore.	 There has been no mining during the last 20 years. I No diamond drilling has ever been done in the Ice Lake Basin area. 
All exploration on the several veins has been done by means of shallow 


and shafts, and short adits.	 The longest of the adits is believed I	 .pits to be the upper tunnel on the Lucy claim which is said to be 600 feet 
in length, but all adits on the project property are now caved or filled 
with ice and not subject to detailed examination. 


Ownership of the Project Claims I
The Ice Lake project area is covered by a group of 14 patented 


and 19 unpatented claims with various owners, all of which are owned I or optioned to Vitro Corporation of America (See Plate II). 	 The details 
of ownership and lease conditions will be found in copies of the several 
leases attached in Appendix I.	 The titles of the patented claims have I been searched and a legal opinion indicates that the title to the. several 
patented claims appears to be established in the lessors. 


I. Previous Investigations


INo up-to-date small-scale geologic map has been published cover-
ing the Ice Lake Basin. However, Mr. Robert,8', Luedke, U. S. Geological 
Survey, is presently engaged in mapping the Ophir Quadrangle for eventu-
al publication at a scale of 1:24,000. Geologic maps at that scale 
have been recently issued for the Telluride Quadrangle (Burbank and 
Luedke, 1966) to the north, the Mount Wilson Quadrangle (Bromfield,

.	 . 1967) to the west, and the Ironton (Burbank and Luedke, 1964) and Ouray

(Luedke and Burbank, 1962) Quadrangles to the northeast.

The literature on the geology and mineralogy of the San Juan 
Mountains is extremely voluminous, and while a complete bibliography 
of the literature is beyond the scope of this report, a number of 
publications were most helpful in the development of this project and

have been credited throughout the report. 


Several consulting engineers have written reports on the Ice Lake I project, and those by J. M. Callow (Oct. 1, 1899), Julian Lee Hayes 
(Sept. 4, 1935), Mason W. Rankin (Nov. 8, 1949) 9 and Oscar Reynolds 
(Jan. 20, 1959) have been studied. I

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Hayes, Rankin, and Reynolds all postulate the likelihood of 
bonanza-type precious metal occurrences in the upper portion of the 
San Juan Formation which was the most favorable host rock found in 
the highly productive mines of the Silverton area, and urge an explo-
ration program similar to that proposed in this report,, The Callow 
report recommends a test of the overlying Silverton Volcanic Group. 
All these references suggest an increase of grade and tonnage with 
depth. These reports, have already been submitted to the U. S. 
Geological Survey for their review. 


Vitro Corporation of America conducted a geologic mapping and 
geochemical sampling program in the Ice Lake area throughout the summer 
of 1967. Much of the geologic data presented herein, particularly the 
detailed geologic map (Plate III) is a direct result of that program. 
Geologic mapping was done by the conventional telescopic alidade-plane 
table method. Color air photos were used as an aid in determining 
structure and zones of alteration. Magnetic methods of geophysical 
exploration were used in tracing formational contacts. Assay data 
derived from samples taken along the veins were used in determining 
proposed drill hole locations,
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III, GEOLOGY 


Strat igrapy 


All rocks exposed within the immediate Ice Lake project area are 
of Tertiary age, but from geologic work in surrounding areas, and our 
examination of pre-Tertiary exposures in the valley of South Mineral 
Creek, it is known that there is a thick, underlying section of pre-
Tertiary sedimentary rocks,

The exposures of pre- .Tertiary rocks closest to the Ice Lake project 
area are in the valley of South Mineral Creek and in the amphitheater 
above the Ice Lake Mill but below the level of Lower Ice Lake Basin. 
A thick sequence of red siltstones and sandstones can be seen above the 
Ice Lake Mill which are believed to be a part of the Upper Triassic 
Dolores Formation (Figure 2). Lying stratigraphically above the Dolores 
is the Upper Jurassic Entrada Sandstone, This formation was not recog-
nized near the Ice Lake Mill, but was recognized in the valley of South 
Mineral Creek between the Bandora Mine and the South Mineral Campground 
where it has a thickness of about 20 feet, 


Above the Ice Lake Mill, there are outcrops of a dark gray lime-
stone, believed to be the Pony Express Limestone Member (Figure 3) of 
the Upper Jurassic Wanakah Formation. The Dakota Sandstone (Upper 
Cretaceous) is reported to occur at the Bandora Mine (Luedke, personal 
communication; King and Alisman, 1950). 


Formations lying below the Dolores Formation and above the pre-
Cambrian form a section about 5 2 000 feet thick (Bromfield, 1967) and 
are known to outcrop northeast of the Ophir Quadrangle in the Ironton 
Quadrangle (Burbank and Luedke, 1964) and Ouray Quadrangle (Luedke and 
Burbank, 1962). Vhay (1962) mapped and described an area which in-
cludes the northern edge of the Ophir Quadrangle and tabulated data 
on the pre-Tertiary formations in that area. From this published data, 
and our examinations, it is possible to construct a probable pre-Tertiary 
stratigraphic column for the Ice Lake Basin area, which is shown in 
Figure 4.

Telluride Conglomerate,— Lying above the pre-Tertiary formations, 


and on a profound angular unconformity in this area, is the Oligocene (?) 
Telluride Conglomerate. The Telluride does not outcrop in Ice Lake I	 Basin, but is known to form the base of the Tertiary section in all 
adjoining areas, and can be seen in a prominent outcrop in the amphi-
theater above the Ice Lake Mill. Here the flat-lying Telluride lies

I San Juan Formation. -- Overlying the Telluride Conglomerate is the 
San Juan Formation, the oldest volcanic unit in the western San Juan 
Mountains.	 The age of the San Juan Formation is somewhat uncertain I because only fragmental plant fossils have been found in it and there-
fore its age is presently given only as middle and late Tertiary 
(Luedke and Burbank, 1963). I Excellent exposures of the San Juan Formation are found on the 
headwall of Lower Ice Lake Basin, where the total thickness of the 
formation is 1,100 to 1,200 feet.	 This thickness compares with 600 I to 750 feet in the Mount Wilson Quadrangle (Bromfield, 1967) and more 
than 3,000 feet in the Ouray Quadrangle (Luedke and Burbank, 1962). 
Vhay (1962) states that the thickness of the San Juan Formation is I about 1,250 feet at the north edge of the Ophir Quadrangle. 


The San Juan Formation in the Ice Lake Basin area is rather uni-
formly composed of angular to sub-rounded volcanic fragments set in a 
tuffaceous matrix.	 Bedding is difficult to see except from a distance 
where indistinct bedding planes are apparent.	 The formation is purplish-
gray in overall appearance, except where hydrothermally altered, but 
the breccia or agglomerate fragments display a great variety in color 
and composition.	 During our mapping, we referred to the San Juan I Formation as a quartz latite tuff breccia. 	 This is the designation 
given by Larsen and Cross (1956). 	 Luedke and Burbank (1963) describe 
the formation as consisting predominantly of rhyodacitic tuff breccia, 
The San Juan Formation is separated from the overlying Silverton I Volcanic Group by a period of erosion which has contributed to the 
variation in its thickness.


Silverton Volcanic Group. -- The Silverton Volcanic Group out-
crops widely on the floor of Ice Lake Basin and the lower slopes of 
the bounding arete. In this area, the Silverton is about 700 feet 
thick. Larsen and Cross (1956) state that it reaches a thickness of 


I
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about 3,000 feet in the Silverton Quadrangle and thins to the west 
(toward Ice Lake Basin).	 Bromfield (1967) reports that exposures of the I Silverton Volcanic Group on Lizard Head are 450 to 700 feet'thick, but 
the upper part of the Group has been eroded in that area. I Geologists of the U. S. Geological Survey, in their published data 
on areas around Ice Lake Basin, have separated the Silverton Volcanic 
Group into a number of component formations ranging in composition from I andesite to rhyolite. 	 These divisions could not be determined during 
our mapping, and we describe the Group as a series of tuff breccias 
and agglomerates, varying in color from dark gray to reddish- or 
greenish-gray, and with considerable variation in composition, being I generally a quartz latite. 


The Silverton Volcanic Group is assigned an age of middle and late

Tertiary (Luedke and Burbank, 1963). 


Potosi Volcanic Group. -- Disconformably overlying the Silverton 
Volcanic Group (Figure 6) and outcropping only on the horns and arete I around Ice Lake Basin, is the lower portion of the middle and late 
Tertiary Potosi Volcanic Group. 	 The Potosi is about 1 0 100 feet thick I in the South Telluride area (Vhay, 1962), but only the lowest 400 to 
500 feet is found on the Ice Lake Basin arete, 	 Here the Group consists 
of crudely banded, white to light gray, welded ash-flow tuff of rhyo-
litic or quartz latitic composition.	 The formation has been extensively I altered and much pyrite has been, introduced which gives the weathered 
outcrops a brilliant red coloration.


It is probable that all of the Potosi seen in the Ice Lake Basin 
area is a part of what has been called the Treasure Mountain rhyolite 
(See Larsen and Cross, 1956, page 71). 


Quaternary Formations 


Pleistocene alpine glaciation formed the present land surface in 
Ice Lake Basin with its cirques, tarns, aretes, and horns, but no 
moraines were seen in the area. 


Recent talus is widespread in the Basin forming thick accumulations 
at the base of the arete. Rock glaciers which are present in many 
of the cirques in this part of the San Juan Mountains are' not present 
in Ice Lake Basin,


Intrusive Rocks 


Only one intrusive rock unit occurs within the Ice Lake project 
area. This is a dike which trends about N. 400 E. from the small tarn 
on the Diamond claim (referred to herein as "Diamond Lake") to the 
south edge of Ice Lake and from there over the ridge towards Island 
Lake. The dike averages about 50 feet thick, appears to be vertical, 
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FI.GUR 6 -- Contact between Potosi Volcanic Group (above) 
and Silverton Volcanic Group (below) as seen 
in "notch" above Diamond Lake, Ice Lake Basin. 
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and consists of a rather dark greenish-gray rock containing corroded I and altered inclusions of older rocks. Luedke (personal communication) 
identified this dike as dellenite. It is post-Silverton Volcanic Group 
in age. 


Immediately south of Ice Lake Basin near the Big Three and Bandora 
Mines, is the large Grizzly Peak-Rolling Mountain stock. The stock was 
not investigated in detail and only its northern contact is shown on 
the regional geologic map (Plate I). Larsen and Cross (1956) describe 
the stock as being 5 miles long with a medium width of 3 miles and 
composed of a pinkish-gray, rather fine-grained quartz monzonite. It 
is known to intrude the Treasure Mountain rhyolite and thus must post-
date the early Potosi Volcanic Group. 


North of the Ice Lake project area, in the vicinity of Ophir, 
there are a number of intrusive masses, plugs, and dikes (Vhay, 1962). 
The largest mass, the Ophir Needles intrusive is dioritic in composition 
but contains several phases ranging to monzonite. There are several 
other smaller masses of diorite-monzonite, and a number of small plugs 
of quartz-feldspar porphyry. Cross and Purington (1899) show that 
the Ophir Needles intrusive occupies a rather large area south and south-
west of the town of Ophir. This intrusive was not examined during our 
survey and is not shown on Plate I. 


Structure 


Silverton Caldera Area 


Burbank (1941) presents an excellent summary of the complex structure 
of the Silverton Caldera Region and the following paragraphs are quoted 
directly from that report (pages 151-4): 


"The Silverton volcanic basin comprises two major 
structural provinces - (1) an interior down-faulted block, 
which may be further subdivided into a hub of tilted and 
moderately disturbed formations, and an enclosing ring of 
highly faulted rocks, and (2) an exterior province of 
relatively undisturbed but fissured rocks. Although 
structural studies of the interior block have only begun, 
the rocks of the hub or down-faulted core of the caldera 
are irregularly tilted and locally fissured and faulted; 
in contrast, the rocks of the marginal zone of ring faults 
are highly faulted, fractured, and more steeply tilted. 
The rocks exposed in the hub are mainly the Burns latite 
and pyroxene andesite of the Silverton volcanic series; 
those exposed in the ring-fault zone comprise a greater 
proportion of older formations, owing partly to their high 
structural position, and partly to erosion along the valleys 
that outline the caldera. This zone is characterized also 
by numerous small intrusive bodies, breccia pipes, and vol-
canic necks, which afford evidence of relatively intense
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volcanic activity.	 Over a width ranging from several 
thousand feet to several miles the rocks have been highly I altered by chemical action of fumarolic emanations and 
hot mineralizing waters.	 Both the rock alteration and I the concentration of intrusive bodies suggest that at 
moderate depths below the surface the margin of the 
caldera is underlain by a more or less continuous ring 
of intrusive rock, the protuberances of which have forced I .their way up through the highly faulted and shattered 
volcanic formations. 	 Another local but characteristic 
feature of this zone is the tendency for the rock 
formations on the inner part of the ring-fault zone to I tilt outward whereas those along the outer part tilt 
inward, forming a circumferential sag or depression. I This kind of structure appears to be more highly developed 
in wide marginal zones of particularly intense rock 
alteration, 


"The exterior province of the Silverton basin sur-

rounding the down-faulted block comprises relatively un-
disturbed formations, which are cut by numerous dikes and I fissures of radial trend, and by a lesser number that are 
diagonal to the principal radial and concentric structure 
lines.	 In this province the basement rocks beneath the 
volcanic accumulations are exposed locally along some of 


I
. the deeper valleys draining the mountains and continuously 


farther west at the border of the Colorado Plateau. 	 Some 
of the volcanic formations thicken toward the center of 
the Silverton basin; others present in the interior are I absent or unrecognizable in parts of the exterior province. 
These relations suggest that sinking of the basin through 
faulting ws in part concurrent with eruptions of the lava I flows, an inference that is strengthened by structural 
evidence along the faulted border between the two provinces.

"Within the outer province of the basin there are 


many larger outlying or exterior intrusive centers that 
perhaps lie along certain main structural trends or rifts 
of the region.	 These exterior centers of intrusion lie I mostly to the northwest, west, and southwest of the 
basin.	 Some of . them are connected with the main center I by swarms of curved and straight fissures and dikes, 
along which many of the principal vein deposits of the 
region are found." 


Burbank described at length the "Sneffels axis of sagging" which 


I is a zone of strong northwesterly-trending fractures extending from 
the northwest margin of the caldera to the Stony Mountain intrusive 
(See Figure 7, this report). 	 He refers to this feature as an "incipient I graben" and classified the fractures of this axis as members of the 
radial fracture system.	 Similarly, Varnes (1963) described northwest-
erly-trending fractures in the South Silverton area as being-radial.

IThe most important structural feature of Ice Lake Basin is the 
Lucy-Last Hope vein which is almost straight, striking N. 480 W. and 
dipping steeply to the southwest.	 No offset is apparent where the vein I cuts the Silverton-Potosi contact, but slickensides on vein material 
suggest some movement.

The strike of the vein and its position relative to the caldera 


and the Grizzly Peak-Rolling Mountain intrusive lead to several 
possible interpretations of the structural relations. 


I1, It may be a member of the concentric or spiral fractures 
related to the Silverton Caldera; or, I 2,	 It may be a fracture related to the Grizzly Peak-Rolling 
Mountain-or Ophir Needles intrusives,

Regional studies, now in progress by the U. S. Geological Survey 
may give an answer to this problem,

The Lucy-Last Hope vein is known to extend from north of Pilot 
Knob to Fuller Lake, a distance of 5,000 feet (See Plate I). 	 The 
vein has not been located southeast of Fuller Lake. 	 The northwest 
extension of the vein beyond the Last Hope claim has not yet been ex-I plored, but an examination of the aerial photographs suggests that the 
vein joins another major northwesterly-trending structure which runs 


com-


along the west base of Yellow Mountain, (Luedke, in a personal 
munication, has stated that the "major northwesterly-trending structure" 
along the base of Yellow Mountain may be the scarp at the head of a 
major landslide block reported by Cross and Purington (1899).) I Northwest-trending fractures do not appear to be common in the 
Ice Lake Basin area, judging from field and aerial photograph examination, 
but most of those observed (notably the Columbus-Grand View, Emma, and

Golden Gate) are mineralized. 


Northeast-trending fractures, however, are quite common and one 
of them is occupied by the dellenite dike, but only a few appear to be

continuous for any great distance,.	 Northeast-trending fractures 
appear to cause minor offsets in the Lucy-Last Hope vein and may there-
fore be younger than the northwest-trending set. 


A north-trending fracture set is quite prominent throughout the 
area, but the fractures do not appear to be through-going or of major

The relative spacing and intensity of fracturing suggests that 
the north- and northeast-trending fracture sets are related to the I Grizzly Peak-Rolling Mountain intrusive, 	 The northwest-trending set 
may be related to the Silverton Caldera or outlying intrusive centers.

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The Tertiary rock formations in the Ice Lake Basin area appear I	 horizontal, but geologic sections indicate a possible 1_20 dip to the 
south or southeast. This apparent dip may be due to changes in 
formation thickness or an accumulation of minor offsets on fractures,

As mentioned previously, the pre-Tertiary formations exposed 
around Ice Lake Basin dip to the southwest presumably as a result of

Paleozoic uplift in the ancøatal Sao Juan Mountains.

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IV, MINERAL DEPOSITS 


Silverton Caldera Region 


History 


I Although precious metals were apparently discovered in the San 
Juan Mountains near the site of Lake City as early as 1848 (Irving and I Bancroft, 1911), prospecting and mining in the San Juan Mountains did 
not begin until the early 1870's. 	 From a modest beginning, the annual 
value of ore produced in the San Juan region increased rapidly to 
$11 9 000,000 in 1893 and a peak of $12,500,000 in 1907 (Henderson, 1926). I Since that time there has been a decline and between 1938 and 1945, 
yearly output ranged between 4 and 6 million dollars (Burbank, in 
Vanderwilt, 1947, page 407). 	 Later production figures are not avail-
able. 0 


Total production of gold, silver, copper, lead and zinc from the I western San Juan region (Silverton and Lake City volcanic centers) 
through 1945 is given by Burbank (in Vanderwilt, 1947, pages 404-5) as 
$332,762,832.	 Total ore production has been estimated (through 1945) 
to be about 24,500,000 tons containing 6,700,000 ounces of gold; 


• 135,000,000 ounces of silver; 122,500,000 pounds of copper; 999,500,000 I pounds of lead; and 262,000,000 pounds of zinc.

Ore Habits 


Types of Ore Deposits. -- Ore minerals occur in several different 
geologic situations (pipes, disseminated, fissure veins, replacements) 
in the Silverton Caldera region, but, as far as we know, we are only 
concerned with fissure veins on the Ice Lake project and therefore only 
the ore habits of the Silverton Caldera region fissure veins will be 
stated for comparative purposes. 


Mineralization occurred in the region in several stages during the 
latest Tertiary. The mineralization seems to be associated with centers 
of late Tertiary intrusion (Stony Mountain, Ophir, Rico, LaPlata) and 
occurs in fissures related to either the intrusive centers or the 
Silverton Caldera, Ore minerals were emplaced in all fissures which 
were open at the time of mineralization and therefore tension fractures 
are most likely to contain ore. Most ore deposits display the effects 
of several stages of mineralization, 


Mineralogy. -- Burbank (in Vanderwilt, 1947, page 423) says: "The 
mineralogy of the ores is comparatively simple, a few of the common 
sulfides, pyrite, sphalerite, galena, and chalco.pyrite forming the bulk 
of the veins in a gangue of quartz with some rhodonite, rhodochrosite, 
and calcite. Repetition of the common sulfides in several stages of 
vein formation is common. In general, base metal sulfides decrease 
in quantity in later vein stages, the final stages being nearly barren 
quartz or calcite. The gold-bearing quartz of the Camp Bird contains 
adularia and minor amounts of the common sulfides. It fills fissures 
alongside or breaking through the earlier more massive sulfide vein."

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"In veins far to the northwest such as the Liberty Bell, very little 


I sulphide was present in the ore. The silver was contained chiefly in 
argentiferous tetrahedrite, stephanite and argentite. Cold was a late 
mineral associated with quartz and carbonate."

Ore Controls, --


Host rock or wall rock appears to have had a great influence 


I


on mineralization, The San Juan is by far the most favorable of the 
Tertiary formations, The Silverton Volcanic Group is of lesser interest, 
and the Potosi Volcanic Group is best described as unfavorable for ore 
deposition. Several quotations will illustrate the opinion on this I	 subject. 


"(The) San Juan tuff, , • is the host rock of a large number I of the more highly productive vein deposits, , , 	 The uni-
formity of fissuring in this formation is an important 
factor in the productivity of many veins, , . 	 (The Silverton 
Volcanic Group) likewise have been highly productive, but 1 with the exception of the stronger fissures and faults there 
is less continuity and regularity to the fissuring than in

"The most favorable places for deposition of vein minerals I were at sites where strong, persistent fault zones cut 
massive, fairly resistant rock units. 	 The important 
known hosts for ore deposits are the San Juan breccia, 
the Telluride formation, and the Cutler formation," I (Vhay, 1962, page 293.) 


I "The San Juan tuff is by far the most productive formation, 
the Potosi volcanic series essentially unproductive..," 
(Burbank, 1941, page 232.)

	 Burbank suggests that the Camp Bird ore shoots are found just 
below the Silverton-San Juan contact because a sudden release in 
pressure on the vein system at that point caused the rising metallifer-
ous solutions to "boil" and precipitate the metal content. 


Fracturing, either as fissures or breccia pipes, is the most ob-
vious of the several ore controls in the Silverton Caldera Region, I	 as ore minerals were emplaced in all fractures regardless of origin which had access to the ore solutions and which were open at the time 
of mineralization, 1


	


	 Mineralization occurred after the deposition of the Potosi Vol-
canic Group and following the intrusion of the numerous stocks and I	 plugs which occur mostly to the northwest, west, and southwest of the Silverton Caldera, or within the ring-fault zone of the Caldera. Ore 
occurs in fractures related to the intrusions and in fractures generated 
by the sag of the crust into the emptying magma chamber, a theory 


I


recognized by numerous geologists. 


Proximity to Late Tertiary intrusives, mentioned earlier, is con-
sidered by most authors, at least by inference, to be of importance, 
because the ore solutions are believed to be the last stage of dif-
ferentiation of the magmas represented by the intrusives. Thus, ore I	 deposits are clustered around the Stony Mountain and Ophir stocks, and veins are found in those intrusives plus the Grizzly Peak-Rolling 
Mountain intrusive (Big Three Mine) and the Wilson Peak stock (Silver 
Pick Mine).

	 Larsen and Cross (1956) in a discussion of the various intrusive 
bodies state (page 221), "Most of the mining camps of the western San I Juan Mountains are situated near some of these bodies," In a number 
of other statements (pages 103, 109, 112, 181, 182, 210, etc.), they 
emphasize similar spatial relationships between mineralization and I	 intrusive masses throughout the San Juan Mountains, Ore Shoots, -- Many of the veins and ore shoots in the Silverton 
Caldera Region are remarkably continuous in length and depth. For I example, the Smuggler-Union vein system in the Telluride district has 
been stoped nearly continuously (in the San Juan Formation) for about 
9,000 feet along the strike and through a vertical range of about 2,500 I	 feet,

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King and Alisman (1950) describe the Sunnyside Mine: "Ore shoots 
within the veins are nearly vertical and average about 20 feet in width." 
"At its greatest developed length, the Washington ore shoot is slightly 
less than 1,000 feet long, and the longest ore shoot, No Name, is 1,500 
feet. The vertical range of the Washington ore shoot was about 1,400 
feet, • 


"The Montana vein has been developed on the Pennsylvania level 
fora distance exceeding 4 1 000 feet, and on some of the upper levels 
it has been stoped for a length greater than 6,000 feet," (King and 
Allsman, 1950, page 15). 


Value of Ore. -- The total production figures for the western San 
Juan region given earlier in this report indicate that the average grade 
of ore mined (through 1945) was: 0.27 02. gold, 5.5 oz. silver, 0.257. 
copper, 2.04% lead, and 0.53% zinc for a gross value per ton at today's 
prices (American Metal Market, Dec. 1, 1967) of $29.92. This figure 
takes into account a great deal of relatively low-grade ore produced 
during later years of operation and from lower mine levels, and of 
course "bonanza" ore was produced from many mines in the early years 
of production. For example, from 1885 to 1890, the Union claim (part 
of the Smuggler-Union) produced 1,927 tons of ore containing 152724 
ounces of gold and 334,334 ounces of silver (Henderson, 1926) for an 
average value (today's prices) of $632.59 per ton. In 1887, the 
Sheridan claim produced 1 2 026 tons of ore with a present value of 
$640.00 per ton. 


The grade of ore taken from the upper 500 feet of stopes in the 
Camp Bird Mine is given (King and Alisman, 1950, page 26) as 1.4 ounces 
gold and about 2 ounces silver per ton with a present value of $53,00 
per ton. The grade of ore in the lower levels (6th to 14th) of the 
Camp Bird Mine was about 0.13 ounces gold, 4,5 ounces silver, 2.2% 
lead, and 2,4°!. zinc (present gross value: $26.43/ton). Ransome (1901, 
page 202) reported that the material removed in running the main drift 
at the Camp Bird, waste included, ran in places about $1,600 per 
linear foot,


Ice Lake Basin 


Major Veins 


The Lucy-Last Hope, Diamond, and Columbus-Grand View are the major 
veins exposed on the property included in the Ice Lake project and 
are the objects of this exploration proposal. In addition, a number 
of small mineralized fractures have been found on the property, particu-
larly in the area south and southeast of Fuller Lake, but they are 
considered to be of minor importance in the first stages of exploration, 
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Lucy-Last Hope Vein, -- The Lucy-Last Hope vein is known to extend 
5,000 feet from Fuller Lake to the center of the Last Hope claim I (Figure 8) and is reported (Mason W. Rankin, private report) to con-
tinue northwestward onto the Utopia claim for a total length of about 


.72000 feet.	 The northwestward extension of the vein has not yet been I explored; and though its extension to the southeast of Fuller Lake has 
not been identified, a number of small, mineralized fractures have been 
found south and southeast of Fuller Lake, suggesting that the vein splits 
or "horsetails" underneath the lake. 


Where observed, the vein has a uniform N. 480 W. strike,	 The dip 
on the vein varies somewhat, being about 700 to the southwest in its I highest exposures, and nearly vertical in its lowest exposures.	 The 
vein is seen cutting only the upper and middle portions of the Silver-
ton Volcanic Group except where it cuts across the ridge extending 
northeast from Pilot Knob.	 At this points, the vein (best described as 
a sheeted zone) cuts the lower-most portion of the Potosi Volcanic 
Group for a length of several hundred feet. 


I The vein has been prospected (1880-1920) along its entire exposed 
length, but the mine workings consist only of several adits on the Last 
Hope and Lucy claims. 	 One of the adits on the Lucy claim is reported I to have been 600 feet in length (all in the upper Silverton Volcanic 
Group).	 Most of these workings are completely caved, but it was 
possible to sample the vein in two places. 	 A five-foot channel sample I cut across the back of a partially-caved adit on the Last Hope claim 
(Figure 9) assayed 1.215 ounces of gold and 9.45 ounces of silver per 
ton.	 A six-foot channel cut across the exposure of the vein in the 
notch northwest of Diamond Lake (Figure 10) assayed 2.530 ounces of I gold and 13.00 ounces of silver per ton. 	 At this latter point the 
vein has split into three segments and the total width across the vein 
segments is 15 feet.

Diamond Vein, -- No exposures of the Diamond vein were available 
for sampling.	 However, a grab sample of vein material was taken from I ore which had been mined, sacked, and left on the dump of the Diamond 
adit,	 This sample assayed 0.093 ounces of gold, and 52,54 ounces of I silver per ton, and while it obviously is selected material, it does 
establish the occurrence of ore minerals in the Diamond vein. 


The Diamond vein strikes N. 400 E. and appears to be nearly 
vertical.	 The vein has been rather extensively prospected between its I intersections with the Columbus-Grand View and Lucy-Last Hope veins. 
but its extensions beyond these intersections to the southwest and 
northeast have been prospected by only a few shallow pits. 	 Assays of I samples collected along the northeast extension of the Diamond vein 
during our mapping program do not indicate any appreciable metal content. 
The northeast extension of the vein is occupied by the dellenite dike
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which is mostly fresh, unaltered, and uninineralized, 	 indicating that 
mineralization in the vein alongside the dike was very weak. 


The presence of good mineralization in the segment of the Diamond 
vein between the Lucy-Last Hope and Columbus-Grand View veins, and not I in other segments, may indicate that mineralizing solutions came up 
the Lucy-Last Hope and Columbus-Grand View and were afforded easy 
passage only through the interconnecting portion of the Diamond vein. I Columbus-Grand View Vein, -- The Columbus-Grand View vein strikes 
N. 150 W. and is vertical.	 The average width of the vein, which cuts 
the upper Silverton Volcanic Group, is unknown, but a five-foot cnannel I sample was Cut across the vein in the Grand View adit near the portal. 
This sample assayed 0.245 ounces of gold and 1.88 ounces of silver per I ton,


Through the courtesy of Federal Resources Corporation, we were 
allowed to examine and sample the Camp Bird vein in its outcrop above

. mined-out stopes.	 Three chip samples were taken from the Camp Bird 
vein where it cuts the middle portion of the Silverton Volcanic Group. 
The vein at this point is 4 to 5 feet in width and consists of vuggy

vein quartz.	 The three samples assayed as follows:

assays from the Camp Bird vein compared to assays of samples taken from I the Lucy-Last Hope and Columbus-Grand View veins in a similar strati-
graphic position, strongly suggest that mineralization in the latter 
veins within the favorable San Juan Formation should be as good as or 
better than that found in the Camp Bird mine. I Mineralogy

Samples of vein material from six locations (See Plate IV) on the 
Ice Lake project were sent to Mr. J. Kent Perry of Hazen Research, Inc., 
Golden, Colorado, for identification of the ore minerals and a study I	 of the paragenesis of the ore. This study has shown the presence in the several veins of quartz, carbonates, pyrite, chalcopyrite, galena, 
sphalerite, native gold, tetrahedrite (var. freiburgite), native silver, 
and covellite in that age sequence from early to late. There are some I	 local reversals in this sequence. (Mr. Perry's complete report, in-cluding photographs of polished sections, is in Appendix III). 


Only minor free gold was seen in the ore study of Mr. Perry, but 
it is reported that early production from the veins in the area con-
tained much free gold. .1 
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Rhodochrosite stained with manganese oxide was seen on the dumps I of both the Lucy and Last Hope adits, 	 It appears to be later than the 
chalcopyrite and sphalerite, brecciated fragments of which lie within 
the rhodochrosite.	 Most of the veins contain a late stage of barren 


I


quartz filling voids. 


The mineral content, and evidence of several stages of minerali-
zation, in the Ice Lake project area, are therefore similar in all I respects to mineralization found elsewhere in the Silverton Caldera 
region. 


IAlteration 


A number of rock samples were collected throughout Ice Lake Basin I during the field study for geochemical assay and thin-section analysis. 
This work was designed to show trace element distribution and rock 
alteration characteristics and thus point to possible centers or "hot 
spots" of mineralization, 	 The thin-section analysis, not yet complete, I is being done by Dr. James Whelan, petrology professor at the University 
of Utah. 


The available data show that the Potosi Volcanic Group has under- 


I
gone rather uniform, widespread, sericitization and pyritization. 	 This 
is obvious from the bleached and iron-stained Potosi outcrops on the 
western crete.	 Similar alteration and pyritization of the Potosi with I weak or no ore mineralization is widespread throughout the Silverton 
Caldera region and appears to be related to the unfavorable nature of 
the Potosi as a host rock.	 It is believed that since the Potosi is a 
less competent formation than the San Juan or Silverton, fractures tend I to split or horsetail as they pass upward into it. 	 Also, since the 
Potosi is more permeable, the mineralizing solutions tend to pass Out 
into the bulk of the formation rather than be confined only to the I fractures.	 Thus, alteration is more widespread, and the sulphide 
minerals were widely disseminated in uneconomic quantities.

Pyrite is also widely distributed in the Silverton Volcanic Group 


close to known veins.	 This is most obvious in the area to the south 
of Fuller Lake where the main Lucy-Last Hope vein loses its identity

by horsetailing (Figure 11). 


Geochemical Survey 


ISamples of mineralized material collected during our field study 
of the Ice Lake project were analyzed for gold, silver, copper, lead, 
zinc, manganese, mercury, arsenic, and tellurium. 	 A complete tabu-
lation of these assays and the sample locations are given on Plate 1V0 


All rock samples submitted for petrographic study were analyzed 
for mercury, arsenic, copper, silver, and gold. 	 These assays are also I tabulated on Plate IV, 


Iexplored 
The assay data show that gold and silver occur along the entire 


length of the Lucy-Last Hope, Diamond, and Columbus-Grand View
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veins.	 Copper content of vein material is generally low.	 Lead and 
zinc Occur in variable amounts, probably reflecting the fact that I samples were taken from different portions of the vein and therefore 
represent different stages of mineralization. 	 In the Silverton 
Caldera region, lead, zinc, and copper occur in quantity in lower mine I levels, below the bonanza-type gold-silver ores, 


Among the trace elements which were determined, mercury appears 


I
to be the best indicator of mineralization. 	 Mercury in above-background 
amounts occurs in all samples of vein material. 	 There appears to be 
little or no dispersion of mercury away from the veins. 


IGeophysical Investigations 


I An induced polarization survey of the Lucy-Last Hope vein was con-. 
sidered during our geologic program in order to locate concentrations 
of metallic sulphides along the vein. 	 However, while the vein can be 
traced with almost complete certainty through the project area, there I are certain zones covered by blocky talus making it impossible to 
establish the electrode contact with bedrock necessary for the I? 
survey.	 This idea was therefore abandoned.

. An attempt was made using an Askania GFZ magnetometerto trace 
the several veins where covered.	 This work was based on the assumption 
that alteration of the volcanic rocks along the veins would have I destroyed the magnetic minerals originally in the rocks and thus show 
the veins as elongate, magnetic "lows," 	 A number of traverses were 
run across known or buried portions of the veins without success, 	 No 
consistent, recognizable pattern was detected in the magnetometer read-I ings.

The magnetometer was used to accurately locate covered portions 
of the dellenite dike near Ice Lake (a sharp magnetic "high") and one 
traverse was run across the Silverton-San Juan contact, (While this 
single traverse is inadequate to support a firm statement, it indi-
cates the San Juan Formation may have a slightly lower magnetic back-
ground than the basal Silverton), 


IRelationships Between the Silverton Caldera Region and 
Ice Lake Basin 


With the preceding discussion in mind, it is possible to compare 
and relate the veins in the Ice Lake project area, with the vein deposits 
in the rest of the Silverton Caldera region. 


1. The Lucy-Last Hope, and subsidiary Diamond and Columbus-


Grand View 


veins, represent a long, continuous, major 
fracture system. This is the type of fracture most favor-
able for major ore bodies as found in other parts of the 
Silverton Caldera region.

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2. Vein mineralization in the Ice Lake project area is para-I


	


	 genetically analagous to other major ore deposits in the 
region. 


3. The Ice Lake project veins are in close proximity to both the I Grizzly Peak-Rolling Mountain and Ophir Needles intrusives. 
This is important since the late Tertiary intrusives in the 
region are considered to be sources of the mineralizing 
solutions. 


4. The Ice Lake project veins were obviously open at the time 
of mineralization, a fundamental prerequisite, as demonstrated I in the productive veins in other parts of this region. 


I 5. The Ice Lake project veins are moderately strong in the 
Silverton Volcanic Group, but deteriorate into sheeted 
zones in the overlying Potosi Volcanic Group. 	 This des-
cription matches those given in the literature for most of 


I


the veins in the region which had major ore production. 


6. Mineralization in the Ice Lake project veins in the Silverton 
Volcanic Group is better than that found in other veins in the I region which had major production from the San Juan Formation. 


7. The exact structural relationships between the Ice Lake project I veins and the Silverton Caldera or its outlying intrusive 
centers is uncertain, but our study indicates that ore formed 
in fractures of diverse origins if they were open and had 
access to the ore solutions at the time or times of minerali-I zation.


8. The highly favorable San Juan Formation is known to underlie I	 the Ice Lake project area. 


9. The occurrence of ore in pre-Tertiary rocks at the Bandora I	 Mine lends support to the postulation that mineralization can 
be expected in the San Juan Formation below the Ice Lake 
project area. 


I The richest and most continuous ore bodies in the region are almost 
invariably found within the San Juan Formation. Weak mineralization I	 in higher formations has generally been indicative of stronger minerali-zation in the San Juan. 


It is our belief that the strong, continuous well-mineralized veins I	 that are seen cutting the relatively unfavorable upper Silverton Vol-canic Group in the Ice Lake project area, reflect strong, continuous, 
intensely-mineralized-veins at depth where they are bounded by the 


I


highly-favorable San Juan Formations 


The history of the region has shown that ore mineralization is 

likely to be most intense where the vein cuts the upper 300 feet of the 


I
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San Juan Formation directly below the Silverton Volcanic Group. An I	 exploration program is proposed to test the several veins, and their 
intersections within this 300-foot zone of high favorability. 


I	 .(It should be noted that Vhay (1962, page 294) proposes a very similar exploration program in the upper end of Bridal Veil Basin on 
the basis of data and postulations almost identical to those presented 


i


herein). 
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I


V. CONCLUSIONS 


I


A study of the geologic literature on the ore deposits of the 
western San Juan Mountains leads to several conclusions on ore habits 
of this area which can be stated briefly.. 


I
.	 1. Ore mineralization is related to centers of late Tertiary 


intrusions 


I	 2. Ore minerals are found in fissures related to these intrusives 
or to the Silverton Caldera. 


I


3. Long, continuous fractures are favored. 


4. Ore shoots are generally richer and larger in all dimensions 


I .where the vein is bounded by the San Juan Formation. 5. Mineralization generally decreases in grade in higher 
formations. 


Field study of the Lucy-Last Hope vein system in Ice Lake Basin 
shows:


1. The area lies close to the large Ophir Needles and Grizzly 
Peak-Rolling Mountain intrusives. 


2. While the exact origin of the fissures is not known, ore 
mineralization of the western San Juan type does occur 
within them. 


3. One fracture is known to extend for at least 5,000 feet. 


4. The highly favorable San Juan Formation is known to underlie 
the area. 


5. Mineralization of excellent grade is found in many places 
along the vein system in the higher formations (Silverton and 
Potosi Volcanic Groups). 


Therefore, we conclude that the Lucy-Last Hope vein system has an 
excellent chance of containing rich ore shoots where the vein is bounded 
by the San Juan Formation.
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VI. RECOMMENDATIONS 


We recommend a drill hole program designed to intersect the Lucy-
Last Hope, Diamond, and Columbus-Grand View veins within the upper 
part of the San Juan Formation. 


The program would consist of eight diamond drill holes to be 
drilled at intervals along these veins, or into the intersections of 
these veins. These eight holes should adequately test the veins in 
the San Juan Formation, and if successful in locating ore, could lead 
to the establishment of a profitable mining operation. 


The details and costs of this recommended drilling program are set 
forth in following sections of this report. The recommended program 
is estimated to cost $1671666.10

VII. PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


General 


During this first stage of exploration, we propose to drill eight 
diamond drill holes designed to intersect the Lucy-Last Hope, Diamond,

and Columbus-Grand View veins where they cut the upper 300 feet of the 
favorable San Juan Formation. The collar locations of these proposed 
holes are shown on Plate V and cross-sections of the holes showing 
approximate inclination and bearing and estimated total depth are given

I	 Method of Exploration 


IAll holes will be drilled with wireline diamond core drilling 
equipment provided by a competent, independent contractor. To this 
end, bids for the drilling were solicited from three drilling companies I	 (See Appendix IV).

Drilling Program

setting up, etc.	 Since the work period available in Ice Lake Basin I is about 12 weeks long (late June to late September), three rigs will 
be needed to complete the proposed program in one season.

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Five helicopter companies (Sky Choppers, Inc. of Durango, Aerial 
Applicators, Inc. of Salt Lake City, Mountain West Helicopters of 
Provo, Pease-Hamilton, Inc. of Denver, and Page Aircraft Maintenance) 
Inc. of Holloman Air Force Ease, New Mexico) were asked to quote on 
providing helicopter service for this project. The requirements as 
set forth in the requests to bid (See Appendix IV) called for helicopters 
capable of transporting 500 pounds at an elevation of 13,200 feet. All 
four companies submitted bids, claimed that their helicopters were 
capable of fulfilling the requirements, and proposed to supply a heli-
copter of the Bell 47G3B-1 type for this project. Information pro-
vided by the Bell Helicopter Company indicates that the Bell 47G3B-1 
type of helicopter can safely transport such loads at these altitudes. 


In order to estimate the amount of flying time required for this 
project, we have listed the necessary drilling equipment, approximate 
weights, and helicopter trips required.

Camp Costs 


We have considered the possibility of maintaining the drilling 
crews and geologic staff in Silverton, but have rejected this because 
of room and board costs (estimated at $12.00/man/day), the impossi-
bility of walking or riding from South Mineral Campground to the drill 
sites and return each day, and the fact that helicopter transport 
from Silverton to the drill sites and return cannot be guaranteed for 
each drilling day. The need to maintain a certain degree of secrecy 
during the project also recommends that a drilling camp be established 
in Ice Lake Basin. 


Three camp contractors were asked to bid (See Appendix IV) on 
the establishment of a camp plus provision of board: George Lan-
caster, Silverton; Cap Atwood, Grand Junction; and Sid Simpson, Paonia. 
The lowest bid was that of George Lancaster and his bid prices are 
used in the camp cost estimate below.

I INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY 


I, Vitro Minerals and Chemical Company submitted six 	 to 


Hazen Research for determination of the mineralogy and pargenesis of the 


I	 sulfide minerals. The samples consist of small specimens'from Vitro's 


property in the Ice Lake District.

The mineralogy resulting from hydrothermal ore deposition is 


relatively simple:

I	 The above order of listing is the overall general paragenesis (time sequence 


of deposition) synthesized from examination of all six samples. Individual 


I	 minerals' may be absent in any given sample, and there are occassionally 


reversals in order. Quartz and carbonate (chiefly rhodochrosite) continued

to be deposited intermittently from before pyrite deposition until after 


native silver deposition.

Native silver occurs as a trace in only one sample. , With the 


exception of this case, we were unable to detect any discrete silver 


I	 minerals, i.e., minerals in which silver is an essential constituent. 


Most of the silver in these ores occurs as substitutional solid solution

in argentian tetrahedrite, which should thus be considered as the variety 


freibergite. Because of this association, silver will tend to report in a 


copper concentrate if selective flotation is used to beneficiate this ore.

I A minute trace of gold was found in only one sample. Gold appears 


to be associated with the freibergite phase of deposition based on this I rather scanty evidence. 


Secondary covellite forms surface replacement skins or rinds on I sphalerite and galena, and to a lesser extent on chalcopyrie and freiber-


gite. This covellite replacement phenomena may cause some problems if I selective flotation is used to beneficiate the ore. Some of the lead and 


zinc will have a tendency to report in the copper concentrate. I

I EXPERIMENTAL WORK

Six samples from Vitro Minerals and Chemical Company were received 


at Hazen Research on. October- 16, 1967 for mineralogical study. The sam-


I


pies were contained in cloth sacks and consisted of specimens ranging 


from two to six inches indiameter. .Several of the samples consisted of 


I	 two or more specimens. This group of samples was assigned our number 


HRI-898 for reference.

Individual specimens were given a preliminary examination with a 


binocular microscope, and at least one polished section -was prepared .for 


I	 each sample using a piece of ore selected as having greatest potential 



interest. A thin section was also prepared in one case.

The sections were examined using a Leitz Panphot microscope, and 


photomicrographs were taken to illustrate certain ore textures. These photo-


•micrographs are grouped together at the end of the report for convenience. 


INDIVIDUAL SAMPLE DESCRIPTIONS I Detailed descriptions of individual samples follow. For those 


samples consisting of more than one specimen we include brief descrip-


tions based on binocular examination for the pieces which were not pre-


pared as-polished sections. I .Sample No. 1 


Mineralogy of this sample is very simple, and.consists of chalco-I •pyrite, galena, and sphalerite in irregular intergrowths scattered through 


earlier quartz gangue. The sulfides typically occur at grain boundaries I and in ..interstices between anhedral interlocking grains of quartz. In 


some portions of the polished section the sulfides have been severely I corroded by late carbonate gangue, chiefly rhodochrosite, Which replaced 


sulfides along their mutual grain boundaries.

In a few areas the primary sulfides have been partly i'eplaced by 


secondary covellite, . which in turn has been partly oxidized to form traces 


of cuprite and malachite stain. There is also a trace of cerus site resulting 


from oxidation of the galena. No silver minerals or gold.werp noted. 


Sample No. 2 
This sample consists of several individual specimens, and.polished 


sections were prepared of two specimens. 


One specimen consists largely of quartz and.clay mirerals with 


euhedral. late quartz crystals in vugs. Euhedral argentian te1rahedrite 


• (freibergite) crystals up to 2 mm in .size occur along an open fracture tran-


•secting the specimen. 


Polished section. examination shows that the sequence of deposi-


•tion.in a second specimen was quartz, pyrite, galena, and freibergite. 


Early euhedral quartz crystals frequently contain very fine-grained inclusions 


of carbonate, and many such quartz crystals were later corroded and replaced 


by both galena and .freibergite. No gold was detected. 


Polished section examination. of a third specimen shows a deposi-


tional sequence of: earlyquartz, pyrite, galena, sphalerite, trace gold, 


argent ian. tetrahedrite .(freibergite), silver, and late quartz. Many of the 


early quartz crystals contain very fine-grained subgraphic inergrowths 


of carbonate; such early quartz appears to have localized .later sulfide 


deposition.in many cases, possibly because of reaction of mineralizing 


fluids with the intergrown carbonate. 


Scanning of this polished section of the third individual specimen 


with a high power oil immersion objective resulted in detection of traces 


of gold and silver. A single native gold particle approximately eight microns 


in diameter was found locked within a freibergite grain. A single electrum 


particle (gold-silver alloy) approximately five microns in diameter was 


located at the grain boundary between .a grain of sph.alerite and a graifl of 


freibergite. We also found several irregular, narrow stringers of native

II silver. In section these stringers are typically 5 to 10 microns wide 


and 50 microns long, and thus represent very thin sheet silver. This 


silver occurs deposited on top of freibergite grains and beneath late 


quartz, and also along microscopic fractures in late gangue; ihe native 


silver was thus deposited immediately after the last primary sulfide 


deposition took place. 


Sample No. 3 


Binocular microscope examination of this sample shows textural 


II suggestions in some areas that this rock was originally a we1ded tuff. 


However, this could not be confirmed by petrographic examination of 


a thin section, in which we were unable to detect any of the textural 


characteristics of a welded tuff: axiolitic texture, "U" or "Y' shaped 


shards, or indeed, any shard textures at all.

We believe that the original rock, ptior to severe alteration, 


was a hornblende latite, consisting of 20 to 30% microphenocrysts of 


plagioclase, 5 to 10% hornblende microphenocrysts, and pos$ible some 


biotite phenocrysts, in an extremely fine-grained hypocrystal;line ground-


mass composed partially of glass. Although there is insufficient dis-


tinguishable quartz (approximately 5%) to classify the rock as a horn-


blende quartz latite, there may be enough cryptocrystalline quartz in 


mthe groundmass to change it to this category. 


The rock has been severely altered. The glassy portion of the 


I groundmass has been devitrified and now consists of a mixture of clays, 


sericite, and cristobalite (?). The plagioclase phenocrysts have also 


I been strongly argillized, and altered to sericite in part. Hornblende 


and biotite have been almost entirely altered to a pale, weakly pleochroic 


I chlorite. The rock has been strongly pyritized.

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• The disseminated pyrite has been highly corroded, contains 


many gangue inclusions, and a trace of sphalerite. The entire 


polished section was scanned twice with a high power oil immersion 


objective without detecting any gold. 


II Sample No.4 


The sequence of deposition in this sample was quartz', minor 


carbonate, pyrite, chalcopyrite, galena, sphalerite, and finlly 


covellite. Quartz and carbonates continued to be intermittantly de-


posited throughout the period of sulfide mineralization. 


The periods of chalcopyrite and galena deposition partly over-


lapped, and local reversals in their depositional sequence can. be  


found in a number of areas. Chalcopyrite also formed later in time 


as minute exsolution blebs in the sphalerite. 	 I

Covellite formed surface replacements and guided replacements 


of galena, and to a minor extent of chalcopyrite and sphalerite. 


Discrete silver minerals and gold could not be detected in this 


II	 sample.

This sample consists of three specimens. One piece is chiefly

The third specimen in this sample was prepared as a polished 


section. It consists of coarse grains up to 3 mm in size of a gray

sulfide mineral enclosed in coarse vein ,quartz. Optical properties 


and microchemical etch reactions indicate that this material is argentian 


tetrahedrite (freibergite). Hand picked fragments of this mineral were

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subjected to qualitative emission spectrographic analysis, which showed 


the presence of a strong silver spectrum as well as copper and iron, and 


a minor amount of zinc. The presence of silver proves that the mineral 


of the tetrahedrite series is silver bearing, i.e. , variety freibergite. 


II Published analyses of 44 samples from various localities indicate that 


silver can substitute for the other cations at least up to 18 percent by 


II weight of the pure mineral, but most freibergites contain less than 5 


percent silver. 


Oxidation of an originally large grain of freibergite (approximately 


0.5 x 1 cm) has left remnant freibergite grains up to 3 mm size in a 


boxwork of yellowish waxy alteration prqducts. Some of this yellowish 


material was hand picked, ground, and examined by grain immersion 


II petrography. Only one small particle could be tentatively identified as 


rn	
a silver halide (cerargyrite) on the basis of its optical properties. The 


bulk of the yellowish material is a jarosite derived from the iron and 


sulfur of the freibergite during oxidation (the jarosite mineral can, of 


II course, be argentian by virtue of silver substitution in the "A" cation 


lattice position of the jarosite structure).

The sulfide deposition sequence in this sample was: pyrite, 


chalcopyrite, freibergite(?), galena, sphalerite, freibergite, cove Hite.

It is difficult to determine from the textures whether the freibergite 


follows chalcopyrite or sphalerite, and there is some textural evidence 


I	 that both situations may exist in different portions of the section. In 


other words, there appear to have been local reversals between the 


N	 pair galena-sphalerite and the freibergite. 


The secondary covellite occurs extensively throughout the section 


as replacement rinds or skins on the surface of sphalerite and galena

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grains, and to a lesser extent on freibergite and chalcopyrit, ., Covellite 


replacement of galena is quite common in ores, but the surface replace-


II ment of sphalerite by this mineral is quite unusual. Such replacement 


of chalcopyrite and freibergerite is. less common than for galna, but 


II not as unusual as the covellite replacement of sphalerite. This covellite 


replacement association may cause some problems if selective flotation 


U is used for beneficiation of this ore, and is discussed elsewhere. 


Discrete silver minerals and native gold were not detected in 


II this sample. 


I	 COMMENTS ON GOLD AND SILVER MINERALOGY 


Other than the trace of native silver in Sample No. 2 we.were 


I	 unable to detect discrete silver minerals among the hypogene sulfides 


in this ore, i.e., minerals, in which silver is an essential constituent. 


,	 We did not detect any argentite, "ruby silver" (proustite or yrargyrite), 


or other silver sulfosalts. On the basis of our examination of seven 


I
polished sections we conclude that a minor amount of silver' is present 


as native metal, and that the bulk of the silver is carried as substitutional 


I
solid solution in argentian tetrahedrite (freibergite). 


We were able to detect only two small grains of gold, both in 


I
one of the specimens of Sample No. 2. However, the failure to detect 


more gold particles is not too surprising in view of the fact that a total 


of only seven polished surfaces were examined in this study. If the 


two gold grains found in Sample No. 2 can be taken as an indication, 


I
the gold deposition in this ore appears to be associated with the 


freibergIt'e phase of deposition. We found no evidence of any auriferous 


pyrite association.

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I - All minerals are not necessarily present in any given sample, 


and there are local reversals in depositional sequence. For instance 


freibergite directly follows chalcopyrite in some cases, and in the case 


of Sample No. 2 chalcopyrite is absent from the sequence. In some 


I areas of individual samples galena and sphalerite are reversed from 


the general order, or.may overlap in deposition time. There also 


I appears to be some renewed chalcopyrite deposition synchronous

with sphalerite, as well as chalcopyrite exsolution from sphalerite.

unusual replacement in the case of the sphalerite host. This covellite 


replacement may cause some problems if selective flotation is used

to beneficiate the ore; lead and zinc will have a tendency to report 


in the copper concentrate because of the coatings of a copper mineral 


on the sphalerite and galena.

Work Performed by Vitro from Sêptuiber 1, 1968 to October 3j 1968 
No, 1. Drill 


This drill hole was advanced from 482 feat to 605 feet by AX wire. 
line core drilling and was terminated. Core recovery throughout this 
interval was very good. A hole survey taken at 400 feet with a trout 
instrument indicates that the drill was following a bearing of N 46° H 
at an inclination of .510 A final TroPari test was taken at 600 feet 
where the hole has a bearing of N 460 H and an inclination of -350 from 
the horizontal. These tests indicate that the hole followed a normal 
course of inclination and that the departure in bearing from the 
original setting did not exceed 20. This bole was bottomed at 605 feat 
at which point the drill had penetrated 268 feet of barren country rock 
beyond the indicated vein Intersected at 333.5 feet. This depth of hole 
also assured that the ground was tested at least 60 feet beyond the 
possible range of the vein if the vein were projected vertically down-
ward from the surface outcrop. Inasmuch as the surface mapping indicates 
that the vein dips toward the southwest (th, direction of the drill site), 
we are fairly certain that the vein structure intersected at 333.5 feet 
represents the target of this drill hole. The Lucy-Last Hope vein thus 
has a dip of approximately 670 5 44O . W in the vicinity of DDH No. 1, 
Assay determinations made on sludge sample. taken from the 333 to 336 
foot interval indicate that the vein at this interception does not 
contain any silver or gold mineralization of significance. This inforoo 
nation in itself should not be too discouraging, as it tends to confirm 
our original contention that the main course of metal mineralization 
follows the Lucy-Last Hops vein system to its juncture with the Diamond 
vein, wherein it is shuttled over to the Colua*us-Grand View system via 
the Diamond vein. The relatively thin vein encountered In bole no, 1 
also supports our original thinking that the Lucy-Last Hope vein feathers 
out toward the southeast in the vicinity of Fuller Lake. The accompany-
Lug geologic log describes in detail the minerelogic and structural 
features encountered, as well as th. assay determinations on sludge 
samples recovat*d from this hole. Figure No. 1 illustrates the cross 
section of drill hole No. 1. From that cross section it can be seen that 
the vein (colored in red) was intercepted at a shallovor depth than 
originally postulated and that in this area it has a dip of approximately 
670 to the southwest. 


No, 8 Drill Hole 


.Number 8 diamond drill hole was advanced 152 feet by BX *ise wire 
line drilling and terminated at a depth of 730 feet. Core recover, 
throughout the interval was generally good, although some core was 
ground in the metallic mineralized areas. Core recovery did, however,
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exceed 602 through the mineralized zones. A TroPart hole survey taken 
at 600 feet indicates that the drill was following a bearing of N 45° 
30' R at an inclination of _590 from the horizontal. This is a 
departure of 10 30.1 4n bearing and 40 in inclination from theoriginal 
collar setting of the drill. The hole was bottomed at 730 feet after 
cutting 107 feet of barren country rock in the footwall of the Lucy-
Lost Hope vein. Figure No. 2 illustrated the cross section of drill 
hole No. 8. 


The intensely altered zone adjacent to and on the hanging wall 
•	 aide of the Lucy Last Hope vein was intersected at a depth of 594 feet. 


•	 From this depth the drill passed through a sequence of 'highly altered, 
mineralized brecci., massive quartz vein material, more highly altered 
mineralized breccia and eventually, at 623 feet, the drill reentered 
barren country rock which appeared to be of the San Juan Formation. 
The true thickness of the vein as Illustrated in Figure 3 is approxi-
mately 6 feet., and when the intensely : altered wall rock on the hanging 
and footwall sides of the vein are taken into consideration, the true 
thickness of the lode is 215 feet.

The contact between the Silverton Volcanic Series and the San 
Juan Formation could not be determined from the core, and its position 
evidently was coincident with and obscured by the Lucy-Last Hope vein. 


A detailed geologic log including assay results through the vein 
section of this drill hole is attached as part of this report. 


Paragenetic Studies 


Analysis of a suite of samples taken from DDH No. 8 of the Ice 
Lake Project indicated more favorable zones at depth. The parag.nesis 
is shown on illustration 4; in reference to this diagram, the area 
left of line "A" is the period Of country rock alterations silicification, 
sericitizaUon, and deposition of cubic pyrite. Between "A" and "B" is 
the period of møin mineral deposition pyritobedral pyrits; during the 
latter part of this stage, there may have been minor replacement of 
pyrite by other sulfides. Note that main ore deposition occurs after 
calcite begins to wane. After "B" there is an increase of quarts 
which filled the open spaces and corXoded pyrite allowing voids to be 
filled with tetrahedrite and galena.

RECO)t4ENDATIONS FOR THE 1969 FIELD SEASON 


-Accommodations, 


It is anticipated that the 1969 field season will begin on 
June 36, 1969, however, as we are planning on construction of a more 
permanent type frame building for housing the drillers and as one 
week will be required for the construction of this building, we plan 
on moving the helicopter into Silverton on June 9, 1969. This will 
facilitate moving the building materials and two carpenters to the 
camp site. The building, a 24.x 40 foot wood frame and aluminum 
structure, will adequately house the 12 drillers and 2 foremen, as 
well as the cook and his helper. The cost of this building will be 
about $2,250.00. It is also planned to install a wood floor in the 
present cook shack during this period. 


Contract Drilling 


At the present time we are planning to continue on with the own 
drilling company (Sprague and Henwood) for the rest of the contract 
drilling. Certain performance requirements will, however, have to be 
imposed upon the drilling company if the remainder of this project is 
to be a success, During the past season we were plagued by the 
problem of havingdrilling machines, transportation, and services 
available for use by the drilling company but not a full co$ptement 
of drilling personnel. To avert this situation from reoccurring, we 
should place a serious penalty of sly $500.00 per man shift for 
absenteeism. In addition to this, it should be stipulated that circu-
lation of drilling fluids and recovery of sludge samples must be 
maintained at all times, regardless of what the percentage of core 
recovery is.

General 


During the first stage of exploration, we propose to drill eight 
diamond drill holes designed to intersect the Lucy-Last Hope, Diamond, 
and Columbus-Grand View veins where they cut the upper 300 feet of the 
favorable San Juan Formation. The collar locations of these proposed 
holes are shown on Plate V and cross-sections of the holes showing 
approximate inclination and bearing and estimated total depth are given 
in Figures 12 through 19. In summary, the holes are as follows:

Detailed Description of Drill Holes

The collar for Hole No. 1 will be located on the north shore of 
Fuller Lake at an approximate elevation of 12,590 feet. Thehole 
will be drilled in a N 440 E direction at an inclination of _500,
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This hole is designed to test the Lucy-Last Hope vein within the 
upper 300 feet of the San Juan Formation near its southeasternmost 
exposure in the area. where it appears to split into several smaller 
fractures,	 . 


At this point, the San Juan Formation is believed to be covered 
by approximately 190 feet of the lower Silverton Volcanic Group. This 
estimate is subject to some uncertainties caused by the possible 
slight regional dip and the unconformity which separates the San Juan 
Formation from the overlying Silverton Volcanic Group. For these 
reasons, in drawing all of the drill hole cross-sections, we have 
assumed that the Silverton-San Juan contact lies at an elevation of 


•	 12,400 feet as mapped in Ice Lake Basin about 2500 feet east of this 
•	 drill hole. Considering the relatively small area involved in this 


drilling program and the effects of the other variables which cannot 
be estimated, the errors due to this assumption are relatively slight. 


The dip of the Lucy-Last Hope vein just north of Fuller Lake is 
not known. The small adit driven on the vein at this point is caved 
and there are no other exposures. Dips measured on rock joints close 
to the vein position range from vertical to 650 to the west. However, 
it is not known if these are related to the vein or some regional 
structural feature. An examination of the aerial photographs shows that 
the strike of the vein outcrop is almost straight in this area, sug-
gesting that the vein is nearly vertical. 


S As shown on Fig. 12, Hole No. 1 has been oriented so as to inter-
sect the Lucy-Last Hope vein within the upper 300 feet of the San Juan 
Formation whether the vein is found to be vertical or is found to . dip

	 All holes will be drilled with wireline diamond core drilling 
equipment provided by a competent, independent contractor. To this 


•	 end, bids for the drilling were solicited from three drilling companies 
(See Appendix IV). All holes will be drilled so as to set casing in 
bedrock, from which point BX wireline core will be recovered to the 


•	 end of the hole. It is recognized that difficulties encountered in 
the drilling may require that at some point the core size be reduced. 
It is proposed that the completed drill holes be left in such condition 
that they can be easily recovered, and therefore some casing may be 
left in the holes. Casing from the surface to bedrock will be left in 
all holes. 


Because of the short working season, we plan to save time by 
moving the drilling equipment to the several drill sites from Silver- 
ton by helicopter, rather than break the drilling equipment into the 
small-sized pieces which could be packed by a mule. 


Camp facilities for the drilling personnel, geologic staff, and 
helicopter pilot will be furnished.in Ice Lake Basin by a separate 
contractor. He will provide tents, cots, and meals, and horses which 


•	 • will be used when necessary to move the crews from camp to drill rig 
and return. Camp will be established and maintained in accordance 
with U. S. Forest Service regulations. 


• All holes will be cored from bedrock to the bottom of the hole.

• Repayment of disbursed Federal funds plus simple interest ' at 7 3/4 


percent was to be made on the basis of established royalties of all 


minerals and metals produced from the land during exploration opera-


tions and for 'a period of 11 years from the date of the contract 


should a certification of possible production be issued by OME.

Discussion 


The original objective of the Ice Lake project was to test. the various 
vein structures, in the top part of the San Juan Formation. The San Juan Formation 
had been the biggest producer in the Telluride-Sneffels Mining District, 8 to 10 
miles to the north. It was surmised by the investigators of the property that 
there were in the Silverton series overlying the San Juan Formation strong vein 
structures at the surface with erratic Au-Ag mineralization which might have at depth. 
bonanza. ore shoots in the' San Juan Formation. In the Telluride-Sneffels district, the 
structures horsetailed at the surface with no appreciable mineralization, therefore, 
it was felt, that there was good potential in the San Juan' Formation at depth in the 
project area. 


In order to test the vein structures, a diamond drilling program was proposed 
with eight holes and a total footage of 7,100 feet. At this . point, Vitro Minerals 
Corporation applied for an Office of Mineral Exploration precious metals loan to 
finance the diamond drilling exploration. The ONE reviewed the geologic data, the ex-


ploration targets, the proposed budget required to test these targets and granted 
Vitro the loan in the amount of $,10817500 


Work commenced on the Ice Lake project in July, 1968 with Sprague and 
Henwood, the diamond drilling contractor and Aerial Applicators of Salt Lake City, 
the helicopter contractors. The helicopter company was commissioned due to the 
inaccessibility of the project area. The only access to the project area was by a 
pack trail which was impractical for the transportation of drilling rigs and other 
heavy, equipment. 


In briefly reviewing the work performed in the 1968 and 1969 field seasons, 
six holes were completed by Sprague and Henwood.' The results of these holes were as 
follows:

Conclusions and Recommendations 


The vein structures were intersected in the Silverton series and the San 
Juan Formation indicating weak mineralization. The diamond drill results have 
shown that the attitude of the Lucy-Last Hope vein is irregular and the vein width 
is reasonably persistant, but without economic values. The Diamond and the Columbus-
Grand-View veins were shown to pinch out with depth where drilled. 


In analyzing this project in retrospect, the initial method of exploration 
in testing the favorability of the San Juan Formation meant deep diamond drilling on. 
poorly defined targets. Instead of this long shot approach with deep drill holes, 
the structures in my opinion should have been tested with shallow holes first to 
determine their attitude, then, with deeper holes beneath the encouraging shallow 
holes to test them in the San Juan Formation. This method of approach would have 
better defined the targets. On the project, as the initial deep drill holes failed 
to give satisfactory results, shallower holes were then proposed this past season 
to better define the structures. The drilling method in the last two holes employed 
NX core with drilling mud, resulting in the best core recovery on the project. .With 
the Lucy-Last Hope structure well defined and acceptable core recovery where there 
was previously no recovery, Vitro Minerals is faced with the fact that this informa-
tion has cost over twice the original proposed budget of $167,000.. 


The exorbitant project costs were two fold, expense of access and the 
poor performance by the drilling contractor which was probably the single most con- 
tributor to the higher costs. The expense of access, chiefly the use of .a helicopter 
to transport equipment was unavoidable. However, the poor performance by Sprague 
and Henwood may have been eliminated by having a more stringent drilling contract 
based on performance rather than time spent on the project. 


In summarizing the results of the diamond drilling program, assay results 
indicated that the continuity of grade of mineralization in the Silverton series is 
too erratic to meet Vitro Minerals' objective for a mine and theres no positive 
encouragement for an improvement in the San Juan Formation. The cost to prove con-
tinuity of grade and thickness of the veins in the Ice Lake Mining District in light 
of the past performance with its exorbitant cost is the prohibiting factor for 
further exploration in the area by Vitro Minerals Corporation. Therefore, the writer 
recommends that Vitro Minerals Corporation terminate its. exploration in the Ice Lake 
area. An alternative plan could be to interest another company with a partial 
interest for a cash commitment • In this ' way, the geologic knowledge gained and the- 
operating techniques employed could be put to good use..

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RECOMMENDATIONS FOR THE 1970 FIELD' SEASON 


General Procedure of Operations 


In order to reduce the operating costs as well as the factor of risk 
to life and limb it is proposed to limit the use of helicopter transportation 
to freighting in diesel fuel and gasoline at the beginning of the season and. 
moving out of equipment at the shutdown of the campaign. This would necessitate• 
the use of mule trains for supplying the camp and horses for transportaion of 


0	 personnel, however, these costs would be considerably lower than the same services 
when supplied by helicopter. This form of transportation is,considered 
plthisiblé for the next season's operations only because the distance between the 
camp site and the most distant drill will be much shorter than during the 1969 
season.

Contract Drilling 


At this time we are planning to continue with the same drilling company 
(Sprague and Henwood) for the rest of the contract drilling. Roughly 2,000 feet 
of Bx wireline drilling, is planned. Five hundred fifty feet of this will be 
utilized on Holes 6B and 6C which will be drilled from the same collar location 
as No. 6 Hole. These holes will test the Lucy vein down dip from the mineralization 
found in No 6 hole A cross section of these holes is given in figure 5 No 
2B drill hole will be put down to test the Columbus vein and although the target 
area of this hole is the. same as the old No. 2 hole the collar location of 
this hole has been moved to facilitate a more normal intersection of the vein. 
This relocation of the collar also reduces the total postulated depth from .' 
1,050 feet to 700 feet. The cross sections of this hole is illustrated in. 

6 and the collar location is shown on the accompanying map The 
remaining 750 feet of drilling will be programmed during the field season and  
will be contingent upon the drilling results of 6B, 6C, and 2B If we 
intersect good ore grade mineralization over a significant width in No 2B hole, 
we may.wish to offset that hole.
