Justification for Denial of Application 


The propertyconsists of 5 patented and 14 unpatented claims. There 
is no record of production on the property prior to 1892 and only a 
few tons Of ore were produced since then. The ore appears to have 
been hand-sorted and the production record suggests it was primarily 
lead-silver. Underground workings are presently inaccessible. 


The Applicant proposed surface diamond drilling in two phases to 
explore the Molas fissure vein fbr 'silver. Total cot of the two 
'phases amounted to $80,019.10. A much reduced version of the above 
proposal, involving 7 drill holes at a total cost of$23 , 495 , was 


recommended by the Field Examiner.	 ' . 


The modified'drilling program recommnded . by the Field Examiner was 
not acceptable to the Field Officer because in his opinion the applica-
tion lacks sufficient geological data, the sampling does not indicate 
enough mineralized material of ore' grade, and the Applicant should 
complete some initial exploration on his own, which, if sñccessful could 
be used as a basis for applying to ONE for financial assistance in

An evaluation of the old assay data submitted with the application

A report . of examination on the subject property was transmitted 
to you on January 31, 1969 by Mr. Jacques F. Robertson. The 
report had been reviewed by James Gualtieri, hOwever, the report 
was transmitted without my final review and during my absence 
although Jacques and I had discussed the property from time to time, 
during the preparation of the report. 


I have reviewed the report and feel that even though Mr. Robertson's 
recommended exploration program is a much reduced program, than 
the original one proposed by the applicant, there is too scanty 
information upon which to base an exploration program at this time. 
The thirteen tons of ore assaying 0.53 oz. Au, 12.54 oz. Ag, 0.67% Cu, 
8.65% Pb and 0.655% Zn was, as stated, undoubtedly hand-sorted ore. 


The other sampling does not indicate enough mineralized material 
that is ore grade, upon which to base a program. We should have 
a much better. idea as to what the values in copper, lead and zinc 
are in order to calculate a probable gross value of the ore. Mr. 
Robertson points out that the weighted average of material that 
wOuld be mined over a 3 or 4 feet thickness would average only 
6 - 8 oz. silver per ton. If silver is $2.00 per ounces this 
only amounts to about $16.00 per ton for the silver alone. The 7.1% 
lead would yield a possible 1.77% and at .1330 cents per pound 
would gross $4.70. The total value would then be $20.70 for lead 
and silver combined. Sampling has been too spotty.. Other samples 
show correspondingly lower grades except for the unspecified and 
miscellaneous samples and specimens.


Cl)CI 
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The applicant has not adequately supported his proposal and needs 
more detailed geology and more exploration work on the vein. It 
is my opinion that the property is presently in the prospecting 


stage. 


It would be my recommendation that the applicant complete Stage I 
drilling on his own account then apply to -the Office of Minerals 
Exploration if Stage I drilling proves successful. This much drilling 
would -place the property at anexploration stage. I therefore 
recommend that the application be denied without prejudice.

Transmitted herewith is the report of examination of the subject 
property. An exploration program is recommended, modified and 
substantially scaled down from the applicant's original proposal, 
involving surface diamond drilling under two phases. Phase I 
includes 7 inclined holes with 2,660 feet of drilling at a cost 
of $23,495.00. Phase II would be dependent on the results of 
Phase I, and would be designed to drill 6 additional holes about 
mineralized intercepts found under Phase I. It would call for no 
more than 2,280 feet of drilling at a cost of $20,010.10. The 
total cost of the proposed drilling program is $43,505.10, of which 
the government's share, at 75 percent, would be $32,628.82. 
It is concluded that there is a reasonable probability of finding 
sufficient silver ore to repay the costs of the drilling program.

Introduction 


The MG Mining Company applied to the Office of Minerals Exploration 


January 30, 1968 for federal financial assistance to explore the silver-


bearing vein on the Molas Mine property, Animas mining district, San Juan 


County, Colorado. A diamond drilling project. from the surface in two 


phases is proposed at an estimated cost of $80,019.10. The application 


was assigned Docket No. OME-6694. Several shortcomings were found in 


the application upon review, and the applicant was requested to furnish 


additional information and to re-evaluate some of his propositions. The 


application was referred . to the Region III Field Office, Denver on 


February 27, 1968 for further review, field examination, and recommendations. 


Documents clarifying the controlling interest in the property and assign-


ment of interest were received on March 22, 1968. A field examination 


was arranged by Mr. Jacques F. Robertson of the U. S. Geological Survey 


with Mr. Richard F. Douglas of David S. Robertson & Associates, Inc. 


consultants for the mining company on July 8, 1968. They were accompanied 


by Mr. Joseph Gross, Executive Vice-President of the company, and Mr. 


W. R. Rowland, longtime surveyor and resident of the area. Revision in 


the drilling proposals were suggested, requiring the acquisition of 


adjacent claims. Options on the property had to be renewed also, and 


the statement of one bank inits denial of a loan to the company had to 


be clarified. These revisions to the application were received on 


September 26, 1968.
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The Molas mining property is located in the San Juan mountains 


of southwest Colorado, within the Silverton 15-minute quadrangle. 


It is about 4 miles south of the mining town of Silverton, on the 


east side of and within 2300 feet of U. S. Highway 550, the Million 


Dollar Highway, where Sultan Creek crosses it, 2.5 miles north of 


Molas Divide. The property is on a narrow glacier-scoured bedrock 


bench at an altitude of 10,320 feet that overlooks the gorge of 


the Animas River to east and lies at the base of Grand Turk Mountain, 


which rises abruptly to 13,087 feet to west. The property lies 


•	 under several feet of snow during the winter and spring with access 


being generally impeded from October until the middle of June. The 


nearest railroad shipping point for concentrates is at Ridgeway on 


the Denver and Rio Grande Western Railway, 37 miles to north through 


Ouray. Durango, another shipping and supply point, is 45 miles 


to south. 


The property consists of five patented claims and 14 unpatented 


claims, extending down to the Animas River from the highway. 


The Molas, Senior Warden, and Aladdins Lamp patented claims cover 


3,610 feet of the Molas lode and fault zone, as measured lengthwise 


from end to end, that portion for which exploration assistance is 


desired. The Junior Warden and Tyler patented claims overlie 3,000 


feet along another fault that trends east southeast down Sultan 


Creek from the Molas lode. The unpatented claims include Molas 


2 through 12, Junior Deacon, Senior Deacon, and Senior Steward, 


which largely surround and form a block about the patented claims.
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All the claims are legally recorded at the San Juan County Courthouse; 


U. S. Mineral Survey numbers and book and page numbers are listed in 


the application. The Expansion, lone, and Parthenope patented claims 


that lie to southeast of the Molas patented claim are not controlled by the 


MG Mining Company, and effectively restrict their interest in the Molas 


lode to the southeast. The patented claims are only 300 feet wide, 


whereas the unpatented claims are the standard 600 feet wide. 


The MG Mining Company has all legal rights to the claims on 


the Molas property by assignment to it of deeds and agreements made 


earlier by Joseph M. Gross, Executive Vice-President of the company. 


Mr. Gross purbhased the Molas patented claim in 1948 from a Mr. 


William F. Hansberger. An option to purchase the patented claims 


Aladdins Lamp, Senior Warden, Junior Warden, Tyler, and Right of 


Way Mill Site, owned by a Mrs. Helen I Wiser Turner, was entered 


into by Mr. Gross on September 2, 1967. The option to purchase has 


•been extended to September 26, 1969 by agreement of July 22, 1968. 


The unpatented claims listed above were staked by Mr. Gross and 


were assigned to the MG Mining Company by Quitclaim Deeds dated 


July 26, 1968 and September 12, 1968. Copies of all pertinent legal 


documents covering these transactions are included in the application, 


as well as a map surveyed by Mr. W. R. Rowland, U. S. Minerals 


Surveyor, showing the correct locations of the claims.
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Geology 


The Môlas mine property is underlain by banded gneiss and schist 


of Precambrian age that is exposed east and southeast of the Molas 


shaft, along Sultan Creek and the Molas fault and in the deep canyon 


of the Animas River. Overlying the crystalline rocks with profound 


unconformity are sedimentary formations of Paleozoic age. The oldest 


Paleozoic formation is the IgnacioQuartzite of Late Cambrian or 


Early Ordovician age (Varnes, 1963, p. A8). At its base is a quartzite 


cobble conglomerate that ranges from a few feet to 12 feet thick; 


the conglomerate is succeeded by well-bedded, dense, white and pink 


quartzite, having thin partings of'yellow and red shale. The Ignacio 


Quartzite is estimated to be 50 to 75 feet thick in the Molas mine 


area.


Overlying the Ignacio Quartzite, and presumably exposed on 


the mine property, is the Elbert Formation of Late Devonian age. It 


was mapped and described in the Silverton quadrangle by Cross, Howe, 


and Ransome (1905, p. 3) as mainly composed of calcareous shales 


and thin sandy limestones, drab, buff, or yellowish in color, that 


weather readily and crop out poorly. Varnes (1963, p. A8) suggests 


that the formation is absent from most of the areas where it is 


shown on the old Silverton folio. It and the underlying Ignacio 


Quartzite appear to be partly or completely eroded from places 


in the Silverton area. It was not possible to establish if the 


Elbert Formation is present in the Molas mine area, although beds 


that fit its description occur above the quartzites. These beds
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were only casually examined but it is possible that they belong 


to the Ouray Limestone. The Ouray Limestone is of Late Devonian 


age and it conformably overlies the Elbert Formation. Cross and 


his coworkers (1903, p. 3) state that the Elbert Formation is less 


than 100 feet thick in the region; probably it is less than 50 feet 


thick in the Molas mine area. 


The Ouray. limestone is conformably overlain by lithologically 


indistinguishable Leadville Limestone of Mississippian age so 


that where mapped they are shown as one unit. The limestone is 


generally fine to medium grained, rudely bedded to massive, and 


gray, but the lower part commonly contains interbedded sandy 


limestone, shale, and rarely quartzite (Cross, Howe, and Ransome, 


1905, p. 5), which may explain why it is difficult to distinguish 


it from the Elbert Formation. The Ouray and Leadville sequence 


totals less than 200 feet thick in the Molas mine area. 


The Molas Formation, consisting of about 25 feet of reddish 


gray calcareous shale and sandstone of Pennsylvanian age, unconformably 


overlies the Leadville Limestone, and is succeeded without stratigraphic 


break by roughly 2,000 feet of alternating limestone, shale,and 


sandstone of the Hermosa Formation, also of Pennsylvanian age. 


These formations and succeeding ones in the San Juan Mountains 


are outside of the Molas mine property boundaries, and are not further 


considered here. 


The Paleozoic sedimentary rocks have been tilted westward as much 


as 15° in the area of the Molas mine and have been further disturbed
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by the Molas fault and the Sultan Creek fault. The Molas fault 


strikes N. 58° W. across the Precambrian gneisses and schists 


and the overlapping edges of the northerly striking sedimentary 


beds, and has essentially vertical dip. The Sultan Creek fault 


is represented by Mr. Douglas (Map 2 accompanying the application) 


as following the course of Sultan Creek with a strike of N. 83° W.; 


it converges with the Molas fault near U. S. Highway 550. Its dip 


is also approximately vertical. The block or wedge between the 


faults was uplifted probably no more than 50 feet relative to the 


adjacent blocks. Cross, Howe, and Ransome (1903, maps of Areal 


Geology) show that the Molas fault dies out to northwest in the. 


Hermosa Formation, but they did not recognize the Sultan Creek 


fault. The Molas fault has been prospected southeastward about 


2,500 feet along its trace almost to the Animas River. The 


topographic expression of the Precambrian rocks east of the river 


suggests a continuation of this structure to the southeast for 


an indefinite distance. 


The Ignacio Quartzite is not representedon the applicant's 


map in the block between the two faults, which raises some questions 


about the stratigraphic and structural relationships. The area 


where the faults and contacts are shown dashed on the map was 


examined for outcrops but was found to be mantled by glacial 


drift indicating that the relationships shown by the geologic 


consultant for the applicant to be only inferred. 


The Molas lode is on the Molas fault and is described
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(Ransome, 1901, P. 254) as "on a nearly vertical fissure vein, 


about 2 feet wide, in limestone chert, and shales. At the surface 


of the Nolas claim, however, the Molas fault separates gneiss and 


schist on the northeast side from Ignacio Quartzite on the southwest 


side, and it appears that gneiss and schist should be present 


on both walls at shallow depth. The underground workings were 


not accessible at the time of the visit so that the character of 


the mineralized fissure could not be examined,.but material on 


the dumps display medium to coarse gained primary sulfide minerals, 


including galena, some sphalerite, and sparse chalcopyrite, associated 


with quartz and barite, in brecciated and considerably altered 


country rock. The consultant's report with the application claims 


"Tetrahedrite is a common copper-silver ore mineral in the district 


and is probably present with the Molas vein." It has not been 


identified, however, in the specimens examined on the property. 


The consultant's report also states (page 6) that the one 


spectrographic semi-quantitative chemical analysis submitted with 


the report shows "that there is little correlation between the 


values of lead and silver", but "a rough correlation between 


silver and copper," which "suggests that the bulk of the silver 


values are in a mineral other than galena." This statement is entirely 


without foundation simply because one analysis of rock by itself 


cannot demonstrate relationships that exist among several metallic 


elements. At least several analyses would be needed to show how 


silver values vary with those of lead and copper. The results of
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fire assays of five samples accompanying the report show that the 


variations in lead and silver values among the samples have a 


fair correlation whereas copper and silver values have a relatively 


poor correlation.


Mine Workings 


As stated in the application under Item 3(a), "Little is known 


about earlier operations in the 'Molas mine'. Reportedly the 


down 
mine was operated in the late 1800's but closed '/ about 1892 with 


the drop in the price of silver." A sketch map, drawn by Mr. W. R. 


Rowland and accompanying the applicaton, gives a rough idea of the 


amount of workings that exist on the property. Eight workings thought 


to be shafts can be counted along the Molas fissure vein on the 


surface, but some of these may have resulted from stoping to the 


surface. No knowledge is available on stopes, nor on the depths 


of most of the shafts. Approximately 230 feet of drifting was done 


on the 115 foot level of the Molas shaft at the northwest end of 


the Molas claim during the periods 1936 to 1939 and 1946 to 1947. 


The 70-foot level apparently was driven southeast along the vein 


for 560 feet or more prior to 1892. Some 600 feet of drifting 


was also done in the early days from the southeast end of the Molas 


claim from an adit and 25-foot deep shaft, now caved. Four of the 


shafts were caved at the time of examination. Any of the shafts 


would require extensive rehabilitation to reach the main underground 


workings: it is thought that no workings exist below the 115-foot 


level.
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The Wiser tunnel was driven west-northwest 5.00 feet along 


the Sultan Creek fault from Sultan Creek on the Junior Warden 


claim, then crosscut almost due south 300 feet to connect with 


the Molas shaft. It is inferred that the Wiser Tunnel was begun 


in the 1930's or earlier, as Mr. Rowland's map carries the date 


December 13, 1936 when the first survey was made. Mr. Rowland states 


that no significant mineral concentrations were encountered 


in all that distance. The portal is now caved, but the workings 


stood very well over the years according to Mr. Rowland. 


Production, Assays, and Evaluation 


Little information is available on the mineralized character 


of the Molas fissure vein. There is no record of production prior 


to 1892, and only a few tons of ore are known to have been produced 


since then. Eight tons of ore shipped in 1936 contained 189 ounces 


silver per ton and 24.5 percent lead. Thirteen tons of ore shipped 


in 1939 contained a total of 0.53 ounces of gold, 163 ounces 


of silver (12.54 ounces per ton), 175 pounds of copper (0.67 percent), 


2,246 pounds of lead (8.65 percent), and 178 pounds of zinc (0.685 


percent). The ore probably was hand sorted, and the production record 


suggests it was primarily lead-silver. 


Some clues can be gleaned about the Molas vein from the sparse 


descriptions and assays of 56 samples collected mostly in 1945, 1946, 


and 1947, and furnished by the applicant (see copies of assay returns 


with docket). Fourteen samples are described as taken across a vein 


or across a drift; four of these indicate a vein 2 to 3 feet thick.
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Nine other samples were taken from "streaks" or "stringers" that 


imply at best a veinlet 2or 3 inches thick; one sample was taken // 


from a narrow seam 1/4 inch thick, and another was "gouged out of 


streak with knife." The following breakdown of assay returns 


are from category 1 samples taken across a vein or a drift of 


mineralized rock measuring in feet:

Gold is neglible in all assays furnished by the applicant. 
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The average assay from "streaks 1 ' under category 2 samples is 245 


ounces silver per ton. When weighted over a mineable width of 3 or 


4 feet, the-value becomes 6 or 8 ounces per ton, which compares 


closely with the average of category 1 samples. This suggests that 


the mineralized material is mainly concentrated or confined to narrow 


streaks rather than widespread in the fissure zone. Category 3 


samples from "talc" are low in silver (with one exception), as 


is generally characteristic of gouge material; the average assay 


for 13 samples is 3.1 ounces of silver per ton. When the singular 


high assay of 18 ounces per ton is excluded, the average of 12 samples 


drops to 1.8 ounces silver per ton. Samples from categories 4 and 


5 are too selective, for the most part, to have any clear significance 


in measuring the value of the mineralized vein. There is a, good 


correspondence with the lead assays, however, suggesting that 


silver is closely associated with lead. The locations on the vein 


from which the samples were .taken are not described adequately, 


although obviously they were derived from highly mineralized spots. 


According to the geologic consultant (application, Item 3d) 


"Ore reserves are undetermined and unknown. No attempt has ever 


been made, to our knowledge, to block out ore grade material." 


It is speculated that mineralized material may occur in a number 


of ore shoots within the vein that are separated.by intervals 


of barren rock. The size of possible ore shoots is entirely speculative; 


the silver content could be significant if the mineralized portion 


of the vein has a thickness of 2 feet or more and both length an d 


height measure in tens of feet.
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Applicant's Proposed Exploration 


The applicant proposes a surface diamond drilling program 


in two phases to exp1oe the Molas fissure vein along its strike 


for 3,400 feet. Phase I would include 18 holes collared on a line 


parallel to and southwest of the surface trace of the Molas vein, 


spaced 200 feet apart, and so situated as to intersect the vein 


at a depth of approximately 200 feet below the surface. The holes 


would be inclined at-40° to _550 depending on terrain, and would 


have a northeast bearing, and a range of from 250 to 370 feet 


in length. It is proposed to use core of Ax size to keep down 


the cost of the program. A total of 6,094 feet of drilling is 


estimated for Phase I at a low bid cost of $43,969.10. 


Phase II would be dependent on the results of Phase I 


and would be designed to drill additional holes, both laterally 


and vertically, about mineralized intercepts found under Phase I. 


It is estimated that Phase II might call for as much as 5,000 feet 


of drilling at a cost of $36,050.00. Total cost for both phases 


would be $80,019.10. 


The applicant expects that about 3,000 feet of drilling 


could be completed per month, using two drill rigs, and that the 


whole program could be completed in 100 days. The cost per hole 


and other contingency costs are listed in the application.
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1 
Recommendations and conclusions 


The persistence of the Molas fissure vein and the presence 


of mineralized material along it, as shown by the fair to high 


silver values from scattered though unlocated points along the vein 


in the underground workings. of the Molas claim, justify a moderate 


surface drilling program to explore for possible ore shoots on 


the Molas property. It is recommended that a reduced version of 


the applicant's proposal be considered involving seven inclined 


drill holes with a total of 2,660 feet of drilling under Phase I, 


and a second phase that would include no more than 2,280 feet of 


offset drilling if warranted by the findings of Phase I. The holes under 


Phase I would be drilled at intervals along the surface trace of 


the veIn to intersect it at a depth of 200 feet, and would correspond 
14 


to the applicant's proposed holes 2, 5, 8, 11,/and 17, as numbered 


consecutively from the southeast to the northwest ends of the 


property (See accompanying map). Another hole would be located 


midway between the applicant's proposed holes 6 and 7. The 


holes would be spaced 600 feet apart, except the one which would 


be midway between 5 and 8. Drilling under Phase II would depend 


upon the discovery of significant silver values under the Phase 


I drilling, and would be designed to bracket selected mineralized 


vein intercepts at 100 feet each side of the discovery hole or some 


other interval deemed suitable after review of the Phase I program. 


The seven drill holes of Phase I should be situated so as 


to intersect the Molas vein at approximately 200 feet of depth at
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an inclination from the horizontal of no less than -45° and no more 


than _550• The holes should be collared generally no more than 260 


feet southwest of the fault, but this distance depends to some extent 


on terrain. The length of the holes should not exceed 380 feet; 


the vein should be encountered between 300 and 350 feet in most 


holes. The holes plotted on the applicant's map under the revised 


proposal are only approximately located; each would have to be placed 


with regard to the surface conditions at the site, keeping in mind 


the above limitations.
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The estimated cost of the recommended and revised drilling program 


is detailed below:

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The time required to complete Phase I of the recommended drilling 


program is estimated to be 140 days, utilizing only one drill. This 


is based on the generally accepted industry-wide diamond drilling 


rate of 20 feet per shift, which allows for delays in setting up, 


mechanical difficulties, and other lost time. This is considered 


to be more realistic than the applicant's estimate of 100 days for 


the program it proposes. The limited season at the altitude of 


the property may require that a second drill be utilized or that 


the: program be carried over to another season, which accounts for 


allowing the two mobilizations. On the other hand, if two drills 


were used, the time allotted to supervision and consultant services 


could be curtailed. Detailed costs of materials, such as cement, 


and the setting of stand-pipe if necessary, etc., are included 


in item 5 at 4% of drilling costs. The applicant's figure of five 


percent of drilling costs for this item seems excessive. Phase I 


of the drilling program is estimated to cost $23,495.00. The 


government's participation at 75 percent of the cost would amount 


to $17,621.25.

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Phase II would require approximately five months with one 


drill and a drilling rate of 20 feet per shift. As pointed out 


in the discussion of Phase I, the limited season for surface drilling 


on the Molas property indicates that two drills should be used. 


A recess probably would be necessary between Phase I and Phase II 


of the program, which accounts for including mobilization again 


in the second phase. Conceivably Phase II could continue without 


a break from Phase I, in which case remobilization would not be 


claimed. The remarks made about the location of holes and the 


drilling costs for Phase I apply equally to Phase II. The cost 


of the drilling program under Phase II might be as much as $20,010.10 


if the results of Phase I warrant it. The government's participation 


at 75 percent of the cost, would be $15,007.57. 


The total cost of the proposed drilling program is $43,505.10, 


of which the government's share would be $32,628. 82. There is a 


reasonable probability that this exploration drilling would find 


at the very least 28,000 tons of indicated silver ore having a value 


of $20.00 per ton, sufficient to pay the cOsts of the proposed program.

As geological consultants to the M G Mining Company, we 
are replying for them in regard to your request for additional 
information. 


We believe the two shipments of ore in 1936 and 1939 
probably came from the Molas dumps which were signigicant in size, 
at one time, and carried values. You will note that the Bureau 
of Mines record for 1936 indicates no production but still shows 
eight tons sold. In further investigation we can find no records 
to indicate mineproduction from the Molas in 1939. The low ton-
nage indicated in the record again suggests to us that the Molas 
dumps were the source. Assuming the above to be correct, we have 
the following comments in regard to its values. 


We do not believe the higher values of lead to silver in 
these dumps necessarily reflects the proportion to be found in the 
mines. The fact that galena was the most abundant ore mineral in 
the dump may only reflect the miner's low regard for lead in the 
1880's and their higher regard for silver. We list below the 
prices for lead and silver from 1881 to 1890:
