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PROPOSED DRILLING PROGRAM

The surface rocks on the Hansen farm and ranch are mostly Dakota
sandstone or soils covering Dakota sandstone except near the Purgatorie
river where the channel in its meandering back and forth has uncovered
the Purgatorie formation.

Ih the six holes drilled in 1967 and 1968, miheralization was found
in the Purgatorie formation. This mineralization consisted of compounds
containing most of the rare earths, zirconium and traces of‘gold'and
silver as shown by the assays. Uranium was also present and 1s presum-
ed to have come from the Morrison formation where those holes were deep
enough to penetrate the Morrison sediments.

Therefore, it would seem advisable to set up a drilling program that
would program holes deep enough to test the Purgatorie formation and
penetrate at lease 150 feet into the Morrison formation. This would
mean that holes should be drilled anywhere from 250 feet to 300 feet depth
for and adequate test.

A proposed grid has been set up, as shown»by the attached map. The
grid was made by starting on the north end of the prospect and laying off
330 ft. intervals to the south with each interval labeled A, B, C, D, etc.
A similar grid was established in an east-west direction across the pros-
pect with‘the intervals labeled 1, 2, 3, etc. Thus a drill location can
be located by its unique combination of letter and number, for example,
c-12,

The initial proposed drilling program, as shown by the attached map,
has been set up on 40 acre spacing. This would consist of 13 holes approx-
imately 275 feet in depth for a total footage of 3,575 féet. Should the
results from any one of the holes prove encouréging,'detail drilling can

be programmed in those areas using the established grid.

PROPOSED DRILLING PROGRAM

Geology and Proposed Drill Grid

The surface rocks on the Hansen farm and ranch are mostly Dakota
sandstone or soils coveringuDékota sandstone exbept near the Purgatorie
river where the channel in its meahdering back and forth haé uncovered
the Purgatorie formation. |

In the six holes drilled in 1967 and 1968, mineralization was found
in the Purgatorie formatibn. This mineralization consisted of compounds
containing most of the rare earths, zirconium énd’traces of gold and
silver as shown by the assays. Uranium was also present and is presum-
ed to have cecome from the Morrison formation where those holes were deep’
enouth to penetrate the Morrison sediments.

The results of an interview with the above applicants and an examination
of the involved lands on November 4, 1970, indicate that not only are
the applicants ineligible for exploration assistance, but that their
proposed exploration is geologically unfounded as well.

During the interview the applicants informed me that they had lost-
their possessory interest in the farm in March 1970, as the result

of a foreclosure action brought by the holder of a third mortgage on
the property. The summons shown me designated the La Junta Production
Credit Association as the mortgagee and the applicants with the
Farmers Home Administration as mortgagors under civil action No. 1569
in the District Court for the county of Bent and the State of Colorado.

A copy of a map of part of the farm, submitted by the applicants, is
attached as a reference in connection with the examination. It shows
the location of the six drillholes in which the applicants claim to
have discovered mineral deposits containing uranium, silver, gold

and other minerals.

The drilled area is uncultivated and situated in an embayment of the
western margin of the Purgatoire Riverflood plain. The land slopes
gently toward the river and is relieved only by several small
erosional remnants of flat-lying Dakota sandstone of Cretaceous age.

Erosion of the top soil by rain has obliterated all surficial

evidence of the drillholes except at the No. 1 drillsite where the
drillhole remains open and several small pieces of NX size core were
found. Apparently, most of the core recovered from the six drillholes,
which reportedly averaged 110 feet in depth, was included in samples
sent to a commercial Denver laboratory for spectrographic analysis.

No geologic logs were prepared, and the brief descriptions in the ‘
drillers' logs provide no stratigraphic information. However, the |
contact between the Dakota sandstone and the underlying Purgatoire

sandstone formations is visible near the water level of the river,

and from this base it is estimated that the drillholes were

bottomed fairly high in the latter.

Results of the spectrographic analysis of the 12 samples of drill
core and other rock materials, as shown on the applicants'
certificates of assay, were found to compare reasonably well with
similar analyses supplied by Robert A. Cadigan for 10 samples of
Pakota sandstone from several widely separated locations in the
Colorado Plateau. No anomalies were indicated in this comparison,
and the metals tested for do not occur in sufficient quantities to
be of commercial value, or to suggest the presence of a beach placer
deposit anywhere in the general vicinity of the drillholes. The nearest
known heavy mineral concentrations of this type (titaniferous black
sands) occur in upper Cretaceous sandstones in Montezuma County
in the southwewtern corner of the state. But even they, as well as
similar deposits in Wyoming, Utah, Arizona and New Mexico, are too
low grade to have any commercial-value in the foreseeable future.

A few minor occurrences of uranium have been found in exposures

of the Dakota, Morrison and Lykins formations within the area drained
by the Purgatoire River and Smith Canyon and Muddy Creeks about 20
miles south of the farm. However, these occurrences consist of
generally small, slightly radioactive lenses of carbonaceous shale

or sandstone with no present or potential commercial value. Radio-
metric scanning of the outcrops of Dakota and Purgatoire sandstone

on the farm with a scintillometer in 1954, by L. J. Brown of the

Atomic Energy Commission resulted in no count above a .008 MR/hr. back-
ground. '

The only mineral production of record for Bent County consists of
petroleum, natural gas, sand and gravel and bentonitic clay.

Accordingly, denial of the application is recommended because the
loss of ownership in the property leaves the applicants ineligible
for exploration assistance, and, also, because the subject lands
appear to be without any present or potential value for eligible

minerals under the OME program. .
