The applicant, Mr. James N. Babcock has entered into a Joint Venture
agreement with Rheco-Lenado, Inc. to further explore the Lenado
property by underground methods in an attempt to penetrate the
mineralized zones intersected by the diamond drilling that was
completed under OME docket 6415, contract 2236.

&
The applicant submitted an application that included a voluminous
amount of maps, and reports, but lacked the information that was
requested by this office on March 3, 1972. ‘The requested material
was received in this office and is being referred to you for further
processing. Item 6, page 2 of the March 3rd request (enclosed),
refers to the many maps and requested that the applicant furnish a
1" to 50 foot scale map adapted from the 1" = 20' scale map of the
Aspen Contact Mine and. cross section LL.

Mr. Babcock indicated the other day, via telephone, that the job
of reducing the map would be excessive in time as well as in cost,
and suggested that I send all of the material he has submitted to
you’~— so here it is, under séparate cover, that is.

A review of the contract work shows that some mineralized material

was penetrated in one drill hole but -because of the complicated

geologic structures in the project area no reserves could be

calculated on the basis of one drill hole. The mineralized material
obtained from the diamond drilling showed high zinc values. The

results of the drilling program were considered essentially negative.

No additional exploration was considered warranted, at least by drilling
from the surface, and it was recommended that no further Government
funds be expended in the project area.

No ore was discovered by the OME work therefore no certification
of possible production was issued.

The applicant indicates that he has had almost insurmountable
problems attempting to sink an incline through overburden in

an attempt to get into the Leadville and Belden formations, then
into the mineralized material penetrated by the drill holes.
Although his estimated total cost is not excessive for a program
of this type I feel that these costs may not be realistic in view
of the problems and resulting high costs the former Operator had
just drilling the area. I would recommend that the application
be denied even though past production at the Lenado for the
years 1891 - 1898 amounted to 9,469 tons of ore valued at
$206.00 per ton.

I have a duplicate of the material brought in by Mr. Babcock
February 9, 1972 that is being sent to you under separate cover,
but I did not retain a copy of the supplemental information --

The applicant proposed to explore mineralized zones intersected
by diamond drilling that was completed under prior OME Contract
2236, Docket 6415, by sinking an inclined shaft, crosscutting,

and additional diamond drilling. The estimated cost of the
proposed work totals $53,110.00.

A careful review of the exploration work conducted under the

prior contract and the additional exploration work proposed
indicates that the mineralization found thus far was more
valuable for the noneligible metals, lead and zinc, than it

was for silver; that the geologic structure is extremely complex

and poorly understood; that the drilling was beset by major

mechnical difficulties due to talus, landslides, heavy ground
associated with complex.faulting, loss of circulation, and poor
core recovery; that tunneling and sinking would be difficult

in such heavy ground; and that the decision not to certify a
discovery of valuable minerals on the prior OME contract was

correct and is still valid.

Two holes on the previous OME contract intercepted mineralized
material. One showed relatively high values in zinc and low

values in silver, the other cut 27 feet of material averaging
35.54 percent lead, 3.95 percent zinc, and 13.25 ounces silver
per ton. The value of silver accounted for only 14.3 percent

of the total value of the material,

In view of the large content of noneligible metals in the
mineralized rock that would be the principal target of the
‘proposed exploration, I concur with the Field Officer's
recommendation that the application be denied.
