Subject: Review of application, DMEA 4132 (uranium), Eagle Lake
Mining Company, Branchville Mine, Branchville, Connecticut.

The applicant proposes to explore for uranium at the old
Branchville mine in southwestern Connecticut. Quartz, feldspar,
mica, spodumene, beryl, and columbite, according to written reports,
have all been mined at the site qf various times. Uraninite has
been found at the mine, but the minerals are in a pegmatite; and
pegmatites are known to be notoriously poor producers of significant
amounts of uranium ore.

V. E. Shainin, in the American Mineralogist, July-
Auzust 1946, p. 34k, states, "It is unlikely that the pegmatite
(at Branchville) contains sufficient quantities of beryl, columbite-
tantalite, uraninite and other rare minerals of economic importance
to werrant commercial exploitation for them,"

In a discussion of this application Mr. Jack Kratchman
of the Atomic Energy Commission stated that the uranium producing
potential of Connecticut pegmatites has been disappointing. .

Mr. Kratchman further suggested that the applicant be asked to,
demonstrate that the pegmatite on the -property possesses much
greater potentialities than the large number of other Connectlcut
pegmatites,

Small amounts, possibly as much as a few hundred pounds, of ore
grade material could undoubtedly be found on the property by an
extensive exploration program. The chances seem very slight,
however, of discovering significant new ore reserves. Furthermore,
DMEA participation in a project on this property would set something
of a precedent in DMEA exploration for uranium in pegmatites.

T recommend that the application be denied. A field
