It is our opinion, after review of the application
file and discussion with Mr. Burmeister, that the available
evidence is not sufficiently encouraging to justify Government
participation in geobhysical surveys of this property. In
the absence of further geologic information, there seems to
be no reason to contradict E. N. Cameron's conclusion, after-
field study, that the deposits are small and uneconomically
important concentrations of sulfides (cited in N. E. Nelson's
review of Feb., 18, 1957).

We recommend denial without prejudice. If the
Applicants are sufficiently convinced of the value of the
deposit to have the geophysical work done by competent pro-
fessional personnel, we would of course be glad to review the
results, but it does not look to us like a good bet for the
sizeable expense involved.

The examining team have supplemented their original field
examination report as & result of some dip needle work that was done
by the applicant after the date of the field examination. The dip
needle data were examined by members of the Geophysics Branch, U. S.
Geological Survey.

The field examiners believe that the dip needle results
are not conclusive enough to serve as justification for a DMEA
contract. They point out that the magnetic anomaly is weak, and
that the anomaly does not fit the geologic pattern of the area.
Furthermore, magnetic field measurements should be accompanied by
magnetic susceptibility tests of the minerals involved. Then the dip
needle data could be interpreted mueh better.

I do not believe the applicant's dip needle work changes
the situation enough to warrant reversal of the examining team's
earlier recommendation for denial of the application. Under those
conditions, a denial of the application should be made without prej-

udice.

The épplicants, then a partnership, now a company, requested
assistance in-exploring by drilling, the assumed extensions of long
known small deposits associated with a basic rock complex.

The deposits are concentrations of‘pyrite, pyrrhotite, pent-
landite, and chalcopyrite within complex masses ofalivine norite,
guartz norite, and hypersthene pyroxenite.

The drilling proposed would have tested an assumption that
two small concentrations, 3,000 feet apart, are parts of a large body.
In the opinion of the examiners, it is unlikely that orebodies of
economic size and grade are present and judging from the observed
geologic conditions, the proposed program of the earnest but amateur
promoters is not realistic.  The examiners recommend that the appli-
cation be denied without prejudice.

The conditional denial is based on the expressed intention
of the applicants of having a geophysical survey made of the area.
The rocks and metallic minerals lend themselves to such a survey and
the examiners agree that such a survey should be made before the
proposed drilling or other exploratory work is undertaken.

As the well meaning applicants appear determined to have
additional preliminary work done and have requested a stay of final
Jjudgment, I recommend that a reasonable time be allowed the appli-~
cants in which to have the work done and to submit a report of the

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CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONSVI

The nickel deposits of Mount Prospect are concentrations of pyrite,
pyrrhotite, pentlandite, and chalcopyrite that occur within complex masses
of olivine norite, quartz norite, and hypersthene pyroxenite. Much of the
surface of the property is covered with soil and vegetation which adds to
the difficulty of deciphering the geological relationships.

The Applicant has proposed a project of shaft unwatering and a blind
drilling program neither of which appears to have a good chance of making
a significant ore discovery. The Applicant has written his intention to come
plete a geOphysicél survey on the property ﬁhich would assist greatly in
determining hole locations and spacing, or in fact whether the property is
worthy of further exploration. |

The examining team are of the opinion that observed geologic con-
ditions on the property are such that it is unlikely that ore bodies of
economic size and grade are present. Under those conditions it is recommended
that the application be denied in its present form.

The examining team agree, however, with the Applicant concerning the
desirability of geophysical work on the property in advance of core drilling
or 6ther exploration work. If the Applicant completes geophysical work on
the lease, and the results are submitted to DMEA, then it is recommended
‘that the property be re-evaluated with regard to appropriateness of DMEA

participation in further exploration costs.

TIME SPENT ON PROPERTY, ETIC.

The examiners spent 6 hours in the field accompanied by Messrs.
Arthur P. Ievine and Charles Citelli, the Applicants. An additional L

hours were spent in conference with the Applicants.

NAME AND LOCATION OF PROPERTY

This property is known as the Old Pool Mine and is located
approximately 11 miles northeast of the village of Bantam in Litchfield
County, Connecticut, |

The property is reached from Bantam by proceeding westward on Route
25 for a distance of 0.6 miles to North Road entering Route 25 from the north
Proceed northward on North Road . for 1.h‘mi1es and walk % mile westward on
a trail to the 0ld Pool Mine shaft, Fig.l. North Road is graveled and the

trail is passable for drill rigs in most seasons.

COMPETENCY OF APPLICANT

Both of the young men in this partnership are earnest young airliné
maintenance mechanics. 'They have been prospecting for several years but
have no knowledge of mining exploration and freely admit it.

The..financial responsibility of the Applicants was not investigated
but it was assumed that their finances were at least sufficient to pay for
the modest geophysical survey thej expect to conduct. The application in-
dicates that they could furnish their share of an exploration program with

money .





APPLICANT 'S PROPERTY RIGHTS

Mr. Arthur P. Levine obtained a 3 year lease dated July 19, 1956
from the owner Miss Loretto T. Morrissey of Gaylordsville, Connecticut. The
lease is on the mining rights 6n 181 acres and surface rights also on
- approximately 175 acres of the total L8l acres. On Nobember 1, 1956, Mr.
Levine assigned a onebhalf interest in the lease to Mr. Charles Citelli as a
partner, A copy of ithe assignment was submitted ﬁith the application. The
partners informed the examiners that they had very recently disolved the
partnership and- had incor;porated as the "Nutmeg Mining Corporation", 12Lh
50th Street, Brooklyn 19, New York. Both men were requested to submit a
copy of the instrument changing from partnership to a corporation to establish
the connection with this application. This has not been done. A cépy of
the Applicants»property map as submitted is attached to this report. (Fig. 2)

"Consent to Lien", was included in the application.

GEOLOGY AND ORE DEPOSITS

The Applicantfs property is located on Mount ProsPecf which in turn
is situatéd in the Wéstern Highlands physiographic sub-province of New England.
| Mount Proépect rises to a height of 1,250 feet above sea level, Topographic
relief in the vicinity is about 430 feet.

The oldest rocks (age unknqwn) in the.vicinity are gneisses and schists
of the Berkshire and Hartland formations. Those two formations have been

invaded by gneissic diorites and associated biotite pyroxenite, biotite

hornblendite, and gfanodiorite porphyry. All the former rocks are intruded
by a predominantly basic series of quartz and olivine norites, hypersthene
pyroxenite, and dike rocks. Granitic rocks which appear to be still younger
complete the assemblage of bedrock units.

The nickel deposits are associated with the younger basic. series.
Plate I shows the locations of the six principal deposits in the vicinity.
Workings consist of pits and shafts, now flooded and inaccessible. ILittle
is known of their history except that they represent mining ventures carried

on intermittently since about 1835.

01D- POOL DEPOSIT

Relations at this deposit, Plate II, are obscure but evidently com-
plex. Surrounding the deposit are diorite gneisses intruded by granodiorite
porphyry and what appears to be gneissoid quartz norite. The ore is chiefly
variable olivine norite which is exposed at the collar of a flooded shaft.
On the shaft dump can be found norite and diorite gneiss containing dis=-
seminated pyrite, chalcopyrite, pyrrhotite, pentlandite, and possibly covellite.
The'dump material is much oxidized and weathered having lain exposed to the
elements for many years; SO that the rock on the dump has a reddish brownm,
ferrugiﬁous, gossanous, appearance.

At the Pool shaft the ore seems to be 1dcalized in a shear zone that
. strikes N 50° E and dips.h0° southeast. The Pool shaft is collared in the
shear zoﬁe. The shear is only a-few feet wide and does not appear to have

great longitudinal extent.
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About 75 fee£ northwest of the Pool the Applicaﬁt has dug
and blasted a narrow trench about LO feet long, about 5 feet wide, and 3 to
L feet deep. The trenqh exposes gray; medium to fine grained diorite gneiss.
Within the gneiss at small scattered local spots may be seen sparsely
disseminated pyfite and pyrrhotite. No ﬁassive sulphides were noted in the
trench.

The Applicants stated that they had unwatered the ©1d Pool shaft,

at least for part of its depth, for examination purposes. As far as could

~ be determined the Applicants had not had a geologist examine the workings

while they were pumped out, and since the Applicaﬁts are neither geologists
nor éngineers no reliable description of geologic conditions underground
could be obtained from them. The shaft had been-allowed to refill with
water by the time of the field examination. Pumping out the shaft and digging
the prOSpeét tfench represents all the work done by the Applicants at the
0ld Pool deposit. |
No production records pould be found for the 0ld Pool deposit. At
the present time it is not possible to calculate any ore reserves for the

vicinity of the 0ld Pool shaft,

HARDY DEPOSIT

The Hardy deposit, the location of which is shown on. Plate II, was

worked by two shafts, now flooded. Nearby outcrops show medium to coarse
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grained quartz norite. The shaft dumps contain this rock together with
contact-metamorphosed diorite gneiss and Bershire gneiss xenoliths., In both
xenoliths and quartz norite, sulphides are unevenly disfributed in grains,
aggregates, thin veinlets, and irregular masses up to 5 inéhes‘in diameter.
Material in the shaft dumps is strongly similar to the rock at the 0ld Pool
shaft,

The Applicants did not furnish assgy certificates but they stated
verbally that a grab sample from the Hazdy dump, assayed by Lucius Pitkin,
~ ran about 0.90 percent copper and the samé pe?céntage for nickel. C. R.

Harte states in Connecticut's Minor Metals and Her Minerals, 19lLlk,

"Analyses of samples of the ore showed from 1.65 to 2.86 percent nickel;

0.97 t0 1.31 percent COPPer...sesees."

BUCK DEPOSIT

At the Buck deposit, Plate II, the4main rock type is.olivine norite.
The olivine norite is variable in texture and mineral proportions, Both
olivine norite and surrounding diorite gneisses are cut by norite, gabbro-
diorite, and diorite dikes. Visible workings are a partly'caved pit and a
flooded timbered shaft.

The mineralized area is poorly exposed but evidently small. The ore
is olivine norite with sulphides irregularly distributed in small streaks,

patches, grains, and thin veinlets,
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A detailed description of the ore minerals and their paragenesis is

given by E. N. Cameron, Origin of Sulphides at Mount Prospect, Geol., Soc.

of America Bull., v. Sh,‘p. 651-686., In his "Introduction" Cameron states,
"The nickel deposits of Mount Prospect in northwestern Connecticut have been
known for.more than 100 years; They are small and economically unimportant...®
Some reasons for Cameron'é assertion that the nickel depqsits are economically
unimportant are: 1)} the habit of the developed deposits is known to be small
as evidenced by shaft openings, dump éizes, and such old fragmentary reports
as are available, 2) the grade of the known deposits is low - probably, 1
percent or less each of copper and nickel, 3) the textural arrangement of the
sulphide minerals as disseminated grains within and ;mong silicate minerals

is such that the chances of finding massive, higher grade ore bodies does

not seem good, L) there does not appear to be present on the property a
strong, geologic structure, such as a broad shear zoﬁe, brecciation, etc.,

on a régional or even district scale which would serve to localize large ore
bodies, 5) Cameronts work with photomicrographs‘indicates that there has been
only one period of-sulphide deposition, thus lessening chances for large ore
deposits at depth, 6) a static water level that is practically at the surfacel

lessens chances for large secondarily enriched ore deposits at depth.

APPLICANT tS PROPOSED EXPLORATION

The Applicant proposes to explore for nickel, cobalt, platinum,
iridium, and copper deposits on a leasehold consisting of ;81 arres located

on Mount Prospect, Litchfield County, Connecticut.

The proposed work would consist of unwatering two old flooded shafts,
and a core drilling program consisting of a total of 2,400 feet of drilling,
in 2 drill holes. Total estimated cost of the project would be $L0,000.
Drill hole- layout was not based on geologic or practical reasoning.

Unwatering the old shafts does not appear suitable for DMEA participation
in that such work would not result in the discovery of new ore deposits
because it is extremely unlikely that any ore of economic grade was left
. exposed in the workings when they were being operated and finally abandoned.
Such work probably should be done by the Applicant as a means of making an
examination of the property possible.

The Applicants! drilling proposal is based on the very tenuous
assumption that a minéralized, trend éxists between two old prospect shafts,
the 01d Pool and the Buck, that are almost a mile apart. Tbere is no observable
geological field evidence supporting such a hypothesis. As a result the |
Applicantst proposed drill hole pattern represents a pure prospecting venture
that would find ore only by merest chance.
| | During the field examination the Applicants stated that they seriously
considered performing a geophysical survey on the property‘and of making a
drilling program contingent upon the results of such a survey. The examin-
' ing team believe that such would be a good approach to the problem of locating
drill holes advantageously and in positions where the chances of finding
sulphide deposits would be better. The Applicants then announced their firm

intention to perform geophysical work on the property for their own account

and wishes their application held in abeyance until they have completed that
work. The Applicants worte a letter to the examining engineer to that effect,
dated May 3, 1957. A copy of the letter is attached to this report.

The Longyear drilling bid accompanying the application was not firm,
One furnished at the time of esamination was duplicated and is attached to

this report. A bid from Joy Mft. Co. was promised by the Applicants.

ALTERNATE PROPOSAL

An alternate proposal is not made nor were costs investigated for
the reason that these items are not relevant if the Applicants do not conduct
a geophysical survey and would have to be worked out again if such a survey

is made.

The old time reports mention pits and shafts of 40 to
50-foot depths, but such openings are no longer accessible.

The report by E. N. Cameron, 1943, "Origin of sulphides in
nickel deposits of Mt. Prospect, Connecticut", Bulletin of the Geological
Society of America, Vol. 54, is probably the latest authoritative report
on the area. Of the deposits Cameron says, "The nickel deposits of Mt.,
Prospect are small concentrations of pyrite,.pyrrhotite, pentlandite,

. and chalcopyrite. ....They are small and economically unimportant but
&” exhibit ores of a type long interesting to geologists - basic intrusive
'~ rocks containing pyrite, pyrrhotite, pentlandite and chalcopyrite..."

. Of the Old Pool deposit Cameron says, "Relations at the de-
posit are obscure but evidently complex. Surrounding it are diorite
gneisses intruded by granodiorite porphyry and a rock which appears to
be gneissoid quartz norite. The ore is chiefly variable olivine norite
