I have reviewed the attached application for assistance, 
DMFA Docket 4161, Cumby A. MàWhorter, De Soto County, Florida, dated 
February 6, 1956, and received in this office February 10. I have 
also discussed it with Joseph 0. Hosted, Washington representative 
of the Atomic Energy Commission. 


The applicant wishes to explore for uranium on his property 
in Do Soto. County, Fla.; however, there is no evidence submitted to 
indicate the presence of uranium or thorium mineralè on the. 35 acres 
included in the proposal. It was stated that a geologic map describ-
1mg areas of radioactive mineralization was attached to the applica-
tion, but no such map was made available to us. 


There has been no attempt made to explain the proposed ex-
ploration project. Apparently the applicant is desirous of drilling 
the land for purely prospecting purposes. It has been mentioned that 
work would be started within 30 days of the execution of the contract 
and would be completed within two years. Total cost of the non-
detail d project has been estimated at 427012. 


The area in which the applicant is contemplating prospect-
ing is one. in which only low-grade deposits of uranium in association 
with naturally occurring phosphates have been found. There is no 
reason to believe that minable deposits of uranium exist in Do Soto 
County. We recommend that the application for assistance be . denied.

	 Please note that the applicant wants the large map 
returned. This map (USGS-Geophysica1 investigations, Map GP=122) 
has been published; therefore we suggest returning it immediately 
and replacing it with a copy obtained from the Geological Survey. 


Information from the Florida offices of both the 
Geological Survey and the. Atomic Energy Commission suggests that 
the applicant has no knowledge of geology or mining, and probably 
could not supervise an exploration project competently. 


The proposal for core drilling to explore such weak 
anomalies (none of which occurs on the applicant's property), in 
an area as well known as the Florida phosphate field, without any 
surface work or sample data, is difficult to justify, in our opinion.
