The Hogg beryl mine is eight miles due south of La Grange,
Troup County, Georgiae It is one mile south of Smith's store and
Hardins Crossroads, in Lot 18L, District L. Georgla Highway No. 219
crosses the eastern end of the property.

The berylebearing pegmatite was prospected by a continuous
dozer trench, made along the south core margin, over a distance of 505
feet, The trench varied in depth from a few feet up to 15 feet,
Beryl crystals were found scattered sporadically in a narrow zone along
the quartz core and associated with quartsz strlngers that extend from
the core into the wall zone.

The material that was tested at the deposit was selected and
represents the best showings of beryl encountered in the exploratory
trench. The recovery figures are not applicable to the over-zll
deposits It is indicative that if the mineral shading is properly
developed and mined, considerable beryl and scrap mica could be re=
covered at a profit, which constitutes a discovery and was the cb=
jective of the project,

A The project was started on February 6, 1952 and completed
April 22, 1952. .

The berylebearing pegmetite was prospected by a continuous dozer
trench over a distance of 505 feet. The trench varied in depth from a
few feet to 15 feet, as indicated on the attached map. The high point
in the trench was near the center and slopes were held to the east and
west of a center apex in order to facilitate drainage., Prior to the
dozer trench work, some clearing was done near the contact of the core=
wall zone, At the completion of the trenching, a small amount of dozer
work was done along the core-wall zone contact northeast of the trenched
area.

It was not practical to sample the deposit for its beryl content:






in the trenched area without setting up a large testing unit and
mining the exposed ore zones, This procedure would be too costly and
not compatible to the involved problem, It was concluded that spot
samples be teken along the best looking exposures by test pits and
channel cuts along the trench banks, Test pits were sunk at points
shown on the attached sketche

Pit #1 encountered massive quartz at 3 feet, and was abandoned,

Pit #2 encountered massive quartz at L4O", was offset 3% and
bottomed in quartz at Sh",

Pit #3 was sunk to a depth of 1h.5 feet, and bottomed in
kaolin and granular quartz.

Pit # was sunk to a depth of 7 feet and bottomed in weathered
wall zone material, ‘

Tunrel C was driven along a beryl-showing along a quartz stringer.
The stringer was not fol}law@& and the face was in weathered wall zone,

A chamnnel 8 feet ldng, L feet wide was cut on the tvench wall
at a point.shown on the attdched sketch,

The sampling procedure adopted was to hande-sort all of the muck
from an excavation and pick out all of the beryl crystals. The muck
was then tested for small crystals and chips by taking a cut sample |
consisting of every 5th or Tth shovel from the dirt as it was removed
from the excavation, which was Quartered to a sample size that was
practical to wash by hand methodss Both crystals and muck samples were
weighed and washed through a 3/8-inch mesh screen. The plus 3/8=inch
materiel was weighed and given a sample number. The minus 3/8-inch
was puddled and the slimes rejected and the residue examined for bexyl.

If any evidence of beryl was noted, a sample number was assigned to it
or it was combined with the plus 3/8-inch sample, If there tas no
evidence of beryl noted in the sample it was discarded,

the pegmatite prospected at this place is lens-like in plan,
elongated in a gensral east-west direction. The dike is well zoned,
consisting of a central quartz core which is bounded on both sides by
a feldspathic zone, Occasionally lenses of quartz, several feet in
length and a foot or more thick, occur in the feldspathic zone., ‘the
pegmatite is at least LS50 feet long and from 75 to 100 feet in maxi-
mium thickness.

1790 pounds of beryl ore, as selected by Mr. O'leill, were shipped to the
Beryllium Corporation at Reading, Pa., for assayinge Their attached report
shows same TESTED AT 12.85% BeO (dry basis) for the mixed lot. (4 total of
approximately 2% tons of beryl ore was recovered during exploration).

The south side of the quartz wall has been proven to contain very high
quantities of large crystals of beryl; quantity in sight appears to be from

30 to 50 tonse Thus far onth the south wall has been explored and, in

addition to the beryl, shows evidence of an abundant supply of gregn and black
mie which contacts the flint and dips into the pegmetite to a width of 12
feet. The chamel cut extends along the pegmatite for a distance of more than
1000 feet. The dip is East and as it contimues eastward the beryl becomes

heavicer.

Although the North side of the quartz core has not yet been explored, there
is considerable evidence pointing toward the presence of commercial quantities
of beryl in that area. Depth of the pegmatite has not been determined but may
be estimated to be as deep as it is long. The Brush Beryllium Company, as well
as tho Beryllium Corporation, has offered to purchase the entire beryl ocutput.

The mica is of excellent quality for grinding parposes, but not fitted to the
present Government nica stockpiling prograge The Franklin Mineral Products Coe,
of Iranklin, l.

Dr. A. S. Fursron, Assistant State Geologist of Qeorgia, made inspections of
this property during the exploration periocd.

After your phone call last Friday I have re~-read the examination re-
ports on these applications, and also discussed both of them with Kefton Teague
and Bill Becke

_ At the Hogg mine (DMA-2121X), Teague says the beryl crystals average
about one inch in diameter, some being 4 or 5 inches, There is no available in-
formation on the BeO content of the material, and sampling to obtain such in-
formation was not done. None of our examinations have included sampling. There
is also little information available on the economics of working the deposit; it
is this information which the exploration should produce. This is one of those
cases in which a little work is necessary to determine whether it has economic
possibilities. There is little possibility of commercial feldspar as a by=-

product.

At the Battle Mine (DMA-l9l.lX) , holes 1 and 2 were located on the basis
" of the Bureau of Mines drilling which indicated a northward plunge to the peg-
matite. Bureau of Mines hole number 1 drilled under the pegmatite, thus holes
to the south would likewise be barren. Hole 3 is based on the reported occurrence
of good mica shoot in that area. :

Your questions on these two applications raise a point which has never
' been answered satisfactorily: Jjust how conservative or how liberal are we -
_ supposed to be in making examinations? At first, we were conservative, and assumed
" that a deposit should show promise of repaying the Government's share of the cost
in order to be approved. We were then told by Barr and Waskey that sheet mica was
‘ needed so badly that we should be extremely liberal; repayment should not be a
! factor. About that time, we received your memo, written in June, suggesting that,
| as the Government is putting up 90 percent of the cost, anything better than a
- 9 to 1 shot should be approved. Later, I was told by the Production Expansion
; Division that if a pegmatite showed promise of producing any mica acceptable to the
| stockpile, regardless of the quantity or grade, the application should be approveda
| For these reasoms, we have been more liberal in our later approvals, especially as
. the amounts involved are small, and the projects can be terminated at any time if
| they look less favorable than was anticipated. We have more or less followed the
i 9 to 1 formula, However, we need a definite policy, not only for mica but for all
i the minerals on the M0-5 list, as to just how liberal or conservative we should be.

On the basis of straight economics, I think that the cost of pegmatite
exploration in the southeast (including Knoxville and Washington office work,
field examination, travel, etc.) for 1951 will probably exceed the value of
mica and other minerals discovered. I also think that, with a workable mica
purchase program (including purechase of beryl and columbite-tantalite at the
same depots), we could dispense with most of the exploration projects in the
pegmatite, and I hope there will be an early decision on the long-awaited mica
program.

This application is for $5,742 to be used in exploring a
very large pegmatite body that contains stained and clear green "A"
mica and pockets of beryl.

The mine is described in Georgia Geological Survey Bull-
etin 48 and in unpublished reports in the Geological Survey files.
These indicate that several pegmatite bodies are clustered near
a road. All contain green mica, most of which is black-stained.
(The color given in Professional Paper 225 is yellowish to brownish
olive and yellowish green to yellowish olive). An unpublished
Geological Survey map, a partial copy of which is inclosed, shows
that the largest pegmatite body contains a core of quartz, an
intermediate zone that contains "A" mica, and an outer zone of
kaolinized feldspar (probably plagioclase)-quartz pegmatite.

Beryl was found at two places in the feldspathic pegmatite. At
one place many fragments of beryl were found, at the other, only
a trace.

The mica in the deposit will probably not qualify as
strategic as it is green and largely black-stained. It is possible,
though not probable, that a minable pocket of beryl might be found
at one of the localities indicated on the map. This probably
could be adequately checked by digging one 20-foot test pit at the
western spot and two 20-foot test pits in the eastern, or the
equivalent in shallower pits. This should take not more than 12
man-weeks of work and would not cost over $500 for labor, to
which would have to be added the cost of picks, shovels, bucket,
rope, and wood with which to build a windlass. This total
probably wouldn't exceed $600. If exploration is attempted, the
material moved should be collected at regular intervalsy-perhaps
at every 3 feet depth, put on a 1/8" to 1/4" mesh screén, the clay
washed out, and the beryl carefully picked out by hand. This

would add a few more man-days of work and require the purchase of a
water bucket, a square yard or so of heavy screen, and wood for a
frame, but would be necessary if the beryl deposits were to be
sampled adequately. The total expense should be well below $1,000.
The 140 hours bulldozing requésted by the applicant seems way out
of line as it would probably remove the entire beryl-bearing body.
The old-fashioned pick, shovel, and screen seem much more suitable
than any of the modern mechanical marvels.

| The application should be referred to the field team,
who could determine whether exploration is justified and, if so,
the cheapest effective means of sampling the beryl deposits.

The enclcsed mep shows in general the character and zonal arrangee
ment of the berylebearing pegmatite. Except for the medial quertz core,
all rocks are deeply weathered, None of the mica exposed is of strategic
quality~zil of it is scrape It is green in color, "wedge A", and contains
numerous black spotse

Numerous test pits have been made in the feldspathic portion of the
pegmatites south of the medial quartz core. These openings have exposed
a large emount of scresp mice and white kaolin, As indicated on the
atteched map, beryl hes been found in some of the pits. The beryl appears
to occur in the "wall zone", Fregments of beryl crystals can be found
for a distance of approximately 100-feet at the west end and along a.
similar length at the east end, Whether or not beryl occurs between these
two localities is unknown; however, no beryl was found in the dumps
between the two occurrences,

The Field Team believes that there is sufficient evidence to
Justify prospecting the beryl. Should a commercial beryl deposit be dise
covered, consideration should be given to the recovery of the scrap mica
as a by=-product.

It is recommended that two bulldozer trenches be cut through the
beryl-bearing portion of the pegmatite.
