The Georgia-Carolina Mica Mining Company application DLU-2122 
is for $3897 aid in exploring the Temple Mine, one mile north of Temple, 
Carroll County, Georgia. Mica from this general area is very poor and 
no production of sheet mica has been recorded. Unless the applicant can 
furnish samples of strategic-grade mica, you will probably wish to deny 
this application. 


No reports on this property are available in the Geological 
Survey files. Furcron and Teague (Georgia State Geological Survey Bull. 
48, p. 172) describe the B. t. Treadway prospect which is apparently 
w ithin less than 1/4 mile of the Temple prospect. The mica at the 
Treadway prospect is: 


t? g.een in color, curved, cracked, 
very badly spotted, splits poor-
ly , and contans "A' structure. 
Ruling is very pronounced in all 
the mica. 


Other pegmatites in the vicinity were noted and were described as small 
and lenticular:


tAll of these smell dikes contain 
small books of mice, but the books 
are not large enough to produce 
sheet. It is very doubtful if good 
sheet mica can be produced from this 
area. 


Judging by the known pegmatites of the vicinity, the Temple 
prospect probably contains mainly small books of black-stained mica. 
A few clear sheets of small size might be found, but they are probably 
green.
