The subject mine is not the B. F. $chuler Mine described in BnU, 
I8, P.139, of the Georgia Iparnt of )nes, Mining & Geo1or. That 
mine is located on Lot 36, whereas the one in the subject application 
is on Lot 11s2. Furthermore, the workings and pegmatite as described 
in Bull. l&8 &es not agree with that observed on this er2iinatinn. 


At the deposit examined, a -6 foot pegmatite has been exposed 
by a 75-foot northeast trending ift, the head of which is about 25. 
feet below the surface. The pegmatite consists of a discontinuous 
quartz lens, bounded on either aide by fe].dspathic pegmatite. In 
general, mica occurs frozen to both sides of the quartz, and rarely as 
small broken books in the feldapathic pegmatite.

A very low percentage of mica from this deposit is of strategic 
grade. Siie mica could be recovered, but that obtained will be bent9 
of small size, and may contain very sinai]. dusty biotte spots. The 
Field Team is of the opinion that this deposit is not workable on an 
economic basis; therefore, the request for exploration assistance 
should be denied, 


The mine was examined on eptexnber 23, 19S2. Grover C. Mauney 
and Rash Mauney accompanied the Field Team on the examination which 
required four hours. 


The B. F. Shu].er mine is located along the crest of a west-
trending spur of Cass Mountain, along the northeast side of the head 
waters of Nottely River, !.nion County, Georgia. The mine is U. 
miles by road southeast of Blairsvil].e. 1ccept for the last 1/14 mile 
the road is an all weather road. 


Both of the applicants have had mica mining experience and appear 
to be competent. As the deposit does not appear to merit exploration, 
no attempt was made to secure additional land descriptions. 


The subject mine is not the B. F. Schuler Mine described in Bull, 
1.8, P.139, of the Georgia Department of Nines, Mining & Geolo. That 
mine is located on Lot 36, whereas the one in the subject application 
is on Lot 1142. Furthermore, the workings and pegmatite as described 
in Bull, 148 does not agree with that observed on this examination, 


At the deposit examined, a 14..6 foot pegmatite has been exposed 
by a 7-foot northeast trending drift, the head of which is a bout 2-. 
feet below the surface. The pegnatite consists of a discontinuous 
quartz lens, bounded on either side by feldspathic pegmatite. In 
general, mica occurs frozen to both sides of the quartz, and rarely as 
small broken books in the feldspathic pegmatite.

The Field Team is of the opinion that only a very small quantity 
of strategic mica can be obtained from this deposit and that no 
worthwhile deposit will be found; therefore, the application for 
assistance should be denied.
