Work completed under the contract consisted of bulldozing a
trench 50' x 15' x 10' deep, sinking a 60-foot vertical shaft and driving
a total of 96 feet of laterals. As no commercial deposit of mica was
discovered, no certification of discovery should be made, nor is addi=
tional exploratory work warranted.

The Harp Mine is located L.5 airline miles S 90 E. of Barnesville,

Lamar County, Georgia.

Work began on July 23, 1953 and was completed March 30, 195L. 4
50' x 15' x 10' deep trench was bulldozed on the southwest end of the

pegmatite. Near this trench a 60-foot 5' x 7' vertical shaft was sunk and

the first 30 feet of it was timbered. The shaft was bottomed at 60 feet
rather than the proposed 75 feet as the pegmatite was thinning and flate
tening rapidly with depth. From the 60-foot level a crosscut was driven
29 feet in an N, 5° W. direction., Drifts were made from a point in this
crosscut 5 feet from the shaft; 20 feet to the northeast and 10 feet to
the southwest. As the pegmatite was thin at this level and contained no
strategic mica the shaft was then floored at 38.5 feet and a drift was
driven northeastward for 37 feet.

A disconformable pegmatite which thins dowrward from about 8 feet
near the surface to 1/2 - 2 feet at the 60-foot level was exposed by the
work., It strikes N, 409 E., but the dip flattens from vertical in the
upper LO feet to 60° N.W. at the 6@-foot level, The enclosing country
rock whose foliation strikes N, 20-30° E and dips LO~-50° S.W. is peg=
matisedbiotite=garnet gneiss, The pegmatite consists of perthite, quartz
and muscovite.

As a result
of the bull dozing we were able to locate a shaft, and we thought
we had the best possibility of uncovering a good mica vein., We
sank the shaft through slate for about 30 feet and then after
picking up a little flint and quartz we continued to sink the
shaft to 60 feet in all, At the 55 foot level we drifted N. E.
20 ft. most of which was through slate and some vein material,
but no mica. We then drifted 10 ft. S. W. from the 55 foot level
and although we were in a little vein material, no mica of
strategic quality was recovered. We drove a cross-cut approxi-
mately 26 ft. from this same level of the shaft and were in flint,
feldspar and quartz most of this distance, and again did not find
any strategic quality mica.

The field exominers are of tihie opinion that this deposit has merit
for exploration, The quality of the mica is very good, Little pegmatite
is now exposed, but apparently it has been worked along the strike over
a distance of about 100 feet.

The mine was exomined on March 6, 1953, Accompafwing the £ield
examiners on the examination were John Phillips and G, Young., The exomie
nation required two hours.

The Harrison W, Harp or Clay Cheek mica mine is on the R. J. Caldwell
farm near the southern boundary of Lamer County. It is L.5 airline miles
S. 99 E, of Barnesville, Georgia, and is reached by driving L.5 miles
south from Barnesville along the surfaced Yatesville road and then Ook
miles southeast along a soil road. The mine is about 200 yards east of the
road in a cultivated field. Access to the mine is good,

The applicants are competent to conduct the proposed exploratiocn,

This property is held under a five=year lease by the applicants,
Area covered by the lease is centered at the shaft shown on the atiached
map and is a circle with a radius of 300 feet, This circular area is of
sufficient extent to provide adequate warking space for the proposed
exploration,

It is the field examiners impression that the past workings consisted
of a filled open cut 85 feet long, 25 feet wide, and 20 feet deep. Also,
a caved shaft, reported to be LO feet deep, occurs at the northeast end
of the cut, Dump material from the shaft is mostly unweathered pegmatite
and there is semi-weathered pegmatite materlal in the dump from the open
cuts

As no exposures are present the following description of the
geology is taken from M, R. Klepper report of February 2, 19kl

"An essentially vertical pegmatite between 5%! and éw' thick has
been intruded into partially granitized biotite gneiss. The guneissiec
leyering strikes about N 20° E and dips moderately southeaste

UThe pegmatite is symmetrically gzoned. It consists of a central
quartz rib from 1! to 2% thick. The quartz is enclosed by kaolinized or
umpreathered perthitic microcline averaging about 2! thick on each side,
Between 6" and 1' of medium=grained barren pegmatite lies at both cone
tacts of the pegmatite. Muscovite is concentrated in peckets in the
coarsely crystalline perthite or between the quartz and the perthite, Some
of the associated kaolinized feldspar may be plagioclase. There is no
suggestion that the pegmatite has begun to taper in either direction along
the strike or at the bottom of the mine. At the time of our ercnination
muscovite books of good quality could be collected from the north face,
but only a ferr smell books were seen in the south face, which is partly
overlapped by mucH.

"Cuality of Mica=- Most of the Harp mica is rum or ruby colored "AY,
Mr., Harp has extracted books as large as 15" in diameter, and from these
large "A" books flat 3" x 5" and L" x 6" sheets have been trimmed, Mr.
Arthur Buchenan, buyer for Colonial Mica Corp., in Georgia and Alabama,
states that Harp mica ranks with Mitchell Creek and M. and G, mica as the
finest quality currently being bought in this area, When trimmed, it is
flaty, and free from spots and clay stains,

"Production and Costs.= The Harp mine was operated for two months
by a crew averaging 3 men. Sales of mica from the Harp mine to the
Colonial Mica Corp., total 30.50 pounds of trimmed punch and 69.75 pounds
of pattern; alseo 1125 pounds of scrap, a totel of 1225,25 pounds valued ab
$522,50, Harp believes that the final lot of mica produced from the
operation, and now being rifted and trimmed, will yield about $600 worth
of trimmed punch and pattern (§6 per pound). L /

"Costs during this operation are believed to have totalled about
3800, There is no available record of total mine-run mice produced, but
Judging from the recorded sale of scrap, scrap on hand at Herp's shop and
at the mine, and the examination of the faces of the stope, the ratio of
waste rock to mine-run mica has been high, possibly between 150 and 200 +0 1,

but the value per ton of mine-run mica has also been high, possibly about
$500,

After the Klepper report was prepared, Clay Cheek of Griffin, Georgia
operated the mine; apparently by the open cut,

From the extent of the filled open cut and existing shaft, it would
appear that this pegmatite has been worked elong its strike over a distence

therefore the pegmatitels extent in that directiom is not knowm, The
field examiners recommend that a bulldozer cut be made at the south end
of the filled cut to explore its possible extension im that directions,
After this work is completed a shaft should be sunk to a depth of 75 feet
and 100 feet of drifts driven from the 70=foot level to explore the mica
content of the pegmatites The location of the shaft is shown on the
attached map, but this location should be dependant on resulis from the
bulldozing. In the aepplication the appliconts propose to recondition the
shaft. This approach is impracticable as recent rains have caused the
shaft to cave; therefore, it will be necessary to sink a new shaft,

In addition to the other usual and ordinary rights and
privileges which lessees of such properties have in connection
with leases of this character, and not in limitation of such
rights and privileges, the lessee shall have the right to enter
upon,'explore, prospect for, mine, dig and remove,,and to wash,
process, refine, improve, benéficiate, manufacture, or otherwise
prepare for the market or for sale any and ali mica, minerals,
and ore found upon, in or under said property during the period
of this lease., Said mica, minerals and ores may be removed from
this propefty and partially or complétely washed, processed, refined,
improved, beneficiated, manufactured, or otherwise prepared for
the market or for sale upon any other property not belonging to
lessor,

The lessee shall have the right to construct and erect
such plants, buildings, machinery, equipment and devices upon
such property as he may deem desirable to the full and complete
enjoyment of the rights and.privileges herein granted, and this
instrument shall be construed to give them the right to use the
said property in any way so as to'enjoy such rights and privileges
to the fullest extent.

Among other rights,,the lessee may construct and operate
washers, processing and manufacturing plants of all kinds, main-

-o-
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tain dirt and rock dumps, mud dams, settling ponds,‘reservoirs,
tramways, roadways, passage ways, railroads, warehouses, storage
plants, shops, power lines; water lines, pumps, and pumping stations,
gas mains, conduits of all kind, and buildings, machinery, equip-
ment and devices of all kinds and character, either on, below or
above the ground, for the full enjoyment of the rights and privileges
hereig grqnted. . This shall include any and all buildings, machinery,
equipment, or devices of every kind and character which may hereafter
be deemed advisaeble by the lessee whether in use at the present

time or not.

Lessee shall have the right to conduct water, gas, electricity,
or other desirable materials or things, under, over and across said
property to be used for the purpose of enjoying the rights and priv-
ileges herein granted, (including the use 6f such timber as lessee
may deem necessary in enjoying the rights and privileges herein.
granted and in constructing any of the things herein permitted.

The lessee shall not be liable for any damage to the
surface or timber on said premises, but shall be liable for the
damages done crops on said property.

Tt is agreed and understood that should lessee, at any
time for a period of six (6) months, fail to mine or to work said
mine then at the option of lessor the rights herein given to the
lessee shall expire and this lease shall have no further force
and effect.

and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the ‘“Monthly
Total” amount due. ‘‘Totals Previously Reported’’, and
“Totals to Date”’ columns should also be filled in.

Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of lajor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ‘‘Operating Equipment”, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will b: distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the: close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘“Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit “A” of the contract. A space for remarks hes been provided. for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causmg excessive or
disproportionate unit costs. .

Description of the Work

Exploration for concentrations of strategic mica
i1s to be accomplished by the work described below and indi-
cated diagrammatically on the attached map entitled "Geologic

1. Excavate with bulldozer a trench approximately
