The Field Team reports that this exploration concerns a
Y-shaped pegmatite body, 6 inches to 6 feet thick. In general the
mass is conformable with the foliation of the biotite gneiss country
rock. It is not conspicuously zoned and is a medium- to coarse-
grained aggregate of quartz, plagioclase, blocky perthite and graphic
granite. The richest concentrations of mica appear to occur in
quartz-plagioclase pegmatite. The mica is light to medium brown and
relatively flat and hard and marred by cracks, inclusions of quartaz,
clay stains, slight warping and minor imperfections.
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The mine was opened during World War I and worked
intermittently until October, 1944. The deposit has been explored
for a strike distance of 150 feet and a vertical distance of 50
feet. The USGS reports that in general the proportion of serap to
recoverable sheet material appears to be high and that likely the
last operation failed because of a scarcity of good quality mica.

The Field Team recommended an exploration program in the
amount of $5,390.00, to be accomplished in two stages, Stage II
to follow Stage I, if justified.

Comments and Recommendation:

: The recommendation for an exploration program by the

Field Team has support from D. R. Irving, USBM. However, D. M.
Larrabee, USGS contends that from all indications there is a lack

of good quality mica in the deposit and, thersfore, recommends that
the application be denied. The Field Team would sink one of the
existing shafts 40 feet on the incline from the present 40 foot
depth at a cost of §2,765.00 and if sufficient mica-bearing pegmatite
is exposed, to drive 75 feet of drifts. The Nonmetallic Minerals
Division believes that the report indicates that there is not enough
assurance that the quality of mica will improve with depth to
justify the expenditure of funds recommended by the Field Team and,
therefore, agrees with Mr. Larrabee that the application for explor-
ation should be denied.
