Denial of this application is recommended. 


Mica - Is thinly scattered throughout the pegmatite. All in less than 
2 inches in size. Non-strategic quality, very beavly mineral 
stained, bent, cracked, wavy and locky. 


Pematite - Three peginatites. 
1.,. Aston Prospect - Pod shaped pegmatite 32 feet thick and 40 feet 


long. No zoning. Emplaced conformably in graphite mica schist. 
2. Coffey Prospect - No:' information given except that a thick band 


of coarse granite is exposed in road bank and all mica is small 
and of non-strategic quality. 


3. Unnamed Prospect - Thin peginatite less than three feet thick ex-
posed in logging road cut. No other information except that 
mica is of non-strategic quality. 


Old workings - The only working is a bulldozer trenOh on the Aston Pros .
-• poet, 75 feet long by 20 feet wide by 10 feet deep. This yielded 


only a small amount of non-strategic mica. 


Method of exi1orin - The applicant proposes a 4 foot diameter circular 
shaft 50.feet.deep on the Aston Prospect. The Field Team proposes 
no work, as they recommend denial of the application. 


Economics - There has been no previous production nor is there sufficient 
geological criteria available to evaluate the economics of an opera-
tion. There are sufficient e±posures to indicate that these pegzna-
tites dO not contain enough mica to justify an exploration program. 
This is the basis for' the Field Team's recommendation to deny the 
application. The Nonmetallic Minerals Division concurs, as do the 
Commodity Members from the Geological Survey and Bureau of Mines.

R. Lee Aston and Nelson Severinghaus, Jr., accompanied the examiners: on the 
inspection which required three hours. 


The location of these prospects is well shown on the application, 
They are about seven miles airline due west of BlirsviUe, Uion County, 
Georgia. Access is possible at all times by jeep. 


Description of the prospects follows the numbering as shown 
on the map which is attached to the application, 


(1) Aston Prospect: A bulldozer trench 7 feet long, 20 feet 
wide, and 10 feet deep exposes a pod shaped pégmatite which is about 12 feet 
thick and 140 feet long. It is emplaced conformable in grajthitic mica schist. 
inclusions of wall rock are common in the pegmitite, The pegnatite trends 
about N.	 E., dipping at a low angle to the northweàt. No zoning is apparent. The pegmatite is composed of potash feldspar, plagioclase, quartz:, muscovite, and biotite • Some "burr-rock" is present. 


Only a snail amount of mica was recovered from the bulldozing, 
It is of small size, very heavily mineral stned, bent, cracked, wavy, and 1oc1y. 
No work is reconiniended. 


(2) Coffey Prospect: A thick band of coarse granite is exposed 
in a road bank at this place. All mica is in sizes less than two inches; in 
diameter and of nonaistrategjc quality, No work is recommended. 


(3) Un. .named Prospect: A thin pegmatite was cut while building 
a logging road. It is less than three feet thick and all the ca is of npn-. strategic quality, No work is recommended. 


These three prospects all contain non strategic mica. Denial 
of the application is recommended.

Subject: Review of application 


The operator has proposed to explore three zones of mica. 
by developing 50 feet of shaft and 10 feet of drift. A vertical shaft 
is planned to intersect the projected mica shoots at a depth of 35 
feet.


We do not have any available information in our files on 
the pegmatite occurrences on the Coffey property. 


There are several reported exposures of pegmatite in the 
area and apparently very little exploration has been done. According 
to the owner, there has been no past production. 


Further trenching probably should be done before shaft 
sinking is undertaken. Although the cost of the proposed work is 
very moderate, the amount of exposed mica-bearing pegmatite may be 
insufficient to justify exploratory development as an initial stage 
of DMEA exploration. 


I recommend the application be referred to the Field Team 
for their review and field examination report.

4. Physical description: 


(a) Shallow pits have been dug at	 places in peginatitic 
material in the past, but there has been no reported production. 
An area of approximately 50 by 50 feet. has been stripped of its 
overburden at loöation 1, marked on the accompanying access map, 
exposing the hanging wall and the pegmatite. The applicant has 
done a little hand drilling and blasting, mald.ng a cut in the 
stripped location. The applicant as dug a very shallow hole at 
location 2. 


(b) There is no Iaiown production according to the owner. 


•	 (c) There are several exposures of pegmatite on this property. 
(See the accompanying access map with pegmatite locations marked) 


• The strike and dip of three have been noted as being similar. The 
exposed width (not true width) in the road at location 2 is about 
48 feet. 


At the stripped exposure, marked as location 1, and in the 
cut, which is about 10 feet below the surface exposure of the hang-
wall, there are three mica shoots within a six foot width. At this 
location the footwall has not been definitely established because 
• surface run-off water has washed waste rock down the slope cover-
ing the footwall side of the pegmatite, The surface exposure ofppeg-
matitic material appears to be atleast 12 feet and, more probàly, 
nearer to 20 feet. 


The exposed pegmatite is thoroughly weathered and decomposed. 
The only minerals recognized thus far are qiartz, a thoroughly de-
composed feldspar, and muscovite. The mica apppars to be of good 
color (rum to ruby), is flat, and has some ruling. No UV type was 
seen. Ruled pieces are often large enough for number 5.to 6 size 
trimmed mica. The main fault with the sheets of mica thus far is 
their heavy clay staining. 


• Approximately 25 lbs. of hand-cobbed sheet mica was taken by 

the applicant from the mica shoots in the cut to a mica trimmer at 
Bail Ground, Georgia, who reported about a pound of trimmed mica 
from it, mostly in the 5 and 6 size, with some no • 5. Again the 
main difficulty was in scaling off and shredding to eliminate the 
clay stain. 


The applicant sent several samples of the decomposed pegma-
titic material and mica to Dr. A.S. Furcron of the Georgia Geol-
ogical Survey. As a result of correspondence with • him, it is felt 
that the clay stain is tth be expected in so thoroughly a kaolin-
ized material and that it should disappear as the feldspar begins 
to harden, or soon thereafter. 


It is believed that this pegmatite has promise of producing 
good mica and that surface indications prompt investigation below 
the zone of clay staining.

4.(d) The prospect locale is about èvennmiles west of Blaireville, Union 
County,. Georgia, and can be reached by U.S. #76 and Georgia #2. The 
prospect is about l miles north of U.5.#76. It can be reached by 1.2 
miles of all weather, improved road and then 1 mile of logging road. In 
bad weather, at present, this last mile is passable only by truck. The 
better access road is colored in red on the accompanying access map.

It is realized that these 
shoots may, or may not, persist with depth and that the economical and 
safety advantages of a vertical, circular shaft outweigh the singular 
advantage of the inclined shaft • The vertical, circular shaft offers 
greater ground stability and requires less timbering. 


It is further realized that a change of pb.n may be in order after 
the inspection of a DME geologist, but the proposal is presented for 
the vertical, circular shaft of 4 foot diameter. 


The shaft is to be collared in the peginatite just east of the cut. 
This shaft is designed to intersect the projection of the mica shoots 
at a depth of 35 feet. At this point it shall be decided whether or not 
to continue downward to 50 feet and then drift about 10 feet across the 
pegmatite to the mica shoots.
