The examiners found the pegmatite to be one-foot wide
where opened up by two shafts 16 feet deep and 10 feet apart.

Flat clear ruby mica is disseminated through the pegmatite
but it is small, and there is no promise of poundage, only 2 pounds
of run-of-mine mica having been recovered in the 32 feet of work.
(Probably 120 tons of rock was excavated.) -~
