Denial of application is recommended 


Mica: Ruin color, fairly.free from mineral lntergrowths, 
predominantly small (1 to 2* inches), wavy, badly 
cracked books. 


Pegmatite: A complex of concordant to discordant lenses and 
masses of poorly zoned pegmatites. One exposure 
shows pegmatite -L to 2 feet thick, with little strike 
length continuity and rare occurrence of mica. Another 
exposure shows only 3 to 15 inch stringer, soft 
weathered and very little mica. A third exposure 
shows a soft weathered pegmatite with only a few scraps 
of mica. Thickness not known. 


Old Workings: Two shallow bulldozer trenches 3 to 8 feet deep, 
one 120 feet long, the other triangular shaped 40 feet 
on the side, and 3 test pits or shafts 6 to 20 feet deep. 


Past production: None. 


Method of Exploring: Applicants proposed to "extend the present 
shafts until the supply of mica is expended". No depths 
given. 


Amount requested: 514,109.00. 


Recommendation: The Field Team recommends that the application be 
denied because the exposures show pegmatite with poor 
mineralogical potential for occurrence of strategic mica 
and poor to indefinite structural continuity. The Non-
metallic Minerals Division and the commodity members of 
the Geological Survey and the Bureau of Mines concur.

The applicants requested assistance in exploring a pegmatite 
on which 3. shafts bad. been sunk and 1500 pounds of mica recovered and 
200 pounds of ruby mica had been prepared for market.

Summary 


Two shallow bulldozer trenches and 3 test pits have exposed a 


complexoncordant to disconcordant lenses and masses of pegmatite. Neither 


the mineralogical nor the structural environments show much potential for the 


occurence of strategic sheet muscovite. What muscovite has been recovered is 


in small sizes, wavy and badly cracked. The indicated potential is such that 


the examiners recommend denial of the application. 


-	 Introduction 


Location:


The property is 3.1 airline miles N 120 W of the center of Yatesville, 


Upson County, Georgia, and about 0.4 miles west of a paved north-south YatesviLle 


road.

The property was examined over a period of about one hour 


December 6, 1956. The examiners were accompanied by the applicants, Messrs. 


G. F. Perdue and B. T. Thompson, and R. A. Laurence, Exedutive Officer, DNEA 


Region V.


The applicants have sunk three shallow test pits or shafts in the 


westernmost of 2 shallow bulldozer trenches. Part or all of the bulldozing 


was done by previous prospectors. The western trench is about 130 feet long 


and 3 to 8 feet deep. It and the pits trend roughly N 30 E. From northwest 


to southeast the pits are respectively 20 feet deep, 6 feet deep and 15 feet 


deep, extending over a distance of 60 feet •







About 250 feet S 800 E is a triangular shaped excavation. It is 


roughly 40 feet on a side and about 2 to 6 feet deep. No buildings, equipment, 


or other improvements were noted at the site. 


Geology 


In the 3 test pits are ex posed a variety of pegmatite forms. In 


the northern 20-foot deep pit are several thin discordant lenticular bodies 


1/2 to 2 feet thick, both of which have downward terminations and little strike 


length continuity. Pegmatite strikes N 300 W and dips 60 to 800 NE. The 


wall rock strikes roughly N 600 W and dips 50 to 700 NE and consists of a 


feldspathic, garnetifefous, quartz-biotite gneiss with rare to occasional 


muscovite. The garnet is a clear light purple color. Pegmatite in the northern 


pit is poorly zoned, and is composed of a coarsely crystalline core of perthite 


with a soft weathered rim of plagioclase, disseiinated quartz and small mus-


covite and biotite • The central pit has exposed a feldspathic pegmatite of 


uncertain shape or continuity. No margins are exposed and very little mus-


covite could be seen. The southerly pit has exposed a 3 to 15 inch thick 


stringer of pegmatite which has an attitude of N 300 W to 750 SW. Pegmatite 


is composed principally of soft weathered plagioclase and minor disseminated 


quartz with very little sign of muscovite. 


In the other excavation only a few square feet of pegmatite outcrop 


is exposed at the eastern end of the cut. The composition of pegmatite at this 


site is predominantly coarsely crystalline perthite with occasional to rare 


soft weathered plagioclase, quartz, and biotitee Only a few small scraps of 


muscovite were seen. No contacts were observed in this excavation.

What little muscovite was seen was a ruin color, fairly free from 


mineral intergrowths, but predominantly in small (1 1/2") wavey, badly 


cracked' books (some flat).


Conclusions and Recommendations 


Both exposures exhibit pegmatite with poor mineralogical potential 


for the occurence of strategic muscovite as well as poor' to indefinite 


structural continuity. It is recommended that the application be denied.
