With reference to a statement in the second paragraph of the
Operating Committee's letter of March 26, 1957, about mica grade and
target size, the examiners wish to point out that no mention of target
size was made in the previous examination report. The earlier examiners
based their opinion on the amount of strategic-grade mica only.

Mr. Nelson's recommendations are based in part upon the con-
clusions drawn in earlier report and in part upon conclusion which
might be reassassed. It is not quite clear why he thinks our estimated
cost of inclining at $3L4.00 per foot bears out the conclusions of the
1953 examination. We assume it is based upon the estimate of 100 feet
of work done at the time of the 1953 inspection. Mr., D. O. Blevins!
work described in the 1953 report accounted for a recorded $2753.2L
worth of mica production. The examiners' guess is that his (Mr.
Blevins) work could not have accounted for more than about 65 feet of
workings in the pegmatite body. We suggest reexamination of the 1953
report to determine if there is a migtaken comparison of workings
described therein with the inclines labelled A. B. and C in our re-
port. In the south pegmatite three workings are described:

1., A 35 foot incline (believed to correspond with our
incline B).

2, A 30-foot shaft which cuts the pegmatite body.

3. A "short drift" believed by the 1957 examiners to have
been destroyed by subsequent bulldozing (we assume
"short drifts" in those days did not exceed 20-foot
length).
