The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under ‘“‘Purchase’”’.

Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other seven categories.

Final Field Team Report - June, 1955

Received in Washington July 1, 1955, quoted below in part:

Recommendations:

"In times of high antimony prices the property would
merit further exploration; however, Government participation
in another exploration project is not recommended at this
time,"

Geology (excerpts)

The region is underlain by granitic rocks of the Idaho
batholith, which at the mine are chiefly quartz-monzonite
and granodiorite. These rocks have been fractured by
numerous faults, most of which may be placed in two systems:
(1) northeast trending faults, and (2), faults striking north
to northwest which appear to be the older. Numerous dikes






iﬁtrude the fault zones.

While most of the quartz-stibnite veins in the Hermada
pit conform to the north-south fault and dike pattern, there
are veins on the property that conform with the northeast
pattern.

Generally speaking; the quartz-stibnite veins « . «
seem 10 be confined to areas where the following geologic
conditions exist:

1. Areas that have been intensely affected by
hydro-thermal alteration, and which are transversed by
intersecting north-south and northeast-southwest fault and
dike zones.

2+ Areas of alteration in and along the fault and
dike systems in which the host rock has been strongly
silicified.

The Project:

The work started in July, 1951. The initial work was bull-
dozing various trenches in the North-pit area. One stibnite
vein was exposed by this work. Further bulldozing continued
all summers

During the winter 1951-52 an adit was driven from the Hermada
pit for a distance of about 105 feet N. 38° W, direction,

then due west for 300 feet. The purpose of this adit was to
explore at a lower level the southern continuation of the
quartz-stibnite veins in the Upper Hermada pit and also to
test the area between the pit and the trenches to the south-
west. Adit work was discontinued in May, 1952. A request

by the Operator for an amendment to allow him to diamond drill
from the face of the adit was denied, because of the poor
mineralization encountered by the adit and also the high cost

-0of installing the drill.

Bulldozing new trenches was again resumed in June, 1952, and
continued till September without exposing minable stibnite ore.

Note: The delay in closing this docket was partially due to
the fact that no cash bids could be obtained for the bull=-
dozer and other equipment purchased under the cmtract.
Finally, in August, 1953, the Government accepted the
Operator's bid. Net salvage proceeds were $7,038.56.

INTRODUCTION

This final report describes an antimony exploration project
conducted jointly by the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration -
and the Hermada Mining Company at the Hermada claims in Elmore County,
Idaho,

Summaxy.

The purpose of the project was to explore for quartz-stibnite
veins in the Hermada fracture and alteration zone, Surface explorabion
was to congist of a maximum of 1,100 hours of bulldozing in 16 trenches
and underground exploration by 500 fee‘b of crosscutbing and drifting
in two adits.

A total of 1,047 hours of bulldozing was done in the North
pit, Hermada pit, and in the area southwest of the Hermada pit, A
ls00=foot exploratory adit was driven southwest of the Hermada pit.
Much of the bulldozing was of questionable value from an exploration
standpoint and acbually consisted of mining lmownore occcurrences. Some

Recommendations

In times of high antimony prices the property would merit
further exploration; however, Government particpation in another
exxploration projest is not recommended at this time,

plant house,

A11 underground workings, including the L400-foot DMEA adit
were either caved or had been obliterated by open-pit operations when
project work was terminated,

GEOLCGY

The geology of the Hermade mine and surrounding area has
been deseribed in part by Bellard 2/, and in considerably mors detail |
by Popoff 3/,

The z*egion is underlain by granitic rocks of the Idaho
batholith, which at the mine are shiefly quartz monzonite and grano-
diorite, These rocks have been intensely fractured by numerous
faults, most of which may be placed in two systemss (1) northeagb-
trending faults, and (2) faults striking northerly 40 northwest.

The northeast-trending fault system appears %o be dominant,
This fault pattern has served as a zone of weakness in the granitic
eounbry rock that has been intruded by a swarm of dikes ranging in
eomposition from granite to lamprophyre, The dike swarm mey be
traced intermittently from a point north of Boise to po:.n’i&@ east of
Atlanta, a distanee in excess of 7O miles, Individual dikes within
the swarm range in thickness from a few inches to several hundrsed
feets in strike length the dikes range from a few feet to several
thousand feet., The dikes are dsescribed by Anderson M as Tertlary,
probably Micscene in age.

' The northerly to northwest fault patiern appears o be oldep
than the northeast pattern, In at least thres places in the Hermada
pit north-striking faults have been cut by northeast-trending dikes.
The older pattern is quite possibly associated with rsgional blosk
faulbing cheracteristic of westerm ldaho, and mors sharacteristic
of the regionto the south in Nevada and Utah, Two major faults belong-
ing to this pabttern may be rscognized near the Hermads, The weshern-
most or Deer Park fault follows along the West Fork of Swanholm Creeks
a similer fault to the east follows the Last Fork of Swanholm Creek.

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In all plages bhet were observed, where the btwo faulb
systems intersect,the granitic host rock and many of the dikes, par-
ticularly those striking northwest, have been intensely hydrothermally
eltered.

_ The Hermada property lies along the norvheast-trending dike
swerm, between the Deer Park faulb on the west and the fault to the
east which follows the East Fork of the Swanholm Cresk. The following
description of the geology of the Hermada pit has been taken from the
DMEA application report submitted by the Field Teams

%"The face of the pit is composed of intensely hydrothermally-

altered granite, with some exposures of altered daclte dikes,
The dikes oceur in two general patternsg one seb sbriking raghly
north-southg the other in a northeast-southwest direction, The

"Anbimony occurs in quartz-stibnite veins that more or less
conform in trend to the north-south dike system, Individual
veins are as much ag 100 feeb in length, but are lemslike and
range from mere stringers to as much as 5 feet in thickness,
According to Popoffissthe quertz-stibnite veins are clustered
together in a zone that doss not exceed 100 feet in width.

The veins appear to be surrounded by zZones in which guartz has
roplaced most of the host rosk. Near the stibnite, the rock

. is almost entirely quertz. The quartz has been broken by
faulting and elso affected by alteration so that it is now
largely grenulated or sugary in texture and is easily moved by
a bulldezer, The glliceous zZones surrounding the querts-stibnite

While most of the quartz-stibnite weins in the Hexmada pitv
conform to the north-gsoubth fault and dike pattern, thers are veins
on the property that conform with the northeast patitern.

THE PROJECT

The exploration program proposed exploring the Hermeda
fracture zone and other nearby stibnite outerops by & maximum of
1,400 hours of bulldozing in 16 trenches. It was furbher proposed
%o explore southwest of the Hermada pit by a 300-foot adit on vhe
Hermada No, 2 eclaim, and 2lso in the North pit area by a 120-fodb
erogsout and 80 feet of drifts.

The conbtract was amended twice, Amendment No, 1 dabted
September 19, 1951 (effective June 26, 1951) added a tracbor operabor/
wolder to the laebor classification, Amendment No, 2 dated Febwruary 11,
1952 (effective February 1, 1952) provided that labor for the tumnels
be paid for at unit comtract rates, There were no other changes o
modifications to the contract.

Under the exploration project a total of 1,047 meter hours
of bulldozing was done on the Hermada property., The effective date
| of the combract wae June 26, 1951, and project work started in
July 1951, the initial bulldozing being in the North pit area.
During the aubumn months, the Operator conbinued to bulldoze in the
North pit area, over 150 hours being in one trench, This trench
sventually developed pitlike proportions, One stibnite veln wag
exposed by this work, and 10 %0 50 tons of ore were mined and gbosk=
‘ piled, The practice of excessive bulldozing in one place was £inally
discontinued after strong objections had besn made to the Operator
by the Field Team,

Bulldozing was discontinued during the winter and spring
months bub resumed in June 1952, From June unbil August, an estimated
2 miles of dogzer trenching was done between the Hermada No, L claim
and the Hermada pit., Most of the trenching was in the arsa trans-
versed by the northeast fault and dike system and while it exposed
areas of altered and silieified rock, much of it appeared to be advan-
bageously located as logging roads, Minor amounbs of quarts emd
stibnite were located in an altered zone on the northwestern side
of %the Hermade No, L claim, and some native antimony was found in a
basie dike on the Hermade No, 2 claim, but otherwise the tremching

. was barren, ‘ »
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On August 13, 1952, the bulldezing wes inspected by the
Operator and a DMEA examiner, following which it was deeided that
although dozing to that date had been discouraging, ancther 100 hours
of dozing was needed to test the targets adequetely, It was also
desided that if this additional dozing did not prove more encouraging
the contrast should be terminated by mutual sgreemesnt.

On September 30, 1952, the projest was again visited by
DMEA exeminsrs, ATt that time the houwr meter on the bulldozer showed
that 122 hours of dosing had been donse since the previous exeminationg
however, inspsction of the trenches dozed during the inbervening time
failed %o show any sbibnite., Consequently, the field examlners recom-
mended termination and a terminstion agreement was signed by the
Operator and theGovernment, effective September 30, 1952,

During the winter of 1951=52, an exploration adit was driven
‘ gouthwest of the Hermada pit from coordinates N 9,660, E 10,137, ab
an altitude @f about 5,400 feet (see accompanying map) The adit
vears N, 38° W, for about 105 feet, then due west for 300 fest.
The purpose of the adit was to @xplore ab a lower level thse southern
convinuation of quartz-stibnite veins mined in the Upper Hermeda pib
and also to test the arsa between the Hermada pit and the trenches
%o the southwest, referred to by Popoff _5/ as the South pit. Sparse
pyrite minerelization and flecks of stibnite werse found in the adit
260 feetb from the portel in an altered zone associated with a
northeagt-sgbriking dike, The final 60 feet of the adit was im highly
alvered granite in which there were numerous l- to 5-inch quarts
gtringers and considerable pyrits but no stibnite,

Adit work was discontinued in May 1952, At thabt tims the
Operator reguested an amendment that would ellow him to diamond drill
from the face of the adlt; howsver, because of the poor £indingse in
the adit and the cost of installing a drill, this request was demied
‘ by the Field Team,

Exploltation Possibilities

The short laterel and vertieal dimensions of the quartze
. stibnite veins in the wide Hermada fracture zone, @s well as in other
cccurrences on the propervy, preclude esonomiec exploitation by under-
ground methods, In the past, surface exploration and mining hasg _
bsen @ concurrent operabtion carried on by means of a bulldomer, Pods
of ore, when mined by the bulldozer, have been hand sorbted and stock-
piled for subssquent milling,

There are no developed ore reserves at the mine, Potembial

reserves can be inferred only on the basis of past mining experience

| in productive areas. Reserves computed on this basis would, at best,
‘ be on the order of only a few hundred tons,

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Imporbant factors affecting ore recovery ere dilublon and
logs of emall peds of high-grede ore during mining operabticns, Mining
under existing conditions would be economic only during perlocds of
high antimony prices.

During 1947-48 the Hermads Mining Company shipped 207,65
tons of erude ore having an average antimony content of 32,05 percent,
From 1947 o 1950 the mins.produced and shipped L,600 tons of oxs
avereging 11,7 percent anvimony to the Telache mill abt Atlamba, Idaho,
The mill produced 776 tons of concentrates averaging 59.92 persent
antimony and an over-all recovery of 86.L percent.

The total combract amount approved was $Ll,100,00, of which
the Government pertieipation was 75 percemt of $33,075.00, The bobal
cogt of the exploration was $32,579,88, and the Govermment’s share
was $aly, b3k, 91,

Factors affecting the cost of exploration were eitcessive
gize of trenches in formerly productive areas of the mine and the
fLaet that the adit was driven through ravelly ground without timber
neeessgibtabing subgequent widening and timbering, thus adding to
the gosgt,

A small tonnage of ore, estimated at L0 to 50 boms, was
hand sorted and stockpiled from exploration in the North pit, The
exact grade of vhis ore is estimated to be 10 to 15 percent andimony.
The ore was too low grade to ship ecrude, and there was not enough mined
b0 werrant consentrabion.

Following termination of the contract, the bulldozer was
brought to Boise and advertised for sale over a periocd of several
months, Several offers to purchase were reseived, one for more than
$10,000,00, but the deals could not be closed besause the Govermmsnt
demended cash settlement, Finelly, in August 1953, the Governmenb
accepbed the Operator's bid, believing it was the best that could

| be obbained under the conditions, Sele price was $6,100,00 Lor the

1 dozer and $779.29 for the slusher and scraper bucket, The net proceeds

‘ from the sale of both items was $7,038,56 after deducting gelling
@Xpense.

Conclusions

DMEA exploration at the Hermada property disclosed large
areas of intensely altered granitic rosk with occasional sporedis,
narrow, quartz-stibnite veins of short strike length and of shert

. vertical extent., These veins were always enclosed by srushed,
sugary querts and hydrothermelly altered granitic and/or dilke roek.
There was not enough ore found to eonstitute a discovery,

it ie believed the Hermada will never be profitably operabed
ag an underground mine because of the irregularities of the veins
end the charasteristics of the wall rosk, but there is a possibility
of maintedning open-pit operations ab times of extremely high anti-
mony prices abt the Hermade and the North pib,

'No operational diffieculties were encountered during the
project work, although the contract was difficult to administer
because the Operetor, ab times, did not follow the exploration
program as oublined in the conbtract, The Operator also tended %o
bulldoze largs open cubs in formerly productive areas whish were
more in the nature of miming than exploration, Some of the shallew

. exploration trenches bulldozed bstween the No, L claim and the er-
mada pib were of Litéle benefit to the program.

_ The project work was poorly done from an exploration stand-
poimt, ‘Consequently, little new geclogical or sampling date was
added. to thet cbtained im previous work.

The letter illustrates very well Mr. Oberbillig's
attitude towards the Field Team and shows the type of cooperation.
we have experienced in the administration of his three antimony
contracts.

Though his letter is not entirely clear, we assume that the
offer of $10,000 for the tractor and dozer, previously discussed with
you by Mr. Weissenborn, was not a firm offer and has been withdrawn.

In any event, it does not seem to us that the Operator has
made a really genuine effort to obtain the highest possible price
for the jointly~owned equipment. You will note that the ads were
run for only three days and were shown in the "Miscellaneous For
Sale" column rather than under "Used Machinery.t Possibly this
amount of advertising is enough.to comply with DMEA Circular No. 10,
but we would hesitate to approve the price as the best obtainable on
the basis of these ads and the one letter to a machinery dealer.

A possible solution to this problem has occurred to us.
The Bureau of Mines has a field office in Boise. In this one case,
for the sake of concluding a difficult situation, Bureau personnel
could attend to the disposal of the tractor and dozer and other
jointly-owned equipment. By this means the equipment could be

advertised and shown all winter if necessary, whereas if it is
left at the Hermada mine, which will become inaccessible in a
short time, it cannot be shown to interested people.

It is suggested that the Field Team be authorized to
require the Operator to deliver all jointly-owned equipment to the
Boise office for disposal by our representatives.

The Hermada property was examined with Mr. Horace Reno,
USBM on September 30, 1952. Neither Mr. Oberbillig nor Mr. Pierson,

officials of

the Hermada Mlnlng Company, were present at the time

of the examination. The bulldozer operator was interviewed and
he conducted us to those sites that had been dozed since my
previous examination.

On August 26, 1952 the writer met with Mr. Oberbillig -
and reviewed dozing that had been completed during the summer
months, These results were found to be discouraging. At that time
it was decided to bulldoze a° total of 100 additional hours following
which the project would be reevaluated If this dozing proved -
encouraging additional work would be considered, otherwise the
project would be terminated by mutual agreement. The four areas-
to be dozed included the following:

Bulldozing in the North pit area had extended the
North pit face further into the hill; no dozing had been done
north of the pit in that area which had originally been considered.
The greater bulk of dozing time had been devoted to this area,
perhaps 60 to 80 hours. Some stringers of stibnite were reported
to have been encountered but none were in evidence at the time of
the examination.

Bulldozing had been started in the area north of the
Hermada pit but had not advanced far enough to expose any mineraliza-
tion, As the hour meter on the bulldozer indicated 122 operating
hours had been expended since our agreement on August 26, 1952,
we advised the bulldozer operator to cease further work, We told
him we were recommending that the Field Team inform Mr. Oberbillig
that further Government participation in the project would not
be forthcoming. Inasmuch as we were recommending termination of
the contract Reno and I reasoned we should participate in the
122 hours of bulldozing time even though the intended time had
been exceeded by 22 hours, and some of the dozing was improperly
used and accomplished but little. We thought it would be wiser
to pay the Government's pro-rated share of the costs without
haggling with Oberbillig and becoming embroiled in ceasless
correspondence and interviews which would prolong final settlement
of the contract.

Mr. Oberbillig was subsequently advised by letter from -
the Field Team that Government participation on the Hermada
project would cease as of September 30, 1952.. The termination

by mutual agreement notice was signed by Oberbillig and final
steps are now being taken to close the contract. '

If {t meets with your
approval, please sign all copies, retain one for your filee, and
return the original and 4 copies to this offics.

You will note that the date of the agreement is
September 30, 1952 rather than October 10, 1952 ae you suggested
in your letter. Our fisld engineers visited the property on the
earlier date and have informed us that the work outlined in your
discussion with Mr. Kiilsgaard and in our letter of August 27 had
been completed with essentially negative results. We regret that
the project was not more successful. '

It is emphasized that any costs after September 30, 1952,
except for any necessary and reasonsble costs incurred in preserving
and disposing of jointly-owned facilities, buildings, equipment, etc.
and the cost of any reports, accounts, and settlement actions provided
for in the contract, shall be for your own account.

Regarding payment on your July and August 1952 vouchers,
regulations require that we withhold from the last voucher or
vouchers 10 percent of the maximum total of the Government's con-
tribution toward the cost of the project, pending the disposal of
Jointly-owned property and receipt of the final engineering report.
We have been obliged, therefore, to instruct the fiscal office to
hold payment on the July and August vouchers.

The following summary of difficulties encountered to date
in the administration of the subject contract has been prepared for -
your information so that you may be fully informed regarding the
attitude and competence of the Operator, As the project is nearing
completion no action is recommended at this time, However, if the
Operator should request an extension of the existing contract or
request aid for another project it is recommended that it be denied.

1, It was evident at the start of the project that the |
Operator regarded the program as an aid to mining rather than purely ‘
exploration, The first cuts were very large, more on the order of
open pits than trenches, As was noted in my inspection report of
September 26, 1951, more than 150 hours of dozing were spent in one
trench, in the "north area", A small ambunt of ore was mined from
this trench and stockpiled., This practice was discontinued after
strong recommendations from Mr, Kiilsgaard, USGS, and myself,

2, Incompetent supervision was indicated by the perform-
ance in driving the adit crosscut south of the main Hermada pit., As
indicated in my inspection reports of March 28 and May 7, 1952, the
ground was bad and required timbering, This was pointed out to the
Operator during both inspections, Some timber was put in but it
was either insufficient or improperly installed as the cposscut is
now caved and inaccessible.

3. The Operator requested in November, 1951, that he ‘..
be allowed to use the jointly-owned dozer for mining, He indicated
at that time that he would pay rental to the Government for their
equity in the machine, : A rental rate was established but no rental
was paid and it is impossible now to establish the amount of time
that the machine was actually used for purposes other than exploration,






Mr. Pierson, an official of the company, indicated to me during an
inspection on December 9, 1951, that it had been used for 20 hours
during November. In his narrative of progress, the Operator states
that he has used his own TD-9 tractor on project work to compensate
for the "few" hours he has used the TD-18, jointly-owned tractor on

company work,

4. On April 18, 1952, I met the Operator in Boise, Idaho.
At that time he asked if it would be possible to move the slusher
purchased for the Hermada project to the Bales property in Washing-
ton where he had another project (Idm-E258) just starting, I was
aware that the Government had contributed to the purchase of another
slusher for still a third.project (Antimony Queen - Idm~E132) and
suggested he use it, as operationsunder that contract were suspended,
I told him not to move the Hermada slusher out of Idaho without per-
mission from the Field Team, He did not request permission but
moved the Hermada slusher as well as the one from the Antimony Queen
project to the Bales, ‘ .

5. Some monthly invoices for costs incurred under the
contract have been "padded". This is difficult to document, With-
out fulltime supervision it is obviously impossible to check the
amounts charged for labor and supplies, except in a general way.

- Some deletions made from past invoices which were obviously "padding"

are listed below:
(1) January and February, 1952, $26.,00 Pro--gas

This charge was included as part of the cost of '"gas,
0il and grease" and was cooking gas used in the
cookhouse and Operatorts residence,

(2) February, 1952, $200.00, Labor

One full-time and one half-time cat-operators
were charged for 101 hours of dozing.

(3) April, 1952, $57.62 - long-hole steel -
53.55 = drill steel
54.10 - 1 doz. drift picks
and other misc, supplies.

No long-hole drilling was specified in the contract,
The Operator stated previously that he intended to

do some and was informed that he would have to absorb
the cost himself, The drill steel and miscellaneous
mine supplies were invoiced and delivered in April
when timbering was the only activity.

The amounts involved have been small; however, any
deletion or change in a monthly invoice requires a certain amount
of correspondence and increases the administrative burden., No
matter how thoroughly an invoice is checked it is impossible to
be sure that all charges are proper, To assure that would require
full time inspection of the project.

The Hermada Mining Company has indicated informally that
it wishes to use for its mining operations at the Hermada mine the
TD-18 International tractor and dozer purchased for the exploration
project currently being conducted on the property under Contract
Idm-E22. Its use for this purpose would be confined to the winter
season and night shifts when exploratory dozing would be impractical.

Since such extra use of the machine would reduce the value
of the Government's equity, it is considered that the Operator should
be required to reimburse the Government in the amount of the reduction.
A method for determining the amount and a procedure for collection is
suggested for your consideration.

According to the equipment ownership expense schedule pub-
lished by the Associated General .Contractors of America, Inc., the
average annual expense of owning a tractor of this type is 46 percent
of the capital investment.

Expenses included are as follows:

Depreciation 20 percent
Overhauling, major repairs,
and painting 15
Interest 5
Storage 3 5
Insurance

Total 46.0 percent

In this case there will be no storage expense; thus, 3.5
percent can be deducted from the total shown. All the other expenses
are considered applicable.

The total cost of the tractor and dozer, including freight,
was $15,704.10; of this amount 75 percent was paid by the Government. ,
Multiplying this amount by 42.5 percent a yearly ownership expense.
of $6,6T74.24 is obtained. By assuming 160 working hours per month,
this yearly rate can<be)reduced to an hourly rate of $3.47.

Payment could be made each month at 75 percent of this rate
or $2.60 for each hour the tractor is used on extra work. A deduction
made in the amount due the Operator under the exploration contract as
shown on his monthly operating report would make unnecessary any actual
transfer of funds.

Under this plan the Operator would be responsible for all
operating costs including minor repairs and maintenance during the
periods the machine is used for his own work. He would be only under
moral obligation to see that these minor repairs are taken care of
as they develop, and not let them accumulate to be done when the
equipment is returned to contract service.

SUMMARY

The Hermada antimony deposit is in southwestern Idaho in the Sawtooth
Mountains. It is about 20 miles west of Atlanta, the nearest town, and
77 miles northeast of Boise, the State Capital.

Stibhite mineralization occurs within an area lying between the West
Fork and East Fork of Swanholm Creek. This area locally is known as the Swan-
holm district. The Hermada mine, the district's only producer of stibnite,
has yielded more than 5,000 tons of ore averaging 12.7/ percent antimony
since 1947.

The region is underlain by a granitic batholith of late Jurassic age
which has been sheared, fractured, and faulted during several periods of
diastrophism. Older zones4of crustal weaknesses guided and localized the
younger structures and dike intrusions éf Tertiary age.

The earliest structpres‘trend northeasterly and north-northwesterly.
The noftheast structural system is marked by wide fracture and fault zones
which later have been intruded by Tertiary porphyritic dikes (fig. 1 C).-
One such structure, the Black Warrior porphyry belt, crosses the Swanholm
district at the Hermada mine.

The early Tertiary north-northwest trending structural system is
disturbed by late Tertiary regional block faulting extending from the Great

Basin of Utah and Nevada to the northern Rocky Mountains and Columbia Plateau.

One of the elements of this system, the Deer Fark fault, forms the wesﬁern
boundary of the Swanholm district.

The productive ore bodies of the Hermada pit area are at the intersection
of the Black Warrior porphyry belt and a zone of hydrothermally altered and
mineralized rocks about 6,000 feet east and parallel to the Deer Park fault.
Tt appears that a set of short fissures striking N. 10°-20° E. and dipping
eaéterly from moderate to flat angles controlled both the intrusion of the
lower Miocene dikes and the ore deposition.

QOutside of the Hermada zone scattered short and thin quartz-stibnite
veins and stringers in granite are not uncommon in the district. In general
they strike north and dip easterly at angles cloge to 45°.

At the Hermada pit the quartz-stibnite veins are clustered together in
a zone up to 100 feet wide. Individual veins as much as 100 feet in length
range from 1 inch to 5 feet in thickness. Minable ore shoots typically
contain fromla few hundreds to 2,000 tons.

Strike extensions of the Hermada structural zone have been indicated
by explorations for a distaﬁce of 4,000 feet. Mineralization in the explored
areas indicates the possibility of ore shoots similar to those mined in %he
pit. The inferred ore reserves are estimated at about 7,000 tons in the
Hermada pit area and 5,000 tons for the south area. Additional reserves
can be anticipated in the lafge remaining unexplored areas. The chances of

finding new small ore shoots are considered favorable.






ORE RESERVES

Systematic development at the Hermada of small ore bodies in advance of
extraction is a difficult mining problem. The presence or continuity of
ore shoots can be determined only by a close neﬁ of workings, a costly, if
not a prohibitively expensive, operation. Mining ﬁsually follows thé
disclosure of ore; oré reserves estimates in advance of mining are limited
to a small tonnage. As in other deposits of "extramensurate" type, estimates
are based on geological interpretation rather than on accurate ore measure-
ments 2/. The reserves, in general, are computed by assuming extensions of
known ore bodies for a reasonable distance, or by anticipating repetition of
ore shoots in similar geologic environment.

Hermada pit area

Ore reserves in the Hermada pit area can be computed by making assumptions
based on previous production data and the expected continuity of ore exposed.,

The main ore shoots mined during the period 1947-48 produced 4,050 tons
of ore. This operation, confined to the interval between ?5340-and 5,440-foot
levels, was productive at a rate of about 40 tons of ore per foot of depth.
These ore shoots now are presumably mined out. |

During the years 1949 and 1950 other ore shoots were excavated; they
produced 450 tons of ore between the 5,480-and the 5,435-foot levels, and 550
tons between the 5,435- and 5,400-foot levels. This is equivalént to 10 and
16 tons'of ore per foot of depth., If these ore shoots continue downward
without diminution, at least 16 tons of ore can be expected for each foot
of depth. Assﬁming éxtension 6f ore shoots 60 feet vertically to the 5,340~

foot level, reserves of 1,000 tons may be inferred.

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Two or three narrow quartz-stibnite veins have been disclosed on the
5,480-foot level on the west side of the dacite porphyry dike in the pit.
These veins have not been explored. New ore shoots on these veins, if
similaf in size to those partly mined out east of the.dike, may produce 2,000
tons., The total inferred reserves for the present length of the Hermada pit
are estimated to equal 3,000 tons.

No exploration work was done in the promising area between the pit and
the Hermada Creek. Additional reserves amodnting to about 4,000 tons can be
anticipated above and on both sides of the dacite porphyry dike.

Thus, the inferred reserves of the Hermada pit area are estimated at
about 7,000 tons of stibnite ore averaging 12.5 percent antimony.

South _area

Several thin quartz-stibnite veins were penetrated by drill hole No. 5.
Minable ore shoots may be found on these veins. Similarity of geology with
the Hermada pit area warrants an estimate of inferred reserves of at least
the same tonnage as extracted from the pit, or 5,000 toné.

North area

Mineralization in the north area is confined to erratic and irregular
ore bodies, None of these ore bodies had shown continuity for a distance
of more than 10 or 15 feet along strike or dip. Although additional explo-
ration may discover minable ore in this area, no attempt was made to estimate

reserves.
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RECOMMENDAT IONS

Hermada pit area

Available geological inforﬁation warrants further exploration of the
Hermada pit area, Most promising are the strips of land adjoining the pit
on the west and south. Recent mining operations followed the ore shoots on
the east or hanging wall side of a steep-dipping dacite porphyry dike. Similar
ore shoots may be found in the footwall country fock. Several narrow quartz-
stibnite veins have been uncovered by bulldozing on the 5,480-foot level,
These have not been explored. Both strips can be explored by starting a
new bench above bench No. 3 and by continuation of this bench to the south.
It is recommended, however, that both walls of the dike be probed by a series
of short adits or by a set of short drill holes from the pit face and from the
old road south of the pit. Drilling appears preferable. |

The total drilling program amounting to about 600 feet is estimated to
cést about $2,000. This work could be completed with one drill in 6 weeks.
Driving 250 feet of adits would require about $5,000 and a substantial labor
force to_complete in the same time. The program will permit intelligent
planning of mining.

The study of the area north of the Hermada pit should be. continued.
The following inclined diamond drill hole would comprise another step in
this exploration:

This hole is designed to penetrate the possible intersection of dacite
porphyry and several thin lamprophyre dikes. It may indicate the possibility

of commercial mineralization in the western part of the Hermadabzone unexplored

by hole No. 1.
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South area

‘This area offers much promise for discovery of new ore shoots comparable
to those mined in the pit. The presence of the Hermada zone has been proved
by numerous trenches. At hole No. 5 this zone has shown a higher intensity of
mineralizétion at depth than in any of the other holes dfilled.

Further exploration to the south should be continued. Diamond drilling
for the soufhward extension of the mineralized zone is recommended. Two
surface holes located 150 and 300 feet south-southeast from hole No. 5 will
be adequate for initial‘investigation. The coordinates of the suggested holes
are as follows:

If this drilling is successful,'undérground exploration for productive
ore shoots would be warranted.

At the present time, the program of underground work in the south area
is limited to detailed exploration of thét ﬁortion of the mineralized zone
found by hole No. 5. This hole encountered several thin quartz-stibnite veins
at 65 feet; 80 feet, 115 feet, and 253 feet. No core was 'recovered from these
veins becaﬁse of extensive alteration. The following sludge samples taken at
5-foot intervals showed an antimony content above 0.30 percent:

It is believed that the antimony in sludges from 110.0 to 130.0 feet resulted

from the penetration of two or three quartz-stibnite veins of several inches

The probable ore shoots between 65.0 and 130.0 feet of hole No; 5 may be
explored by 150 feet of adit driven from trench No. 4 A at an approximate
altitude of 5,380 feet. Thé adit, when under the collar of hole No. 5, will
be about 80 feet below the surface.

North area

The eastgrn part of the Hermada structural zone is adequately explored
by trenching. Short quartz-stibnite veins and irregular pods of ore have been
uncovered. The most promising mineralization is in trench No. 8 A, where three
short veins are clustered in the zone about 50 feet in width, The veins strike
N. 40° E. and dip steeply to the north. The area has better poSsibilities for
ore than others, and underground work for its exploration on a small scale is
jﬁstified. An adit 120 feet long with cfosscuts 40 feet on each side would
comprise the initial exploration program. The approximate coordinates of the
adit are as follows: N - 12,420-12,400; E - 9,946, altitude - 5,580 feet,
bearing due west.

Additional bulldozer trenching west of the area explored by fhe Bureau
of Mines would complete thé surface exploration of the north area.

CONCLUSIONS

The work of the Bureau of Mines has &emonstrated that:

(1). structure controlling the mineralization and the location of minable ore
shoots is complex. The bodies of high-grade stibnité ore are apparently

small in size, ranging in contents from several hundred to two thousand tons.

The dévelopment of new ore shoots in advance ofiextraction is the ﬁrincipal

mining problem.






(2) mineralization is accompanied by intensive and extensive hydrothermal
alteration of rocks. The zone of alteration extends in both directions
north-northwesterly and south-southeasterly from the pit area., Favorable
locations for discovery of new ore shoots have been disclosed. Selecting
of other locations containing better than average.possibilities for ore should
be made by detailed geological study. Geophysical methods may be tried.
Bulldozer trenching is the most effeétive exploration method to trace the
zone and the degree of mineralization. The use of this method, however,
should be limited to a£eas with a maximuﬁAof 20 feet of overburden and surface
weathering., Diamond drilling may be used for tracing the zone and determining
the degree of mineralization at depth. This will permit concentrating of
underground work in a few most favorable areas.
(3) continuous exploration for new ore shoots should be maintained at least
in two or three locations to secure uninterrupted mining at the rate of
200 tons per month, .
(4) at the present time the best chances of finding new ore shoots are south
and west of the Hermada pit and in south are;. The work recommended for
the deposit might well be undertaken by the owners of the property. Too
little work has been done to appraise other antimony prospects in the district.

The DMA Fiedd Teem recommends that the Hermade Mining
Compeny be granted an exploration loan on the Hermada Antimony
deposits.

The Hermade mine is approximately 77 miles northwest of
Boise, Idehos The nearest town is Atlanta, epproximately 20 miles
east of the mine.

LOCATION

OWNERSHIP

The property is owned by the Hemada Mining Company, the
owners of which are Ernest Oberbillig, President, and Gilbert Pearson,
Menager. The owners report that there are no liens on the property.
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County records regarding the property were not checked.

History and Past Production

Since 1947, when the applicant started operationms, epprox=
imately 5,500 tons of ore assaying from 10 percent to 15 percent
entimony have been produced. No production is recorded previous to
1947,

- Description of Proposal

The Hermada Mining Company's original application was for
a production loan of $40,000, the money to be spent largely on re-
pair of equipment and the purchase of additional machinery, However,
during the recent visit by the field team, Mr. Oberbillig was informed
of the DMA exploration loan program, and at that time stated thet he
preferred to change his original production application to an exploration
loan application to be entered into on a 75 percent-25 percent basis.

The revised proposal of the Hermada Mine Company is for an
exploration loan of $40,000, the money to be spent in the following
menners:

le A 300-foot adit to be driven westward from a point near
the collar of the No. 5 Diamond Drill hole, which was drilled by the
U. S. Bureau of Mines. This adit would explore the antimony found in
the drill cuttings. At $30 per foot, the total cost of the adit would
be $9,000,

2. A 300-foot adit to be driven westward under the bulldozed
cuts in the North pit area. This adit would explore the quartz-stibnite
bodies thet were opened in the bulldozed cuts. The cost of the adit
would be $9,000,

3. Approximately $22,000 to be spent in exploring by bulldoz-
ing in the North pit area, mining claim 45, the Yellow Tom outerop, and
the Elkhide outcrope All of the aforementioned outorops are close to
the present operating pit and all are related to the seme mineralized
structures. Inasmuch as entimony ore in the Hermada area commonly
occurs in discontinuous and scattered ore bodies, many of which are
close to the surface, the field team is in agreement with Oberbillig's
proposal to further explore the mineralized outcrops by bulldozing.

TECHNICAL FEASIBILITY
Geologic Setting of the Deposits

The Hemade antimony deposit oocurs at the intersection of
two major structural zones in an area composed of granitic rocks of the Idsho
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Batholith, and mid-Tertiary porphyritic dikes. Antimony has been
found in three separate areas on the property. These areas are in
a mineralized zone that hes been traced for a distance of 4P00 feet.
The three areas are designated as the Hermada pit, South pit, and
North pite. . :

Hermada Pit

The Hermadae pit has produced practically all of the antimony
heretofore mined on the property. Mining is carried on by bulldoz-
ing, with hand sorting of the exposed ore. The operations have
developed a large bench-like pit which affords a rather limited oppor-
tunity to examine the geology of the deposite.

: The face of the pit is composed of intensely hydrothermally
altered granite, with some exposures of altered decite dikes. The
dikes occur in two general patterns: one set striking roughly north-
south; and the other in a northeast-southwest direction. The north-south
trending dikes appear to be older in age; in at least three instances
within the pit area they are transversed by northeast trending dikes.
Both dike systems are composed chiefly of dacite, although there are
gradietions in lithology to lamphrophyres in some instances, and to
those with more acidic compositions in others. The dikes are
hydrothermally sltered, particularly along the contact with granite.
At places of maximum alteration, dikes are decomposed to a brownish,
unconsolidated aggregete in which it is impossible to recognize the
original character of the rock.

Antimony ocours in quartz-stibnite veins that more or less
conform in trend to the north-south dike system. Individual veins
are as much as 100 feet in length, but are lens~like and range from
mere stringers to as much as 5 feet in thickness. According to Popoff,
(see accompanying report by C. C. Popoff, U. S. Bureau of Mines),
the quartz-stibnite veins are clustered together in a zone that does
not exceed 100 feet in width. The veins appear to be surrounded by
zones in which quartz has replaced most of the host rock. Near the
stibnite, the rock is almost entirely quartz. The quartz has been
broken by faulting end also affected by alteration so that is is now
largely granulated or sugary in texture and is easily moved by a
bulldozer. The siliceous zones surrounding the quartz-stibnite veins
are parallel to, and in areas between, the north-south dikes. They
commonly adhere to the walls of the dikes. The down dip extension
of the veins has not been determined. Exploration of the irregular
veins is further complicated by post-mineral faulting, and also by
the northeast dacite dike swarm which cuts the vein system.

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South Area

The antimony values in the South area were found in the
core taken from Diamond Drill Hole Noes 5 (refer to C. C. Popoffts
report). The core from this hole was not available for inspection
by the DMA Field Team, but is reported by Popoff to have contained
several thin quartz-stibnite veins. The area was covered with snow
at the time of the visit and was not exemined. However, judging from
the topography, the South area is probably the southern extension of
the deposit in the Hermada pit, and geologically comparable,

North Area

The antimony in the North area was found by surface pros-
pecting followed by bulldozing. At the time of the field examination
the bulldozed cuts were largely filled by sluffing from the sides of
the cuts; however, quartz-stibnite occurrences were noted in e rubble
of soil and highly altered granitic rocks. Mr. Oberbillig informed
the field team that the quartz-stibnite occurrences were comparable
in all respects with those in the Hermada pit. '

Popoff reports that in the district outside the Hermada
deposits it is common to find scattered, short and thin quartz-stibnite
veins and stringers in granite. However, Oberbillig points out that
exploration of these stringers has proved fruitless in the past and
that they have never produced commercial amoumts of antimony ore.
Oberbillig is of the belief that exploration is best accomplished
by bulldozing, end that the following geologic conditions offer the
best guides to possible sites of ore:

l. Granitic areas which have been intensely altered by
hydrothermal alteration amd which are transversed by north~south
and northeast-southwest trending dike zones.

2+ Silicification of the north-south dike members e

Se Areas of silicification along the north-south dike
zones, especially in areas between and contiguous to the dikes,

Ore Reserves

Popoff calls attention to the fact that it is very difficult
to estimate ore reserves in a deposit of the Hermada type. On the
basis of past production and a study of the ore as it was mined,
Popoff estimates an inferred reserve of 7,000 tons of stibnite ore
averaging 12.5 percent antimony in the Hermada pit. He also estimates

-t






that the South area should contain at least 5,000 tons of ore, or
about the same tonnage as has been extracted from the Hermeda pit.
In discussing further reserves, Popoff believes that additional ore
can be anticipated in the unexplored areas, and that chances of
finding new small ore-shoots are favorable,

Mining Methods

Practically all of the past production has come from the
Hemadea pit. So far, no systematic method has been employed in
mining. When a pod of ore is uncovered by exploratory dozing, the
enveloping waste rock is carefully dozed to one side; then the ore
is blasted lightly onto mucking sheets from where it is sorted and
hand loaded into 5-ton Ford dump trucks. All waste is dozed from
the pit. Ore is stockpiled on a truck-loading remp until enough is
accumulated to make a carload of concentrates, and then 1t is heauled
20 miles to the Talache Concentrator in Atlanta.

This method of mining makes it difficult to determine a
mining cost. The distance weste rock must be moved for disposal is
continuelly increasing with depth and must eventually reeach en -
economic limit.

Milling Method

The ore is concentrated in the Talache Mill et Atlanta.
The millheads assay from 10 percent to 15 percent recoverable anti-
mony and from these a 60 percent concentrate is made. The mill will
handle 8 tons of ore per hour.

The ore is crushed in two stages to minus 7/8 inch, ground
to 60 percent minus 200 mesh, and then concentrated by flotation.
Concentrates are thickened and filtered to a shipping product containing -
from 5 percent to 10 percent moisture. Milling cost is $7.00 per ton
of ore to which is added an extre cost of $1.,50 per ton for lead acetats,
filtering and sacking of concentrates. An additional charge of £80,00
per car of concentrates, must he added to the milling cost meking a
totel of $8.80 per ton of ore. To this a transportation cost of 5250
" per ton from mine to mill and $7.00 per ton of concentrates from mill
to railhead at Boise.

Rate of Production

Present production from the Hermada pit is from one to five
tons per day of 10 to 15 percent antimony ore,

The Hermada Mine has been a relatively spall but important producer <
of high-grade antimony flotation concentrates. In 1948 the Hermada was
well in the lead of the dowestic producers for second place as wWe Dpro-
duced twice the antimony of all the other wines in the United States and
Alaska (except the Bradley operation.)

In the past four months we have produced four carloads of concen-
trates with a very small crew, five in all. -

Wie would like to make application for a mining loan to increase our
present rate of bulldozing and stripping and to install a dryer and drying
shed to make a more marketable product., We will continue to produce a
high-grade product, but with a drying plant we can save Ssowe on shipping
costs and can provide a more widely usable product. If the new plans for
the mining industry include purchasing ores for the stockpile, we could
concentrate our efforts on the exploration and production phases of our
business. As you know, one of our biggest problems is marketing in an
effort to secure a decent price. .

Our prbduction could be stepped up by the addition of a larger bull-
dozer. Our stripping and wining operations even now are hawmpered for the
lack of a larger wachine.

There are several locations here such as the North Pit area which
are very promising for increased production. We can explore and mine
these areas by the addition of one more tractor.

Even though this Bank has handled
nearly all of our business, a loan of this type for equipment and in-
stallations as well as operating funds is not a type of loan a bank cen
wake., Likewise, a recent discussion with the R. ¥. C. Salt Lake Office
brought out the fact that they are not interested in handling a mine
operation loan of this type. '

The profits from our past production have all been plowed back into
the operation as taxes, land patenting, buildings, and equipwent pur-
chases. We have bought new equipmwent, Meanwhile the two principal
partners have withdrawn only salaries averaging less than $225.00 per
month, A list of our present eguipwent is as follows:

Many details of our operation, such as property held by location,
managewent, custom ore willing in Atlantas, and geology of the deposit
will be covered in the U. S. Bureau of ilines Report of the Herwada
Project (No. 112) and are not included in this application for a loan.
