An inspection' was made August 30, 1956 of the concentrating 
facilities and operations for the Snowbird mine, accompanied by Robert 
J. McRae, president of the corporation. 


The gravity-flotation mill started operating about June 1st 
of this year on a one shift per day basis with a capacity of 1.8 to 2 
tons per hour. Approximately 1,000 tons had been milled so far this 
year. ROughly, 800 tons of low-grade development rock averaging about 
0.4 percent W03 had been milled from the stockpile. At the time, ore 
was being milled from underground and assayed about 1 percent W03. 


About 9 tons of high-grade 61 percent WO concentrate had been 
recovered and baged ready for shipment, and roughly 13 tons of II percent 
W03 low-grade concentrate were bagged and stored. McRae estimated that by 
September the total production would reach 10 tons of high-grade and 14 
tons of low-grade concentrates. 


The tungsten mineral content of the Snowbird mine ore averages 
about 35 percent scheelite and 65 percent hubnerite, while the Red Bluff 
ore is all hubnerite. $nowbird ore is crushed, ground and tabled. High-
grade table concentrates are batch floated to remove suiphides and then 
separated into high-grade scheelite and hubnerite concentrates on a 
magnetic separator. Table tailings are floated to recover a low-grade 
concentrate containing about 11-13 percent W03. Over-all mill recovery 
is about 82' percent of which 6 percent is recovered by tabling and 17 
percent by flotation. 


About 2,000 tons of tailings containing an ' estimated 0.20-0.22 / 
percent 1O3 are impounded near the mill. Because of various adverse 
conditions it is questionable whether it ever will be economically 
feasible to re-treat this material.

Procedure for concentrating Red Bluff mine ore will be reversed 
when it is mill ed. The ore will be crushed, ground and floated to remove 
the su].phides, then the flotation tailings will be tabled to recover a 
tungsten concentrate. 


High-.grade concentrates will be sold to GSA and low-grade 
cOncentrates to Minerals Engineering Cox'poration at Salt Lake City, Utah. 
McRae expected to ship the accumulated concentrates during September. 


The Operator estimates blocked out reserves underground in the 
Snowbird mine at 4,000 tons and an additional 1,500 tons in surface out-
crops. Grade is estimated at 1 percent W03. 


There has not been any production from the Red Bluff mine.

On December 14, 1956, an audit was made of the produ 
sales and royalty accounts and records of

pertaining to the sale of tungsten concentrates during the period 
of June 14, 1955 to December 14, 1956, produced from property 
known as the Snowbird Group of Claims, located in the Big Creek 
Mining District near Stibnite, Valley County, State of Idaho, on 
which royalties are due the United States Government under the 
terms of Exploration Project Contract No. 1dm E 133, Docket No. 
DMA 864, dated September 5, 1951 as amended. 


The production and sales records pertaining to this contract 
are maintained by Mr. McRae and are located at his office, 1701 
Gourley Street, Boise, Idaho. 


During the on-site audit, Mr. Robert 3. McRae, President of 
the Corporation, and Mr. John D. Bardill, Metallurgist, U. S.

II. GENERAL INFORMATION 


The Exploration Contract provides that should the Govern-

returns or other net proceeds realized from the ore, concentrates, 
or metals produced within ten years from the date of the contract 
until the total amount contributed by the Government, without 
interest, is fully repaid or said ten years have elapsed, which-
ever occurs first. A certificate of discovery or development was 
issued February 5, 1953.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's MonIhly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and .consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A----Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Moiithly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contrast reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations.. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be repoited under "Deprecia-
tion 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
ser\rices, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer..

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MP-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of thls form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which. may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form • MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as, follows: 


(a) Form MF-104----Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following.

Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Work was resumed on the project on March 16 with two 


men. Actual mining was started on March 22. 


I visited the property on March 29. This is the first 


visit since Dec. 8, 1951. At that time the drift was in 


100 feet. Two maps are incluaed with this report--one 


showing the underground geology and the other the under-


ground workings. 


If you will refer to Map A, you will see that there 


are two bands of quartz. One is against the dike and the 


other about 10 feet east of the dike.

The question of the present value of a lot, weighing approximately 
11 tons, average assay about l57 WQ3 , of low-grade tungsten concen-
trate produced from the subject property and now stored in a ware-
house at Big Creek, Idaho, has been investigated, with the following 
results: 


The Salt Lake Tungsten Company plant at Salt Lake City, Utah, 
accepted and paid for three small lots of low-grade concentrate 
assaying 10.03, 6.136, and 9.42 percent W0 3 respectively, from the 
subject property in October and November 1954, and October 1956.

The amendment No. 2 discussed in the first para-
graph of your letter has been prepared and is being sent to you. 


In regard to the proposal for additional DMEA 
assistance, a memorandum from Mr. H. G. Reno, U. S. Bureau of Mines, 
on the property was sent to you under cover of a Field Team letter 
dated August 11, recommending favorable action. This evidently 
had not reached. you at the time you wrote your letter of August 18. 


Neither Mr. Quinlan, the Survey Geologist, nor Mr. 
Reno, the Bureau engineer, are presently available to calculate the 
tonnage that has been indicated by the exploration to date. An 
estimate iiill be prepared as soon as one of these men is available 
to prepare it. The operators monthly reports indicate that to date 
3,000 to 4,000 tons of tungsten ore averaging 0.65 to 0.75 percent 
WO3 have been indicated. This is only an estimate, but we believe 
it is approximately correct.

The subject contract, dated. September 5, 1951 , provided 
fund.e in the amount of $20,351 covering in part 14' trenches, 300 feet 
of drifting, and 120 feet of raising. ?reparation work was started. 
on September 6 and. drifting on October 5, 1951. Because of winter 
conditions, the exploration was recessed. January 1 and. resumed 
March 16, 1952. 


Review of the monthly reports shows that drifting has avep. 
aged. approximately 50 feet per month during full months worked., with 
a maximum of 2 men. It was interesting to note that during December 
the drift was advanced. /4.9 feet by only 1 man. Du.ring the month of 
April 2 men drove /40.9 fe.ét of drift and 59.0 feet of raise. This is 
3.814 feet advance per day on an assumed 26- .day month. Since the 
report carries no information regarding the number of shifts or. days 
worked, it is impossible to calculate an exact average daily advance. 
Using the April labor cost, also on an assumed 26-.day month, the 2 
men averaged $18.35 a day each in wages. As the direct labor cost 
per foot driven was $10.29, this wage is quite reasonable and. in keep-. 
lug with the more efficient operations. 


Progress of the contract is proceeding satisfactorily and. 
since the supplies, equipment, etc., purchased in the month of 
September, 1951 cannot be prorated. against the trenching, drifting, 
and raising with the information at hand at the present time, only 
an over-all conclusion can be made and that Is that 71.3% of the 
drifting and 149.2% of the raising have been completed during 53.3% 
of the life of the contract, while expending 69.9% of the allotted 
funds. More than enough funds remain to complete the exDloration 
provided. for in the contract. 


Drifting on the adit level has been disappointing because 
no ore has been encountered. to date, although there are some showings 
which were sampled, Ml - M.5 . The assays for same have not been 
received by Washington. During the drifting It was noted. that the

tungsten mineralization was spotty and bunchy. The miners sorted 
several hundred pounds of q.uartz with hubnerite off the top of the 
cars. ChaJ.copyrite and. galena were also found. A raise was driven 
under the ore shoot exposed on the surface and. good ore was found 
at an elevation of approximately LJ.O to L15 feet above the level. 
Since the top 10.0 feet of the raise exposed ore similar to that at 
the surface 28 feet higher, the raise was stopped. because it was 
felt that nothing could be gained by driving to the surface. 


The applicant has submitted another application for a1d.i-. 
tional work on the claims. The Field Team will visit the area in 
early July and report whether or not additional work is warranted. 
The docket contains no Field Team examination memoranda.

The applicant is the McRae Tungsten Corp., Stibnite, 


Idaho. Robert J. McRae is president of the corporation. 


LOCATION OF MINE 


The property is located in central Idaho about ten 


miles west of the Big Creek post office on a two and one-half 


mile branch road to the east off the Forest highway between 


Big Creek and Warren.

1RECONDATION

HISTORY OF PROPERT( 


The property obtains its name from the Snowbird claim 


from which the applicant mir1 OO tons of 2 percent WO ore in 


191i4. The tungsten showing under consideration in this appli-


cation was found in 1950 on ground a short distance east of the 


Snowbird claim. The discovery is on the Tungsten claim and has 


a common sideline with the Snowbird claim. The new discovery is 


somewhat more extensive than the Srnbird ore body as indicated 


by surface trenching. To date no underground exploration has been 


done upon these veins.


GEOLOGY 


The country rocks in the area are pegmatitic granites 


and included pendants of quaxtzite and interbedded schists of the 


Yellowjacket formation. Dike rocks of several compositions are 


found in the area. Latite dikes are the most common. They ob-


tam widths of a few feet to several hundred feet and represent 


15-25 percent of the surface rocks in the vicinity of the Snowbird 


mine. They usually dip at a steep angle to the west and strike in 


general N. 20° E. An occasional lamprophyre dike is observed 


cutting the latite dikes and granitic rocks. 
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The veins in the area strike N. 25- 0° west and. 


are usually situated within or along side of small pendants of 


quartzite in pegmatitic granitic rocks. The veins dip about 


80° to the west, however dips as low as 55° were noted. The 


veins appear to be fissure filling and in part replacement of 


the quartzites. The contact between vein quartz and. quartzite is 


difficult to recognize. 


Hubnerite and echeelite are intimately associated. in 


the veins. Fluorspar, pyrite and minor amounts of copper, lead., 


and zinc were noted in other veins in the area. This minerali-


zation appears to be later than the tungsten mineralization and 


may or may not occupy the same vein. 


The mineralization is related to the granitic intrusives 


which are a part of the Idaho batholith. 


The association of the veins with small roof-pendant 


blocks of quartzite makes for small lenticular ore bodies which 


are unsafe to project very far beyond known limits. The length of 


the ore body and the size of the associated pendant may give some 


clue as to possible downward extensions. It does not appear that 


an individual lens can be expected to extend downward over 


one-half its strike length. 


The NcRae and East veins on the Tungsten claims 


are shown on the attached geologic and assay map. Three other 


tungsten veins of smaller size were inspected on ground owned by 


the corporation which are potential producers. Prospecting was 


also being done on a vein a s]aort distance east of the Snowbird 


property.
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ORE POSSIBILITIES 


The proposed exploration on the Snowbird mine is ex-


pected to develop 7,000-9,000 units of W03 in 8,000-10,000 tons 


of ore. The East vein is somewhat higher grade. Exploration 


on this vein may disclose 1,500-2,000 tons of ore having a 


grade of 1.50-2.00 percent W03.

If the exploration program upon this property is 


successful and enough ore is developed to establish a small 


mill, several thousand units of tungsten could be recovered from 


other veins in the immediate vicinity. 
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ADEUACY OF PROPOSED WORK 


The exploration proposal outlined by,the applicant is 


believed adequate to explore the ore possibilities of the 


property. Some consideration was given to diamond drilling. The 


location of the vein in a draw necessitated the location of 


holes a considerable distance from the vein and in portions which 


would not give desirable intersections. The lenticular and 


erratic nature of the tungsten mineralization also indicated a 


drilling program probably would not give the desired information. 


The raising proposed by the applicant has been included 


in order to explore the vein on the dip to determine the con-


tinuity of individual shoots. 


EXPLORATION REUIRENENTS PD COSTS 


The costs of the project have been worked out in con-


siderable detail in the McRae TLtngsten Corporation supplemental 


application on Form MF-lO3 dated August 6, l9l. These require-


ments and costs were worked out with the field team at the time 


of the ccamination and are believed to be realistic for the con-


ditions at the Snowbird mine.
