RECOMMENDATIONS

It is recommended that Mr. Maurice E. Shine's application
for an Exploration Project Contract on the subject property be denied.

INTRODUCTION

Mr. Maurice E. Shine submitted an application for DMA assis-
tance on May 1, 1951. The application, although filed on Form MF-103,
gave the impression that the applicant wanted a production loan rather
than an exploration loan. A letter from the spplicant to Mr. Weston
Bourret dated May 31 discussed a drilling program not mentioned in
the previous application which added to the confusion. A "Review of
Application for Exploration Assistance" received by the Field Team
requested that a field examination be made of the property and that
a suitable exploration program be worked out with the applicant if the
property warranted exploration.,

PROPERTY AND LOCATION

Mr. Shine's property is comprised of the Packsaddle No‘s. 1,
2,3,4,5,6, and 7 unpatented cleims; the Buckhorn No's. 1,2,3, and L
unpatented claims; Little Smokey 1 and 2 unpatented claims; and the
Hunter No‘s. 1,2,3,4,5,6,7, and 8 unpatented claims (Shine has one-half
interest in the Hunter claim). These claims are in seecs. 1,2,3,10,11
and 12, T. 7., R. 7 E., Boise Meridian, Boise County, Idaho. The
property is about 16 miles northeast of Idaho City, Idaho, and may be
reached by way of State Highway No. 21, .

GEOLOGY

The Shine property is underlain by granitic rocks of the Idaho
batholith. There are several shear zones crossing the property along

which the granitic rocks are highly altered, and which have locally
been intruded by various types of porphyritic dikes. In some of the
shear zones there are quartz veins and stringers that are iron-stained
at the outcrop, and which locally contain scattered blebs and stringers
of stibnite, and, in some instances traces of gold and silver-bearing
minerals.

On the Packsaddle No. 2 claim, located on the ridge between
Lamar Creek and Edna Creek, a dull white quartz vein is exposed in a
small open pit. This vein is 14 inches thick and has a 2-4 inch
iron-stained gouge streak on both the hanging and footwall. Assays taken
at the pit face are reported to have gone trace Au., and trace Ag., and
no antimony.

The Packsaddle No. 1 claim, about one-half of a mile northwest
of Packsaddle No. 2 claim, has been explored by two bulldozed cuts about
50 feet apart. Both cuts expose intensely altered granite. The upper
cut is reported to have yielded lumps of stibnite up to 8 inches across,
but no stibnite was visible in the cut or on the dump at the time of the
visit. The lower pit exposes a 10-foot face of intensely altered granite
that is traversed by an iron-stained fracture striking N. 70° E., and
dipping about 40° SE. Quartz occurs sporadically along the fracture and
in some places the adjacent wall rock is silicified. Discontinuous blebs
and stringers of stibnite are to be seen in the fracture, chiefly in
those areas of maximum quartz content. The stibnite tends to form in
druses and in quartz lined cavities. The biggest stibnite pod noted was
about 2 inches wide and 10 inches long. Quartz float from this stringer
has been traced across a small ridge to the northeast, but the vein
appears to be discontinuous.and has not been discovered in several small
trenches in the northeast area.

The Hunter No. 2 claim, north of the Packsaddle No. 1 claim
on the north side of Edna Creek, has been explored by an adit reported
to be 70 feet long, but which is now inaccessible. The adit was last
worked in 1935 by a gold prospector who reported high-grade stibnite at
the face. There was, however, no evidence of stibnite on the dump, and
no evidence of a stibnite-bearing vein at the outcrop.

COMPETENCE OF APPLICANT

Mr. Shine is a rather elderly gentleman who has devoted most
of his life to cooking in restaurants and various U.S. Forest Service
camps and construction camps. He has no mining experience and very
little experience in prospecting. He would not be competent to either
manage or operate an active exploration program.

CONCLUSIONS

The Shine property has some stibnite showings but they are too

small and discontinuous to warrant mining. There is little reason to
suspect that futther exploration of the property would discover substan-
tial amounts of antimony ore.
