Recommendations

It is recommended the application of Henry J. Roy for an
exploration loan on the Big Elk Group of claims be denied. Field
examination suggests that the mineralization of the éxposed vein is
not sufficiently strong to warrant further exploration.

Summary of Field Examination

Field examination was made of the property on June 19 in
the company of the applicant. The prospect was found to be located
on a prominent white quartz vein trending N. 75-80° W. and traceable
for at least 750 feet. The central vein épd‘flanking streaks and
masses of quartz replacing the enclosing Belt argillaceous quartzite

form rough croppings as much as 20 feet_wi&e along the crest of a

ridge. In the upper working, a 45-foot adit driven in a few feet
below the créps end 250 feet from their western termination, the central
quartz vein is about four and a half feet wide. - The footwall portion,
possibly a foot to eighteen inches in width, contains considerable
limonitic gossan and porous quartz with molds and_limonite pesudomorphs
of pyrite. No lead minerals were recognized from the vein in place nor
from dump material. Two samples were taken from the lower half of this
footwall zone py the applicants averaging 2.2 percent Pb, 0.3 percent
Zn, 1.0 oz.

Several shailow cuts
and pits indicate that the surface crOpbings have been thoroughly examined
A Brunfon and tape traverse from the face of the upper working
to the face of the lower adit at an altitude of 150 feet lower on the |
hill confirms the applicant's maps. A slightly lower average dip on
the vein in the upper working indicates that the quartz vein would probably
be intersected af a point 135 feet beyond the present face, a distance

of 15 feet shorter than that indicated by the applicant.
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Discussion

Mr. Roy, the active partner ambng the applicants, is a
steamfitter. He has read widely of prospecting and mine discovery but
does not have much practical knowledge of mining. He was strongly
impressed by the prominent quartz outcrops and the oxidized pyrite,
believing that valuable minerals must lie below. He did not appear
to have examined either the outcrops or the upper working with much
care before the present field examination..

The Big Elk Group lies within an area described by A. L.
Anderson 1/.. His report does not mention this»prOSpect, but three
other prospects on northwest-trending steep quartz veins 2/ are
described by him within six miles of the Big Elk Group. These have
in the aggregate more than 4,000 feet of drif?ing along the veins with-
out: production. Anderson states 3/ "The quartz veins are most widely
scattered and have been more extensively prospected than the group of

replacement deposits....Because of the scant distribution of their

sulphides, these veins....can not be looked upon as a favorable source

of copper, lead, and zinc."
