RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the application for aid to explore the
Buttercup mine be denied because of the lack of a feasible objectivee.

RESUME OF FIELD INVESTIGATION

Four hours were spent with the applicant investigating underground
and surface exposures. The main workings were caved except for a portion
of the 100 foot level. The appliocant proposes to drive a 300-foot drift to
interseot the 200 foot level of the mine to provide access and drain part
of the old workings in order to inspect the workings to determine if ore of
shlpplng grade remains. A small production was reported from the property
in the 1886-1893.,

The vein occurs in a roof pendant of Paleozoic sediments above
granodiorite of the Idaho batholith. The vein is a shear in calcareous
argillaceous sediments, 2-3 feet in width conforming to the dip and strike °
of the sedimentse. Some mineralization was noted along the footwall of the
vein, forming small kidneys of ore 2-4 inches wide and several feet long.
0ld records and maps indicate that early production came from an ore shoot
40 feet long and 2 feet wide which was mined from the surface to the 100
levels This shoot apparently was the only commercial ore body in the mine.
The old maps show the vein was explored down the dip below this ore shoot
