Several carloads of high-grade lead ore have come from the w
George Washington group of claims and a few small lots from the Silver
‘and Lead Bell claims, but both properties have been idle for the past
30 years. :

The few mine workings comprise shallow shafts and adits.

Small ore bodies are found within limestone at or near a
contact with granite porphyry. The surface mineral showings are
numerous and confined to the contact zone.

The applicant proposes a two-stage program including geologic
mapping, rehabilitation of old workings, and trenching in the first
stage, and driving underground workings in the second stage. The
second stage will be contingent upon the completion and success of the
first stage. The work will be done in two successive years because of
inaccessibility of the property for six months of the year.

The estimated cost of the first stage is $5,700 and of the
second stage is $28,300, a total of $34,000.

The applicant is an experienced and competent miner.
