RESUME OF FIELD INVESTIGATION

One half day was spent on the property examining cuts and
underground workings. Only one tunnel was open for examination. Shafts
and other old workings were either caved or unsafe for inspection.

The workings shown on the map of the Saturday Group explore a )
2-4 foot shear in calcareous argillaceous sediments of Paleozoic age. The
vein:strikes about N. 30° W, and dips steeply to the west. The sediments are
mtensely folded and broken by numerous faults making individual beds
difficult to follow.

The workings observed were tight and barren except for a small
area & the north end of the Saturday claim where several shafts had been
sunk and some ore had been stoped. Workings here indicated an area 100
feet long and 2-10 feet wide had been partially mined.

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REPORT ON SATURDAY MINE
BY
C. B, BASH.

. According to the agreement with you to examine and report on
the Saturday and Atlanta Groups of mining claims in the Bay Horse
and Saw Tooth Mining Districts of Idaho, I left New York, June 24
for the West, and returned again to New York, August 5, i927.

As 1 have not yet received maps and auxv;gor'l dats re the
Atlanta Group, whieh has been written for to the United States
Cadastral Engineer of Land Surveys, at Boise, I shall only speak
g:tthe Saturday Group in this paper about which I have all the
&,

_ The Saturday Oroup lies about eight miles in a northwesterly

direction, by road, from Clayton, which was formerly a smelter site

- and is again to become a -ne{tcr site, or reduction plant site, for
Henry Ford, who has, after two years spent in proapecting, and deep
boring with diamond drill, purchased, first the Red Deer Group of
claims and then other groups of claims between that and Clayton,

‘whieh, in a direct line, is much nearer than the way the road is

- 1lald out at present. '

Henry Ford's oreek level tunnel into the Red Deer Mountain
easterly from the east side of Squaw Creek which flows in a south-
erly direction to join the Salmon River, 1s only about onre-half
mile northerly and perhaps less than one-half mile easterly from
the old workings on the faturdsy.

All the workings on the Sasurday were caved at the entrances
except one long and one short tunnel in the country rock and the
" main working where some years ago some leasers worked down alonge-
8ide of the inclined shaft, which was timbered sufficiently well
for & safe entrance, ' :
