Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
:ﬁer;t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of

e form,

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words “Short Form” if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent’” if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
used in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

third party will be reported under ““Rental”. The amount

paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-

ment will be reported under “Purchase’”. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-

gon’ ’oi equipment owned will be reported under ‘ Deprecia-
ion”.

Ttem (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported
under items (2) and (3).

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, ete., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etec., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3).

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen’s compensation
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen’s compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.

Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other seven categories.

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus,
‘““Certified True Copy (or Transcript)’”, followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have
an ‘“‘on-site’’ audit, that is, a Government auditor should
make an audit of the Operator’s books and records of account,
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with
original or certified documents except in cases of et&uipment
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these
cases the original or a certified copy of the ‘})urchase order or
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher.

The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
?l%e?t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of

e form,

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words “Short Form”’ if the contract

is_a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent” if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
us?id in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

third party will be reported under “Rental”. The amount

paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-

ment will be reported under “Purchase’”. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
;c;ion ,of equipment owned will be reported under “ Deprecia-
ion”’,

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, ete., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures
and equipment.

If the Executive Officer of the Region
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have
an ‘‘on-site’”’ audit, that is, a Government auditor should
make an audit of the Operator’s books and records of account,
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with
original or certified documents except in cases of ec&uipment
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the ortginal of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be
thus supported.

Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form

F-104 by deleting as stated above the word ‘“Independent’’
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the ‘“ Monthly
Total” amount due. ‘Totals Previously Reported”, and
‘“Totals to Date’ columns should also be filled in.

The purpose of this. form is. -
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and. other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases.reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-

little chance of pscovering bedrock.

The Silﬁer Streek property does not warrant further exploration and
should not receive Government participation in any type of development program.

The purpose of this prcject was to esplore for the sowrce of
lead~zinc-silver £loat found in & morainal deposit. Initial exploration
"was to be by bulldezing, to be followed by drifting if bulldozing proved
successful.

The morainal deposit, the avea immediately adjacent to it,
end the more promising parts of the ridge west of the moraine were
tested by 2 number of bulldozed trenches. Mamy of these trenches did
not reach bedrock and none of those that did discovered a mineralized
structure worthy of continued exploration. The project was, therefore,
terminated before completion because of the improbability of making &
’ ' worthwhile discovery.

LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

The Silwver Streak property is in unsurveyed seto 29, Ro 12 Eop
?. 15 W, Boise Meridian, Seafoam Mining Distriet, Custer Cownly, Idahoo
Silver Stwreak claims are staked along. the upper paxrt of Aspen Creek and
across a ridge extending noritheast from Sheepeater Mowmtain, The prop-
erty 1s about 3,600 feet north of the Mowntaln King mine but several
hundred feet lower in altitude. The Silwer Streak properdy is aboub
100 miles from Ketchum, Idzho, the nearest railhead, It is accessible
by following U. S, Highway 20 north from Ketehum across Galena summib
%o Stanley and, then, by following Forest Sexvice roads from Stanley to
the Seafoam Ranger Station. The property is 12 miles from the Seafoam
Ranger Station, the road throughout this distance being very steep and
accessible oenly during the surmer season. :

Terrain swrownding the Silver Streak properiy is exceedingly
rouph and mountainous, comprising a pert of the Tdaho Primative Area.
Thepe are no industries active in the ares and very few inmhabltants,
consequently, no attempt is made to keep the road open to Stanisy except
during the summer. Seasonal snowfall is heavy and the area ig usually
inaccescible from November until July.

. PROPERTY

‘The property is reported to be corprised of the following
unpatented claimgs Silver Stresk and Silver Streak Extensions 1, 25 3,
L, and S. These claims are held by J. W Bleagard, G. S, Bleagard,
Earl Shirts and Pred Shirts, all partners in the subject contract.

Tn mepping the work done under contract, avtenpts were made
to find the claim cornmers of the above-listed claims, but these attempis
were unsuccessful. Two discovery posts were found which suggsst that

most of the contract bulldozing was done on. Silver Stireak Nos. } and 3
claims (see accompanying map). : -

: Mine workings on the property, with the exception of ¢he TMEA
bulldozing, consist of several small duwps at the portals of old caved
 workings. WNone of these duwps show any ore, end none of the workings
are believed to be more than a few feet in lemgth. -

THE PROJECT

The project was designed to explore for a vein or veins be-
1ieved to be crossing & northstrending ridge énd believed by the Opera-
tor to be the source of much lead-minc-silver float found tothe cast -
along Aspen Creek.
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Bulldozing was initiated in the £all of 19%, AL that time,
a DMEA examiner met with the Cpcrator cud suggested that doming stert im, 7/
the cut labeled on the attached map as Cut Noo 1o An early spowfall 7,1 [~
stopped dozing when Cut No. 1 was completed and werk did not resume untdl f/
June 1952, In June and July 1952, a series of cuts were made near the
nose of the ridge and along Aspen Creek (see accompanying map). Of these,
the No. 2 Cut was the largest, extending along the flamk of the ridge
for geveral hundred feet and a% places having en up-hill beank over 20
feet in height, TDesplite the depth to which this trench extended, 1% did
not reach bedrock, nor did any of the other irenches in the nearby area.

While dozing was being dome in the Aspen Creek ares, the Opera«
vor collected much of the flost lying along the creek, A shipment of
18,216 tons of this ore was made, which had a net smelier return valvs
of 579,35, from which a payment of $33.97 was made to the Governmend.
This ore was known % exlst before contract work started and was not

benefited by the exploration project.

A DMEA exeminer visited the project onm July 30 and 31, 1952.
Ho pointed out the futility of further tremching in the Aspen Creek area -
and suggested instead that trenching be transfcrred <o points higher on
the ridge. The suggestion wae acceptsd by the Operator and the location
of cuts A and B were blazed on trees; these cubs were later bulldozed,
The cuts were designed ¢o test a gossan zone following the contact of
quartzite and quarts mongonite, but they failed to £ind mineralization
of any valueo : '

A total of L18 hours of dozing was completed on the project
within a period of about L operating momths., Actual work on the contract
stopped in Avgust, and the contract wes terminated in Octobsr 1952 bacause
of the improbability of meking a worthvhile discovery. '

Geolggz

The Seafoam Mining District is wnderlain by granitic rocks
of the Idaho batholith. Loeally, scme of the higher ridges ave capped
by andesitie and rhyolitic rocks of the Challis volcanies; and elsethere,
- there are roof pendants of pre=Cambrien schist and Paleozmoic sediments.
All of these rocks are intruded by Terilary dikes ranging in composition

from larmprephyr to eplite.

’ The long ridge sxtending northeasterly through Sheepeater
Mountain is essentially a large roof pendant or & series of smaller roof
pencants., To the north, on the lower slopes of the spur ridges leading -
from Sheepeater ridge,are & series of small pendants of pre-Cambrian schist,
vhereas to the south at higher elevations on these spvr ridges and on the
main ridge itself are croppings of quartzite overlain by beds of limestons
and dolomite. The quartzite and dolomite are believed. to be early
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Paleozolc in age. Wherz found; rock attitudes generally strike to the
northeast and dip south, thus, the rocf pendants on Sheepeater ridge
and 1ts associated epur ridges appear %o have been 2 part or parts of
the southern limb of & meortheasteotrending anticline, the bulk of which
has been replaced by granitiec rocks.

The Fowmtein King mine is on the eastern slgpe of Sheepeater
Mowmtain, This mine esolores the strong Mownmtain King vein, which strikss
to the east and dips south., The vein is overlein by limestore and wndere
lain by quartz monzonite. The YMountain Xing vein is as much as 8 feet
thick and apoears to have been formed largely by replacement of the
hanging wall 1limestone. It has been mined from the outerop to a depth
of about 100 feet. The mineg has been continuously worked during the
summer scasons since 19L7; the records bafore that date are imdefimite,
although the mine is known to have produced ore. An assay {aken from &
carload shipment made in July 1951 shows the grade of ove %o be 1.3
pereent Pb, 17.L percent Zn, and 290)45 ounces Ag-

The Silver Streak property is &‘bout 3,600 feet north of the
Mountain King mine and several hundred feet lover in elevation. This -
property was staked because of the abundence of lead-aine-gilver float’
along Aspen Creek, an intermiiient stream that heads near the Mountainm
King outercp. Fleat is not scattered continvously elong Aspen Cresk
but is concentrated in what appears to be the remnant of an Alpine .glacial
moraine, Some of the float consists of limestone boulders 6 to 7 feed
in diamster that eve corprissd 1axge1y of lead-zinc=-silver sulphide orse
of shipping grade. Rounded cobbles of almost pure galens ranging w o
8 inches in diameter are not uncommon. It was the abundenece and large
size of the float that led the Operators to believe the fleat could nod
‘have moved far and, therefore, must have originated from casiward-trending
veine crogsing the nearby ridge to the west. In this respect, 1t was
pointed out to the Operators before cozmtm@t work ever started that the
float was in 2 moraine which appeared to have been scowred from the
ridge near the headwaters of Aspen Creek and that in prooablliity the
fleat cams from the Mowntain King outerop. The Operators, however, pree
ferred o test the nearby arez in hepe that they could f£ind & neyw vein
equal in value to the Mowntain King veim.

On the west side of the ridge leading north from the Mountain
King mins in the viecinity of the A cub is a strong gossen zone, The
gossan has been explored by a short adit, caved a few feet Lfrom the pors
tal; and by a small open cut., I% oceccurs at the contact of gquartz moneo

zonite and quartzite, which elong the contact is overlainm a few feed
of dolomite. The possan is a typicel contact metamorphic skarn zone in

which there is an sbundance of partially oxidized magneiite and much
hornblende, epidote, and other contract metamorphic minerals. During
the course of contract work, it was decided %o bulldoge for the gossem |






on both sides of the ridge; conmsequently, cuts A and B were laid oud
and later dozed. Cut A exposed the gossan but no lead-zinc ninerali-
zation. Cut B was evidently below the contest and failed to expose
the gossan. :

No rineralized structures were discovered by contract bulle
dozing, Moreover, careful examinatlon of the ridge made while bulldo®-
ing was in progress failed to disclose any areas theb warrented dozing
or any other type of exploration.

A total 18 hours of bulldozing was corpleted under the con-
tract for a total cost of 8L,953.30 giving a wit cost of 811,85 per
hour.

DISCUSSION OF COMCLUSIONS

The Operator conducted the exploration work quite competently.
Bulldozing costs were not out of line for the amount of work completed.
The contract did not state exactly where the work was to be done, and,
as it was impossible for IMEA observers to be constantly in attendance,
the selection of meny of the sites to be bulldozed was left to the
Operator's judgment., Unfortunately, many of the cuts located along
Aspen Creek by the Operator had little chance of uncovering bedrock and





thereby accomplishing the task for which they were intended. These cuts,
however, are beliewed ¢o hawe bzen made in good falth end represented an
honest attempt by the Cperator to find the source of the float.

Yo mineralized structures were found by bulldozing. It is
believed that the float found in the moraine on the Silver Streak property -
care from the Mountain King oubtcrop or from some associlated structure,
and it is, therefore, believed that no further exploration is warranted
on the Silver Streak property.

Our DMEA cohtract, Idm-E92 was laid out to explore an area
north of and several hundred feet boloﬁ the Mountain King mine.
A large amount of lsad~silver float along a stream bed led us to
believe that the oumcrop, from which the ore came, should be nearby.
Some of the float was in limaestono boulders as big as four feet
! in diameter. We reasoned that such la?go pleces of float could
not have moved too far.

' ' The hillsidc immediately south of the area whero most of

\ the float occured 13 heavily timbered and covered thickly with

l overburden., Several short tunnels have been driven into the hill-
side near this area looklng for the»outcrop; however, there is

I exsmined the Silver Stresk mine on July 30 apd 31 in
compeny with Mr. E=rl Shirts, and Mr. Pred Shirts, two brothers
who are two of the pertners of the ¢xploration project. The time
ves devoted to preparing & Brunton and pace map of the S{lver streak
property, inasmuch as there is no map with the contract. The map
vas extended up the ridge to the south to tie in with the Mountain
King mine, currently being operated by the Shirts drothers.

The initiel phase of this contract was to bulldote a vein
or veins bellieved to be croesing s north-trending ridge. Minerali-
zation vas indicated by a strong gosssn tone on the west side of the
ridge and by the pregence of sn abnormel amount of flost in the creek
bed oo the east side of the ridge. Some of this float consists of
limestone boulders 6 to 7 feet in dismeter that are comprised largely
of sulphide lesd-sinc-silver ore of shipping grede. Rounded cobbles
of almost pure galens ranging up to 8 inches in dismeter ere not
Uncommon. During s visit to the property in 1951, I expressed the
opinion to the Shirts brothers that this flost was in sn Alpine
glacial moraine, and that it was probably derived from the outerop
of the Mountain King mine located sbout one mile to the south and
several hundred feet higher in elevation.

The applicants, who have proven their ability as mineis, have
thought well enough of the Silver Streek property to extend their
road 3 miles to that property by a round-ebout approach, although
the property is described as adjoining the currently operating
Mowntain King property. Although the Silver Streak property is
not described specifically in the geologic report on the distrioct
(Idaho Bureau of Mines and Geology, Pamphlet 33, 19%0), that
report states that in the vicinity of the Mountain King mine most
of the blocks of dolomitic limestone remaining on top of the
igneous mass have been mineraslized to some extent by quartglwith
galena, sphalerite, pyrite and chalcopyrite. The applicant states
that the country rock at the locality to be prospected is limes#one
with "porphyry" (= probably quartz monzonite) intrusions end that
it is highly mineralized.
